Everywhere
families counld be sesn' spending the
day on the verandahs, lightly clad,
and the parks and other resorts were
largely patronizad. In Portland the
thermometer showed srixty-five, at
Baratoga eighty-six, and other reports
show that similar conditions prevailed
all along the coast.
