Historic And Picturesque.

In much the same strain is a pass­

poetry, what thoughts crowdedhipoo 
his mind and what icntiments moved 
his soul as he looked down from the 
vicinity of the burning crater on the 
memories and ruins of ancient Greece.
He was a student of Hamer and of 
all the Greet authors, and every point 
along the sea upon which Gladstone 
ooked down called up some memory 
of the Odyssey or of ancient Grecian 
history and civilization.

That above ail others is 'be reason 
why Sicily exerts such a spell on the 
poet, the historian, the antiquary and 
the artist. But It is only one of the 
reasons ; for Grecian was only one of 
the many civilizations that have suc­
ceeded ore another in Sicily. It is 
the largest island in the Mediterran- 
esn. It is probably the most beauti­
ful in t e world—Ireland always ex. 
cep’ed It has three faces—one look- 
□g towards Africa, one towards 

Greece and Asia, and one towards 
Italy—and all the races coming from 
all three directions have In turn 
fought for its possession, conquered, 
ruled for a period, and left upon Its 
face the record of their ideals. But 
while these thoughts were flitting 
hrougb my imagination I awoke from

But the old city of the Greeks oc­
cupied the slope above and around 
the bay, and it is easy enough to be­
lieve Cicero, who described it as “the 
greatest of Greek and the most beau- 
iful of all cities"—maxima Graec- 

arum uibium et omnium pulcherrima. 
The remains of Grecian splendor s'il 
strew the shores in the ruins of tem­
ples and theatres and baths. As the 
ship advances we are pointed out 
Gbirgenti, and in the even rig we 
drop anchor in the biy outside Cat­
ania. What with leading and unload­
ing (rom the boats that surround­
ed the steamer sleep was rather un­
sound, but before dawn we were again 
in the open sea.

ancient Greek literature as the I — 
landeibeoeath whose oaves the sirens 
-ang their treacherous songs. The 
[eland of the Sirens seemed on this 
day in the distant haze to assume 
the shape of galleys taking flight for 
open sea, and one can easily nnder 
stand how the Greeks imagined they 
heard the siren voices, for earth and 
sea and sky seem to meet and make 
melody more than human.

Oa oar left the precipice of Capri 
soars against the sky. This island 
has been made forever notorious by 
he ‘'footprints of imperial crime.” 

Tiberias retired hither and built 
himself no less than twelve palaces 
imongat its rocky cliffs. Seutonieo 
describes bis orgies ol crime, but 
riey are not fit to print. Ou one 
side of the island a c'iff rises perpon 
dionlariy out of the sea to a height 
of one thousand feet.

The ‘'Pastime" Of Tiberias,
From the tops of this cliff were 

flang the prisoners whom the cruel 
emperor doomed to die, and to mak 
-urety doubiy sate, boatmen awaited 
them below with oars in hand and 
broke their bones to pieces. This 
was one of Tiberius’ pastimes. I 
-pent some sSEtha In Capri last 
year, and one of the interesting fig­
ures on the island today is the 
American consular agent, a genial 
character with literary tastes. Every 
man has a hobby, and the hobby of 
the United States o mauler agent at 
Cabri is the defence ol Tiberius. He 
has written a book to prove that the 
tyrant was not black at all, and bis 
main argument is that he was too 
old when he came to Capri to be 
guilty of snob crimes and cruelty as 
have been attributed to him—as if 
age alone softens the wicked.

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Premier Borden Vindicated

la the British House of 
Commons on Thursday last, 
Right Honourable Winston 
Churchill, First Lord of the 
Admiralty, made his state- 
meat regarding the estimates 
fdf1' tfc/ë Duiltlfrig of warshijM 
His exposition of the policy of 
the Imperial Government in 
consequence of the rejection 
of the Naval Aid Bill by the 
Canadian Senate, confirms in 
detail the announcement he 
made in on J une last that11 im 
mediate action” was necessary, 
and once again shatters the 
rediculous assertion of the 
Liberals, that there is no em­
ergency. Mr. Churchill re 
gards what occurred in the 
Canadian Parliament as a 
matter of grave importance in 
connection with the general 
defence of the Empire, and 
goes on to say that since he 
had last addressed the House 
“a serious event has occurred, 
regardingthe Canadian ships." 
Emphasizing this thought. 
Mr. Churchill says :

“The rejection of the Can­
adian Naval Aid Bill has, for 
the time at least, deprived us 
of aid upon which we had 
been depending, and unless 
that gap is filled, by sacrifice 
of the British taxpayer, the 
general defence of the Em­
pire, apart altogether from 
the defence of the United 
Kingdom; would be three 
ships short df the Admiralty 
requirements from the end of 
1915 onward.”

