fare we got fromJHelmcr’s to VanKgmond's, 
just forty miles of bush. We enjoyed our 
repast delightfully on account of the polit- 
ness of the Landlady and sister (soon after 
Mrs. Jackson) whose husband succeeded 
the good hearted but unfortunate Sergeant. 
Jackson was an Englishman, the other 
Irish. We were pleased with the flying 
sign in front of the inn ; fur on it sat the 
mmortal Bard of A ion, pen in hand, we 

met and conversed a while with the Messrs 
Stinson and C, W. Dafy C. C. agent, who 
was most courteous and communicative as 
to lands and localities. He (-tf -course) 
recommended tlv vicinity of Stratford as 
the best place to make a home. We took 
his advice a few weeks afterwards, by 
purchasing Lot No 6, 1st con, South East- 

pe, at the price of four hundred dollars. 
It had sixteen acres chopped all told, five 
of which was cleared with a brush fence 
round it. Our next resting place was at 
Sebaugh’s seven miles from Stratford, 

here we met Richard Darlington late of 
Colborne township. He was on his way 
Li Hamilton, to bring his family from 
thence to Goderich. Mr. Darlington made 
the night pleasant with his relations of 
horse races, steeple chases, and hunting in 
Ireland. Mr, Scbauglv then occupied a 
most wretched shanty, floored with bass­
wood slabs v. hich served for seats at the ' 
fire, which was down in a hole at one end 
of the building. The old gentleman told 
yis that he had nine boys,and related many 
of the hardships and privations of him­
self and others, the first settlers, who were 
the pioneers of 1828 and ’30. Mr. Darling­
ton and ourself were bedfellows. But 
sleep on account of« hundred other bed­
fellows was outofthequestion. Webotbgot 
tip and sat on the floor by the lire till day­
light. My agreeable companion proved 

.mself by far the better hand at roughing 
it in the bush. He offered the Landlord 
60>cts. for leave to searchf for whisky, and 
to the old man’s surprise found a little 
jug containing a quart of poor stuff, which 
was hid beneath a (sheet of bark in a 
corner. We left early next morning for 
Mitchell where we breakfasted with Black 
John in what had been a board ahantv. 
John was the only settler in Mitchell. He 
made shipgles m the woods and carried 
them out on his back front the pine swamp. 
He was the strongest man of hie sizo we 
have ever seen, and as kind and generous, 

strong. He was a Spaniard. There 
was no house or sliànty from Mitchell to 
Carrunbrook five miles, where a Canadian 
named Teenies kept in a better building 
but* with fewer edibles in it. The poor 
man had lost his wife by the c|olera some 
time previous. Ho showed us her grave 
near the barn yard. He had a lot of small 
children in the heart of the wilderness and 
very little for their sustenance. 11 grieved 
us to see them. Mr. Low then lived at 
or near Silver creek ; the father of the 
young gentleman of that name not long 
since in Slierriff Mcdonald’s office. The 
old gentleman was highly intelligent and 
an excellent speaker.

Extraordinary Adventure of a 
Member of Parliament-

The Waterford Standardi in going over 
the incidents of the late election in that 

says Perhaps not the least amus­
ing and interesting feature in connection 
with tho dreadful attack made on Mr. 
ComminV hotel was the escape of Mr. B, 
Osborne, M. P., and hia friend and sup­
porter, Mr. D Carigan. When the first 
attack made on the building had termin­
ated, and the mob had been dispersed, 
those inaide did not feel the least security 
that they were safe from further molest­
ation, and tho fact was to a certain extent 
verified by the report reaching the hotel 
that Mr. Owen Power’s store had been 
eet on fire. The party, without sitting 
down to finish their dinner, began to con­
sult on tho possibility of escape.—Mr, 
Osborne, followed by Mr D Carrigan, 
rushed to the top of the hotel, and, gett­
ing out by the skylight, mounted the roof 
of the building. In the darkness, and 
amid the frantic yells of some thousands 
of persons who were longing to have the 
tearing of them,the two gentlemen scramb­
led cautiously along the rouf, dreading 
every moment to be precipitated below, 
Having reached the adjoining building, 
they mounted the roof, and were cau­
tiously but silen*ly pursuing their upward 
course, when one of Mr. Lock’s assistants, 
who was near tho top of the building, 
heard them, and, fearing tb«y were burg­
lars, raised the alarm. Perceiving that 
they were recognised, and fearing exitosure 
Mr. Carrigan implored of those within the 
building to afford him and Mr Osborne 
protection. Mr. Osborne here whisjiqrfd 
to hia companion, ‘Are the imuatei of 
this house supportera of mine /’ aud onu 
of the assistants, overhearing tho question, 
replied, ‘Yes ; yon are safe here.’ Tbs 
assistants then exerted themselves and 
succeeded in getting them into the build­
ing through a skylight ; but when Mr, 
Osborne was leaping through he> jumped 
up to the waist in a large water tank. The 
two fugitives were then put into a back 
bed-room. By the time tlwt they had 
obtained refuqp from the perilous flight, 
the mob had recommenced their attack on 
the hotel. Finding that if the hotel was 
broken into and they missing that sus­
picion might rest upon their escape into 
the establishment, the aasistahts began to 
fear for their own safety. It was first re­
solved to put them up on one of the top 
shelves, but that was abandoned aa iiq-.

Sir F. Hincks moved the House into 

Committee on the bill respecting banks 
and. banking.

Hon. Mr. Holton criticised the bill, par­
ticularly the issue of tiutU notes by the 
Government and tho provisions that the 
banka shall hold a portion of their reserves 
in Government notes, characterising it as 
of the nature of forced loan.

