Gaol Statistics.—Through the cour­
tesy of Gaoler Dickson we lay before our 
readers the following interesting statisti­
cal report of the County Gaol for the 
year ending 30th Sept 1880: - Confined 
in jail during the year, 169, 9 of these 
were in jail on the 1st Oct., 1879; 160 
were committed to the jail during the 
year, being 35 more than for the previous 
year. Of the 160 committed, 31 were 
committed for vagrancy, 25 for larceny,
21 4nmk, 2 disorderly, 19 for contempt 
of Court, 14 insane. For the more 
henious offences there were for forgery 
2, shooting with intent 1, rape 1. for 
cruelty to animals 2 The longest sen­
tence in jail was 6 months, the shortest 
one day The longest time put in by 
any prisoner was 6 months and 16 days; 
the average number of days for each 
prisoner was nearly 26. The daily 
average of prisoners was Ilf. This is a 
lower average than last year hut it is 
accounted for by the shortness of the 
sentences The number of prisoners 
warned 62, unmarried 98. This look»

The 
services throughout were of the most in 
tereeting character, and several members 
gave expression to the pleasure and pro­
fit they had derived from them. Durin; 
the first session the chair was occupioi 
by Rev. Dr. Williams, Chairman of the 
District:'but, as lie was called away by 
other duties, the Btev.-nJ. Caswell held 
the post of honor during the remaining 
sessions. The Rev. D. G. Sutherland 
was appointed Secretary, and E. F.
Moore, Esq., of Goderich, Treasurer.
The first hour on Thursday afternoon was 
taken up with reports front the various 
Sunday schools represented, and a brief 
conversation in reference to them. The 
reports generally indicate 1 a good degree 
of prosperity. Attention was drawn to 
the work of temperance, and to the use 
of catechisms in the schools. It appears 
that on the district there are 52 schools,
563 officers and teachers, and 4,231 
scholars. 1

At 3.30 S. H. Brownell, Esq., of 
Kincardine, read a short but able paper 
on “ The importance of regular attend­
ance on the part of teachers and seve­
ral members took part in the discussion 
which followe 1.

The question, “ How to promote,the 
‘spirituality if the school, was then 
taken up by Rev. J. T. Smith —i mg 
the points i.i l ie were the importance of 
keeping the subject in mind; the pro­
priety of teachers themselves being con­
verted, and having the heart tilled with 
love; the advisability of holding special 
prayer and enquiry meetings for the 
scholars,. and of giving an occasional 
sermon to the children in- place of the 
regular public v.-r ice; and the import­
ance of cherishing faith in the early con­
version i f children. Other sprakers also 
urged the importance of deep spirituality 
on the part of teachers.

The chairman, Dr. Williams, then 
gave an interesting and instructive ad­
dress on “ century of Sabbath school 
work,' in which he set forth the immense 
progress that had been made since Robt.
Raikes in his journal earnestly advocated 
the establishment of these schools ; the 
great changes that had taken place "in 
social and religious life in that time; the 
evangelization of heathen lands and the 
increase of philanthropic effort, and the 
part that Sunday schools had taken in 
bringing this about.

A large audience gathered at the even­
ing session, when addresses were deliver­
ed by Rev. D. G. Sutherland on “ The 
propriety of instructing the children in 
our doctrinal teaching ;" Rev. J. Caswell 
on “ The relation of children to the 
church ;". and Rev. W. Mel)..imgli on 
“ The unity of the Old and New Testa­
ment in Gospel teaching.” The session 
was lengthy but the audience remained 
with unabated interest to the close.

On Friday morning Ira J. Fisher, Esq., 
of Kincardine, began with a short ad­
dress on " Methods of teaching. " Among 
the points made by him and the suc­
ceeding speakers were, a thorough pre­
paration before hand by the teacher, so 
that in the class he may entirely dis­
pense with the use Berean Leaves and 
helps ; a tilling of the history between 
the successive lessons ; the bringing out 
of the doctrinal teachings and an earnest 
enforcement of vital principles on the 
scholar'» acceptance; a heart full of love 
and a manner full of kindness. The use 
of the blackboard and other means of 
illustration was also urged ; and excellent 
blackboard exercise was gixfen by Mr.
Bengough.

