Opening the Session—Debate on Address—
The Opposition Leader —The Premiers
Bpecch-—-The Address Adopted—
Vice-Regal Drawing Rooms—
Notes of the Session.

From our own Correspondent.
Otrawa, Feb. 28, 1888.

Parliament was opened on Thursday,
the céremcny accompanying the event
being that described io my last letter,
Your readers can read the speech from
the Throne for themselves, su I will not
dwell on'it. There could scarcely be
less in 1t, but the Government are not
bound to mention all their intended
measures and as a matter of fact the
most. importaut bills' are usually un-
noticed in the speech. Buat I under-
stand the Guvernment desire to yet
throtgh the season as easify and ae
early aspossible. There have been six-
teen eleciions since last mession, 5 in
Ountario, 6 w Nova Scotia, 3 in Quebec,
1 in New Brunswick and 1in British
Columbia. Of these nine are new
membevs. The vacant seats are : Kent,
Prince Edward, West Middlesex, Russell
and Glengarry There is one vacancy
in the Senate caused by the elevation of
Senator Nelson te the Lieut. Governor-
snip of British Colambia.  Two, DMe-
Master and Senecal, deccased, are re-
placed by Senator Macdonatd (Toronto)
and Rolland (Montreal). - The new
Northwest Senators have yet to be ap-
pointed. Hon Wilfred Laurier is in his
place as leader of the Opposition, and
will be presented with an address by the
Liberal clubs of Ottawa when he will
have an opportunity of addressing a. few
words to the party throughout the
country.

DEBATE ON THE ADDRESS,

On Friday the public galleries were
crowded in expectation of the dabate on
the Address, The House contained
nearly all the members. The Premier
looked well in black coat and vest and
light tweed trousers. Beside himn Post-
master General McLelan and Mr Bowell.
On the left eat Sir Hector Langevin as
neat as ever with the Minister of Militia
beside him, The adjoining desks were
occupied by Messrs Carling and Costigan.

which the Premier spoke of his absent
political foe. He disposed of the Min-
istry of Trade complsint by saying that
Mr Bowell discharged the duties so
efficiently that there wes as yet no ne-
cessity for n new Minister. The Solicl-
tor Geueral might safely be left to the
Minister of Justice. ' Hom gentlemen
upposite were erying blue ruin, but it
was strange that thé deluded victims
kept on returning the Government to
power. They seemingly prefer ruin at our
hauds than prosperity st their. The
Governnient was id power for the same
reason that the man was in the funhtic
asylum-—because ‘the pecple ‘willed 'it.
This was a freq country and the people
had a right te ruin themselves if they
wished. All this was said with a jocu-
lar air and in the same vein the leader
of the House:'went ‘on to say that
if Manitoba was eerved by the water
stretches proposed once by the Liberals,
it would take 663 years to take out one
crop of say 400, tons of grain. In
no other way did the Premier allude to
the alleged wheat blockade or to the
disallowance question. He closed by
terming Mr (}mmier a Bourbon—one
who remember g and forgot
nothing. Strange for sucha well rerd
man Sir John misquoted Talleyeand’s
famou. epigram describiag the Boup-
bons :—**They learn nothing and forget
nothing.” This allusion was intended to
twit Mr Laurier with calling up old
scores and introducing no new question.
THE ADDRESS ADOPTED.

Sir Richard Cartwright by way of re
joiader rallied Sir John on his shm ma-
jority in Kingston, and ‘the Premier
placed his hand on his'breast and bowed
his acknowledgement. Sir Richard al-
luded to the leader's attendance at re-
vival serviges by saying, he had heard
that Sir John was a changed man, and
he hoped he would give proof of his re-
pentance by repealing some of his
bad etatutes. In proof that Canada was
not prosperous he ventured to say that
three of ovr immigrants out of every
four crossed into the States. He de-
nounced the disaliowapce policy as ‘‘a
most infamous pieca of tyranny” and de-
clared no other country in the world
would stand it. The galleries now be-
came attentive in expectation of a series
of oratorical thunderbolts, but it was al-
most six o’clock and Sir Richard ®ho-
cluded by stating his opinion that the
Fishery Treaty was hopelessly unfavor-
able to Canada.
