Two Women Were 
Swept to Death.

Hillsporo, N.H., March 27.—A motor 
boat rendered unmanageable by the 
sudden stopping of the engine was 
dragged into a swift current and 
swept oVer the dam of the upper mill 
pond here to-day. hurling its occu­
pants. the two young women, Mrs.

Nellie Darres, aged 20. and Miss Mil­
dred Craig, aged 17, to their deaths 
below, while Wm. N. Parker, who was 
in charge of the boat, escaped by be­
ing thrown into the shallow water, 
from where he was able to reach the 
shore, although badly injured.

The bodies of the two women were 
swept farther down the stream and 
were seen to go over a second dam. 
Although searching parties patrolled 
both sides of the river throughout the 
remainder of the day no further trace 
of the bodies were discovered.

Mr. Parke, who is local agent for 
the Standard Oil Co., invited the wo­
men out for a trip on the pond to­
day. The boat had scarcely left its 
moorings when trouble was experi­
enced with the engine.. While Mr. 
Parker was endeavoring to make re­
pairs the boat drifted toward the cen­
tre of the pend wherè the spring 
freshets had created an unusually 
swift current.

Before the occupants of the boat 
realized the danger of theiMposition 
they were being drawn swiftly to­
ward the dam. There were no oars 
in the boat and Mr. Parker was pow­
erless to prevent the catastrophe. 
The boat overturned as it struck the 
ilashboards of the dam and went tum­
bling down some fifteen feet into the 
.water below. The women, it is be­
lieved, were caught beneath the boat, 
hut Parker was thrown aside and was 
able to struggle ashore. On account 
of high water it is feared the bodies 
may not be recovered for some time. 
The motor boat will be a total loss.

HOW TO REACH THE 
SOUTH POLE.

Lieutenant Shackleton Tells How the 
Trick May be Turned, the Main 

Thing Being Plenty of 
Solid Food.

New York, March 29.—When the 
Cunaid liner Lusitania arrived at her 
pier the- chief object of interest on 
her deck was a bronzed, clean-shaven 
man, slightly above the average 
height and well built, wearing a blue 
serge suit and a derby hat. He was 
Sir Ernest Shackleton, the Antarctic 
explorer, who went within 111 miles 
of the South Pole, and has come to 
the United States to deliver a series 
of lectures on "Farthest South,” be­
ginning at Carnegie Hall on Tuesday 
night, March 29. Sir Ernest was very 
decided on four points: He believed 
that Peary reached the North Pole; 
refused to discuss Dr. Cook; would 
not take command of any expedition 
to the South Pole until Capt. Scott 
iad made his attempt to reach that 
goal, and was confident-fjjat the lat­
ter would get there ifrvfiis expeditfon 
was properly equipped. ‘

“The success of am expedition to 
the South Pole," said' Sir Ernest 
Shackleton, “depends on the staminé 
cl tie men, tl-eir equipment, and 
most important of all. the food. 11 
we had had fifty pounds more solid 
food we should have reached oui 
goal, as the conditions for travelling 
were good, and the 111 miles that 
separated us from it were over prac­
tically flat ice. As far as we could 
see with the Zeiss glasses there was 
no obstruction ahead. Our range -was 
only four or five miles on the horizon, 
but a barrier of ice of any consider­
able height would have been visible 
between our position and the South ' 
pole. ^Jhere might have been a rise ; 
of 100 feet or so, but nothing that j 
could not have been surmounted.” |

“What do you mean by solid food?” , 
he was asked.

“By that,” replied the explorer, “1 
nean cheese, pemmicau and plasmon 
biscuits. Those do not contain mois- 
:ure. The pemmican we carried was 
different from the American kind as 
it was composed of 60 per cent, of 
lard and the best parts of beef. It is 
called Bovery pemmican 1 and comes 
from Copenhagen, where they under­
stand the preparation of foods for ex­
peditions into the frozen regions of 
the earth. From Nov. 14, 1908, to 
Feb. 23, 1909, our party was always 
hungry, except on Christmas Day, 
when we divided a four-ounce plum 
pudding into four parts and licked 
the spoons. We had another luxury 
that day in a tin of frozen sardines, 
which contained seventeen fish. Af­
ter taking four each we tossed our 
knives on the ice for the odd one. 
We started to take a tin of jam with 
us, but as it weighed two pounds we

left it 121 miles from thé base, which 
was 750 miles from the Pole. Our 
breakfast consisted of pony steaks.
* “To reduce our weight as much as 
possible, we cut twenty inches from 
the legs of our trousers, which may 
seem strange but every ounce tells 
on a trip like that. At first we had 
32 ounee$ for a man a day, which 
gr adually ■ got smaller until our ra­
tions were reduced to 16 ounces a 
man when we reached the top of the 
plateau, but after a few days I saw 
that it was not sufficient to keep up 
our strength and it was increased to 
20 ounces. Sir Ernest went on to ex­
plain that their clothing was made 
of Jaeger wool with boots made of 
reindeer skin prepared in a peculiar 
way by the Laplanders,- who. soak 
the hide in brine and then chew it to 
make it soft, and wolf-skin gloves.

