Household Notes.
To bleach clothes that have turnei 

yellow from long use, or from wear 
ing in the dust, put them to soal 
for about five days in buttern^ilk. Us< 
a stone jar or a wooden bucket foi 
this purpose. At the end of that time 
rinse thoroughly and boil in a light 
suds.

Before dyeing a garment mark each 
right-hand or left-hand piece, so there 
will be no uncertainty about which 
is the right or wrong side after dye­
ing. A thread fastened at one edge 
of each piece, and left an inch or two 
in length, will answer the purpose.

To keep a placket from tearing, 
fasten the last or bottom hook and eye 
and then clamp it with a hammer. It 
cannot come unhooked, cannot tear or 
rip and eases the strain on the goods 
just below the placket at the spot 
which so often is torn, even on com­
paratively new gowns.

Nearly all 
amendments submitted have been with­
drawn or defeated. Whether the Bill 
will ever reach the statue books is 
questionable, for it is not unlikely a 
conference of mine owners and min­
ers will be called by the Premier for 
Monday and result in an agreement 
between them, rendering the Bill un­
necessary. In this case the measure 
might be withdraw^. It is believed 
that Labor leaders having failed to in­
duce the Government to define in the 
Bill iminimum rates for underground 
wprkers would prefer a settlement of 
the controversy, without legislation. 
It is clear the strike movement is 
weakening and men are anxious to re­
turn to work. The attitude of the lead 
ers yesterday was in strong contrast to 
the spirit of defiance previously 
shown. They appeared to have real­
ized the uselessness of fighting both 
coal mine owners and , Government 
while dependent upon their .rapidly 
exhausting union treasuries. At pres­
ent the indications are that work in 
the mines will be resumed in a few 
days. The situation, however, changes 
so rapidly that nothing concerning 
the strike can be predicted. It is 
considered significant that yesterday 
Lloyds were ready to accept . low- 
rates of insurance against the strike 
continuing beyond March 31st. The 
settlement of the strike now seems to 
depend on the results of conference 
between representative mine owners 
and miners on Monday. Asquith is­
sued the call for the meeting. Mean­
while the Commons will proceed no 
further than the committee stage with 
the Bill.

The Pension Bill.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Having attended the 
Teachers’ Convention of 1911 I am in 
a position to state that when the mat­
ter ot pensions was brought forward, 
in which we are alt so deeply concern­
ed, it was suggested by one of the 
city teachers that the whole of our 
present accumulated fund be handed 
over to the Government to form a 
nucleus in order to induce the Gov­
ernment to give a worn-out teacher a 
pension of two-thirds of tiis salary 
on retiring. The said suggestion was 
firmly opposed by all the senior teach­
ers, who clearly pointed out our claim 
regarding the present Teachers' Fund 
to which we have been, forced to 
pay about $20 annually for twenty 
years and with which no one could 
be' allowed to deal wiifh until the 
Tontine period had expired. It was 
also clearly shown that if our present 
fund were rightly handled a great 
benefit would be derived from it. for 
not only could each teacher withdraw 
his own accumulated sum on retiring 
from active service, so as to enable 
him to build a shed, in which to live, 
but also any sick teacher could be 
given an allowance each week to en­
able him to get nourishment during 
his or her illness.

It Waç then unanimously agreed to ! 
approach the Govcamnt for a “pen- | 
slon” as is undeustood by the “dr- j 
finition*’ as compensation for services j 
rendered the teaching profession in ! 
this country for -a period of :i0 years } 
or when a teacber has attained . the i 
age of 55 years.

Ed­
wards, Labour M.P., and President of 
the Miners’ Federation of Britain, an­
nounced that the Premier's rejection 
of ttie amendment has closed the 
door to an immediate settlement. De 
spite the decision of the Unions, there 
is already, particularly in Scotland 
a steady trickling of miners back tc 
the pits. Even with a general re 
sumption, however, the mines will no 
be in working order again before 
Easter, and some of the smaller ones 
which have been flooded, will neve , 
be re-opened. Macdonald, the leade 
of tbe Labour Party, bitterly accusée 
the Government of banging the dooi 
in their faces. He then for the firs; 
time announced that the miners were 
willing to waive the inclusion of their 
schedule rates in the Bill if the mini­
mum of $1.25 and 50c. was inserted. 
Brace, Labour M.P., declared that un­
less this was conceded the miners 
would remain idle in every coal field. 
The amendment was negatived with­
out division, but it is understood that 
the matter will be revived on the Re­
port Stage, when in view of Mac­
donald's assertion some compromise 
may be inserted.
