Kosciusko was born in Warsaw,

which at that time was producing a

riotism, in 1746. His family was noble,
biit hard up, ‘and after taking a mili-
tary course hé came to America and
hired oulto G. Washington, who was
lodded up on brigadier-generals but

served the younger republic with'

‘great gallantry, ‘and in his spare mo-

ments :designed the fortifications of
Bemis Heights, which General Bur-
goyne assailed with-great fluency but
was unable to uproot.

At the close of our debate with Eng-
land Kosciusko returned Yo his native
country. and found a very low order
of Russian infantry camped on the
neck of Poland and disin-
flined to move. Kosciugko did
not waste® any time get-
ting up a petition or asking for a writ
of habeas corpu8, but attacked the
Russian army with a branch of the
Polish militia and caused it to back
water in several spots. It was noth-
ing uncommon for Kosciusko to sally
out with a few men who were stran-
gers to fear and a hair-cut and open
1 wide lane in the invader’s left flank.

This ‘could not last, however, and
finally Russia conquered everything
but the Polish valor and Kosciusko
was thrown into a dungeon, where he
remained for two years, saddened by
bitter memories of the sciatic rheu-
matism. On being released, he again
visited this country, where he could
see freedom sitting around on the
dry goods boxes and cussing Sche-
dule K. °

in France, and died in 1817 by being
thrown from a horse unintent_iona]ly.‘
He was one of the purest patriots in
history, assaying fully 98 per cent in
the clear, and his memory is cherish--
ed by all who can distinguish patriot-

‘ism from publicity.

Dear Sir,—I should like to direct
the attention of the Farmers, Fisher-
men, Trappers dnd other residents
of Newfoundland and Labrador to
the great possibilities and profit of
Fox-~rearing, or as is is called in the
neighboring provinces, Fox, Ranching.
No country is. so well situated geo-
graphically for the rearing of the
very finest pelts. In no other coun-
try is the food to be had so cheaply,
fish offal in summer, and whale meadt
Stored for winter use, along with
scraps from the table. A quarter of
a pound of anv Kind of offal meat—
per . day—is ample to keep ome fox
in good health. The building of the
ranch need not cost a ten dellar bill,
besides which; Marly every fisher-
man or farmer in this country has
a spare bit' of ground on which no-
thing will grow, but would make an
ideal spot - (provided it is dry) on
which to build.

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By Rev. Canoﬂ ‘Smith.

This date brings us back to A. D.
1860, a year memorable in the annals
of Newfoundland for the first and only
visit paid to’ this country by our late
Majesty King Edward VII., who was
then Prince of Wales. What excite-
ment that visit created throughout the
whole commutﬂty! With what eager
expectation we waited for the coming
of the Prince, and how determined we
were to: give His® Royal Highness a
right royal welcome when he. did
come, . :

A week before the expected arrival
of the Prince the population of St.
John's was increased fifty per cent. by
visitors from the outports, all come
to town to see the Prince. The éxact
time that he would arrive we knew
not, for there was then no Atlantic
cable whereby we "might hear when
the Prince left England,”and certainly
no Marconi telegrams to let us know
how he was getting on on the voyage,
and at what time he was drawing near
to Newfoundland. We had mno rail-
road, no coastal steamboats, no elec-

tric tram cars, no motor-cars to smo-

ther us with dust and contaminate the
air with stinking gasolene odours:
Communiecation with St. John’s by land
could only be had from places situated
on the Peninsula ,of Avalon,
ception Bay, and on the south side of
Trinity Bay. And this travelling had
to be done either on foot, on horse-
back, in carts, or in two-wheeled gigs
or square-bodied open cabs.

Throughout all the rest of the island
communication with the capital could
be made by water ‘alone, and that too
in sailing craft. In 1860 only two
steamers were owned sailing in New-
foundland. One was a small paddle-
wheel tug-boat called the “Blue Jack-
et,” employed in towing craft into and
out of St. John’s harbour. The other
was a small screw boat of about 100
tons® burthen, called the “Ellen Gis-
borne,” which plied on the waters of
Conception Bay carrying mails and
passengers to and from Harbor Grace,
Carbonear, Brigus, Port de Grave, Bay
Roberts and Portugal Cove.

The “Nellie” was an old boat and
had long before she became our pro-
perty done the: best work she- was
capable of doing. Under a full head
of steam she could coVer five knots
in a single hour But to make this
extraordinary exertion she was com-
pelled every now and again to rest,
to “take a spell,” as the fishermen

say, and to smoke her pipe, for she
was 4 great smoker, While resting

no persuasion on the part of the most
seduetive engineer could induce her to
“move on.”

