Btacks of mail have been. recelved
ut the post office at Windwor, Ontario,
opposite Detrolt, for this "Major
Greenshields” contalning aecepthnces
of Amerieans to whom he has offered
commissions,

The British authorities assert that
thete is no “Major GCreenshields” in
the British army and that they are
anxious to lay hands on the perpe-
trator of tiis fraud.

The supposition is that “Major
Greenshields” letters were written
in an effort to create the impression
that British officers were violating the
neutrality statutes of the United
States; which prohibit the enlistment
of men in’ this country to serve in thé
war, The memorandum submitted
to the State Department by the Brit-
ish Ambassador reads as follows:

“According to information which
reachred the State Department,
Major Greenshields offered a commis-
sion in the Canadian Expeditionary
Force to an American citizen, a stu-
dent of “Illinois University.
Greenshields cannot be identified, and
there is reason to believe the letter
was written for fraudulent purposes.

Battalion

The approval Dy the New-

foundland Government of

the suggestion of Major

Whittaker, commanding

at the Depot at Newton
on Ayr, that the unit there shall no
longer be called the ‘“Depot,” but the
2nd Battalion of the Newfoundland
Regiment will we believe be generally
approved. The advantages in dealing
with the War Office on administrative
matters, set forth by Major Whittaker,
are endorsed by Sir Edgar Bowring,
who has been sparing neither his time,
energies or purse in watching over
the welfare of the Newfoundland
forces. Major Whittaker, however,
speaks of it as a reinforcing unit, and
must do so, as long as the standard
laid down by the Government remains
one active battalion to be kept at full
strength by reinforcements to make
good the losses caused by deaths,
wounds and sickness. This is quite
a different matter than setting up a
standard of two active battalions with
necessary reinforcements, Recruit-
ing has now reached a standntill, and
the opportunity now presents itself
for the Government to state definitely
what they intend to do, Is it the in-
tention to keep the standard at one
active battalion and reinforcements?
Thig 18 a matter which cannot be set-
tled by the Patriotic Association or
any non-government bedy. Buech a
body must wait a elear lead from the
Government. Bo far no lead has been
given, If that standard should be set
by the Government, it {8 not an wh-
reasonable one, It I8 quite moderate,
1t is alming to reach say by the end of
the year a standard already passed by
Canada, Australla and New Zealand,
in proportion to population. It {g not
half the standard set up which the
Borden Government hope to reach by
December 31st, nor is it half the
standard set by the Labor Ministry of

.Australia, to be attained next June.

Newfoundland has suffered compara-
tively little by the war, Her trade,
thanks to the British Navy in keeping
sen ways open and thanks to the
British Treasury in watching ex-
change and banking facilities has
been  buoyant. Newfoundland has
much to be thankful for and we are
fully confident if the Government will
take the lead and lay down a new
standard the young -men of New-
foundland are willing to respond, just
a8 they have done both in their native
land and in Canada.

TheRecount.

The Bay 'de Verde recount finished
last evening the figures standing thus:
For Prohibition, 1,459; against, 100.
The election returns for this district

were 1,464 for prohibition and 97
against, showing a loss of 5 votes for
prohibition on the recount. The
rejected ballots are thus account-
ed for: Two of them were marked
“Yes,” two others were without the
initials of the deputy. The Placentia
count commenced this morning, and
at 1 pm. (recess time) the count
stood: In favor of prohibition, 160;
against prohibition, 180. This district
totals a poll of 1,698, and at dinner
time 340 votes had been counted. Mr.
Justice Johnston examined a packet
of 20 votes rejected by the returning
officer at the election returns, and
His Lordship decided to recognize one
of these votes as valid. He placed it
in the negative, or against prohibi-
tion. It is thought that the Placentia
count will take all day to-morrow,
and the general decision about three
or four weeks,

Inspector Dwyer’s
Report.

