The American
Reply to the Allies.

In the agitation of the
press, the advance of in-
surance rates and general
disturbance of shipping
we see the natural after-
math of the one day’s activity of the
German submarine just outside Ameri-
can waters. It is probably the only
sort of consequence that will attend it.
There is very little ground for appre-
Irension that the pirate will continue
its depredations: the little adventure
Las every appearance of having been
degigned more for its moral effect up-
on shipping and trade with the Entente
nations than for any naval purpose or
even the direct extension of the sub-
marine campaign as we have comeo to
know it. The warships of the Allies
may be counted upon to look after the
situation, and so far as further loss of
slilps and lives {s concerned, we be-
lieve there need be little fear. In all
probability, the agitation will goon he
quieted and matters resunre their nor-
mal courge, cxcept for the storm of
words that {8 likely to continue, '
The principal consequence that
threatens to emerge is the quite pos-
sible diplomatic friction between the
United States and the Kntente Powers.
The latter will read the reply of the
former to their representations with
“ititerest, if with no stronger feelings,
It is calculated to provoke them to an-
ger, if anger were not so soon swallow-
d up in contempt, . It contains some
striking sentences, What we like par-
ticularly is the arrogant claim that the
United States was the Power to take
“the first steps. towards establishing
the principles: of neutrality,” prin-
ciples that it has since mamtamed
with “a high sense of impartiality.’
This is very like a notorious thief
boasting of the honesty of his ances-
tors. In the case of the Lusitania, at
any rate, the United States were cer-
tainly the Power that took the first
steps towards establishing a very
novel principle of neutrality—a  dis-
tinction which other civilised nations
are not likely to challenge. But there
may be found one or two carping

critics who' will question the manner

it which the same magniloquent pow-
er “maintained” the principles of neu-
trality in the case of Belgium.

Not merely does America refuse to
entertain the Allies’ objections to the
practice of affording refuge to belliger-
ent submarines, but she answers their
hint that it may contain eléements of
danger to her own submarines with

the plain intimation that if any harm:

befall one of them at the hands of a
“pelligereént,” she will hold that belli-
gerent responsible. This ean only be
aimed at the Allies. We can imagine
that they would be greatly concerned
by it, if they did not know that the “re-
sponsibility” meant merely the annoy-
ance of receiving a number of notes
and being distracted by them from the
business of carrying on the war, in
which they are .nmdentally defending
America herself.

Since the States have taken ' this
unequivocal stand over the question,
it is not of much importance to con-
sider the merits of it on either side.
They would seem to be distinctly in
favor of the Allies. If America wish-
€s to appeal to precedent, why did she
not do so in the whole controversy
over the Lusitania outrage? But pre-
cedent is a poor argument, for in any
system of law, and most of all in what
we call ‘International Law, a rule it-
self is not so- 1mportant as-the reasons
on which if is based; and the mere
courtesy of the rule that permits belli-
gerent warships to harbor in neutral
ports was never intended to allow
them to use these as a base. And it
is plain that this is what Germany
is allowed, and will now be encour-
aged, to do. But it is idle to argue
about the matter. The best argument
on our side will be found in the loss
to American trade that may result. If
this assumes serious proportions, we
shall probably see Président Wilson
a-little less dogmatic m his pro-
nouncements. The “principles of neu-
trality” are very elastic, and nothing
can stretch them as much as consid-
erations of dollars and cents.

Lieutenant Asquith.

London Daily News.—To Rupert
Brooke, and Julian Grenfell, and W.

would have carried him far along the
path his father has trod.

KINGSTONIAN’S CREW LOST.

NEWPORT, R.I, To-day.
The search for the crew of the
steamer Kingstonian, one of the ves-
sels torpedoed by the German sub. off
Nantucket last "Sunday, has been
abandoned. Twelve torpedo boat de-
stroyers, which had been engaged in
this work, have been ordered to return
to port. For the last 48 hours they
have ‘continued the search systematic-
ally, speeding” back and forth jn the
waters within the sub’s operations.

cers of the destroyer flotilla® here.
Rear-Admiral Knight, Commandant of !
the Narragansett Bay Naval Station,
said to-night that notwithstanding the
report of Capt. Grotness, he still held :

. *I am not a prophet, but I can say
that the spirit of the Gérman soldier
is being broken. .The British alone
have captured since the 1st of July,
upwards of 30,000 prisoners with
much war material. One officer told
me that within a very small compass
—upwards of two thousand German
dead, and several hundred wounded,
unable to escape, covered the ground.
Another example: One regiment- of
Germans, which was wiped oiut by the
Canadians the other day, had been
formed only two ' weeks previously
from remnants of ten crack German
regiments; and yet they disappeared.

“This war will be won by pounding,
and it is a'long road to Berlin. The
German people, however, are becom-
ing very restless. I believe .before
many months a rebéllion must break
out against Kaiserism throughout the

{length and breadth of the German

Empire.

Britain is stronger on the sea Now
than at the beginning of the war. The
Kaiser’'s submarines may reach Brit-
ish waters and do some slight dam-
age, but they seldom ' return home.
Her Zeppelins have proven to be vul-
nerable. I myself have seen two of
them brought down. At the front, we
have the mastry in artillery; we have
always had it in manhood. The re-
sult is that foot by foot, mile by mile,
the Allied bulldog pluck and dogged-
ness have proven too much for the
famous German Imperail Guards. I
have been over mile on mile of Ger-
man fortifications surpassing in
strength any fortress we constructed.

Next, the mongopse
cleared out the native birds; and a
plague of caterpillars ensued. How
are the mighty fallen! To-day there
is a premium of three shillings on
the head of each mongoosge, yet the
pest is said to be getting worse.

Now the islanders talk of introduc-
ing the Indian starling, in the hope’ of
keeping down the grasshoppers which
are ravaging the crops, or else " of
utilising the Barbados blackbird for a
similar purpose.

But it will be as well to think twice.
Rather less than a cemtury ago some
homesick Britisher living in Boston
sent to England for a couple of pairs
of sparrows.

Within less than fifty years the
sparrow had . established = itself in
thirty-five States and five territories.
It had given up eating "insects, and
was running riot among the crops. It
was spreading over the country at the
rate of 60,000 square miles a year.

The Department of Agriculture was
forced to take the strongest measures,
and in 1886 the laws protecting wild
birds were repealed so far as the
sparrows were concerned, and every
inducement given ‘to slaughter the lit-
tle pests. Yet to-day, after a thirty
yvears’ battle, the sparrow is still on
top. The damage they do -to.crops is
estimated at something like fifteen
million dollars yearly.

The musk rat, which is an animal
many times the size of any British
rat, has been trapped for generations
in British North America for the sake
of its fur.

. Some twenty years ago a Hungarian
landowner imported several pairs of
musk rats, and turned them loose in
a lake on his own property. They

multiplied in surprising fashion, for|!

they had none of the enemies which,
in the native country, keep them un-
lder control, and for a time the im-
porter reaped quite a considerable in-
come by the sale of the skins.

But the animals soon began to
spread, and”then came stories of
burst dams and broken canal banks.
The creatures burrowed everywhere,
and each year the tale of ‘damage in-
creased, .Just before the Great War
broke out the Hungarian Government

offered a prize of £5,000 to any per-|

son who could invent some method of
exterminating them.”
