(Souvenirs of the Somme Battle.)

They were truly monsters: mon­
sters made of armour plated steel, 
roughly painted over with fringed 
daubs of paint wnich, when seen 
from a distance, fused into muddy 
tints that harmonised with the reddish 
brown wilderness of the battle field 
ami made them almost invisible. Two 
enormous revolving bands formed by 
wide steel links gripped the ground 
and transported the travelling forts 
.across marshes, trenches and shell 
holes. The small turrets placed on 
each side were armed with quick fir­
ing guns. The interior of the steel 
cages and the crew enclosed in them 
as in submarines were invisible; but 
one could hear the muffled trepidation 
of powerful engines and feel the warm 
breath coming from the huge lungs 
of the monsters in spirals of bluish 
vapour, reeking of petrol, which 
vanished in the air.

The Tanks, also known as “Cater­
pillars" were rolling towards the bat­

tle field, breaking through mazes 
formed by miles of barbed wire, going 
up and down hillocks with astonish­
ing ease. Long, low and decorated 
with the crude colourings of ancient 
earthenware, they bore a strange re­
semblance to caterpillars; gigantic, 
man-eating caterpillars which would 
crawl slowly on the slimy clay, crush­
ing bodies and smashing trenches.

The sun shone through the autumn­
al mist, bathing the chaotic panorama 
of burnt woods, ruined villages and 
fields turned into endless camps in a 
vivid red light. I looked towards the 
undulating line of valleys, hills and 
prairies and fancied that the shadow 
of the Tanks covered the immense bat­
tle field and stretched out, black' and 
menacing, until it reached the horizon 
and settled on Bapaume!

Liquid fire, asphixiating gas, lachry­
matory gas.............The German scien­
tists invented the most cruel and 
cowardly weapons for use on the bat­
tle field. Like diabolical alchemists 
they enclosed deadly fumes in cylind­
ers and the breeze of the fields and

the wind of the sea turned into ac­
complices of their odious militarism, 
burnt the lungs of thouaaifll of peo­
ple; not only soldiers, but also women 
and children who were surprised, tor­
tured and throttled by Invisible Death 
in the village of Flanders, near the big 
wind mills which—as no one stopped 
their wings—continued grinding corn 
day and night, grinding corn for the 
dead!

Confronted by such a fiendish ene­
my, England has been comeplled to 
defend herself at times with similar 
weapons; but these methods of war­
fare are repulsive to her old tradi­
tions, to her clean and noble senti­
ments—and she Invented the Tanks, 
masterpieces of modem engineering, 
and brought them one by one across 
the Channel; up to the banks of the 
River of Blood. . These machines, 
created to smash brute forec, em­
body the industry, the patience, the 
armour plated will power of an island 
which stands like a beacon in the 
sombre sea and irradiates light and 
warmth. For England is the heart of 
the world—the home of Freedom.

The day after my first acquaintance 
with the Tanks we attacked the Ger­
mans with the invaluable help of 
these land ships which demoralize the 
enemy and complete the work of the 
artillery. The panic produced in the 
German lines by the sudden appear­
ance of the steel monsters, followed 
by waves of infantryman is beyond de­
scription. Shells, bombs, obstacles ; 
nothing stopped their triumphant 
"push.” They advanced dauntlessly, 
in their own phlegmatic way, vomit­
ing fire, crossing shell holes, pulver­
izing tree trunks, smashing in dug- 
outs and underground passages, de­
molishing trenches- and battlements 
as if they had been cardboard fort­
resses. The Germans, awe stricken, 
fled like madmen or came towards us 
with pale faces, glad to surrender. 
When the Tanks stopped, shortly after 
commencing their destructive task, we 
had stormed battlements which seem­
ed almost impregnable, and a High­
lander, standing at the corner of a 
trench, was busy counting the pris­
oners as they trooped by in endless 
procession.

The Tanks had justified their exist­
ence.

