It
keeps on saying, in effect, “Now, gen-
tlemen, don’t let us quarrel over thisl
matter. It is unpatriotic and it does
no good. Let us get together and ‘dis-
cuss’ the question.” This sort of thing;
would be all very well if it had not|
been said for about twelve months !
already and did not bid fair to be said |
for twelve months more if something’
were not done to prevent it. This is,
exactly the device that the Govern-!
ment has used ever since the need of
men became urgent to postpone the
awkward duty of filling it. Speakingl
for ourselves, we have consistently, !
for many months now, .urged the !
advisability of legislation on the sub-
ject, knowing that only in that way|
could anything effectual be done. We!
have been each time put off in just
this way, until the recruiting cam-
paign of last autumn was undertaken,
with a distinct stipulation from the
Government that it should be abso-
lutely the last voluntary effort. That
stipulation the Government have
openly and shamelessly broken, and
they now invite their critics, in the
name of patriotism, to give them their
counsel as to the way in which they
may escape the consequences and re-
pair the damage! They have had
some six months clear in which to
evolve some scheme or another. For
all the evidence that there is to the
contrary, they have not given the sub-
ject a thought in the whole of that
time. They have not even had the
courage to take the step that must be
the indispensable preliminary of any
scheme that is to be practicable,
which is registration of our available
manhood. This simple step was
strongly advocated long ago. It has
been taken in every other country,
we believe, that is at war. The steps
that need to be taken after that, or
rather ‘conjointly with it, are equally
simple and obvious in principle and
'broad aspect: only the actual details
need discussion. Expressed very gen-
erally, .they merely consist in obtain-
ing first the necessary legislative au-

Sir,—Judging from the tone and

‘| tenor of the editorial in the Advocate,

uvnder the heading “A Stinging Re-
buke,” the criticisms that have ap-
peared in the press ament Mr. Coak-
er and his political escapades have
struck home, and, at length, the
President and Manager of the Fish-
ermen’s Union has commenced to re-
cognize the truism that responsibilily
walks hand in hand with capacity and
power. It seems to have .been
brought home to him that he is not
only a politician, but the paid servant
of “23,000 toilers,” four thousand of
whom have “their . savings to the
amount of Four hundred thousand
Dollars” invested in a business of
which he is Manager; that under the
Coalition, two of the . principal of-
ficlals—Messrs. Stone and Halfyard—
have been transferred to the service
of- the Government, and their ser-
vices have consequently been lost to
the Union business. That his first
concern should have been the finan-
cial interests that he has in his keep-
ing, and that party politics should
. take a secondary place. That it was
his duty to devote his “entire time to
the business of the fishermen that he
is held ‘responsible for,” and that he
has assumed a very grave responsibil-
ity indeed by not obeying “the dic-
tates of a free well.”

The law very properly connects re-
sponsibility with capacity and power,
and measures the responsibility ac-
cording.

He will hardly deny that he has
been, and still is, exploiting the Fish-
ermen of this Colony for political
ends. That being the truth,™I consid-
er that a clarion note of warning
should ring out to him and them. The
creed of the moment seems to be that
any means of securing political power
and self agrandizement is allowable,
short of these which involve the risk
of proceedings in a criminal court.
This dead weight of mistaken views
must be rolled aside or serious con-
sequences must ensue. To publish
ugly truths, to point to the rocks
ahead, is to be charged with personal
animus, and lacking in love
country. But, the work has to be
done if the country is to maintain its
independence, and somebody must do
it. During the past nine years the
cynical playing with the peoples
money and public confidence in con-
nection with so-called Railway
progress, have revealed depths of
political ‘immorality, masquerading as
patriotism, which, I think, it would
be difficult to parallel in history. If
the shadow across our progress
loomed large and ominous under the

and more ominous under the present
Coalition. Government, and the warn-
ing must and shall be given to all
concerned. If they do not heed the
warning, then, so be it. Nine years
ago Sir Robert Bond sounded, in
clarion tones, a warning to the people.
It fell on unheeding ears, and to-day
we have a country sunk

honoured, so far as politicians could
dishonour it, in the eyes of the
world. Four years ago he predictea
the very menace that now confronts
the country. Will the people now
ignore that warning? The blindness
of our people to the great dangers to
which they voluntarily expose them-
selves, and their placid content in the
face of the obvious menaces to their
very existence are symptoms of some-
thing worse than political ineptitude
and sloth; they are, alas! the out-
ward and visible signs of inward and
spiritual death.

FUEL SHORTAGE.

OTTAWA, To-Day.

An im t meeting of the War
Committed of the Cabinet was held
to-day on the fuel situation and to ad-
vise measureg for relieving it. The
meeting was attended by Mr.
Grath, Canadian Fuel Controller, and
Sir Joseph Flavelle, Chairman of the
Imperial Munitions Board. Informa-
tion submitted showed that the pres-
ent fuel shortage in the United States,
resulting in the drastic expedient of
closing down plants for a period, is
due to the difficulties of transporta-
tion rather than actual shortage of
coal. In Canada the problem of fuel
supply has been less acute. Trans-
portation difficulties have not been so
great but the situation is admittedly
gserious, particularly in view of the
fact that Garfield, the. American Fuel
Controller, has found it necessary to
divert substantial quantities of coal
intended for shipment to Canada to
points in the United States, In view
of these conditions it was decided that
immediate action be taken to secure
insgeased production from mines from
eastern Canada, measures being em-
ployed at the same time to speed up
the bunkering of ships in our eastern
ports. McGrath left for Washington
this afternoon to confer with Fuel
Controler Garfield. It is understood
the Canadian Government is co-oper-
ating with the American Government
in an effort to meet the present fuel
crisis.

VISCOUNT BROOME SAFE.

LONDON, To-day.

Viscount Broome, Commander of
the British monitor Raglan, which
was sunk in an engagement with the
Turkish cruisers Mudullu and Sultan
Selim at the entrance of the Dardan-
elles, is among those saved, according
to the Evening News.

THE SUBMARINE STILL BUSY.

NEW YORK, Jan. 21,

News of the sinking at midnight of
three steamers, one-of thém an Ameri-
can freighter, while a  convoy, of
which they were a part, '‘was passing
the lighthouse on the Mediterraneans
Spanish coast last month, was re-
ceived in shipping circles here to-day
from Spain. The three ships were
sunk in rapid succession by the one
submarine, but owing to their proxi-
mity to the shore and calm sea no
lives were lost. The names of the
ships are withheld. The American
ship was second in the convoy. As
the leading ship came late into the
line between the lighthouse and the
spot where the submarine lurked, ob-
literating probably the beams from
the light, the torpedo which sank her
was fired. Before the American ves-
sel could shift her course, she, too,
crossed the beams from the light and
was in turn fired on, the torpedo hit-
ting her square amidships. In a few
minutes, the crew of the American
ship which was launching the boats,
heard the explosion of the third tor-
pedo, which sent down the ship imme-
diately astern of them. So near the
shore did the sinking occur that the
inhabitants of the Small Spanish. vil-
lage near the lighthouse were awaken-
ed by the explosions. They hurried
to the beach and gave aid to the crews
when they landed from their lifeboats.
