THE “GRUB” PEST.

An Act to Regulate the Ex-
portation of Salt.Codfish.

Be it enacted by the Governor, the-Tegislative Council and House
of Assembly, in Legislative Sesslnn connznsd., as, follows:—

1. There shall be a Codfish Exportation Board (hereinafter
called the Board) which shall consist of seven members. namely
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries) who shall be Chairman,
four members appointed by the 'Governor-in-Council, who shall
be licensed exporters of Codfish: and two members appointed by
2 majority of the exporters of Codfish holding licenses thereun-
der. Three members shall constitute a quorum of the Board at
any meeting thereof for the transaetion -of busi
ister of Marine and Fisheries shall have power to 2
substitute to act in his place as CHairman at any time dur
absence. A vacancy in the Board shall be filed in.the same
ner as the original appointment was made; ard in the'tem
absence, through any unavoidable cause, of a mem
Governor-in-Council or the licensed exporters, as the ca
be, may appoint a substitute to act in-his place during s:
sence. Failure on the part of the eaid exporters fo no
or appoint any members of the Board shall not prejudice or in-
validate any acts or proceedings of the Board.

2. It shall be the duty of the Board to advise rro (‘w ernor-
in-Council generally as to the exportation and marketing of
Codfish; and more particularly to recommend to the Gove
in-Council rules to regulate:—

(1) The issue, holding, suspension and cancellaticn of 1
ses to export salt codfish.

2) The conditxons and terms of sale abroad.

(3) The minimum prices for the sale of salt codfish in par-
ticular markets at particular times.
'

(4): The maximum quantity of salt codfish which may be sol
for or exported to any particular market at any partic
lar time.

(5) The Board may also from time to time recommend t
modification, suspension, or repeal of any rule already
approved and published in the Royal Gazette.

3. Any rule recommended by the Board, approved by the Gov-
ernor-in-Council and published in the Royal Gazette shall he:
the same force of law as if included in this Act. Such rule mav
be medifiéd, suspended or repealed by a new rule, recommenc
by th'dBoard, approved by the Governor-in-Council-and puhl
in' thé‘Royal Gazette.. Immediate notice by telegram of any
rule or the amendment of any existing rule shall be give
the Minfster of Marine and Fisheries to all licensed exporter
of ‘cedfish. -In recommending any rule respecting the n\ ing «
prices the Board shall not have power to interfere with any co:
tract lawfully made under Rules and Regulations existing at
the time of the finalizing of such contract.

4. (1) No salt codfish shall hereafter be exported except un
der license. Such license shall be granted to any ap-
plicant«who undertakes to comply with the rules mac
under this Act. A fee of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) s
be payable by the applicant on the issue of every li-
cense, and in addition a fee of ten cents per quintal on
every quintal of cured salt codfish, and five cents per
quintal on all green codfish; provided that the initial
fee 'of Fifty Dollars shall not be payable by any fisher
man exporter who exports codfish in shipments of
than one hundred quintals each. The Board shall
an absolute discretion to determine whether or
any applicant is a fisherman exporter.

Such license shall be in force until the thirty-first day
of December of the year in which it is issued.

Such license may be suspended or cancelled
Gayernor-in-Council for ' non-compliance with.
breach of, the provisions of this Act, or the rules
sped under the authority of this Act.

5. A*meegting of all exporters of Codfish shall be convened
the Mlnl‘ster of Marine and Fisheries during the first wee
September in each year to consider and discuss with the Codfish
Exportation Board all matters relating to the exportation :
fish for the ensuing season. Such meeting shall be held at :
John’s and two weeks’ notice thereof shall be given.

6. It"shdll be the duty of the Minister of Marine and Fisher
ies to carry out the provisions of this. Act; to forward to the
Governor-in-Council the advice and recommendations of th
Board; and to report to the Governor-in-Council the non-c
pliance with and breaches of the provisions of this Act or the
Ruiles issued under the authority of this Act.

