At the Annual General Meet-t
ing of the Shareholders of the
Bank of Montreal, which was
held on December 3rd, the Pres-
ident, Sir Vincent Meredlth,
Bart., referred to the heavy bur-
den of taxation under which the |
people in Canada weré stagger- |
ing and said:

“T make no apology for stressing
again the desirability, ome might even
say the imperativeness, of moderating
public taxation, federal, provincial
and municipal, in order to lighten the
load pressing upon business and de-
terring development of resources. |
The margin of profit in all business is
seriously curtailed by theé accumula-
tion of taxation, a condition that re- |
tards enterprise and disCourages
thrift. In making this remark, I am |
not unmindful of some reécent signs
of improvement. The rising revenue |
of the Dominion Government, prom-
isés a balanced budget at the cloge of
the fiscal year, and if out of this, ‘thh
further reduction in expenditure, |
comes some remission of direct taxa-
tion upon trade, it will undoubtedly
operate to the general advantage.”

The President’s remarks in
this connection apply in:equal |
measure to the conditions” ‘which |
exist in Newfoundland. Industry |
and enterprise are throttled by‘;
the taxes imposed to meet the |
exigiencies of the war, and?
which, although -  the war has|
