The public 
debt of the United States is $2,508,125,160 
of England, with a smaller population,
$4,003,794,235; of France, $2, 340,029,
890, which has increased in 13 years 130 
per cent, and increases annually, while 
the population remains about the same ; 
of Austria, $1,316,103,201; of Italy, $1,
071 818,940, an increase in six years of 
158 per cent.; of Prussia. $245,766,503 ; 
of Spain, with less than naif the Amer­
ican population, $819,887,360. It must 
not be overlooked In estimating the Am­
erican debt, that the return of $2,508,125,
160 docs not include the debts due by the 
various States.
