Centenary Celebrations.
"The whole earth is the monument of i‘*us- 

tl ions men."
Pericles, delivering a funeral oration 

over the bodies of some Athenians who 
had fallen for the glory of Athens, made 
use of the above remark, which will apply 
equally well in these latter days, yrhen 
centenary celebrations of illustrious men 
are becoming so fashionable. In 1859 we 
celebrated the hundredth anniversary 
of Burns’ birth, and in 1864 we celebrated 
the ter centenary of Shakespeare. It is 
now proposed to keep the game going by 
having a grand spread on the 15tli of 
August, 1871, in remembrance of the 
fact that it will then be exactly a century 
since Walter Scott first saw the light. 
There will be dinners, reunions or some­
thing of that sort throughout England, 
the States end the colonies, at which a 
great deal of nonsense will be spoken by 
men who perhaps ne^br read a quarter of 
the works of the mau whose virtues they 
will extol so lavishly. We recollect that 
some years ago, when a Shakesperian 
celebration was proposed in England, the 
mon forming the committee of manage­
ment did not consider the w^ll-beloved 
Thackeray fit tô sit in their dainty com­
pany. These “ Yellowpluehes” must 
have learned a great deal from the peru­
sal of Shakespeare’s works which they 
did not exhibit in their daily life, or else 
they were too thick-headed to understand 
the sentiments of the man whose memory 
they undertook to honor.

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THE SILVER QUESTION.
The discount on American silver at 

Guelph is 41 to 5 per cent., and at 
Hamilton it is now up to 51* The 
merchants of the latter place argepub- 
iect to a continuous and enormous 
loss in consequence, for they have—the 
majority of the retail dealers—con­
tinued to take silver at par, with 
scarcely an intermission, and their an­
noyance at the increasing rate of dis­
count is not to be wondered at. Pri­
vate enterprise for the removal of the. 
silver nuisance having failed, the old 
plan of an appeal to the Government 
m the premises is received, and it is 
now urged by certain parties to fix 
foreign silver at a proper value, and 
make it a legal tender for duties and 
customs, and afterwards export it out 
of the country, or else fix its value at 
a figure that'will afford1 to recoin it 
into our own currency. To the adop­
tion of this plan there is the great ob-

i'ection that the Government would 
ose a great deal of money in carrying 

it out—at least from two to four per 
cent, on import duties ; and besides, 
what circulating medium is the silver 
to be replaced by ? The issue of Ca­
nadian coin is exceedingly limited, 
and would certainly not be sufficient 
to meet the requirements of trade. It 
is of course a great nuisance to have 
60 much foreign silver in our midst, 
But it would be a far greater one were 
there too little coin of any kind to cir­
culate. The most feasible and inex­
pensive plan to adopt would perhaps 
Be for government, should it decide to 
take action in the matter, to issue 
fractional legal tender notes of small 
denominations, with a fresh silver 
coinage of fivq and ten cents, to be 
used in exchange for the foreign silver, 
which could be converted into bullion 
without loss to the country. Mr. 
Weir’s method of dealing with the 
question was a good one, but slow in 

1 its operation, and conducted at con­
siderable expense to his patrons. By 

' the other method proposed nobody 
would lose anything, while the coun­
try wouM gain what it sadly needs— 
4 sound currency.

(Continued.)

Hon. Mr. Holton said the glaring fact 
was that there was a deficiency of 
$1,500,000 on the year's estimates ; 
sum equal to what £7,000,000 sterling 
would be on the income of the United 
Kingdom ; and he would ask what Fi 
nance Minister would stand for a week 
there under such circumstances ? The 
figures brought down showed, in spile of 
the attempt of the Finance Minister to 
Bhow a small surplus, that there was a 
deficit of between $5,000,000 and $6,000,- 
000. Then the mis appropriation of the 
Intercolonial Railway Loan brought up 
the old evil of a floating debt to bo met 
as it best might, by Exchequer bonds, 
forced loans, and all the other devices of 
an embarrassed Finance Minister. As 
Boon, he says, as he, this year, had dis­
covered the increasing deficiency, he had 
called together his colleagues to devise 
every means for cutting down the expen­
diture. Unfortunately for the truth of 
thii, there was in the hon. member’s list

Tlic Crowded Thoroughfares of Lon­
don.

Among the many great improvements 
now going on in London to relieve the 
over-crowded state of traffic, and for open­
ing up new means of communication, the 
Tower Subway i« one which deserves 
especial no ice, as forming' an easy 
and safe connection between t.he two 
densely populated districts situated north 
and south ot the Thames Tunnel This 
work is now in course of c onstruction 
under the bed of the river, frvm. Tower 
Hill to Toolcy street, and consists of a 
tunnel less than a quarter of a mile in 
length, access being gained to it by à 
shaft at each end. The depth of these 
shafts will be fifty-two feet ami 60 feet 
respectively, in which it is proposed to 
have lifts for the transmit of passengers, 
parcels, Ac., to and from the Subway, 
which will be about twenty-two fect.bc- 
low the bed of the liver. A wrought-iron 
shield will be employed overlapping the 
tunnel, provided with doors in the front, 
through which workmen can drive the 
heading, but which can be immediately 
closed on any appearance of water,and so 
render all water-tight; this shield wijl 
be propelled by powerful screws, and as 
it progresses the tunnel segments in­
serted. The Tower Subway was com­
menced on February 16th last, and ns 
the shaft to the Middlesex side is also 
sunk to the depth of sixty feet, and the 
remainder of the work well advanced, it 
is expected to be opened to the public 
before the commencement of the year 
187°.
