Terrible Snow Storm In Miunesota,
GREAT LOSS OF LIFE. 5

A correspondent of the N. Y. World
says that the storm that swept over
Minnesotay parts of Iowa and Wiseconsin,
on Tuesday, Wednesday, and, Thursday
of last week, has claims to distinetion
that few snow-storms whose histories we
know can match. In the first place it
was sudden as a thunder bolt from a clear
sky. Tuesday was a fine day—only
moderately cold.- About eleven o'clock
soft snow fell, but it was not until about
half-past one that any indication’ of the
terrible hurricane appeared. The sky
then changed rapidly, becoming darker
and darker. The direction of the wind
was at first from the south and west, but
it rapidly veered round to the north-west,
and with every point of change appeared
to gain force. To say that¥he snow fell
is not eorreet —it poured down, To say
that it poured down is not correct—it
blew or rather, drove along in blinding
masses of solid pellets, The fences could
noct be seen even when one was in the
road. The face, unless well protected,
was cut in the attempt to face this terri-
ble storm. It was not & snow-storm, it
was g snow hurricane, by whose eddying
whirls men, teams, and trains were
brought to a stand still, many men and
many horses, alas,” to move no more.
This hurricane moved at the rate of about
a mile & minute.’

The storm caught us on the hip. Ouar
horses up the Minnesota Vallay had just
recovered from the horse disease, and
many farmers took advantage of the fine
morning to attend to business which had
been neglected for days and in some
cases weeks previously. Need I say that
they were unprepared for what followed ?
They had their ordinary heavy clothing,
suitable to the season, on theiwr bodies,
bnt they had taken no extra precantions.
The suddenness and fury of the hurri-
cano left no time for preparation, even if
the means were at hand, which, in most
instances, was not the case.

The period of the storm again is an-
other point to be taken into consideraticn
wheén its rank is to be determimed. It
continned from two o'clock on Tuesday
afternoon to seven o'clock on Thursday
evening—fifty three hours of uninterrup-
ted snowous hurricane., The drifts in

No
attention was paid by the steamship to
the emigrant vessel after the eollision,
and she proceeded on her course, leaving
the sufferers to theiy fate. When the
collision between the emigrant ship
Northfleet and the unknown steamship
happened last night, a panic oceurred on
the former vessel. The passengers, who
were asleep, rushed from their berths to
every. gortion of the.ship where they
4hought they might be safe, and refased
to obey the orders of the Captain. That
officer, as a last rcsort to enforce obedi-
ence to his command, was compelled to
fire upon the terror-stricken peeple, and
one of them was wounded. Itis believed
that if the passengers had obeyed the
orders of the Captain more of them would
have been saved.

The Northjleet hod a full passenger
list, making, together with the officers

and crew, a total of four hundred and
fifteen souls. Immediately after the col-
lision with the steamer, the Captain of
the Northyleet, fearing the worst, ordered
the boats to be lowered, but, it is stated,
the vessel settled so quickly there was
not sufficient time to launch all the
boats. The rescued, who have arrived at
London, say the greatest consternation
prevailed among the passengers.

A number of the emigrants belonged to
the working classes of London and vicin-
ity. The consternation and terror of the
passengers on learning of their danger
was heartrending. Those who have es-
caped death have lost everything — all
their possessions having gone with the
vessel.

The Northfeet was lying at anchor at
the time the collision occurred. Three
hundred and twenty-one persons were
drowned, including the captain of the
ill-fated vessel.

The stemmship which ran down and
sunk the emigrant ship Northfleet, off
Dungeness, is believed to be a Portuguese
craft.

Twelve other persons were saved from
the emigrant ship Northfleet, which makes
nimety-seven lives known to have been
saved. Lloyds have telegraphed to their
agents at all southern stations to stop, if
possible, the steamer which ran the
Northfleet down.

Insane Asylums.,

We are in receipt of the fifth annual
report of the Inspector of Asylums,
Prisons, &e., for the Province of Ontario,
from which we gather a few interesting
statistics,

The number of insane confined in the
various Asylums of the Provinee has in-
creased sinad’the 50th September, 1871,
from 1366 to 1189 ; being an increase of
123 or a little over 9 per cent. during the
year. The prison returns for the yearshow
that, in addition to the 1489 insane per-
sons under treatment in the Asylums at
Toronto, Lonion
were also forty-

end Kiagston, there
confined in the gaols

of the Province. And to this number
shounld be added seventeen imsane con-
viets supported by the Government in
Rockwood Asylum, who were sentenced
to the Kingston Penilentiary from the
Courts of Ontario, and while undergoing
senténce there beeame insane.

insane person under asylum treatment for
every 1041 of the population, taking the
census returns of 1871 as a basis.
According to the latest returns England
has one under treatment to every 615 of
her population ; Scotland, one to every
606 ; Ireland, one toevery 729 ; Belgium,
one to every Y17 ; Holland, one in every
1130; Deunmark, one in every 1613 ;
United States, one in every 2173 ; Italy,
oae in every 2962 ; Sweden, one in every
3219 ; and Prussia, one in every 3354.
If the various and complicated causes
which produce insanity were in all res-
pects the same in the countries named,
these figures would have a peculiar sig-
nificance. It is in the highest degree
ereditable to this Pro
most humane work, it stands fourth on
the list. Indeed, it may safely be said
that in no other country in the world is
more adequat2 or better - provision
nsane than in the Provinee of
Ontario.
