Mr.Mr. Morris Moss purchased yesterday 
from West Coast Indians, 800 seal skins 
which had> jast been brought from Barclay 
Sound in canoes. The Indians on the 
Sound have in all 1,300 skins, and report 
that all the seals were shot close in shore, 
where they are unusually thick. Some of 
them even come out of tne water, and can 
be killed on land with clubs. Such a visit 
of seals in this locality has not occurred in 
many years.

Hon. Mr. Beaven moved on the con­
sideration of the report on hill,(No. §3) in­
tituled “an act respecting the Public 
Schools,” to strike out section 22 and insert:
“ 22. The public school trustees of each of 
the school districts of Victoria, Vancouver,
New Westminster and Nanaimo shall be 
nominated and elected at .the same time and 
place, and in the * same manner and by the 
same persons only, as the mayors of the 
above-mentioned cities are nominated and.

The Sentinel’s objections are chiefly to a 
state of things that the present law is in­
tended to remedy, and which it, no doubt, 
will remedy, but the Advertiser has the hardi­
hood to say that “the Government proposes 
to perpetuate the evil by still permitting 
stockmen and others to purchase as much pas­
toral land as they may wish to acquire. ” Under 
the law now in force speculators have man­
aged to get possession of much land that they 
represented as pastoral land, which was not 
pastoral land at all, but good agricultural 
land, or land which could, by irrigation, be 
converted into agricultural land. This the 
peculiar construction of the present law en­
abled them to jdo. Section 32 of the un­
amended act begins as follows :

PILOTAGE FIGHT.

San Francisco, March 19.—A meeting at 
the Chamber of Commerce was held, to-day, 
to considèr the pilotage bill, recently passed 
in the Assembly. It is claimed tltet the 
provisions of the bill are of such tf nature 
that, should it become a tew, serious injury 
will be inflicted upon the ship-owners of 
this port. Pilots would reap, in ad­
dition to their receipts, from $15,-
000 to $20,000 a year, and those 
from whom the income would be de­
rived are unanimous in their condemnation 
of the pilots who used their influences in. 
favor of the.bill after Judge Hoffman had 
declared their attempt to collect pilotage on 
a vessel from New York unconstitutional. 
Should it become a liw the act will tar1 
all vessels bound te and from this 
port and Nanaimo, Atlantic coast
ports and our own coast ports. Unless the 
vessel has a coasting licence she will be 
taxed for pilotage. As a nhip cannot go to 
British Colunbia, uuless uuder a register, it 
follows that every vessel carrying coal will 
have to pay half pilotage rates if she does 
not take a pilot. Every one of the large 
lumber vessels carrying a cargo from Puget 
Sound to San Pedro and thence back 
to this port will have to .pay the 
tax. The bill, however, chiefly aimed 
at the clipper ships trading between 
the Eastern coast ports and San Francisco.

Under the amended law, therefoie, it will 
be the surveyor and not the applicant who 
will classify the land and attest to its 
quality. This provision of itself shuts the 
door to scheming and speculating. The 
public after this may depend upon it that 
the land hereafter sold as “ pastoral land ” 
will be bona fide what its name indicates.

It was an abasement to the 
ground of the body of a person ap­
proaching the Majesty of China, and a 
knocking of the head of that person 
upon the ground a certain number of 
times to satisfy the demand of court 
etiquette; and, like so many other 
things in China, it was founded by Con­
fucius, though the sage’s book, “Li-Ki,” 
doesn’t say a word about it.

The word kowtow (it is spelled alsc 
kotow, kotou, kotoo, kootoo, kotau, 
koti, and has been adopted into the En­
glish language) is derived from two 
Chinese words, k’ow i’ow, meaning 
“a knocking of the head.”

LANTERNS IN GERMANY.

They Were Formerly Used as Symbols of 
Hank.

The distinctions of rank which exist 
in European countries give rise to roanÿ 
troubles which, though they may seem 
rather amusing as well as trivial 
to us, are in reality quite serious to 
the persons concerned in them. 
Stuttgart, years ago, says an exchange, 
there existed a curious custom which 
is not yet entirely abolished, and, in 
fact, still flourishes quite vigorously in 
some parts of Germany and Switzerland. • 
This was the use of lanterns of different 
varieties and sizes, by which, at night, 
the rank of the party could be easily dis­
tinguished.

The lanterns were carried by the 
servants who were sent to escort their 
mistresses home from places of amuse­
ment, and they made the square in 
front of the Royal Opera-House, where 
most of the entertainments were then 
given, quite picturesque with their 
lights bobbing up and down in every 
direction.

The differences between some of these 
lanterns were slight, but they had to be 
strictly observed, or trouble arose. The 
order of rank, as set forth in the “rank- 
list,” was something from which they 
could never swerve. Some had lanterns 
of tin, some of brass; some had 
lights, and others tallow; even the num­
ber of lights was prescribed for each 
separate class or rank.

