For several years we have used an artificial
Christmas tree, instead of buying a growing
tree cut from the forest.

lage nestled at the foot of the tree, with 2 me-
chanical railroad track around the circle.

After the holidays are over, we fold up our
tree and pack it away with the pretty orna-
ments and trimmings, to be used again the next
year.
