Improve the Drail By

Dr. J. H. Burns, 7 College-avenue, inter-
viewed on the subject, expressed himself as
follows :—*“There are a large number of cases
of fever, ‘mostly malaral, and a few cases of
typhoid. But the majornity are of a mild na-
ture. Diphtheria appears to be a disease
almost constantly prevalent in Toronto. Of
course it varies with the temperature, and the
cases are less frequent during the vacation
 months when people spend a considerable por-
tion of their time out of doors. Ho far as the
Health Department of the city is concerned, I
have no cause tor complaint. Any request I
have ever made to Dr. Canniff’s office for in-
spection of premises, or vther work connected
with his department, has received prompt at-
tention, and I believe has been done in a very
thorough and satisfactory manner.

Dupure
matter filters through and spreads disease in
all directions. The danger of disease through
using well water is very great.

Aggravated By the Stench From the Don,
Several of the doctors point ous that the
filth of the Don was dredged up, thrown on
each side, and left there to_cast forth stenches
and germs of dinease which  would tend to
tensify the evil.

McMillan, as chairman of the Execu
tive, expressed his sorrow. that he was com-
pelled to complain of the illegal act of another
committee, but it inyolved a question of the
bighest importance. It involved the expen-
diture of public monies and as such the Water
Works had no nght to take the action they
did. In support of his view he vead the fol-
lowing letter sent to the Water Works Cow-
wittes by the City Solicitor:

Replying to iour letier of yesterday in whieh
you say that the Commities on Water Works
desire my opinion as to whether they have
power to regulate the salaries of employes
of the Department without reporting the same
to the Council for approval, I to say that I
have examined the statutes, bylaws, and reso-
lutions bearing upon the subject so fur as they
have been brought to my uotice Ido not
read the report of February 1587 as divesting
the Council of its ordinary supervision and
control over the Water Works Committee, and
I am of opinion that the salaries of the em-
ployes of the Water Works Department, like
thode uf other civic departments, can only be
ﬁeuulnmd by bylaws of the Couuncil.—C, K. W.

Aid. Hallam, Maughan, Frankland, Shaw,
Gillespie, Ritchie and Galoraith had all some-
thing to say before Ald.

This resolutign caused a dead silence in the
Chamber for a fnoment, as it was seen if it
passed, and it could - hardly be prevented if
pressed, in the face of the City Salicitor’sopins
ion, that it would be a sweeping condemnation
of the members of the Water Works Com-
mittee, Ald. Hallam supported the resolution
openly and Ald. McMiilan, while acknow-
ledging that it was perfectly just, thought
thas Ald. Boussead’s promise that the objec-
tionable action . be  rescinded  should
be enough to settle the matter.
Ald. Maughan  pressed his . motion
for some time, but deeing that the others felt
that it was somewhat harsh, he finally con-
sented to let it go by the board. Thus ended
a matter which bas been causing a consider-
able friction in civic circles for the past two
months, and the six employes who have been
rejoicing in their short-iived increase will fail
back into their old positions, Ald. Boustead
fired & parting shot when he said that, though
defeated this time, he would bring the
increases up in some other shape at a later
date.

COATSWORTH'S SOHEME,

The City Commissioner Hits Upon a New
Idea About the Water Front,

City Commi-sioner Coatsworth has sent in
to vthe Mayor the following scheme, by which
he claims the water front of the city will be
almost doubled. It is as follows :

Make the present cut from Ashbridge’s Bay
into the lake, which is 20 feet wide, an eastern

entpance into the Toronto vor. To carry
oul thisscheme the following Awork would be

uired. .
rog‘im—Exund the present piers 1,200 feet in-
to the lake Lo deep water, with an inlet 200
feer wide.

Second—Run a line of sheet piling through
the marsh along the lake shore of Ashbridge's
B‘:l?" north of the break water,

hird—Dredge out the harbor entrince and
dredge a channel 70 feet wide and 10 feet deep
alonyg the south side of the sheet pling into
the water of the'T'oronto Bay, fill up and make
land oun the north side of the sheet piling with
the sand dred from +he channel. ¥

rth—Run the Don into the new channel,
drop the idea of extending it into the lake
through the marsh and let the entrance be
from he east and from the west by the new
channel. 2%

The probable cost of the work contected with
this scheme will be $300,000. I sippose Lhe
cost of the third section of the Don improve-
ments, which extend through the wmarsh,
stopped and the money diverted (o this scheme,
wouid cover onc half of the outlav,

The advantage to be gained if this scheme
were carried out would a largely increased
and navigable frontage for manufacturing and
commercial purposes, an improved entrance (0
the Toronto harvor, pure water in Ashbridge’s
bay, and the waters in the Torouto bay made
very much purer by the current that would be
continually flowing ecither east or west along
the whole front of the city. .
