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Control of Shipping

by Railway Commission

Mr. J. E. Armstrong, M.P., for East
Lambton, made a telling speech in com-
mittee of the House of Commons, on
May 28th, in support of his bill to con-
trol ocean and lake shipping rates, con-
tending that in the public interests ship-
ping rates should be controlled as railway
interests are, fully explaining why.
The speech is too lengthy to print in
full so we reproduce a few excerpts.

‘‘During the war, every other conntry
but Canada bad control of its shipping.
Practically every other country took
measures to control its shipping but we
apparantly made no effort in that
direction. The farmers, maunfactures,
and shippers ot Canada have been com-
pelled to pay fifty, one hundred and fifty
and two hundred per cent. more for the
carriage of their goods by water than
they formerly were compelled to pay.
We are giving credits to Belgium, Italy
Greece, and Rumania to the extent of
tens of millions of dollars for the pur-
pose of carrying the products of farm
and factory to those niarkets. But when
yon take into consideration the enormous
tolls that are exacted on the inland
vessels, and on the ocean-borne commerce
it is utterly impossible for us to expect,
unless this amendment is accepted, that
Canadian manufactures and shippers will
receive the benefit which they should
receive from the existing facilities. If
this amendment is voted down it means
keeping open the door- for a futher ex-
ploitation of the country’s resources’’

* * * * *

Remember that Canada is going to do
a greater business on water than ever be-
fore. I expect a great expansion of our
foreign trade when we control our trade
routes, and our manufacturers and our
shipping will develop. We are spending
money for the purpose of developing our
ports. If this legislation passes it will
help the man who tills the soil, and it
will help the man who runs a factory or
carries a dinner pail. If it should be de-
feated the responsibity must rest on the
heads of those who vote against it. It is
a safe, sane and business-like proposition.
It will provide control of our waterways
in addition to the control of our railways.
The shippers scattered throughout Can-
ana cannot organize into a monopoly.
We must therefore trust to the railway
commission to look after their interests.
I therefore appeal to every member of
this committee to vote for this amen-
ment.” By doing so they will protect the
interest of the many against the avari-
ciousness and selfishness of the few.”

THE LYONS FAIR.

Showing of Canada at the Historie
Exhibition.

The British Dominions have earn-
ed particular credit.at the Lyons
Fair, and so successful has been the
effect of their enterprise that we may
expect their regular appearance in
the future. There is, of course, every
reason why Canada should be espe-
cially welcome. It was the intrepid
French explorers, Jacques Cartier,
Frontenac and Champlain, who, in
the 16th century, first settled in Can-
ada, and the bonds of custom, lan-

[ guage and history form an additional

tie. Canada’s participation is largely
due to the active co-operation and
help of Sir George Foster, Minister
of Trade and Commerce; the Hon.
Mr. Doherty, Minister of Finance, and
the Hon. Mr. Sifton—all of whom
are now in France as members of the
British Peace Delegation. The Dom-
inion exhibits — including those of
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Asso-
ciation, the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way and the Canadian National Rail-
ways—occupy 72 stands covering the
manufactures or industries of sixty
firms. Agricultural machinery forms
a prominent display in this section.

The Canadian manufacturers have
set themselves the task of capturing
German trade. In the case of spel-
ter, the principal supply of which
had previously been acquired by the
Germans, the Canadians have es-
tablished plants at Trail, B.C.; tung-
sten, necessary for the hardening of
metals, another German monopoly,
has been found in Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick and the Yukon. The dis-
play of commercial minerals covers
267 varieties, and includes several
specimens of asbestos. Quebec now
furnishes 80 per cent. of the world’s
supplies of this commodity. The
largest output of nickel comes from
Ontario. The Province of British
Columbia will soon house the im-
mense shipbuilding yards of Yarrow
(Ltd.), of Newcastle-on-Tyne, who
are moving to Canada mainly to avail
themselves of the unlimited supply
of timber there, and .also, no doubt,
on account of labor troubles at home.

