!by Dr. A. Calmette, a French scien-
;tist, in the current number of the
| ‘Revue dun Mois.’ Dx. Calmette pre-|
| dicts that mankind will have to en-
| gage in a general warfare on rats
| pefcre many more years elapse if
ithe world is to contjnue to be habit- |
able. He points out that different
|countries have different breeds of
|rats which are no great menace in
themselves, which, in fact, are often
}u-seful. The peril comes from the |

| migratory rat, otherwise known asj‘
{the sewer cat, which has been
levolved by civilization and which |
| follows the march of man into every |
|clime. Rats of other breeds have |
| been known -ever since man began to
| keep records of the things around |
| him. The migratory or sewer rat is |

modern. The first mention of him

was madc only in 1620, when he was
'a native of Persia and East India. |
| Ho did not invade Europe until the
| eighteenth century.

At that time he was driven out of
his old haunts by the widespread
famine in those regions and of which
he was largely the cause. Old chron-'