From this emphatic state 
ment of the First Lord of the 
Admiralty, it will be seen that 
the Imperial Government were 
depending on the three Can­
adian battleships, and that 
there failure to materialize 
was a serious disappointment. 
Continuing Mr. Churchill ex­
plains how the gap thus caus­
ed may be filled. Two ways 
were open to the Govern­
ment, he said,.—either to lay 
down three additional ships 
or to accelerate the construc­
tion of three of the five vessels 
on the Admiralty programme 
for the present financial year, 
which it was intended to be­
gin in March next. The adop 
tion of this second alternative 
will meet for the present, the 
needs of the situation. This 
decision leaves the way still 
open for Canada to contribute 
three ships, and is entirely in 
accord with the position taken 
by Premier Borden when he 
announced as “the firm 
intention and determination 
of the Government to bring 
down at a later date a pro­
posal for the acquisition or 
construction of three battle 
ships as was proposed in the 
Naval Aid Bill of 1912.”

Mr. Churchill expressed the 
belief that the question of 
Canada taking an effective 
part in the general defence of 
the Empire is by no means 
closed, and that there is an 
“over-whelming concensus of 
opinion that action should be 
taken, and that soon.” In en­
tertaining this opinion, Mr. 
Churchill is quite justified ; 
the desire of participating in 
the defence of the Empire is 
growing stronger and stronger 
and will find a way to assert 
itself.

The declaration of Mr. 
Churchill, which we have here 
quoted and the whole trend 
of his remarks in connection 
with this subject prove the 
anxiety of the Imperial Gov­
ernment regarding the Can­
adian ships, and their disap­
pointment at the unpatriotic

ate. Would the Imperial Gov­
ernment and the Admiralty 
manifest all this anxiety ; ex 
press their keen disappoint­
ment and appeal to the British 
tax payers for further sacrifi­
ces for naval equipment, if 
they were not convinced that 
an emergency exists ? not by 
any means ; It is this convic­
tion that has been the domin 
ating idea in the naval pro­
gramme of both the Imperial 
and Canadian Governments.

From the inception of their 
bitter opposition to the Borden 
naval aid bill, the Laurier 
party have occupied illogi­
cal and untenable ground, and 
have sought to buoy themsel­
ves up by specious arguments 
Starting from false premises 
their conclusions could be 
none other than sophistical 
and misleading, The latest 
utterances of Mr. . Winston 
Churchill has completely shat­
tered whatever was left of the 
tottering fabric ofmisrepre- 
sentation our Liberal friend! 
had labored so hard to erect.

They now find themselves 
completely stranded ; but fall­
ing back on their reserve 
force of sophistry and bring­
ing into play their inexhaust­
ible versatility and their un 
limited political effrontery they 
seek, through their organs, to 
disort the declarations of the 
First Lord of the Admiralty 
from all semblance to their 
natural and logical meeting. 
Driven to bay they seek to 
brazen it out on the most false 
and contradictory lines. Could 
the political mind of man con­
ceive anything more prepos­
terous!

Ottawa, will likely grant 
petit'on of right or fiat to 
Messrs. Kirby and Stewart of 
Ottawa to sue the govern 
ment in the Exchequer Court 
for their claim in connection 
with the Temiskaming dam 
construction. The difference 
between what is conceded and 
what is claimed is $106,000. 
The firm were contractors for 
one of the Ottawa river stor 
age reservoirs, and after re­
ceiving $104,000 on progress 
estimates the work was taken 
off their hands as unsatisfac 
tory.

It will be recalled that 
the deal was reported on and 
the late government’s action 
strongly criticized by the pub 
lie service commission.

Borden's Naval Aid Bill. Their 
whole desire and design was 
to bring about an election if 
possible, and because the 
Prime Minister would not play 
into the hands of his political 
opponents, he was met with 
all kinds of contemptible op 
position and obstruction in his 
conduct of the country’s busi­
ness. The following extract 
from an article in the Chroni­

Borden, if you will only give 
us this election, your naval 
bill will go right through the 
Senate after that, no matter 
which party comes in.