6ir George E. Cartier replied, and chall­
enged the member for Ghateauguay to de­
clare what potior hé wopld approve of.

Mr. Cartwright referred to a statement 
frequently made, that the Ontario banks 
had acted unwisely in not aceeptirg the 
Government circulation under Sir A. T. 
Galt’s scheme, and said that if they bad 
done so it would have been disastrous to . 
Ontario in the state of the money market 
at that time, though it might have been 
advantageous to the managers of Banks.

Mr. Mackenzie condemned the provision 
putting the circulation of small notes in 
the hands of the Government,and charact­
erised it as an issue of email shin-platers 
based on the security of largeshin-pluten. 
The whole scheme, he believed, was in­
tended ns a step towards the complete over­
throw of the existing system, arid would 
finally, he feared, lead to itii irredeemable 
currency.

Messrs Street and Gibbs protested 
against tho reported insinuations that the 
issue of the banks was not perfectly secure.

The House went into Committee, Mr. 
Gray in the chair, and adopted tho several 
changes.

Dr. Tqpper presented a petition to-day. 
praying for such a duty on coal imported 
into the Dominion as would enable the 
coal of Nova Scotia to compote with it in 
tho Western Provinces. This petition was 
signed by members of the Nova Scotia 
Legislative Council, members for Cumber­
land, Antigonish, Inverness, Gtiisboro, 
Halifax, Colchester, Pictou, Richmond 
and Lunenburg, and by a large number of 
bankers and merchants uf Halifax. The 
petitioners state that they arc of opinion 
that until such a course of policy is adopt­
ed by the Dominion Parliament all hope 
of obtaining any reduction on a duty so 
imposed by the American Government is 
at an end, and they are fully persuaded 
that any further continuance of the con­
cessions heretofore made to tho people of 
the neighboring Republic would be unwise 
and impolitic. The petitioners believe that 
it is the sound policy ut the Government 
to foster the trade, manufactures and 
industrial resources of tho Dominion 
in every trade portion of the territory 
under their control, thereby increuing the 
business relations between the Upper and 
Lower Provinces, bringing them into close 
connection with each other and making 
thorn more independent of the United 
States.

After recess,
Mr. Street moved an amendment, pro-

id ing that in the event of its being shown, 
upon the application uf any bank for an 
extension or modification of its charter, a 
provided iythe next preceding section,that 
the paid-up capital stock thereof ha been 
impaired, provision shall be made in the 
charter to be granted thereon for a reduc­
tion of the shares and paid-up capital, by

n amount at least equal to the sum by
hich the same shall appear to be so im­

paired, but the liabilities of the sharehold­
ers shall not thereby be lessened or inter­
fered with, and in no case shall the reduc­
tion exceed526 per cent, of the paid-up 
capital, nor shall the same be reduced be­
low the sum of $200,000.

After some discussion, this amendment 
was carried.

All the clauses were then passed down to 
the clause respecting the Bank of British 
North America.

Mr. McKenzie moved an amendment 
providing that after the 1st Jan., 1873,this 
bank come under all the provisions of the 
Act.

After a long discussion, the> amendment 
was dropped on the understanding that it 
would be brought up on concurrence.

, The remaining clauses of the bill were 
adopted, and the bill reported.

Sir Francis Hincks moved concurrence 
in the re|x>rt <>f the Committee of the 
Whole on the Banking Hill.

Mr Cartwright moved an amendment to 
the effect that, in case any Bank chose to 
resign its circulation and all profita that 
may be derived therefrom, it shall not be 
required to held Dominion Notes a part 
< *f >te cash reserves, but may hold gold.— 
He denied that he made this amendment 
in the interext of the Bank of Montreal, 
and went un to argue that the Govern­
ment notes were not a good a gold, seeing 
that there had been large deficits every 
year for a number of years, that of last 
year being nearly one million.

Hon Mr Holton ivohld have preferred 
to have had the whole section struck out. 
He taunted the Minister of Finance for 
declining to give any reaons for main­
taining certain clauses

Mr Alex Mackenzie aid that the whole 
scheme was intended to provide, by illegi­
timate means, money necessary to meet 
ever-recurring deficits. He moved in 
amendment to the amendment that the 
report be not concurred in, .but the Bill 
be referred back to Committee with in­
structions to strike out the 5th sub-section 
of tho let section, which provides that 
Banks shall hold half of their cash reserves 
in Dominion Notes.

The vote on this amendment was taken 
without debate, and lost. Yea, 36; nays, 
104,—Majority, 68.

Mr Young approved of the amendment 
of - the member for Lennox in itself, but 
considered that if passed it might enable 
the Bank of Montreal to occupy a position 
very dangerous to other banks. He be­
lieved the principle which the House had 
Adopted was a bad ône, but it having been 
adopted it wa desirable to have all on the 
same fruiting, and therefore he wa oppos­
ed to the amendment of the member for 
Lennox.

Amendment lost—Yea 13; nays 128.
Mr Mackenzie moved that the Bank of 

British North America shall come under 
the double liability clause after the fat 
January. 1873. Lost—Yea 46; nays 98.

Mr Oliver moved an amendment for 
allowing officers of banks to vote on their 
own stock. Lost on a division.

Besides every pub­
lic-spirited citizen has a laudable pride in 
having a paper of which he is not asham­
ed. A good-looking sheet helps property, 
gives character tc locality, and in many 
respects, it is a desirable public conve­
nience. If from any cause the matter in 
load or editorial columns should not be 
to vour standard, do not cast it aside and 
pronounce it good for nothing until satis­
fied that there has been no more labor be­
stowed upon it than is paid for. And it 
must be supported not in any spirit of 
charity either, but because you feel a 
necessity to support it. The local press 
is the power that moves the world."