Rev. J. Harris then took up the ques­
tion of “ The best mental and spiritual 
preparation of the teacher. ’ The teacher 
should feel the importance of his work.
He has only one hour each week to do 
what should he done every day in our 
public schools. His teachings should he 
experimental, and for that reason he 
should himself have a .knowledge of the 
deep things of God.

J. Philp on “What can tin church and 
home do for the Sunday Schoolf” The 
church can reiognize the school as part 
of itself ; can take loving care of it; can 
furnish teachers and see that they are 
pro;«r!y qualified ; can establish normal 
classes; can provide suitable rooms and 
ample funds fur the work; and should 
exercise some control over the expendi­
ture. The home can help by beginning 
and continuing the child’s training. 
Voltaire says the character is formed be­
fore five years of age; the experienced 
Frcebel, founder of the Kindergarten 
system, says, before seven. Parents can 
help by securing prompt and regular at­
tendance; by seeing the lessons are learn­
ed, and studying the lessons with the 
children ; by questioning the children 
about what they have read in the library 
books; by saying kind words about the 
teacher and minister, and by visiting the 
school. In the discussion which ensued, 
one brother insisted on liaving a sermon 
preached specially to children, at least 
once every three months.

The question, “ What sort of books 
should we have in our Sunday school 
libraries ?” was then taken up by Rev. C. 
Hamilton. Our children will be like 
what they feed upon, v Give them 
good literature and they will become 
mentally healthy and robust. Much of 
the literature to-day is fli:,isy if not per­
nicious. A mistake to buy some books 
merely because they are cheap. Let 
parents know what their children read. 
Our children should be especially fur­
nished with Methodist biography and 
literature, a field full of tales of heroism 
and self-sacrifices. A lively discussion 
followed.

Rev. W. Birks then dealt with the 
subject, “ The best methods of interest­
ing the children in missionary work.” 
He said that parents were not interested 
in missionary work as they should^ be, 
and did not attend missionary meetings, 
and so the hearts of the children were 
chilled to that great cause. There was 
no work in which the children could be 
so easily interested. The missionary 
workers of the future are in our schools.

Spring and Fall Pigs.—Pigs littered 
in the fall or early winter, owing to the 
cold weath, lack of green food, etc., sel­
dom make a good start, and in many 
cases are eaten so soon as dropped by 
the voracious dams. Pigs for the great­
est profit should come about the opening 
of spring, with its fresh grass and warm 
sunshine; the can then be ready for the 
market by fall, and very few risks will 
be run. For this end sows should be 
bred in December or January. At one 
time large hogs were highly prized in the 
market, but now smaller ones are in de­
mand, and such pork can be produced 
at less expense per pound than that of 
large hogs. Young hogs are the moat 
profitable, born in spring and marketed 
in the fall. — [American Agriculturist.

The Australian Provinces are about 
to consider the question of Chinese im­
migration.

The editor of the Sarnia Observer car­
ries a level head upon his shoulder. He 
says :—One of the worst plagues raised 
by the N. P. is the bonus hunter. 
There has lieen more of him during the 
past two years than ever before known or 
heard of, and he invariably turns out to 
be all wind and no wool. Something 
should be done to suppress the profes­
sional bonus hunter.

Justice Cameron threw a bombshell 
into the legal circle attending the assizes, 
whenhe declared his intention of allowing 
no adjournments for luncheon during the 
Court here.

It will be for those who happen to 
take up estray cattle to know the rules 
necessary to be observed before they be­
come entitled to recover any expenses 
they may be put to for feed, etc., of such 
cattle.

If this course be pursued, there 
will be found no difficulty in recovering 
reasonable charges; but it is running 
considerable risk to keep a beast for a 
month or two, then advertise, and when 
the beast is claimed, present a bill for all 
the keep consumed.

While visiting the Clinton fair last 
month, I was extremely shocked at what 
appeared to me to be one of the most re- 
dieulous means of tantalizing a good 
natured person.