“I realize that I have lost cast< 
with thousands of small boys, be­
cause 1 was not picturesquely garbed 
hi furs,” said the explorer with a 
smile, “but we had to study weight 
ind the garments were windproof and 
equally as warm as furs.” In answer 
o a question as to the difference in 

the- difficulties encountered in expedi­
tions to the Arctic and Antarctic the 
explorer said that the base of sup­
plies was much nearer to the North 
Pole than to the South, there was 
more animal and plant life and tht 
climate was not so windy nor sc 
cold as it was going south. On the 
other hand the disadvantages of go­
ing to the North Pole were that the 
Levelling was much rougher over 
great hummocks of ice and it was im­
possible to make any depot or pitch 
a tent on the ice, as it would float 
away.

"On our expedition,” Sir Ernest 
went on to say, “we lost all signs oi 
animal or plant life five miles after 
leaving the coast line. We were en­
tirely cut off from the world, and ir 
our ship had been wrecked we should 
have never got back, as no vessels 
penetrate those seas. The wind was a 
drawback, as it blew with great force 
in oUr faces, carrying the fine drift 
with it. For three days we had £ 
wind of from fifty to seventy miles 
velocity a hour and in gusts it at­
tained a speed of 130 miles. All we 
could do was to lie covered up in 
our sleeping bags until the gale had 
moderated. To have exposed oursel­
ves to the wind would have meant 
certain death.

“The prevailing wind was south 
and southeast. The distance we tra­
velled on foot as the crow flies was 
only 639 miles, but with back marches 
and relays we really covered 
1,755 miles. Sometimes we- marched 
six miles to make three forward, 
and even more to avoid bad places, 
as it was hard work hauling out 
equipment. The Manchurian pon­
ies were of great service to us, as we 
used them until they were worn out, 
and then shot the animals and dined 
or, the steaks. The rest of the meat 
was frozen and carried on. The mean 
temperature taken at the base oi 
supples was below zero, summer and 
winter, but with a wind blowing it 
was much colder. We had the sun 
night and day, as it was midsummer 
in the antarctic, but there was no 
warmth in its rays. Our party was 
very fortunate in having fourteen 
days’ continuous fine weather, which 
was purely luck. Weather conditions 
enter largely into the success of an 
expedition to the South Pôle. I in­
tend te make another trip to the 
south, probably in 1911, on a larger 
scale, but it will be entirely for scien­
tific purposes, and not to get to the 
Pole.”

The explorer explained that the ice 
in the South was land ice and that 
it had been - shown that there was a 
continent fit some 4,000,000 .miles oi 
land there. This is not the first time 
the explorer has visited this country. 
In 1903 he travelled overland from 
San Francisco on his return from an 
expedition in the Discovery, and in 
1894 he was in New York for two 
months as officer on one of the China 
steamships. ___________