The last trip I made in the “Nellie”
was on August 24th, 1866. The day
was bright with sunshine and the
water smooth; we had a light breeze
from the W. S. W. We leff the wharf
at Harbor Grace at nine a.m. sharp,
and having cleared the harbor head-
ed straight for Portugal Cove, distant
18 miles. When about two miles out
in the Bay the “Nellie” had a rest and
smqke for about 20 -minutes. She had
another for about half an hour when
we were off Lance Cove, Bell Island,
and a third for about ten minutes
when we were within a quarter of a
mile of the public wharf at Portugal
Cove. Nevertheless we arrived at the
said wharf at two o’clock p.m., hav-
ing, to the surprise of everybody, cov-
ered the 18 miles in just five hours.
Coughlan with the mail coach and pair
was not there to meet us. For al-
though the time of our departure had
been duly telegraphed to St. John's,
yet Coughlan never dreamt  of our
reaching Portugal Cove before 4 p.m.
at the earliest. If we had been much
later than that in the time o6f our ar-
rival nobody would have been much
surprised thereat. At four o’clock
Coughlan arrived at the Cove and
took us therefrom to St. John’s in just
one hour. - In 1867 the old ‘“Nellie”
was replaced - on the Conception Bay
service by an entirely new boat, the
steamer ‘‘Lizzie,” which did her work
well. - In due time the “Lizzie” was
superceded by a smart boat, the s.s.
“Lady Glover.” Late in the autumn
of 1869 the “Nellie,” having received
an overhauling and repair, was sent
to St. Anthony to engage therefrom
in the following March in the seal-
fishery. She sailed for the iecefields
but did not return - therefrom, but
quietly ;sat down to take her .final rest

in Con-.

at “the bottom of the deep blue sea.”
Fortunately no lives were lost in her;
all the crew being saved from drown-
ing. This is the latter part and the
close of the biography of the famous
“Nellie.” : :
Much more sad was the closing of
the career of the tug “Blue Jacket.”
In 1862 while crossing Conception

Bay she caught fire and burned down'

to the water’s edge. She sank in the
neighbourhood of Bell Island. Unfor-
tunately her only passenger, an old
woman, perished in the flames.

When in January 1886.1 took charge

of the Parish of Portugal Cdve, some’

people there told me that when a se-
vere storm was impending they had
seen the “Blue Jacket” racing down

rthrough the Tickle a mass of flame.

What I myself did see between
eight and nine o’clock on an evening

.late in the autumn about twenty-six

years ago was a-ball of fire hovering
over the water at the western end of
Bell Island. This light passed east
down the Tickle and near the Island
until - it reached a point a little more
than half way down the said Island
when it suddenly disappeared. I took
this appearance to be an electrical
phenomenon of some kind attracted to
the Island by. the presence there of
iron ore. Its appearance was follow-
ed before midnight by a great storm
of wind and rain which lasted throtigh-
out the next day. ;

I..ask your readers” pardon for this
digression. ’'Tis but obita dicta. 1
am an old man and am afraid that I
am getting a bit garrulous. In this
letter I am but writing from memory,
and shall be obliged to any of your
readers who will kindly supply cor-
rection of any error as to event or
date that may appear in this article.

The Prince landed in St. Johmn’s on
(I think) Tuesday, the 24th day of
July, 1860. This event may have hap-
pened on the 31st day of July, but I
rather think that it occurred on the
24th.” However, that may be, I have
a perfect recollection that we sailed
out of Trinity Harbor passing the Fort
Point at five o’clock p.m. on the
Thursday previous to the day the
Prince landed at St. John’s. Nearly
all the sailing craft at Trinity were
then either engaged at the Labrador
fishery or in the foreign trade. With
difficulty about twenty of us were en-
abled to hire the small schooner
“Brothers,” of about 40 tons”burthen,

owned and commanded by Captain

George Christian, to take us to St.

John's to see the Prince. The ‘small
cabin had six lady passengers, but as
it was odorous of ‘bilge water, three
other ladies, my sister among the
number, preferred lying in their beds
on deck, covered with tarpaulin to
keep off rain and wet. ,
In those days all travellers for any
distance in sailing craft had to pro-
vide themselves with bedding as well
as prog for the journey. We took just
enough cargo in the hold to put the
craft in ballast. On this clean boards
were laid down as a resting place for
all the mdle passengers» I would not
be bothered with taking a bed, so laid
down upon the boards, wrapped, not
in a martial cloak like Sir John Moore’s
corpse, but in a fine old-fashioned
green blanket, with my knapsack for
a pillow. During my long minister-
ial life T have, on oceasion, had worse
nouches than that. We sailed with
favourable, though light, wind and
smooth water, but as we drew across
Trinity Bay the wind increased to a
smart breeze and was dead ahead, and
we met with, not a heavy  sea, but
what the fishermen call a ‘“smart
tumble,” which accompanied us all the
way to St. John’s. Then Lord Nep-
tune paid us a visit and imperiously
demanded from most of us the pay-
ment of toll in the shape of “mal de
mer.” While paying this toll we Afione
of us) appreciated “a life on the ocean
wave,” and considered even a tem-
porary “home on the rolling. deep” to
be anything but a pleasant habita-
tion. Nevertheless we bore the dis-
comfort cheerfully, for were we not
going to see the Prince of Wales, our
good Queen Victoria’s eldest son. The
“Brothers” was a poor sailer in a wind
and it was past noon on the Friday—
which was a wet day—ere we got
well into Conception Bay. " Then in
the distance we saw the s.s. “Nellie”
going her daily rounds, except - on
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Sundays, and taking her usual rest
and smoke on her way. At eight
o'clock on the Saturday morning we
reached the “Narrows,” As we passed
by Fort Amherst the sentry there hail-
ed us, “Ship' ahoy!  What craft is
that and where from?” To which hail
one of our passengers, who had not
sufféred from mal de mer, facetiously
replied, “The schooner ‘Brothers’ from
Trinity, with a number of sea-sick pas-
sengers on board.” Then the sentry
—for we had already passed the fort
—shouted after us the “Let pass” thus
—*“Pass schooner ‘Brothers’ from Trin-
ity with sea-sick passengers.” In this
manner I made my first entrance to
the harbor of St. John’s. Shortly after
I landed at Brooking’s wharf—now
the premises of A, Harvey & Co—1
made my first entrance to the city at
the same place that our present King
did in 1901. After landing we wend-
ed our way to lodgings, which we had
taken care to secure some time bo-
forehand. But before doing this my
sister and I were taken up to his
house by Mr. Hepburn, then a partner
in the firm of Brooking & Co. Here
we 'had a good wash, and Mrs. Hep-