In his report, Mr. Dwyer, Sanitary
Inspector, points out the difficulty of
keeping the horses fit' owing' to the
unsanitary conditions of the stables
and expresses the opinion that it is
impossible to make the present sta-
bles suitable. Owing. to the pave-
ment of Water Strect being out of re-
pairs, the mechanical sweeper can-
not sweep effectively. He recom-
mends that the. number of loads of
ashes and garbage, drains cleared and
gullies dipped should be reported
daily, and by whom done. He sug-
gests that all the catch basins should
be connhected with sewers. Those con-
nected with gullies create unpleasant-

" ness. He suggests also that public

buildings and large stores which put
out large quantities of ashes should
pay extra or provide themselves for
the removal. A dump for the South
Side is needed. The public closets in
Gill's Cove and Woods’ dock are a
nuisance. He complains, too, - of ‘the
scattering of garbage at night Dby
prowling dogs and recommends that
dogs be kept in at night. He con-
demns the cobble-stone drains, as a
nuisance and suggests smooth drains.
The tank at the stables has given
satisfa¢tion and the present system
has dispensed with the carting of 2,-
199 loads of night soil - during the
year. He also recommends ‘the in-
stallation of a detector clock at the
stables to make superintendence of
employees more effective.

ESCAPES AUTHORITIES IN NEW
YORK.

New York, Jan. 18.—Ignatius T.
Lincoln, a former member of the
British Parliament, and a self:con-
fessed German spy, and who was be-
ing held here pending his extradition
to Eiggland on forgery charges, es-
caped from a deputy marshal Satur-
day, while being taken from the
Raymond Street jail to the Federal
building in Brooklyn.

The United States marshal here has
notified the secret service and a
nation-wide search has been ordered.
It is thought in some quarters that
Lincoln boarded an outgoing steamer
shortly after his escape. Lincoln,
who has been held in Raymond Street
jail Brooklyn, since last August, has
been allowed numerous privilegees,
it was said, at the jail. The prisoner
was writing a book dealing with in-
ternational. espionage systems, and hé
was in the habit of going to the
Brooklyn Federal Building to work
on this two or three times a week.
He was always' accompanied by a
deputy marshal.

Clergyman, member of Parliament,
self-confessed spy, and, it is alleged,
criminal—those are a few of the sta-
ges in the amazing career of Ignatius
Timotheus Trebitsch Lincoln. His
real name is Isaac Trebitsch, and he
was born of Jewish parents at Paks,
in Hungary, about thirty-six years
ago, In 1896 he arrived in England,
flying from the police of his native
land, who are said to have wanted
him for theft. Soon after his arrival
in America, early last year, he con-
tributed to the New York World
Magazine his confessions, which went
to show that during the present war
he secured a post in the censor’s
office and afterwards became a 8spy
in the interests of Germany.

After complaining that while acting
as censor of Hungarian correspond-
ence at Mount Pleasant Post Office he
was subjected to many insults, he
continues:

“I resigned as a censor. I now de-
termined to leave England, but before
80 doing I felt compelled by an ir-
resistible force, born of disgust .and
thirst for revenge, to hit back in some
form or other. I had highly placed
friends everywhere and occasionally
obtained information of great im-

first raid on the Bight of Heligoland
two days in advance—and so did the
Germans.” Afterwards he attempted
to- get into a secret service depart-
ment at the War Office. He contin-
ues:

“My aim really .-was to lure part of
the British fleet into a certain quarter
of the North Seea on a certain day,
and to have the German fleet within
easy steaming distance. In order to
procure this I propesed just the re-
verse to Captain Kenny, and laid be-
fore him a carefully prepared scheme
the ostensible purpose of which was
to destroy part of the German navy.”

EYEBROWS AND EYELASHES.