But we must not forget the stoic 
courage of their intrepid'" crews. As 
proof of their gallantry, I will men­
tion an incident which took place after 
the attack. We were crossing a wood, 
like phantoms, identifying the dead 
bodies found here and there with the 
help of the star lights—now white, 
now emerald green ol- ruby red— 
which studded the shadows mysteri­
ously when we heard a faint voice 
calling out:

"This way .... This way . . .
The voice came from one of the 

Tanks, half buried in the mud of a 
crater. Approaching the machine we 
found its captain, a young man who 
could not have been older than twenty, 
stretched out on the ground beneath 
one of the turrets. Both his legs were 
fractured. He had spent two days in 
the wood, without drink or food, un­
der a hurricane of fire. And he was 
still alive.

When he saw us he shouted joy­
fully:

“I have blown up the engines.”

mite cartridge so that the Germans 
should not discover its mechanism, 
and—his duty accomplished — had 
crawled out to the place where we 
found him to die on the mud as Nel­
son died on the waves.

“I have blown up the engines”!

fied by death.

"Oh! I know that I will not live. But 
what matters?

Circus Horse Saves 
Wounded Soldier.

A French soldier, Private Ambrose 
Perrichon, owes his life to a German 
circus horse, which picked him up 
when he was lying on the field of bat­
tle and carried him into the French 
lines, says a correspondent in the 
Horseshoer’s Journal. Both the sold­
ier’s legs were shattered by a German 
quick-firer. When night came on he 
heard near him the heavy breathing 
of a great white horse, which munch­
ed the short grass. The animal was 
riderless, and he whistled to it and 
began to clap it kindly. The horse 
whinnied with pleasure. Perrichon 
was powerless to make the slightest 
effort on his own behalf.

THE FEET IN SIMMER.

Your feet should be bathed twice a 
day morning and evening. In warm 
weather three times a day is not too 
often. Fresh hose should be put on 
every day. There is no excuse for ex­
cuse for excessive perspiration for at 
a small cost you may obtain powders 
or perscriptions which will cure that 
annoyance. One of the best things I 
can recommend is one grain of per- 
mangranite of potash and one ounce 
of distilled water applied with a soft 
gauze after you have bathed your 
feet night and morning.

When you are bathing your feet you 
want to bear in mind that you relax 
all the muscles and blood vessels and 
for that reason you must not subject 
your feet to great changes of tem­
perature.

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War Comment.
“Accidents aside,” writes Mr. Frank 

H. Simonds in the New York Tribune, 
"Germany cannot be conquered in the 
campaign of 1917.” He frankly con­
siders the possibility that Russia will 
make a separate peace, in which 
case Italy might be beaten down in 
spite of all the aid that could be given 
her. He does not believe these things 
are coming, but lie thinks it unwise 
to disregard the fact that they may 
come. He looks for four years of war 
rather than three. He warns his 
public that the United States must be 
ready to send and maintain in the 
field great armies from the beginning 
of the spring of 1918. To those who 
regard this estimate of the situation 
as unduly pessimistic he replies that 
the facts must be faced. In ten weeks 
the Germans will begin to profit by 
the earliest of their crops. There­
after they will be assured of food 
enough for the remainder of the year. 
It is possible that Russia may yet be 
able to strike a great military blow 
this year. If that should happen, Mr. 
Simonds says, the war might be end­
ed in 1917. Or, also, it might be end­
ed this year, if the British and Ameri­
cans together can sufficiently dispose 
of the submarine menace to convince 
Germany that Britain cannot be star­
ved out of the war as Germany now 
believes.