7. The Governor-in-Council shall have power to appoint Trade
Commissioners or Government Agents, to act in any country or
place in the interest of this Colony and its trade, and shall |

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Present The Facis.

The Board of Trade adjourn-
ed meeting which was to have
taken place this afternoon, has
been postponed until next week,
presumably to await the return
of the Acting Premier from the
West Coast, who has promised
to attend and exhaustively
explain the real purpose of
the Fish Export Regula-
tions. It is to be hoped that
at this meeting, members: will
not allow themselves to be car-
ried away by the forensic -elo-
quence of ‘the Minister of Mar-
ine and Fisheries, or swayed;
against their own_opinions by
his arguments. Much talk has
been used at previous meetings
in an endeavor to show that the
said Regulations are in every
case beneficial, and their enact-
ment and operation have
wrought a saving of millions of
dollars to the dominion gener-
ally. Counter charges by op-
ponents have been freely made
that the losses caused by the
enforcement thereof have 'run
into similar millions. No con-
erete proof, however, has been
produced by one  side or the
other in support of their testi-
mony, consequently members
who are not directly engaged in
the fish export business are
somewhat mystified, and ask for
further elucidation.

* * *® * * *

If, as has been claimed by the
Regulation advocates that a
great saving has been effected
in which saving fishermen and
merchants alike participate, it
should be easy for them to pre-
sent proof by submitting cold
figures showing just where and
"ow the saving has been ef-
fected. That will be the acid
test of the accuracy of.their
statements. Academical state-
ments mean nothing. Bring
down the actual proof: present
the facts, and if it can be shown
that-such a saving as alleged
has been effected by the opera-
tion of the Fish Regulations, all

v -

the oppolltion to them will be
routed. On the other hand it is

the operation of the Export
Rules. It is easily conceivable
that they can make out a much
better ‘case and prove actual
loss, with a deal less trouble
than the other side, who claim
gains. The mere say so of in-
dividuals is not sufficient. The
public demand facts and fig-
ures. Those shippers who have
suffered losses by and through
the restrictions are in a strong
position to present incontro-
{ vertible testimony, and to but-
tress such with absolute proof.
They know exactly where they
stand. Both sides will have am-
ple time to prepare their state-
ments between now and the
next meeting. Bring them
down then and let the court of
public opinion decide. A hand-
ful of men cannot be permitted
to dominate and control the best
interests of this dominion, to
the disadvantage of the popula-
tion.

Unity alone will save them in
the crisis which the Fish Regu-
lations have precipitated.

It is to be regretted that any use
was made in evidence before the Roy-
al Commission of a conversation be-
tween the Governor and one of his
advisers, especially as it was not re-

.| 1evant to the subject matter of the in-

quiry. As a matter of fact the words
you cite from the evidence of the pre-
sent Prime Minister, if correctly re-
ported, are not an accurate presenta-
tion of anything I said. They illus-
trate the manner in which one party
io a conversation may import his own
words and interpretation into a re-
petition of it.

But even if the words had been mine
(which .they are not) it seems to me
unduly straining them to read into
them any reflection on yourself or
your colleagues; and it i8 only be-
cause you seem apprehensive that I
may have made or concurred in some
“charge” that I state plainly that I
never did anything of the sort. Such
an act would not be consonant with a
Governor's constitutional position or
his loyalty to the Ministers by whom
from time to time he is advised. The
Governor may, and often does, argue
a matter with his advisers but it is
not his part to censure them when
he has accepted their advice.

This constitutional position does not
alter the fact that a Governor may
not approve the general political mor-
ality of an act for which his Minis-
ters are responsihle; and you may re-
member that you and I on more than
one occasion have differed on general
principles. On one ogcasion, vV¥ich I
noted well, you finished our conver-
sation by saying “The fact is, sir, you
are tee honest.”