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THE EASTERN DANCE.
HYPNOTISM. It I. s Product of Physical Endurance

Began In Early Tenth.
One of the meet attractive features of 

the recent exposition in Paris was the 
Eastern dancing girls. In half a dozen 
or* more booths or tents, scattered 
about the grounds, these etranger» of 
another world and civilization held 
their unique receptions. The spectacle, 
to Western eyes, is so entirely new and 
unprecedented that the first effect of it 
is mere astonishment. After further 
experience its strangeness begins to re­
solve itself into beauty; we can discrim­
inate between the comparative merits of 
dancers, and dispense applause ju­
diciously, writes Julian Hawthorne in 
Dress.

A narrow stage occupies one end of 
the room, which may be thirty-six feet 
square. On the stage, in • semi-circle, 
sit the dancers and the musicians. The 
latter-produce a concert chiefly with A 
sort of drums, and pipes that emit a 
noise not unlike the scream of a bag­
pipe. It is a bewildering, exciting 
noise, which, after awhile, begins to- 
heat the brain and hurry the pulse. In 
the midst of it, a young woman rises, 
swathed about in silks and muslins, 
and with bangles and necklaces 
jingling and sparkling at every move­
ment. Her body sways easily between 
her haunches, and her air is parity 
indolent and partly suggestive Of 
latent vigor. As she faces the audience, 
undulations pass through her body; and 
these undulations are not only lateral, 
but vertical. Any one who has ob­
served the belly of a snake In motion 
has seen the counterpart of this move­
ment.

While the undulations are going on, 
the girl is in other respects performing 
a slow, graceful and languid dance. 
Her arms rise and fall and wave about 
her head; she turns her face from side 
to side, and occasionally smiles as if in 
a voluptuous dream; her feet shifting 
rhythmically and without haste; and 
ever and anon she turns completely 
round, but always slowly1 and deliber­
ately. The marvel and singularity of 
the performance lies in the ondulations 
of the front of the body.

What most deeply interests the unin­
formed mind concerning hypnotism is 
the exaggerated conditions which are 
reported. I propose to give my descrip- 

writes Arthur Howton in New 
York World, which will unburden this 
so-called weird art Of many misrepre­
sentations. I must say, however, that 
it more than fulfills the claims of its 
exponents in that it is a useful and ex­
tremely powerful adjunct in minor

Anesthesia may be produced, not to 
Vmention its value as a sedative, and 
'nerve recuperator; also it is fair to say 
that mind-reading done by hypnotic 
subjects is sometimes almost inex­
plicable. It is this last fact which 
keeps the old “magnetism” alive. Ac­
cording to the best authorities there are 
seven stages of hypnotis 
marked characteristics.

The first stage of hypnotis is the leger 
sommeil, or light sleep of Dr. Liébault. 
In thin stage the subject is in an Or­
dinary doze, produced by a gentle, 
monotonous movement of the hands in 
the form of passes, fixing the patient’s 
eyes steadily upon some bçght small 
object, thus producing slight cerebral 
exhaustion. There is no special peculi­
arity about this stage except that the 
subject is more susceptible to sugges­
tion, but the least noise or bursque 
movement will restore his equanimity; 
the subject in this condition has not lost 
consciousness - .

The second stage or sommeil profond, 
is also named by Dr. Liébault, of Nan­
cy, and the special characteristics are 
that the subject is in a deep sleep, but 
retains consciousness of what is going 
on around him. He is in a state of very 
much increased susceptibility to sugges­
tion—so much so, in fact, that if told 
that he can not open his eyes he can 
not do so. His general condition is one 
of natural sleep except that in ordinary 
sleep the patient hears nothing, and a 
sound will awake him, whereas in this 
sleep the patient if spoken to will an­
swer, and even loud noises will not 
startle him. This stage is induced by 
continuation of the method given for 
the first stage.

The third stage, of - somnambulism 
is the first in which the subject com­
pletely loses control Of his actions. 
In this condition' he hears and sees 
no one except the operator, unless 
he is placed in harmony with him. 
There is also in this condition a certain 
association of ideas, in that the som­
nambulist if set to washing his hands 
will not continue the* operation forever, 
bnt will, after a reasonable time, ask 
for. a towel. This condition. is lost in 
deeper stage's. In this condition there 
is a skin-deep insensibility to pain, and 
the pupils of the eves are contracted; 
bnt the greatest peculiarity of this stage 
lifes in the tiyperesthetic powers in­
duced in some subjects. It is to this 
peculiarity that we owe the wonders of 
mind reading, as in this condition a 
good subject’s senses are so infinitely 

, sharpened that they can catch a clew 
given by an operator which would fail 
to reach the sharpest unhypnotized per­
son in the world.