Considering that this is the first
time that Canada has participated
in the Lyons Fair, the Dominion’s
display is altogether commendable.
Much of the success is unquestion-
ably due to the energy shown in the
undertaking by the Export Assoecia-
tion of Canada, of British Columbia
House, Regent street, London. An-
other asset has been the presence of
the Canadian Trade Commissioner,
Mr. Wendell McL. Clarke, as super-
intendent. He has been indefatig-
able in his efforts to secure a really
good display — and has succeeded.
The Canadians have had more ad-
vertising in France than any other
foreign nation, and it has been due
to the efforts of the General Pub-
licity Agent of the Canadian Pacific
and the Western Lines Railways,
Sergeant Rankin.

The Canadian exhibits range from
condensed milk, shown in attractive
form by the Laing Produce & Storage
Co., Lt., of Brockville, and canned
vegetables and fruits and the maca-
roni of the Dominion Canners Co., of
Hamilton, to the massive engineer-
ing plant of the Frost & Wood Co.,
Ltd., of Smith's Falls, and the rail-
way ears and brake beams of the
Canadian Car & Foundry Co., Ltd.,
of Montreal. Some remarkably good
specimens of agricultural machinery
are in view from the workshops cof
Maxwells, Lt., of St. Mary’s; the
Frost & Wood Co., Ltd., of Smith’s
Falls; Tudhope, Anderson & Co.,
Ltd.,, of Orillia; and the Massey-
Harris Co., Ltd. Iron and steel manu-
factures are shown by E. T. Wright
& Co., Ltd.,, of Hamilton; the Mec-
Clary Manufacturing Co., of London,
Ont.; electrical supplies by the Dun-
can Electrical Co., Ltd., of Montreal;
axes, edged tools, saws, and farming
implements by the Welland Vale
Manufacturing Co., Ltd., of St. Cath-
arines; iron and steel products by the
Steel Co. of Canada; white lead and
lead products by both Brandram-
Henderson, Ltd., of Montreal, and the
Pacific White Lead Co., Ltd., while
the textile trades are represented by
the Montreal Cottons, Ltd., and the
Dominion Textile Co., Ltd., also of
Montreal.

Some very beautiful and remark-
ably low-priced wall papers are dis-
played by the firm of Stauntons, Ltd.,
of Toronto; if these could be intro-
duced into the United Kingdom there
would be a great demand for them.
It is understood, however, that in the
present condition of the trade the en-
try of these beautiful Canadian pro-
ductions is impossible,

The ready-made houses shown by
W. H. White, of Montreal, are ex-
tremely well designed, and there
should be a large demand for them
by settlers in Canada. They would
also be welcome in France,

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BY-LAW NO. 4 | “DONT'S” IN USE OF MACHINE

Don’t forget to oll the sewing mas
chine frequently. - The treadle and pit-
man should be olled in their bearings
almost as often as the workisg parts
above the table.

Don’t allow the machine to stand
uncovered when not in use, as it col«
lects dust and lint. The working
parts below the cloth plate should bhe
dusted and lint removed frequently
with a small camel’s hair brush. The
parts above the cloth plate should be
wiped ften with cheeseclth,

Don’t run the machine when the
presser foot is down and there is no
material in the machine, as this
roughens the underside of the foot
and blunts the feed.

Don’'t run the machine while it is
threaded without a piece of material
under the foot, as this causes the
thread to knot around the bobbin and
makes a big, ugly, bunch of thread
on the underside of the work when
stitching is begun. There is often
a tendency on the part of the opera-
tor to stitch several inches after the
end of the seam has been re.ched.
This is a bad practice.

Don’t pull the material while it is
being stitched, as this causes a
stretched, tight, ugly stitch and very
often blunts or breaks the needle.
The feed will take care of this une
assisted and will push the material
through as fast as the machine can
take care of it. _ PR

LATEST IN FARM FENCES

Posts of Wood, Iron or Cemeat
Can Be Used.