Here we have the true at­
titude of our Liberal friends.

According to statistics filed 
in the department of agricul­
ture, Ottawa, the psst year, 
for the first time in over sixty 
years, Canada shipped no 
butter into the United King 
dom Canada is now on the 
other hand, classed among the 
butter importing countries. 
During the past fiscal year 
there was an enormous in­
crease and butter imports re­
ached a total of some 7,000,000 
pounds, mostly from New 
Zealand. The total exports of 
butter was the smallest on re 
cord, amounting approximate­
ly to half a million pounds 
which consisted chiefly of 
tinned butter to the West In­
dies and dairy butter to the 
United States. There was al 
so a decrease during the year 
in exports of cream to the 
United States on account of 
the high prices of butter in 
Canada. The dairy branch of 
the agriculture department 
claims that the decline in 
Canada’s export butter trade 
and the increases in the im 
porvs of butter did not indicate 
any decline in the dairying 
industry. The growth of the 
home market is given as the 
principal cause for the change 
in the situation. According to 
the officials at Ottawa the 
production of milk in Canada 
is larger at the present time 
than it ever was in the history 
of the country. It is also 
claimed that in addition to the 
increase in consumption due 
to greater population, there is 
a large per capita increase in 
the use of milk, cream and ice 
cream.

“All Red’ Scheme.

London, July 15.—It is official- 
ly announced here that a contract 
for over one million sterling has 
been signed for the construction 
of a railway and new harbor on 
the west coast of Ireland in con­
nection with the All Red route 
scheme, which the Canadian gov­
ernment has now approved.

The railway will run from Cul- 
looney to Black’s Bay, County 
Mayo, which is to be the the port 
for steamers, which will make the 
run to Halifax in three and a half 
days.

Average Crop Production.

Although there is need of a pro 
gressive policy to benefit the farm 
ers in the Old Country it is note­
worthy that the average yield pe 
acre of the various crops is greater 
than in many other countries. Thi 
United States Department of Agri 
culture recently published in one 
of its Crop Reports a table of the 
index figures showing the relative 
productivity of over thirty dif­
ferent countries. These figures 
were based on crops—wheat, oats, 
rye, barley, corn and potatoes— 
comprising the bnlk of crop pro 
duction in most countries of the 
world.

In order to ascertain the index 
figures the average yield per acre 
for a series of years was obtained 
and these average yields were re 
duced to their percentage of the 
average yield of all the countries 
examined. The percentages for 
each country were combined and 
weighted in proportion to the re 
lative acreage of the various 
crops in each country to obtain 
the index number of production.

Taking 100 as representing the 
the weigthed average of all conn 
tries the eight leading nations 
were. Belgium with 221, Switzer 
land 202. Neitherlands 190, United 
Kingdom 177, Germany 169, Dan 
mark 168. New Zealand 167 and 
and Egypt 161, Canada was tenth 
with 136 and the United States 
seventeenth with 108 Then fol­
lowed fifteen other countries in 
diminishing amounts, including 
84, Australia 76, Russia 71 2 and 
ending with Tunis 37. From this 
statement it is evident that the 
United Kingdom still stands high 
among the nations of the world in 
the productivity of the crops.

A still more recent caser is that 
of “Sam Batiste," also of the 
Babine Agency, who last winter 
furnished provisions to two men, 
Frank Rahnor and W. H. Wrig- 
ley, who wintered, for prospecting 
purposes, in the Indians’ hunting 
grounds. The men’s provisions 
were exhausted, and they were in 
the utmost extremity when found 
by the Indian. He supplied their 
necessities, so far as he was able. 
He and his family even went 
without food for days as the re­
sult of his hospitality. The In­
dian’s kindness only availed to 
save the life of one of the men 
Frank Rahnor succumbed to the 
privations from which h&suffered, 
but Mr. Wrigley survived. Two 
of the Indian’s dogs died of star­
vation, and after return to civi­
lization one of his children also 
died, no doubt as the result of the 
extreme privation suffered.

The department is taking steps 
to recognize in a substantial man 
ner the noble conduct of these two 
men, and the cases are also being ^ 
brought to the attention Jof the I 
Royal Humane Society.