A gang of 
boys, and even some young men who 
should have had more sense, would walk 
around with one of those bills concealed 
in the palm of the hand, wet and all 
ready for a stick. When they would 
meet some respectable young man they 
would slap him on the back and leave 
him as my -title indicates, a “walking 
advertisement. ’’ Whether the same sort 
of joke was played at Goderich fair, I 
am unable to say, not being present, but 
I trust the young men and boys of your 
beautiful town had more respect for 
themselves. At Clinton one young man 
was so imposed upon as to have five 
paste bills stuck to his coat and one long 
) sheet advertisement stuck on also. 
Such conduct is truly insane, and de­
serves looking after.

And God said, let us make man in our 

image, after our likeness: So God created 
man in his own image, in the image of 
God created he him, male and female 
created he them. Weak, ignorant, dog­
matical, domineering, and self-willed as 
thou art, O Man ! Humble as thou 
oughtest to be, O child of the dust 
would thou raise thy thoughts to infinite 
wisdom ! wouldst thou see omnipotence 
displayed before thee ! contemplate 
thine own frame. Fearfully and 
wonderfully art thou made : praise 
therefore, tliy Creator with awe, 
and rejoice befure him with reverence. 
But too many of these despicable, worth­
less, and vile mortals, called man, have 
sought out for themselves many inven 
lions; few to their honor, but a great 
number to their absolute discredit. 
Well might the Great Apostle of the 
Gentiles, exclaim, what is man ? that 
the Lord should be mindful of him !

I am told that the following is- a cor­
rect synopsis of the various organs, their
movements and numbers, contained in that judicious condensation is a virtue, 
the structure of man.

The weight of 
the brain varies from 3 pounds to 3 
pounds 8 ounces. The nerves exceed 
10,000,000 in number. And some idea 
may be formed of the rapidity of the 
blood passing along the nerves from the 
brain to the heart, that when a person 
is playing rapidly upon a piano, upwards 
of 1,000 distinct movements are perform­
ed within the minute. Each of which 
movement, has its time, place, and 
strength exactly ordered. At the same 
time that the mind imparts this number 
of impressions to the muscles, it is re­
ceiving not less than 2000 impressions 
by each of the three distinct senses, the 
eye, the ear, and the touch, and per­
ceives the most miniite variations with 
each. I^he skin is composed of three 
layers, and varies from one fourth to 
one-eighth of an inch in thickness. The 
skin is subjected to an atmospheric
ressure of 25 pounds to the square inch. 

Every square inch 'of the skin contains 
about 3,600 sweating tubes, or perspir­
atory pores, each of which may be likened 
to a drain tile, one fourth of an inch 
long, making an aggregate length in the 
entire surface of the body,, of 201,106

SOME POINTS FOR OUR READERS.

Among those who have never had any 
experience as journalists, there are not 
many who understand and appreciate the 
difficulties and trials that surround an 
editor. The actual routine work ia enor­
mous, but this is the easiest part of his 
labors. To judge what should and wh^ 
should not be published; whatgri^Tlmoes 
personal or otherwise, shov^, ^ gfcould 
not be aired ; to h-^ th# beJjmce ^ 
tween contend^ pjyqig, . to manage the 
finances^ k| the *ame time protect 

interests of patrons, is a task of no 
small magnitude. And what makes the 
labor greater, and success more difficult 
of attainment, is, that very mistaken 
notions are widely prevalent in regard to 
an editor’s duties and responsibilities. 
To correct some of these is our present 
purpose. 1

It is a mistake to ask or expect an 
editor to publish everything that is sent 
him fog insertion. Each one who writes 
for publication is very liable to be so 
much attached to his own production as 
to overlook altogether its defects, and 
count upon its insertion as a certainty, 
entirely irrespective of its value or suita­
bleness. Hence its rejection is the 
cause of great offence, and bitter disap­
pointment. The editor is regarded as a 
stupid ignoramus, who cannot appreciate 
talent, or as an unjust judge who hin­
ders the righting of wrongs and the re­
proval of grievances. With regular con­
tributors there is seldom any trouble; 
their articles are almost always good and 
timely, and even if occasionally vundens- 
ed or rejected, they have too much good 
sense to be offended. It is from those 
who know very little about the writing, 
who have mistaken notions about the 
functions of the journalist, or who aie 
wholly absorbed by tbeir own personal 
interests or grievances, that the severest 
censure comes. For them, for all, there 
are some points well worthy of consider­
ation.