The s.s. Newfoundland, Capt. Jacob 
Kean, arrived here from the icefields 
at midnight with 24,060 prime young 
harps. From Capt. Kean we learn 
that after the ship left Wesleyville 
on the morning of March 12th, in com­
pany with the wooden ships, she ran 
until off the Barracks of Fogo, when 
she burnt down. Continuing on the 
13th at daylight she had hard work 
of it for about 6 days in trying to 
force through the floe, which was ex­
ceedingly heavy. On the afternoon 
of'Friday, the 18th, the ship reached 
the patch from which the Florizel, 
Algerine, Eagle, Bellaventure and the 
others procured their - seals. There 
were still many whitecoats about, 
and oh Saturday, the 19th, the crew 
turned to with a will and bÿ dark had 
killed and panned 11,000 seals. On 
Sunday, the 20th, the crew worked 
hard picking up the pans, hoisting the 
seals'on board and stowing them in 
the hold. On Monday, March 21st, 
with the first flash of dawn, all were 
quickly over the side and did a fine 
day’s work, accounting for 9,000 pelts 
by nightfall. Something over 3,000 
each day for the 22nd and 23rd were 
added to the ship’s fare and she com­
menced to sit low in the water. On 
Thursday, March 24th, something over 
2,000 were cleaned up, and the patch 
seemed to be pretty well night “all in” 
owing mostly to the fact that several 
ships had come in from the eastward 
and had secured their quota on the 
21st and 22nd. The vessel had been 
picking up pans from the 26th March 
until Thursday last, the 5lst, but af­
ter that date it was found difficult to 
reach the pans, and most of the seals 
were hauled on board. On the morn­
ing of Friday last the last seals were 
put on board. The ship was well £11- 
ed,below the hatches, several pounds 
of seals were placed on deck, and 
then the captain decided to bear up 
for home, the ship then being about ' 
60 miles E.N.E. of the Funks. She 
had fine weather coming south, and 
Capt. Keen reports that yesterday 
morning he saw the Beothic and 
Eagle away to the eastward, forcing 
"through the ice, and believes they 
were following the hoods.. Thursday 
evening last the Adventure was seen 
bound east and looking light; she was 
evidently making for the old fat. The 
Neptune was not seen since March 
13th, nor was any report heard from 
her, so that it is thought she must 
have struck the hoods and may yet 
have a big trip, of fat. The young 
seals have now taken to the water 
and the only chance for the wooden 
steamers is to get a round turn on 
the hoods. The prospects for some 
of them are not bright, however. This

> Meetings.
Orators and Others Who Have Faced 

an Audience of One.
It is reported that during the late 

election a Socialist speaker delivered 
an oration to a one-man audience at 
a street corner in a town in the 
North of England. When he mounted 
a wagon for the purpose of making a 
speech he expected to soon gather a 
crowd, but just before he commenced 
a Unionist speaker set up In opposi­
tion a few yards away and the people 
flocked in his direction. The Social­
ist was left with only one supporter, 
hnd yet we are told the speaker de­
livered a capital speech.

One-man meetings are not uncom­
mon. Mr. Fawcett held forth in the 
House of Commons to the Speaker 
only on the evening of February 16th, 
1871. The occason was the grant of 
£30,000 to Princess Louise on her 
marriage, and men of all shades of 
opinion withdrew from St. Stephens 
in order to mark their disapproval of 
the course adopted by the blind 
statesman. In the division that fol­
lowed the hon. member1 found himself 
alone in the “Noes" lobby.
Obtaining the Ratepayers’ Sanction, 
gome years ago a meeting was held

in the Birmingham Town Hall in or­
der to obtain the ratepayers' sanction 
for the promotion of a Parliamentary 
Bill for the city dealing with financial 
matters. The Lord Mayor and the 
members of the council appeared on 
the platform, but only one rate-payer 
turned up, and he was the organizer 
of the Liberal Unionist Association. 
Nevertheless, the Mayor explained 
the provisions and aims of the pro­
posed Bill to the “audience,” and 
asked for questions from "any rate­
payer present."

Archibald Forbes, the famous war 
correspondent, while on a lecturing 
tour stayed at Levan, a small town in

Fit'eshire, where he was “booked" for 
: cue night. When Forbes arrived at

“A drink," prompt- I 
ly replied the “audience." “And.” 
said the war correspondent after­
wards, “he got one; in fact, he got 
several."

Irving’s Audience.
The late Sir Henry Irving had even 

a worse experience. Years before lie 
became famous he announced that he 
would give a reading at Llnlithgdw, 
and most elaborate preparations were 
made for faking money, The hall 
was opened at eight o’clock on the 
appointed night, btit there whs no 
Sign of à rush. The tiflie slipped by, 
and' still the audience failed to put 
In an appearaitce. At labt Irving 
walked upon the stage and dulled up 
the curtain.

“Half-past eight,” he exclaimed, 
“and not a single soul in the ltlace; 
not even a small dog!"

He beat a hasty retreat, and return­
ed to Edinburgh.

A Command Performance.
A sailor paid Stephen Kemble £30' 

for a theatrical performance for his 
especial behoof. He insisted that no 
one but himself should be admitted 
to the theatre, and on Kemble asking 
v;hat play he would like he replied : —

"Let me have the old boy with the 
forecastle, built like a Dutch lugger, 
and lurching like a Spanish galleon 
in a heavy sea. Give me Sir John 
Falstaff."

The famous Odcon. in Paris, had an 
audience one "only at a time when 
cholera was raging in the city. The 
man who made up the audience de­
manded to have the play acted, and 
it was acted accordingly.