burn gave us a nice cup of tea whicb,ﬂ

it is needless to say, we enjoyed much
after our fasting on- board ship. Mr,
Hepburn also kindly sent our luggage
to our lodging house. On the Sunday
afternoon, my brother, then an ac-
countant in the office of the well-
known and highly esteemed firm of
Clift, Wood & Co., hired a cab and
took me for an hour’s drive into the
country at the West End of St. John’s.
This was my first carriage drive, for
at that time there was no spring ve-
hiclé of any kind north of Heart’s Con-
tent. The first spring carriage did
not come to Mrinity before 1865.

About sunset on the Monday even-
ing, H.M.S, Hero, of 91 guns with the
Prince and suite on board, steamed
majestically * through the narrows
and came to anchor in the harbor.
She was accompanied by the Ariadne
e powerful steam frigate mounting
26 heavy guns, all either 68 or -84
pounders.

The next morning the Prince land:
ed in due state, amidst the thunder
of cannon from all the ships of war
then in port, and from the guns at
Fort William and Fort Townsend
and from the batteries on Signal Hill.
When ' the Prince landed we ~just
went mad with joy at having him
with us. And didn't we cheer. We

knew how to cheer in those days, and

tolled put our r's and rah's with a

volume }of sound that made the wel-
kin ring. We did not give utterance
to the "feeble “Hurrays” heard in
these days, which sounds as if we
were politely telling some lady that
a certain genus of fishes was her
iproperty,—her “ray.”

That night .there was a big dinner
at Government House ‘to which of
course I was. not invited. On the
next night there was a big ‘ball-in a
large wooden shed ereeted at  the
west end of the Colonial . Building
and with entrance from it to that
building. The interior of this shed
was suitably decorated for the occa-
sion. My brother went to this dance
but I did not, for I was then too
young to be entitled to  engage in
sucH festivities. I solaced myself by
viewing the fireworks let off from
the summit of the Colonial Building
and the Court House, and also the
illuminations. Thetre were _in the
streets of St. John's quite a number
of triumphal ' arches, These were
lit up with Chinpese lanterns; while
thousands of candlés placed in the
windows illuminated the public
buildings and almcst every private
house in the town. There was a
string of lanterns, showing lights of
many colors, hung between the two
towers of the Roman Catholic Cathe-
dral and reachingsdown on either side
to the ground, and the joy bells rang
out merrily.

On the Wednesday,”~ morning 1
went down to Quidi Vidi.Lake to. see
the great Regatta. The last that
was held there for eleven years. The
Prin¢e honored the regatta. with his
presence. The winning boat was
built’ by Samuel Loveys, and 1
think, but am not sure, that  her
name was the Undine. On the Wed-
nesday afternoon, the Prince was tc
have visited Portugal Cove and great
preparation was made there for his
reception. A part of this preparation
was the erection of a great flag-
staff on the summit of “Gray Man’s
Beard,” which has since been known
as the “Prince’s” Mount.” But _the
Prince. did not visit the Cove. He
rode out as far as Windsor Lake and
then returned to town.

We had  delightful weather ‘during
the whole of the Prince’s visit; sun-
shine and heat every day. On the
Thursday miorning. the . Prince  lefi
for Halifax. The late Mr., Stephen
March, sr.,-showed me some little at-
tention by taking me to the flat rool
of one of his stores, where I 'hkad an
axcellent view of the embarkation
and of all the ceremony  attendant
thereupon. Mr. March was one of the
members for Trinity Bay. My father
was Rector of Trinity and Rural
Dean of Trinity Bay, and therefore
person that could ence .

A day or'two after the Prince’ lefi
I -returned home. I sailed back tc
Trinity in the same oraft in which ]
came to town. We-had a quick pass-
age of-only twelve ' hours’ duration
As part of our cargo  we ' carried
a heavy machine which was to be
used in brick making at the brick
vard in Smith’s Sound, T.B. I. was
told that this. machine was the pro-
perty of a Mr. Campbell.