Without health the eyebrows and
eyelashes cannot be beautiful., Like
the hair on the head, they must be
fed from within. First it is well to
find out whether the scanty, irregular
growth of lash or brow is caused by
a diseased condition at the roots of
the hair,

If there is neither inflammation or a
tendency to sties, but the growth of
hair is scanty and irregular, try cut-
ting or clipping the lashes. This can
be done with small, curved, very
sharp scissors with a steady hand,
once a month for four months, pre-
cisely as you' clip your hair. Then
apply a quinine lotion to the base of
the lashes where they join the flesh.
Mix five grains of sulphate of quinine
with one ounce of sweet almond oil
and apply night and morning with a
fine sable pencil or tiny brush.

Various pomades are useful in
promoting the growth of the eye-
brows but first these should be per-
fectly shaped. If there is too much
hair standing out stubbornly near the
nose, these should be encouraged fo
grow. If the hairs straggle or show
a tendency to bushiness they may be
trained by the use of gum tragacanth
or quince seeds. . - :

Dissolve the gum .or. seeds in jusf
enough elder flower or rose water to
give the consistency of mucilage,
strain this into a littie stone jar, and

Pro-Ally Meeting
~ Raps Pres. Wilson
Declares He. Failed to Perform Duty
—Denounces Germany as Anti
Everything Good, :
(Boston Post, Jan. 17.)

The: failure of President Wilson and
the United States Government to pro-
test against Germany’s  jinvasion of
Belgium was excoridated yesterday af-
ternoon at a ‘“patriotic meeting” of
more than 2,000 men and women in
Tremont Temple,

Called ‘at the instance of the Rev,
William Harman van Allen, S. T. D,
rector of the Church of the Advent,
and a citizens’ committee as yet un-
named, but headed by the Rev. M. R.
Deming, there was no pretence at con-
cefmling the real purport of the gath-
ering.

From the,very outset it was a pro-
Ally demonstration, and a denuncia-
tion of Germany and everything Ger-
man, concluding with the unanimous
passage of a resolution, *“that, as
American citizens, believing in demo-
cracy, we sympathize with the Allies
in their contention, and pray for a
righteous and lasting peace upon the
ruin of military despotism.”

Arraigns President. ;

And Germany is the “military des-
potism,” said each of the four speak-
ers. Dr. van Allen, the Rev. Dr. Rob-
ert S. MacArthur, of New York, re-
presenting Great: Britain; ‘Ralph Ad-
ams Cram, the widely knowmr Boston
architect, representing France, :an
Professor Leo "Wiener, representing
Russia and her Slav allies. ;

The speakers branded Germany as
anti-Christ and anti everything whigh
tend toward the uplifting of humanity
and civilization,

It was Dr, MacArthur, though, the
first speaker introduced by Dr. Van
Allen, who arraigned the president
and the government of this country.
He blamed the Lusitania disaster and
the activity of German agents in this
country upon fallure to protest
against the invasion of Belgium, and
at the same time declared it was a
pity that Ambassador Bernstorff had
anot been expelled from this country
with his aldes, Captains Boy-Ed and
Von Papen,

Falled in Duty.

“The United States was meticulous,
weak and pusillanimous in not pro-
testing against invasion of Belgium.
As a signatory to the peace treaty of
The Hague we ought to have lifted
our voices with no uncertain sound in
denunciation of Germany’s ‘invasion
of Belgium. On this point, our presi-
dent, in my judgment, failed to per-
form his duty.

“Had he uttered a vigorous protest
against this invasion, probably the
dastardly outrage of sinking the Lusi-
tania would never have been perpe-
trated. This was our capital blunder,
amounting almost to crime.”

At the conclusion: of Dr. Mac-
Arthur’s address, Dr. van Allen called
upon the audience to stand and join in
the singing of the British national an-
them, God Save the King.- The men
and women responded with enthusi-
asm, led by a quartette, one of whom,
standing in the choir loft, high above
the heads of all, waved an English

flag. .
Sing Allies’ Anthems.