Mr. Simonds notes that we recently 
passed the thousandth day of the war 
with little comment. The thousandth 
day found the British and French of­
fensive in the West in full swing, the 
first three weeks having brought 
striking initial successes. Yet the 
German line holds for the present, 
and the Battle of Arras tends to be­
come like the Battle of the Somme, a 
matter of long and hard pounding 
without immediate hope of shattering 
the enemy’s armies. Mr. Simonds re­
minds us that while Allied countries 
have been greatly heartened by pro­
gress on the Western front, the Ger­
mans have been even more encour­
aged by the submarine campaign and 
by their hope that conditions in Rus­
sia will mean either a separate peace 
in that quarter or such an absence of 
aggressive military effort by Russia 
as would permit the withdrawal of 
great forces for use elsewhere. He 
does not underestimate Britain’s pre­
sent striking power. "The . British 
performance," he writes, “demon­
strates that in the long run the new 
British armies must win the war, for

the man power of Britain is now 
greater than that of Germany (includ­
ing British colonies) and besides 
there is the considerable remaining 
man power of France.” But Britain 
must be fed, and while the Germans 
may be driven from France and Bel­
gium by winter, Germany is buoyed 
up by submarine successes and by the 
thought that Russia cannot fight for­
midably this year and may not even 
quit. He says, of course, that Ger­
many is wrong in believing that Brit­
ain can be starved into inaction this 
year, or even next, but so long as 
Germany has the men to fight a long 
defensive campaign, he can see little 
chance for Allied military success 
this year; and if the Germans could 
oncé get access to Russia's wheat talk 
of starving Germany would be idle.

It will be seen at once that Mr. 
Simonds presents possibilities that 
are gloomy enough ; nevertheless they 
are real possibilities. Perhaps lie 
does not give weight enough to the 
Anglo-French offensive or to the aid 
the Americans can furnish this year 
fn ships and in food. Both these ele- 
ments are important, and it is too 
early yet ii decide that they will not 
change the face of the war by mid­
summer. The Americans will soon 
place in commission the German 
ships they seized, and maany others, 
and they will use their navy to assist 
in keeping down the submarines. 
That assistance cannot be accurately 
measured yet. And for weeks yet the 
world will not know the result of the 
Anglo-French offensive. T.ie Somme 
battle was stopped by the autumn 
rains at a time when it was near a 
great success. The present offensive, 
which has more driving power, is 
scarcely a month old. Will the Ger­
man armies be able td resist it with­
out sustaining a great military dis- 

! aster for two months more, or for 
four? Russia, beyond question, is a 
danger spot. But Russia is not yet 
out of the war. That nation has 
more than almost any other to gain 
through Allied success. The Rus­
sians know that if Germany is not 
beaten now they would have to fight 
her, and fight her alone, later on. 
Russian intelligence will demand that 
Russia share the Allied victory. Such, 
at least, is more probable than Rus 
sian defection, although undoubtedly 
defection is among the sinister posai 
bilities.—St. John Telegraph.

THE WAR.
The battle of the Scarpe 
continues with unabated 
violence, and in the face 
of the strongest resist­

ance the Germans can oppose the 
British make progress. The fighting 
is now all along the so-called switch 
line, running north and south from 
Drocourt to Qucant, hastily thrown 
out by Hindenburg as a barrier be­
fore Douai. The battle has raged up 
and down this line for more than a 
month, the Germans betraying by 
their prodigal use of troops and re­
serves the importance they attach to 
holding it. Nevertheless, despite in­
disputably greater losses than ours, 
they are not holding it. The British 
have finally surrounded and taken 
Roeux, a village north of Monchy and 
like, it the scene of the fiercest and 
most sanguinary encounters. North, 
at Fresnoy, and south, at Bullecourt, 
the British have loosened both ends 
of the line and it may collapse at any 
time and open the way to Douai.

But there is need to consult the 
map. A more eloquent and faithful 
tale is told In the list of captures es­
timated for a bare month's fighting. 
Germany cannot long be bled at the 
rate of 50,000 prisoners and nearly 
500 heavy guns a month. Our own 
losses, we are told, are about half in 
proportion of those on the Somme, 
while the killed and wounded among 
the Germans must be a very high 
portion of the whole in fighting of 
this description. With Retain now in 
control of the French armies and al­
so, to some extent, of the British, we 
may look for even slower progress, 
for his theory of warfare accounts 
territory nothing worth and men 
everything. He will use his terrible 
artillery, not to win ground, but to 
kill Germans, and Verdun made him 
an unequalled expert in the art.