It was in this spirit of trying al-
ways to be quite straight with my
Ministers that I resisted the proposal
for a general inquiry into the whole
political life of the'Colony for the past
12 or 15 years. I resisted it on the
grounds, (1) that it would tend to de-
lay or supersede the Woodford in-
quiry, and (2) that on gereral grounds
it would be'impolitic and deplorable.

As T consider it unfortunate that'a
Governor should be drawn into cor-
respondence of this sort, I should pre-
fer that you should show it simply to
your colleagues and your friends. It
seems to me unnecessary to publish
it further. I shall cause copies to be
sent to the Royal Commission and to
the Prime Minister.

Fishing Grounds.

(By- Dr. Wilfred T. Grenfell, M.D,
F.R.CS)

A letter from the Labrador fishing
grounds will surely interest your
readers. May I ask you to insert it.
Though a professional man, and
strictly non-partisan in politics, or
even religion, I am, after nearly thirty.
years of life in this north section of
the Dominion of Newfoundland, en-
titled to views on the chief industry
in the Colony, and its relation to the
economic welfare of its individual
people, ‘which is the same as that of
the whole body politic.

Good Fishing.

Thus to-day we have filled an odd
moment in watching the local fisher-
men,—one friend who has. a fine,
healthy family, a nice, large, airy‘
house, & good cow and 2 reasonable
garden, has already two hundred
quintals of fish taken in a couple of
weeks fishing by his own family. To-
23y when he hauled he had one hun-
;red quintals more in his trap, and
Jfter: bringing in forty quintals, let
31 the rest swim away S, tO-
morrow being Sunday and all the
others round having as much as they
could handle. Another let go 2 whole
trap full, probably nimety quintals.
Where in the world can the labouring

Salt Shortage.

lhave been declared by the Minister of

Finance. It is said five hundred
thousand dollars were spent with very
little return last fall. Would it not
be wise policy to have a government
store of salt somewhere on this far
off coast, a coal store, or a barter
store, not a free store, from which
heaven save uS, but a supply store,
that can be drawn on only in neces-

! sity, that is. of course exactly when

fish is plentiful and it can be well
paid for. How often I have seen this
same trouble. “There are plenty of
fish, Doctor, but no.salt,” while year
after year it is no fish, no fish, only
“plenty of salt.” A large government
store of salt, say at Quirpon or Et.
Anthony, and at Forteau or Blanc
Sablon and for northerners at Indian
Harbour, would surely be a wise gov-
ernment asset in a country like ours,
and would in no way unjustifiably
compete with capital. Here in For-
teau to-day is another proof of it.
A friend of ours, Captain of a Greens-
pond schooner, is fishing in the bay.
He struck an ice pan 'coming along.
The sea water rushed in, and he lost
all his salt, one hundred hogsheads.
Luckily a fleét of eighty schooners
was ice-bound in the harbor, when he
ran in sinking. With the true camara-
derie of the fishermen for each other,
all hands turned out, raised his ves-
sel, repaired her, and each vessel
gave him about one hogshead. But he
has only half enough salt now and
already two hundred or more quin-
tals of fish. But of course there
is another solution to this problem.

Cold Storage and Postage.