The fourth stage is catalepsy. This 
is the first stage which is absolutely 
pathological, and is not, as in the form­
er stages, merely psychical effects. In 
this stage the subject’s muscles are

The fifth stage is lethargy. This is a 

stage which is dangerous for any one 
not fully competent and with long ex­
perience to meddle with, on account of 
the scute tetanus which always accom­
panies it. The general idea is expressed 
by the German investigators that these 
effects are produced by suggestion and 
imitation. This is erroneous, however, 
as has been demonstrated by the 
clinique of Prof. Charcot a la Salt- 
petriere, Paris. The special symptoms 
are first, an entirely relaxed condition 
of the muscles, so that if the subject is 
raised up and let fall he will drop in a 
heap, and without the least ability to 
better his position.' Secondly, there is 
a neuromuscular hyperexcitability 
which manifests itself upon the least 
stimulation. For instance, if the mas­
se ter or muscle of the jaw is touched it 
will contract as from a tetanic spasm.'

The danger lies, in the liability of 
these tetantie contractions spreading 
and involving some vital organ, or even 
reaching the heart. It is beyond all 
power of man to simulate these symp­
toms. Thirdly, association of ideas is 
entirely absent, and the brain is func­
tionally inactive.

The sixth stage, or complete contrac­
ture, is never induced except for scien­
tific investigation or for extreme surgi­
cal operations. All the muscles except 
those concerned in the circulation and 
respiration are rigidly contracted. All 
reflexes and mental phenomena are ab­
sent, and long continuance in this con­
dition, sometimes called deep trance, 
may cause the subject to pass quietly

THE CHILLI WHACK RAILWAY.

On the order of the third reading of tbe 
Cbilliwbaek Railway Bill.

f LiIt is impossible not to sympathise with 
the people of Newfoundland, though one 
may think that they are not very judicious 
in the expression of their feelings, it must 
be galling to see foreigners in possession of 
territory which they believe to he their 
own, and exercising powers to which they 
have no right, and that, too, in an insolent, 
masterful way. The loyalty of the inhabi­
tants of any colony in tbe Empire would be 
put to a very severe strain if they were 
treated in this way.

The Newfoundlanders are angry with the 
Imperial Government because it has not re­
sisted the claims of the French more reso­
lutely. They believe that the Downing 
Street authorities ÿave been too easy-going, 
and too yielding, and that they have 
not had sufficient consideration for British 
rights and the rights of tbe inhabitants of 
the colony. But the colonists should re­
member that the dispute is one that is not 
easily settled. The French have by treaty 
certain rights on part of the coast of New­
foundland. They interpret the language of 
the treaty in one way and the British in 
another. The French are doing what they 
believe they have a right to do under the 
treaty. Great Britain jias protested. But 
the Fi ench have gone on doing what the 
British consider that they have no-right to 
do. What would the Newfoundlanders do 
if the assertion of British rights was part of 
their business ? Compel the French to act 
according to the British interpretation of 
the treaty, and if they would
not submit drive them off the
coast altogether. It is very easy to say 
this, but have the Newfoundlanders real­
ized what a war between Great Britain and 
ÿ'ranoe means, not to Newfoundland alone 
or to the Empire of Great Britain, but to 
the whole civilized world î H they thought 
a -rious'y and intelligently of the tremen­
dous consequences that, would he sure to 
Iq low an act of hostility on the part of 
Great Britain they would see that haste and 
rashness would be, in the very highest de­
gree, culpable. They would feel that the 
Imperial Government would not be justified 
in proceeding to extremities until every 
means of coming to a peaceful solution ol 
the difficulty had been exhausted. If they 
realized the importance of the issue 
which they appear to he in such 
a hurry to precipitate they would exercise 

good deal of patience and acquiesce in 
îy modus vivendi which might be required, 
iding the settlement of the question by 
cable negotiation. They should reool-

I A Housebuilding Fish.

In Lake Nyassa, in the interior of 
“-Darkest Africa,” there is a kind of 
blackfish which-every year builds what 
the natives term a house. In the mud 
at the bottom of the lake it makes a 
hole some two or three feet broad, heap­
ing up the mud removed from the hole 
so as to form a little wall around it. 
The depth of the hole and the height of 
the wall measured together make 
basin from fifteen to twenty inches 
deep. In this lake within a lake this 
queer little fish erects a madhouse, the 
average-sized specimen measuring four­
teen inches across the bottom, rapidly 
coming to a point in the shape of a 
broad
ameter, always on the south side, 
serves as an opening for egress and in­
gress. A dried specimen of this queer 
domicile preserved in the Royal Muse­
um at Berlin has two doors, and a par­
tition separating it into two rooms.