Important Factors to Be Considered
Arve Cost, Durability and Service
~—How to Lengthen Life of Fence
With Undue Costs.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

LESSED is the farmer who,

conscious in the security of

his fences, can leave home on

a day’s business, or retire to
rest at night, without anxiety as to
possible depredation committed by
straying cattle, or his own stock, to
corn, roots, or grain, during his ab-
sence or rest. Brush, stump, and
stone fences—-relics of bygone days
—can still be seen here and there,
but are rapidly disappearing, and are
being replaced with modern up-to-
date woven wire fences that are
built, not with the idea of the small-
est possible initial cost, but with
forethought for the future, remem-
bering that quality and material as
well as the design and construction
of post fences are elements that de-

termine its life and service.

The prime factors in a fence are
fair cost, durability and service. The
annual up-keep of fences is consider-
able, and to the farmer a material
that will do away with the expense
of repairing, replacing, painting, or
other form of maintenance, should
strongly appeal to him as represent-
ing true economy, almost regardless
of first” cost. The opportunity ~for
economy is found, first, in using the
kind of posts which, taking into ac-
count both cost and durability are
cheapest in the long run. In setting
a post which will have comparative-
ly short life, he loses not only
through having to buy new posts, but
also because of the additional labor
involved in removing the old and set-
ting the new omne. There is, how-
ever, great difference in the lasting
properties of different woods. The
average life of a fence constructed
of wood posts cannot be safely fig-
ured as greater than 8 or 9 years.
For length of service cedar and
white oak outlast all other woods.
By treating the posts with creosote,
coal tar or charing them, the cost
of up-keep might be materially
lessened.

That the end or corner posts bear
all the strain, and are the founda-
tion of the fence, is common knowl-
edge to every experienced fence
builder. They must, be well anchor-
ed, rigid and strong, and so con-
structed that they can be depended
upon to give proper service at all
times, and under all conditions. The
foundation carries the strain and
must, therefore, be absolutely solid
and permanent, so as not to permit
the fence to sag.

The setting of wood posts in ce-
ment as, commonly practiced is not
conducive to the longevity of the
post, because a water-tight union
between the post and the concrete is
not secured, and ultimately decay
sets in. By far the most effective
way is shown in diagram (Fig. 1).
The post is first notched as shown
in sketch, and the concrete worked
well into the notch. This sheds the
water trickling down the post, and
cannot possibly get between the post
and concrete, and the life of the post
is considerably lengthened. A post
concreted in this way, and kept
painted, is practically immune from
decay.

However, every locality differs in
the material used for fence posts—
wood, steel and cement are all used.
The supply of farm timber available,
or the prices and condition of the
local market for the other commodi-
ties determines largely the fence
post used. One of the most import-
ant factor in the construction of steel
posts is the anchorage. The end and
corner posts and their braces should
be set in concrete whenever possible,
as in that way best results and maxi-
mum efficiency and service will be
secured (Fig. 2).

A steel post cannot possibly give
complete satisfaction, no matter how
lasting the material itself may be, if

it is not strong enough to withstand '

the use to which the average fence
is subjected. It must be capable ef
resisting and sustaining shocks with-
out bending or breaking.

Concrete fence posts properly re-
enforced and made from suitable ma-
terials, carefully selected and .pro-
portioned, should last indefinitely,
and are, therefore, a good invest-
ment, Considerable variety of sur-
face finish and ornament, limited
only by the skill of the individual
worker, can be given to the concrete
corner, gate, and line posts (Fig. 3.)

Large heavy wires not lighter than
No. 9 in woven wire fence are much
more durable than finer wire, and a
lasting improvement for the farm.
Hinged joints in the stays make the
most substantial union, so that un-
der pressure, the stays forced out of
alignment will spring back when ree
leased. Triple tension curves in the
wire fabrie will not be pulled out by
the stretching process, and will allow
for sufficient contraction and expan-
sion. Sound and rigid posts and pro-
per stretching of woven wire fence
are the first considerations in fence
building.. Rerardless of the tyve_ of