Ottawa, July 17.—That the 
dread disease of leprosy is curable 
is shown in a statement made by 
Langis, medical superintendent of 
the Lazaratto at Tracadie N. B., 
to the public health department 
here. Two patients who were at 
the early stage of leprosy have 
been discharged during the past 
year from the Lazaretto after 
treatment from Dr. Deyeke’s Nas- 
tin Thesaby followed since May, 
1911.

Dr, Langis had at first fifteen 
patients to treat and gave between 
thirty-six and thirty.eight injec­
tions of nastin to each. With th e, 
as with any other treatment, a few 
patients attributed intercurrent 
illness to its use, and refused it, 
after a few intjections, Generally 
the patient suffers from ten to 
thirty minutes from the burning 
ienaation produced by the medicine 
at the place of the injection, but 
after this abates he has a general 
sensation of warmth, feels etimu 
la ted and stronger,

With mostly all patients there 
is an elevation of temperature for 
a few hours after the injection, 
which varies from one to two 
degrees.

TWO PATIENTS cured.

Old anaesthetic cases are very 
little helped by nastin. but, two 
patients were discharged at the 
early stage of the type of leprosy. 
One man of thirty-nine years, left 
a year ago he received only twenty 
injections of nastin. He has been 
visited twice since, and he remains 
well. The other case a man of 
sixty-seven, left in November last. 
He has received sixty injections, 
Dr. Langis saw him recently and 
found him in good health,free from 
the disease. Both had been taken 
the old treatment, chaulmoogra oil, 
strychnine, etc.

Another case of mixed leprosy is 
so much improved that Dr. Langis 
has great hopes to discharge him 
in the near future.

With five nodular cases there 
has been, for a certain time, arre~

of the leprosy process with some 
retrogression of the leprous symp 
toms. Three of these are certainly 
better today, the two other’s are 
in the last stages of the disease.

The patients are supplied with 
musical instruments and some 
games to help them pass away the 
time and divert their thought- 
from themselves.

They are taking advantage of 
these amusements and seem to en 
joy them. The sisters make every 
effort to contribute to their physi 
cal and moral comfort and respond 
to their many calls by day and 
night,

TWENTY ONE IN LAZARETTO.

There are at present in the 
lazaretto at Tracadie, N. B. twenty 
one patients, eleven males and ten 
females. Seventeen of these are of 
French Canadians, two of English, 
one of Icelandic and one of Russian 
origin.

No deaths and do admission oc­
curred during the year. The leper 
lazaretto at Darcy Island, B. C.. 
was used during the year for ac- 
comolations of four Chinese lepers 
while waiting deportation under 
the immigration regulations. The 
death of one of these men occurred 
at Darcy Island, the other three 
cases were deported to Chins 
They were given the address cf 
the leper mission hospital at Can­
ton and given money enough to 
pay for their stay there for some 
months.

Snatched From 
Falls.

Niagara Falls, N. Y., July 18. 
Trueman Chapman, twenty two 
years old, of Hamilton, Ont., was 
rescued from the very brink of 
American Falls tonight by four 
men, one of whom took desperate 
chances to reach him.jChapmanwas 
sitting on the railing just above 
Prospect Point, about nine o’clock, 
when the loiterers in the park 
were horrified to see him suddenly 
topple backwards and fall into 
the stream.

At this point the current is 
swift and the pull towards the 
brink of the falls almost irresisible 
After striking the water Chap 
man’s body lodged against two 
small projections of rock and this 
undoubtedly saved him from al­
most instant death,

HEROIC RESCUERS.

Some recent paintaking investiga­
tions at one of the dairy research 
étalions in England with seven cows 
for two days, even covering such de­
tails as a separate test of eleven sno- 
oeeeive pints, three times a day, from 
the four quarters of the udder, show 
that while the average test with tbe 
cows giving thirty pounds of mileper 
day was 3-6 per cent, the variation 
was all the way from only six tenths 
of one per cent np to nine and a half 
percent of fat.

This is a clear proof of how mis. 
leading one single test may be. If 
the real earning capacity of each 
individual cow is to be computed, it 
muet be on the buis of her annual 
production of milk end fat lees the 
cost of the feed ; regular weighing 
and testing give that knowledge 
which every patron should have of 
each cow he keeps.