Remember, that an editor’s position 
is a very delicate one. It requires no 
small degree of judgment, taste and firm­
ness to accept only what is good and 
to reject what is worthless, or positively 
mischievous.

Remember that an editor must con­
sult, not the wish or inclination of any 
individual writer only, but the benefit 
and instruction of his readers generally. 
He is under obligations to keep up the 
character of his journal, and cannot pos­
sibly do so, unless he retains the sole 
right to decide what should and what 
should not be published. Besides the 
very bargain he has made with his sub­
scribers renders it imperative that he 
should use only the choicest material at 
his command, so as to give them the 
best possible value for their money.

Remember that while the official acts 
of public men are legitimate subjects of 
criticism, mere personal grievances 
should never find a place in public jour­
nal. To give them 8I“sce would be both 
unkind, unjust, and dangerous; unkind 
to the writer who may be wholly wrong 
and soon relapse into a more sober state 
of mind, and to the object of his wrath 
who may be quite innocent ; unjust to 
his readers who have no right to be 
troubled with such effusions, to the ex­
clusion of other matter; and dangerous 
as it might make him liable to an action 
for libel. Even in treating of public 
grievances the editor must be careful lo 
admit only what is consistent with polite­
ness and courtesy.

Remember (and so avoid being offend­
ed,) tliat it is an editor's prerogative to 
condense or change any article sent for 
insertion, as to him may seem most ad­
visable.

three-quarters the amount originally 
asked from the municipalities be re­
quired.

The Reeve invited the council and 
ratepayers present to discuss the subject, 
when a long and earnest debate ensued 
which drew out the opinion that a $16,- 
000 bonus would not carry at the polls, 
some of the councillors contending that 
it would be a difficult matter to pass 
even a 810,000 by-law. In answer to a 
remark by a gentleman present that the 
bonus previously granted to the road hail 
no been a paying investment for the 
municipality. Councillor Weir, ex- 
Reeve Perkins and Henry Perkins Esq., 
advanced some strong arguments show­
ing that Howick liad received a great 
lift towards civilization and prosperity 
by the advent of the line. Councillors 
Cook. Johnston and Jaques explained 
that they were satisfied that the north- 
cast, east -And south-east parts of the 
township would oppose the granting of a 
bonus as they were supplied with rail­
road facilities by the Great Western, and 
advised the representatives to reduce the 
amount of bonus asked to 810,000 or 
$12,000 in order to make the by-law 
successful. Mr. Beatty was not author­
ized to except so low a figure as this. 
He had exjiected at least $15,000 from 
Howick as its share of the $300,000 re­
quired to widen the gauge. If other 
municipalities insisted on such a reduc­
tion as this from the sum asked of them 
the company would fall short of the 
amount required and the scheme fall 
through.

A long argument followed when Mr. 
Johnston moved, seconded by Mr. 
Jaques, that the Council recommend the 
granting of $12,000. Mr Cook spoke on 
this motion, saying that while he did not 
desire to saddle the township with any 
more bonus debt than was alieolutely 
necessajy yet he was sorry that the coun­
cil and the representative could not 
agree on an amount. He would suggest 
that Mr. Beatty would accept 12,500. 
Mr. Beatty said that that amount was 
considerably below what he was instruct­
ed to accept, hut as that was evidently 
n'l that could be obtained from the town­
ship he would, as the Company’s solici­
tor, advise them to except it. Mr John­
ston then reluctantly withdrew his motion, 
and a motion recommending the granting 
of $12,500 was unamimously passed.

The council then complimented the 
representatives of the Company on their 
fairness and candor in the matter and 
the Council adjourned.—[Gome Enter­
prise.