Singing - of - the national anthems of
Belgium, France and Russia with the
waving of the flags of those ‘countries
came at intervals, - but the meeting
opened - with the singing of the Battle
Hymn of the Republic, ‘and - ended
with the singing of the Star Spangled
Banner, and the waving aloft of a
huge American flag.

Dr. van Allen- opened -the meeting,
declaring loyal Americans were gath-
ered in the Lord’s house to do the
Lord’s work. - He then denounced the
devastation of Belgium.

Dr. MacArthur spoke mext, and then
Mr. Cram.

“Of all the allies, France stands
first,” he said. “She has shown us
what this war means. “We are not
fighting because of dynasties, because
of economic or political causes. We
they, I mean, are fighting anti-Christ.

Inconclusive Peace.

“This is the war. An inconclusive
peace to-day would be a  world's
shame that could not be wiped out by
1,000 years of labor. And France is
showing us this. France'is to me the
leader in the spiritual significance of
this war.

“We cannot fight, but we can meet
as we have to-day and testify our con-
fidence in those who.are fighting; that
we are with them in spirit.”

asserted that Germany was striving to
repeat the exploit of the Roman em-
pire. A :

Since my arrival here by the Adri-
atie, on Dee, 16th, I have been to
London and Ayr where I have had in-
terviews with those concerned
our Newfoundland Regiment. Knows-
Ing that there ‘was some newspaper
excitement {n 8t John's over the non-
delivery of comforts at the Dardan-
elles, I made full enquiries of : Mr
Bteel-Maftland, Capt. Timewell and
Mt, Fenn, Wwho Has taken Mr, Reeves’
plade during his absence for the. win-
ter, From what I am told I am con-
vinced that afiple comforts were s
from here in good time, but the
culties of tmnspo t and deliv ery
were very great, so much so that the
comforts appear to ‘have .been set
aside by thie authorities until such
time as the neécessaties of war were
fully provided for. Over this state of
affairs the London Committee had no
control whatever, they- did their .duty,
well, as far as they were able, and
placed thé comforts in the hands. of
the best organization in London for
getting such tl*m;.rs to the front, and
who have beon I understand, most
successful in reaching  the individual
soldiéer. The rumor that the Aus-
tralian and New Zealand Contingents
fared better than ours must be ac-
cepted with regerve, for whilst things
sent them early in the campaign may
have xen(hod them by the. time gur
boys got out there, the same difficul-
ties had to be faced later, for the
same organization was h.mdlmg their
comforts and ours in mentically the
same way. However, sihce 1 was in
London, I undersxuml ‘the comforts
forwarded  have reached the contin-
gent all right, and with the result
that- the frouble is over for the pre-
sent at any rate, and not likely .to oc-
cur again. Should any of our friends
be anXxious regarding the work of the
Newfoundland War Contingent Asso-
ciation, London, their minds may be
set at rest, for these people are ren-
dering valuable service in many ways
and most interested in their voluntary
work, whether our boys =ure  at the
front, at the.depot, in hospital or
convalescent homes, they are not for-
gotten or neglected in any way.