There is apparent quiet from the 
French below Laon, which bodes ill 
for the enemy. Another blow is 
about due and may be looked for this 
week. A considerable offensive ap­
pears to be under way in Macedonia 
and some progress has been made 
north of Monastic. This theatre re­
mains a mystery and little reliable 
can be learned of it. Evidently the 
Allies -consider themselves strong 
enough to attack, though it is not like­
ly that they have been reinforced dur­
ing the winter by many more than 
Venizelos’ troops. Serbia, Greece 
and Roumania may soon all become 
the stage of stirring events ; matters 
have changed complexion since the 
pitiful drama of last autumn.

The Allies may include among their 
objects in this offensive the drawing 
off of the enemy garrison in Rouma­
nia, encouraging the Russians to at­
tack with them. Certain it is that 
Russia is the greatest danger for the 
present. Every day confirms the be­
lief that she will not be able to lend 
any effective help for a long time to 
come. Ivan wants to be his own mas­
ter, having got rid of his old ones, 
and not to fight, and certainly no 
fighting is- being done. Mush, in Ar­
menia, was recently evacuated, 
though its advanced position might 
be a sufficient explanation, and now 
we hear general tidings of further re­
verses at the hands of the Turks. It 
is a reflection of popular knowledge 
of conditions in Russia when the ab­
surd rumour needs to be refuted pub­
licly that Japan is to apply pressure 
at Britain’s urging, and General

Brussiloff has to issue grave warn­
ings to his army. The very greatest 
importance, therefore, attaches to the 
visit of the American mission, head­
ed by Elihu Root, to Petrograd. Ocu­
lar demonstration to the masses of 
Russia of the alliance with them of 
the world’s greatest republic may in 
itself be one of the most potent fac­
tors in redeeming the situation in the 
East. It cannot be redeemed too 
soon.

Newfoundland 
Troops Won Fame 

in Vimy Ridge
Islanders Too Mach for Germans, 

Says Observers at Front.

London, April 20.—Newfoundland’s 
soldiers get high praise for their 
share in the battle of Arras in the 
description sent by British corre­
spondents at the front.

"In company with certain English 
troops,” writes one correspondent, 
‘they had pushed recently to the far­
thest point of our advance, in the 
most difficult section of the battle 
area, when they were met by a coun­
ter attack from three columns of the 
enemy In overwhelming force. Some 
few were apparently cut off, but the 
main body fell back, holding the Ger­
man masses at arms’ length. Reach­
ing a trench in advance of our main 
position the enemy, checked by our 
fire, dropped into and occupied it. 
Then came the Newfoundlanders’ op­
portunity, and the next half hour saw 
such a slaughetr of Germans as has 
only been witnessed perhaps once or 
twice in this battle. It is believed 
that no enemy went back, but in the 
trench and on the ground over which 
they had come were 1,200 to 1,500 
dead.

“Since last July the Newfoundland­
ers have had harder fighting in pro­
portion to their size than any other 
unit of the British armies, and it is 
doubtful if any troops of similar 
strength inflicted such heavy losses 
on the enemy.—New York Sun.

He (the prisoner) 
had a long term before him, and, as 
he was not very strong, I put him in 
the prison kitchen to assist the cook. 
Here he had more freedom and fresh 
air than he could possibly get in the 
Industrial Department or anywhere 
else; and being, apparently, well be­
haved,, he was allowed greater privil­
eges than he deserved.

The result was that he managed, 
unobserved, to correspond for some 
time, without detection, with one of 
the female prisoners, the paper used 
being stolen from my office when she 
went up there in the morning with 
the Matron to clean it up. This is 
the only time, to my knowledge, any 
such attempt has succeeded during 
the fourteen years of my Superin­
tendency of the institution. However,
I have taken such precautions as will.
I feel certain, render a repetition of 
the offence absolutely impossible.