Is it wise forever for Newfoundland
to go on curing fish in the same old
way. Surely we could make arrange-
ments with the United States as well
as Canada, which would let in our
fish in ice or cold storage. Boston has
to get to-day about three times as
much of its fish from the far off
chiﬂc by train, frozen, as it does from
the Atlantic.c. New York has to get
about-six times as much, and yet fish
in New York dnd Boston s so dear
that one often hesitates to order fish
at all. Then there are the countless
cities, that get little or no fish. Fish
is so valuable a food material, and
so plentiful in the ocean, that real
propaganda on letting such invaluable
supplies into the States would cer-
tainly soon induce legislators to listen
to the propositions of making it pos-
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sible instead of impossible for the
people of our wealthy neighbors to
get it, and not be so utterly selfish
and purblind as to grudge any little
benefit might come to us in the north.
I don’t believe it possible that a pro-
per propaganda would not open Unin
ed States markets to fresh or frozen
fish. Formerly we had a five cent pos-
tage with the United States. The
people there did not believe it and
always stamped their letters with
two cents as for Canada. How often
and often I personally was fined six
cents on a letter. It became such a
tax I represented the matter to our
late Postmaster General and asked
permission to try and arrange a penny
postage. “We will accept it,” he re-
plied, “but it is impossible” to ar-
range. When I reached Washington
our Ambassador, Lord Bryce, told me
that as I had no official status he
could not help me. When I arrived at
the Postmaster General’s office I found
bench fulls of people waiting to see
the great man, so I took my seat on
the bench. In time my turn came and
in I was ushered. When the interview
was over the Postmaster General (Mr.
Meyer) said, “I might write further
on the matter.” To make a long story
short a fortnight later I had the
pleasure of wiring to Mr Wood that
Washington was willing to agree to
a penny postage. Mr. Wood arranged
the matter with Sir Robert Bond, and
the postage I believe doubled in the
year, and the whole of Newfoundland,
and their innumerable Americar rela-
tions realized that what affects one
country for good or ill affects the
other also. )

Fish the Best Food.

A wise propaganda .could put any-
thing that is good economy and just,
through, between Newfoundland and
the United States. That great nation
has eyes and intelligence and to ad-
mit a cheap abundant food supply is
both one and the other, would be ac-
ceptable to ten times as many cf
their citizens as the few from Glouces-
ter, etc., that have opposed it in the
past. All that is needed is a fair pro-
pounding of the problem. We need
more markets. We need to relieve
this intolerable salt situation. We
need shorter transport and quicker.
America increasingly needs fish
not lessened in dietetic value by being
salted. Salting eventually must be
more expensive.than freezing for the
ice crop here is sure and lasts all the
year round. Gloucester exports salt
codfish to the Mediterranean. America
doesn’'t want it. England doesn’t
want it. It is not as desirable a
food product as fresh frozen fish.
Cod kept on ice is no food after a day.
When we were fishing off Iceland we
never took our cod to market on ice
as we did turbot, halibut and other
flat fish. It wouldn’t have been pur-
chased, so we threw it overboaird and
many a time‘I have known a French
Icelandic crew take it then and salt
it. Can’t the common sense of a world
blessed with “High Cost of Living”
use its diplomacy secret. or open, or
its statesmanship to arrange that it
shall be possible for the hungry peo-
ple to get gobd food at lowest cost,
even if they do happen to be citiZens
of another countiry. The excellent

ture of thirty-four degrees prevents
cod feeding and below thirty-two de-
grees kills them. But we also know
that cod is a cold water fish. It can-
not live in warm water. But beyond
this our catch largely depends on cod
coming near the shore to the traps.
They don’t come in unless there is bait
for them., Our bait fish is caplin,
and caplin are far more sensitive ap-
parently to slight changes of tempera-
ture in the water than are cod. Thus a
prevalence of southwest winds in the
gulf, carries warmer water to the
north side of the gulf and caplin dis-
appear. We think it is too warm for
them. When easterly winds prevail |
and bring in cold water from the
straits, then plerty of caplin come to
the land. Caplin go up Hamilton In-
let and one sees them later floating
down with the current in millions,
dead and dying. This seems to mean
the same thing. The warmer water is
killing them. Sometimes there are
no cod to #g on the bottom. The
fishermen pull up the jiggers a few
fathoms and find there is where the
cod’ are lying. ‘The water is of dif-
ferent temperatures every five fath-
oms down, and I think coldest on the
bottom, often to below fresh water;
freezing point, in salt water. [n
Norway they count greatly on the usei
of deep sea thermometers, and the|
government used to supply a rever-]
sible self-registering inexpensive
type to the fishermen. Now, however,
for accurate work a beautiful instru-
ment has been designed by Dr. Regin-
ald Daly of Harvard University, which
photographs the temperature on a
gelf-registering scale all the way up
and down from bottom to surface.