TV Prlar FI,Mrr who Warred on I hr 
Droll.

ofThe cable announces the death 
William Thompson, formerly known as 
•‘Bendigo," who passed from the prize 
ling to the pulpit, and was probably as 
well known in one as the other. He was 
68 years old At the time of his death. 
Nearly a quarter of a century of his life 
was spent ia the ring. He enjoyed the 
proud distinction of having whipped Tom 
Paddock, and of having fought forty-eight 
match:fights up tohis fortieth year, every 
one of which was won. When he was 
converted he held in his jmssession three 
belts, including the champion's, and sev­
eral prizes and testimonials in the shape 
ef silver cups, etc, In addition to his 
success as a fighter, he became famous as 
» skilful fisherman, and his record shows 
that be served 28 terms in jail for drunk- 
mess and disorderly conduct. He is 
amid to have resembled in aspect an Eng­
lish country squire who lived a life of un­
broken serenity, and he bore only a few 
of the marks which usually distinguish 
a man of his calling. He boasted that 
in all his battles he never received a 
black eye, but admitted a broken thumb, 
a broken finger, the loss of a tooth and 
part of one ear, a broken knee-cap, and 
a blow that flattened the bridge of his 
nose. . He was a broad shouldered man 
light of foot and extremely active with 
his arms. “Bendigo," as he himself used 
to rattle off the story of his remarkable 
life, was the youngest of a family of 
twenty-one children, all .of whom are now 
dead. He was early in life forced to ex­
ert himself to procure the necessaries of 
life. He did not think he took to fight­
ing because he liked it, but he had a 
mother to support and could get a living 
easier in this way than in any other. 
Hjs mother encouraged him and he 
eagerly fell into the business. Before 
engaging in a tight it was his custom to 
get on his knees and say, *Eet me win 
this fight so I may have the money to 
keep my poor old mother out of the 
work-house. ” This he meant as a prayer 
to his dead father, who, he believed, 
could help him win. He began life in 
Nottingham, vliere most of his exploits 
were performed. He was the most no­
torious man in the town, and a frequent 
line in the jiaper was “Bendigo in trou 
ble again. ” In prison he was taught the 
folly of his ways. He said the chaplain 
told him of three men, Khadrach, Mes 
such, and Heiuligo, (Abendgo) who .were 
cast in the fiery furnace, and Who were 
saved by the Lord from being burned. 
Thereupon he began to tit himsel foi*-a 
new work by learning to read. He an­
nounced and carried out his willingness 
to spend the remainder of his days on 
the platform, persuading men to embrace 
religion. When he began his ministra­
tions, about six years ago, he attracted 
great attention, but novelty soon wore 
off and he was permitted to continue, his 
labors in a -quiet efficient way. His 
meetings at first were largely attended, 
especially by persons of his own class, who 
listened with rapt attention to his story 
of his conversion and his evidently sin-

There are many 
things I should like to have a glimpse of 
a hundred years from now, among the 
rest our English spelling. I have 
little doubt that many of the changes 
you contemplate will have taken place, 
and that I should look back upon myself 
in 1880 as a hopeless bigot to superannu­
ated notions long since extinct. ”

Household Hints.
Mint Sauce sob Roast Lame. - Put 

four tablespoons of chopped mint into 
half a cup of vinegar ; sweeten to taste, 
and let stand for two hours before serv­
ing.

Boo Broth.—Beat an egg until it 
froths; stir in into a pint of boiling hot 
o^pth, free from fat; season it with a 
salt-spoonful of sait, and serve with thin 
slices of dry toast. This broth BDouads 
in flesh-forming elements.

Vinboar FOR Salad#.—Take a hand­
ful each of dried tarragon, chives, Savory 
balm and mint, and a slice of onion 
cover with half a gallon of vinegar; cork 
closely jn a bottle and set in the sun for 
two weeks, then strain and press out all 
the juice.

Scotch Cookies.—Beat two cups of 
sugar with one cup of butter and five 
tablespoonfuls of milk in which has been 
dissolved onegteaspoonful of soda. Beat 
two eggs quite white and add them. 
Mix two teaspoonfuls cream tartar with 
half a pound of flour, and a teaspoonful 
of powdered cinamon. Mix the whole 
together, adding more flour from time to 
to time to make a dough. Roll thin and 
bake quickly.*

Apple Fritters. — Make a smooth 
batter of half a pound of flour, three 
eggs, and a half pint of sweet milk ; salt 
to taste. Cut a dozen large, juicy apples 
into slices, after peeling and coring them. 
Throw the sliçes into the batter. Have 
ready a pan of equal parts of lard and 
butter, boiling hot. Take the batter up 
in a ladle, allowing a slice of apple to 
each fritter, and drop into the hot laid, 
Fry brown, drain for a moment and 
serve with powdered sugar and nutmeg.