My time in Londoh was so short
that I was not able to visit our sick
and wounded at Wandsworth or Net-
ley,—this I will do when I go up again
at the end of: this week, but T placed
my car at the disposal of the Wands-
worth Hospital dufhorities, so that
any of our Newfoundland boys .that
were well enough to take a drive
could do so at any time they were al-
lowed to do it. I have not heard so
far what use has been made of the
car, but trust that it has been out a
good many times. Mr. Steel-Maitland
informs me t{hat hospital accommo-
dation of the best kind is now ample,
so that all wounded officers and sol-
diers are well taken care of immedi-
ately they arrive in England. Our
convalescent officers can always find
those who are only too glad to have
them at their houses during the con-
valescent period. It is not so easy
for those in the ranks, and it has
been pointed out to me that this is a
weak spot, so it has occurred to me
that I might do as many others are
doing, run a convalescent home at my
own expense in conneéction with our
Newfoundland Regiment for the dura-
tion of the war, in the same way as
my cousin, Sir Willlam Bowring, is
doing here in a suburban house,
which, has accommodation for ahout
twelve or fifteen soldiers, The house
and equipment has bheen provided
free, the help is voluntary, .and he
(lges the rest, It may not be feamible
fdt ua to obtain all these privileges,
but when I kee Mr., Bteel-Maitland on
I'riday hext, we are going into the
matter, when 1 think something prac-
tieal will come of it, At any rate I
am prepared to put up £100 per
month for the duration of the war to-
wards this object, and it we can only
get a suitable house with a nice gar-
den on reasonable terms, with some
volunteer help, we can run it quite
well, so I am told. 1 took the liberty
of cabling you from the Pay and Re-
cord Office on the 22nd of December,
about the supply ‘of comforts, think-
ing that it might be some relief to all
concerned to know that every effort
had been made to meet the situation,
which was acute on account of the
delay in transport and delivery.

Now, about my visit to the depot at
Ayr, where I arrived on 27th De-
cember and left on 30th. I found the
Contingent Reserves under Major
Whitaker well housed and cared for
in the Newton Hetd School House, a
large airy building just outside the
town, having ample space for 'the
number quartered there, with large
playgrounds suitable for drilling and
training. The men looked : smart,
cléan, well and hedrty” ‘I saw their
food in the course of cooking, and be-
ing served, it seemed to me very ap-
petising, nourishing and/plentitul, I
inspécted their rooms, clothing, equip-
ment and sanitary arrangeinénts, and
can say as far as my knowledge goes
that everything bore the stamp of
efficiency and good order, and the

The changing of the
game I am told can only he done by
you as Commanding Officer, and as’
it ‘entails’ no further responsibility or
expense, 1 venture to urge that the
suggestion of :Major Whitaker should
be ediately carried into effect. On
thiis ‘subject dlso I cabled you on 29th
December from the Orderly Room,
after hearing all that the Major had
to say on the subject.
If at any time whilst in England I
can be of service to the Regiment or
the Colony, don’t fail to let me know,
I will be only too pleased to do what
I can to help.

With further reference to my létter,
number 89, of 11th October, and to
my telegrams of 10th and 11th De-
cember, and to a telegram from Sir
Edgar Bowring of 28th December,
1915, asking that this Unit may be
called the 2nd Battalion, First New-
foundland Regiment, instead of
“ Depotﬂ
The -following information may per-
haps be of use to the Committee if
the matter can be brought up for con-
sideration.
(1) Al rein[orcing Units of
Army here are called “Battalions.”
(2) No change would be visible in
Newfoundland; no extra éxpense
would be caused, no men would be
required in’ éxcess of present needs.
(3) Much trouble and inconveni-
ence would be avoided here, as “De-
pots” are real brick and -mortar in-
stifutions, built after a sealed pattern,
with definite establishments of offi-
¢cers and other ranks; and provision
is made for them on a definite scale
and according' to a prescribed sched-
ule. The fact that this Unit is called
a “Depot’” brings it into the category
described above, and fmam  its fellow
depots this Unit ‘differs in every par-
ticular. When applications aremade
for some article to which ‘Depots are
not entitled, or for stores for the 704
men of the Unit, when the strength
of a Depot is usually about. 45 or 50,
it can be seen that difficulties readily
aride especially as fhe staff of every
Department of the Army is constantly
changing its pérsonnel, and officers
who get to know that we are net a
“Depot,” but a reinforcing Unit, get
moved on to the Front, or to another
appointment at home,
(4) The Commander in Chief (Lieut.
General Sir Spencer Ewart) approves
the change being made, but is of opin-
fon that the originating authority
must be under Your Excellency’s hand
and this opinion is generally held, the
authorities here being naturally un-
willing to interfere in a matter of
Administration,