As regards the suggestion of “more 
freedom for the female inmates,” I 
have only to say that the yard in 
which they take exercise is immedi­
ately under the windows of the east­
ern side of the main prison, and they 
are only allowed out when the Matron 
can spare time to look after them. 
Care, however, is taken that their

Do they—in anticipation of 
being sent to that institution to atone I 
for their political sins of omission 
and commission—feel troubled in ad­
vance about the treatment they would 
be likely to receive there? If so, I 
can assure them they are giving 
themselves a lot of unnecessary wor­
ry. The place is not what their fore­
bodings lead them to believe.

On the contrary, it is a first-rate 
institution of the kind. The corri­
dors and cells are always kept clean 
and neat, as Grand Juries from time 
to time amply testify; the beds are 
comfortable, the clothing clean and 
otherwise suitable, the sewerage all 
that could be desired, and the food of 
excellent quality and sufficient in 
quantity to satisfy the greatest gour­
mand in the community. Then, again, 
it has yet another very important 
advantage, and it is this—the inmates 
never suffer from epidemic disease. 
In fact, it seems to be immune from 
all “the ills to which human flesh is 
heir” in other more highly privileged 
institutions.

Some writer in one of the local 
papers, the other day, called the 
Penitentiary “a Convalescent Home 
under its present management,” and 
he was perfectly correct in doing so. 
For nearly a decade and a half there 
have been only three deaths here,

LEAGUE OF NATIONS.

LONDON, Torday.
Lord Buckmaster when supporting 

the resolution, advocated Germany's 
inclusion in the proposed league 
This league of nations will fail, he 
said, unless Germany is admitted. 
If she is excluded it will be nothing 
but a league against her, in which 
case I see no prospect before the 
world but the unending of darkest 
night. We must destroy one and 
support the other. If this is done I 
believe our future is safe. Viscount 
Bryce said this war would be a 
stupendous calamity if it did not sug­
gest some means of escape from its 
repetition by changing the hearts of 
the people of the world." Repeated ap1 
planse followed. He said there must 
he a re-settlement of the rules as 
they applied to the international 
lights, and offences against inter­
national law must be severely dealt 
with. Reprisals are no remedy: they 
are a repetition of the offense which 
all civilized humane people ought to 
condemn. Reprisals are unworthy of 
the best tradition of England. The 
sentiment of our soldiers and sailors 
united with that of our people in its 
condemnation. Lieut.-General Jan 
Christian Smuts, famous South Afri­
can military leader, said : “If one 
hundredth part of the thought given 
to this war were given towards peace 
there never' should be war again. I 
believe a passion for' peace has been 
born in this war, which will prove 
greater than any passion for gain or 
conquest. As far as is humanely 
possible such a war as this should 
never be tolerated, however, there is 
danger in believing too much in 
treaties until we have a radical 
change in the hearts of men. I think 
that that change is coming. There 
must be no patcli work peace, or 
peace which is simply a compromise 
of conflicting interests. Every na­
tion must have choice in its own des­
tiny and not be cut away or carved to 
please the great powers. Tlte Arch­
bishop of Canterbury pleaded for a 
revival of international arbitration 
which, he declared, was on the in­
crease until the outbreak of the war. 
Formation of a League of Nations to 
enforce peace, he admitted, was no 
easy task, but, he added, unless fore­
most spokesmen of the Anglo-Saxon 
race, on either side of the Atlantic, 
are under emptiest hallucination it 
can be done and we mean, please 
God, to set it forward.

In three months since the 
ruthless campaign began only seven­
teen ships have been sunk.

WAR BUDGET.
LONDON, To-day.