Worcestershire Sauce—One quart 
of thin tomato catsup made and spiced 
the usual way, with the addition of cay 
enne pepper and a sufficient quantity of 
crushed garlic, added to the catsup while 
boiling and before it is strained, to give 
it a decided garlic taste. Then add 
enough toy sauce—to be obtained at al 
moat any good grocey store—to make 
the catsup a deep chocolate color; two 
tablespoonfuls will probably be sufficient.

Surprise Puddino.—One cup not 
quite full of sugar; two cups of flour* 
four eggs; two full teaspoons of baking 
powder; a little salt, and. fresh lemon. 
Break the eggs in an earthen dish without 
beating; pour over these the sugar; sift 
in the flour and baking powder; first stir 
then beat all well for ten minutes. Bake 
in well-buttered oval tin In* pretty quick 
oven (it ought to bake in twenty minutes). 
Eat with cream or any sauce preferred.

Phosphorus por Rats. —The following 
recipe was sent to an English Agricultu­
ral Society several years ago, and was 
found to be a sure means of getting rid 
of these troublesome little animals : ‘ ‘Melt 
lard in a bottle plunged in warm water 
and heated nearly to a baling point. 
Turn into it half an ounce of phosphorus 
for every pound of lard, then add a pint 
of alcohol or the very strongest of whis­
key. Cork the bottle tightly, and shake 
it until it is well mixed, and looks milky. 
Let it cool, and then the lard and phos­
phorus will have become mixed together, 
and the spirits will be separated from it, 
and can be used again for the same pur­
pose, as it only serves to diffuse the phos­
phate through the lard, which can then 
be warmed a little and mixed with wheat 
or cornflour pellets, and laid into rat 
holes. It will become luminous in thq 
dark, and attract the rats, and being 
readily eaten by them it will surely prove 
fatal. Some persons mix a little molas­
ses with the dough to make the rats de­
vour it more quickly.

>DRKSS/J>rT,lH*/ORjLND JURY 
I am luippy,- on my first judicial visit 

to'Goderich, to find the calendar so light, 
consisting of only three criminal cases. 
.After explaining the law in relation to 
the crimes of rape, forgery and larceny, 
his Lordship continued : The lightness of 
the calendar in so large a county as Hu­
ron reflects much credit upon the in­
habitants. Since I have been on the 
Bench there has been a contemplated 
change of the Grand.Jury system, and it 
is well that the constituted authorities 
should know the feeling of the country 
in connection therewith. Recently the 
Local Parliament passed a statute reduc­
ing the number of grand jurors to fif­
teen, but twelve of that number had to 
agree to a prima facie case requiring in­
vestigation at the hands of a petty jury, 
and then twelve, had to agree as to the 
guilt of the accused. Fifteen grand ju­
rors may be found inconvenient, for this 
reason, that four may not Answer for 
some causes, and thus delay the business 
of the Court. 1 observe there are twen­
ty-one of you, as the Bill spoken of lias 
not yet come in force, no proclamation 
having been issued, thus far, by the Lieut. 
Governor, calling it into operation. I 
understand the reason such proclamation 
has not been made is that there is ^>me 
doubt as to the right of the Legislature 
to pass such a a law. If the grand jury 
system ia a part of the Constitution the 
Local Parliament has such power ; but if 

• you are a part of the procedure of the 
Court, then only the Parliament -of .Can­
ada can deal withfyou. 1 wish to get the 
feeling of the country on the question of 
the abolition of grand jurors. If the 
grand jury system were done away with, 
then some other tribunal must be brought 
into existence to perform your present, 
duties. If another body were supplied, 
it. must be an individual of some stand­
ing, and must cost no more than you do 
now.