Russia still looms in the eyes of the 
world as the potential obstacle to an 
early successful issue of the war for 
the Entente nations and U. S. over 
Germany and Allies. With a far from 
satisfactory state of affairs existing 
between the Council of Workmen’s 
and Soldiers’ Delegates and the high 
Russian Government officials which 
during the past few days has result­
ed in the resignation of the command­
er of the forces at Petrograd and the 
Minister of War and Marine, comes a 
renewal of the rumor that Turkey is 
following the steps of Germany and 
Austria-Hungary and endeavouring 
to secure peace with Russia. Com­
pensation said to have been offered by 
Turkey embraces things that have 
been the life-dream of Russia; 
complete opening of Dardanelles to 
Russian ships, both merchantmen and 
man-of-war. Turkey also would be 
agreeable, in case Russia would con­
sent to lay down arms to consider 
the settlement of the Armenian ques­
tion, for a long time a thorn in the 
side of mankind, likewise deal with 
lier various subjects on the principle 
of nationality. While there have been 
rumors that the Council of Workmen’s 
and Soldiers' Delegates have called 
for armistice official denial is made 
to this by the Council. On the con­
trary it is stated by the Council that 
an appeal to soldiers is being drawn 
up declaring against a separate peace 
Meanwhile from the Baltic Sea to 
Danubien region the Roumanian-Rus 
lian forces and Teutonic Allies con 
tinue almost inactive in their 
trenches with only a sporadic ex 
change of rifle fire here and there. 
Small reconnaissances have been re­
port ed.

Oil both Caucasus and Mesopotam­
ian fronts, however, the Turks have 
inflicted reverses on the Russians, ac­
cording to Petrograd.

PETROGRAD, To-day.
In an impassioned appeal to the 

delegates from the front, at a meeting 
in Petrograd to-day, Captain A. F. 
Kerensky, Minister of Justice, made 
the most alarming diagnosis of Rus­
sia's internal crisis, which has come 
from any official position since the re-

tumHüHM'nwr nHftigtwwrwwHW,1 ■nwnyf
heretofore had made only the most 
optimistic and reassuring declara­
tions, confesed that his confidence had 
left him, and that he feared disaster.
“I come to you,” said Kerensky, “be 
cause my strength is at an end. I no 
longer feel my former courage, nor 
have I my former conviction that we 
are conscientious citizens in revolt, 
am sorry I did not die two months ago, 
when the dream of a new life was 
glowing in the hearts of the Russian 
people and when I was sure that the 
country could govern itself without 
tfce whip. As affairs are doing now 
it will be impossible to save the coun­
try. Perhaps the time is near when 
we will hate to tell you that we can 
no longer give you the amount of 
bread you expect or other suplies on 
which you have a riçht to count. The 
process 6t the change from slavery to 
freedom is not going on properly. We 
have tasted freedom and are slightly 
intoxicated, but what we need is sob­
riety and discipline. You could suffer 
and be silent for ten years and obey 
the orders of a hated Government.
You could even fire upon your own 
people when commanded to do so.
Can you now suffer no longer?” Ker­
ensky's declaration, though a trifle 
more outspoken iff its pessimism than 
utterances of other officials is not un­
representative of public opinion in 
Petrograd at the present time. Un­
less there is a quick infusion of a new 
spirit in the army and a new under 
standing of freedom among the mass­
es, and unless new energy working 
for the defence of the country be in­
fused it is generally felt that Russia 
.will not long be able to go on with the 
war.

The fact that there has been little 
demand for Newfoundland Scotch-cur­
ed herring during the past few weeks 
has not in any way influenced prices 
in the New York market, all reports 
to the contrary notwithstanding. Sell­
ing prices have been on the basis of 
$14 and 15, according to size and 
quality of the fish, and in some in­
stances slightly higher prices have j 
been obtained. For fancy large and 
well-cured herring as high as $16 has 
been paid in a small way. The ordin- j 
ary quality fish has brought as high 
as $14.50 during the past several days, | 
afid goods just arrived from St. John’s: 
sold Within three days at these prices. ; 
There has been a lull in the market, ! 
especially in the local trade, and sales 1 
have been small. Only a few trans­
actions of over fifty barrels have been i 
recorded during the past several 
weeks. There is a fair stock in New 
York hands at present, but with a 
good demand in progress it would pro­
bably not be more than enough to 
carry over to the fall season. As 
stocks of foreign herring are small, 
it is not likely that prices will be any 
lower. Indeed, higher prices are ex­
pected before the close of the sum­
mer. The stock is held in st rong hands, 
two factors practically controlling the 
situation in New Yorx. Both of these 
are strong in their ideas, and neither 
appears to be willing to make any 
concession as to prices in present 
conditions. Offerings have been more 
liberal during the week, and there 
has been a good inquiry from out of 
town. This is due, according to op­
erators, to the fact that foreign her­
ring is scarce and high in price. As 
it is ndt expected that there will be 
any large supplies of Holland herring 
shipped to New York during the re­
mainder of the present year, and 
Scotch matjes herring will not begin 
to come into market until well along 
in May or June, the market must be 
supplied with Newfoundland Scotch- 
cured and Alaska Scotch-cured her­
ring, principally the former. Buyers 
In New York are inclined to be dis­
criminating in the purchase of this 
Newfoundland herring, many refus­
ing to accept small fish at any thing 
like the market value. As a result 
matties have been selling below the 
market In some cases, but the prices 
for matfuls and fulls arc rigidly main­
tained. A few lots of Norwegian style 
herring from Newfoundland have been 
received during the past few weeks 
and these have been bringing from $8 
to $10, according to the quality of the 
fish and the seller. These have sold 
readily, however, buyers apparently 
taking advantage ot the low price, re 
gardless ot the quality or cure of the 
fish. The spring herring fishery 
opened last week In Notre Dame Bay; 
there will be no Scotch-curing. Stocks 
in New York are now in cold store, 
where they will remain during the 
summer months. As much of the 
goods shipped early in the reason did 
liot arrive in good condition, consid­
erable repacking has been necessary.
—Fishing Gazette.

When the Royal * 
Academy Cheered.

.Dicing these war years battle pic­
tures have been very numerous on 
the walls of Burlington House, the 
famous "home" of the Royal Acad­
emy in Piccadilly. It is. however, a 
remarkable fact that khaki has spoil­
ed war from the artist's standpoint. 
The ‘pomp and circumstance" of war 
is no longer an artistic asset. There 
are no scarlet coats and epaulets, and 
not even a sword in these days, whilst 
trench warfare has reduced the spec­
tacular cavalry charge to a minimum.

What is the most popular war pic­
ture ever painted? It is in the pos­
session of the King, and is undoubted­
ly “The Roll Call,” that famous Cri­
mean picture by Lady Butler. It hangs 
at St. James’s Palace, and is one of 
the most pathetic pictures ever paint­
ed.

It was painted by a mere girl whose 
former efforts to attract notice had 
failed. But when this picture was sub­
mitted to the Hanging Committee the 
members, although picture-weary 
probably, rose to their feet, removed 
their hats, and cheered for several 
moments.

It was the “picture of the year.” 
of course. So great was the crowd 
who came specially to see it every day 
that it had to be roped in and guard­
ed by the police. It is said that a 
quarter of a million portraits of the 
young artist were sold in a few 
months.

Call

Three Shots Fired at His Car While

Zurich dispatch to Corriere D’ltalia 
asserted to-day. An unidentified man 
fired three shots at the Kaiser’s car, 
two of them striking the tonneau, the 
third going wild.

When he is at the front he 
lives in a bomb-proof house, without 
any insignia thereon by which hostile 
aviators might learn of his where­
abouts. Circumstantial stories have 
been told of special precautions taken 
during frequent automobile trips, 
such as an extra car made, up to re­
semble a baggage automobile in which 
the Kaiser actually rides, while pre­
ceding it is a gorgeously decorated 
automobile with a man resembling the 
Kaiser seated inside.
