THE influence of hymns of praise upon religiou. life

has been felt and acknowledi^ed in all ayes, and in

all branches of the Christian Church. From the be-

ginning of the g-reat relig'ious awakening of the last

century to the present time, the rich treasures of

Gospel truth and Christian experience, embodied in

our roble Weslcyan hymns, have been among the
most potent forces in the history of Methodism.
These hymns have been a liturgy and a confession of

faith
;
promoting the spirit of devotion and soundness

in doctrine, among " the people called Methodists."
The union, in 1874, of the VVesleyan Methodists and

the Methodist New Connexion of Canada in one body,
under the name of "The Methodist Church of Canada,"
and the expiration of the copyright of the English
Wesleyan Hymn-Book, the same year, rendered it

necessary either to adopt the Hymn-Book of some
other branch of Methodism, or to compile a new book
of praise for the use of the congregations and families

of our Churcli. luo whole subject was fully considered
at our first General Conference, in 1874. It was felt

to be the imperative duty of the Church to supply our
people with the best collection of hymns for public
and social worship, tliat it was possible to obtain. The
advantages ol preparing a Hymn-Book, adapted to
the wants of our Canadian people, and of which our
Church would i)0ssess tlie coi)yriglit, were too obvious
and weighty to warrant any other course. A Com-
mittee was appointed to prepare the materials for a
new Hynm-Book, and report to the next General
Conference. This Conniiittee was composed of the
Hon. L. A. WiLMor, B.ev. Enoch Wood, D.D., Rev. G.
Douglas, LL.D., Rev. E. Hartley Dewart, Rev. Joiix
Latiiern, Rev. John A. Williams, Rev. G. S. Milligan,
Rev. James Caswell, Rev. Alexander Sutherland,
Rev. John McMurray, Rev. D. D. Currie, Rev. A. W.
NicoLSON, Rev. E. B. Harper, M.A., Rev. N. Bur-
wash, B.D., Rev. W. Williams, Rev. Charles
Stewart, D.D., Mr. John Macdonald, and Hon.
W. G. Strong.
The Committee met in the city of Quebec, in August,

1878, and spent nearly two weeks in determining what
3
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hymns in the old "Wesleyan ITymn-Book should be
omitted, and what abbreviations or omendations
should be made in those retained. This work was
submitted to the General Conference, which met in

Mt)ntreal the followinjf Septemlicr, with a rccon\-
mendation that all the hymns selected for the New
Hymn-book, whether from the c ^inal Collection, or
from other sources, should be arranged under suitable
heads, according to their subjects. After full con-
sideration, the followinj^ resolution was adopted :

—

^^That the Report of the Hymn-Book Conunlttee be

adopted, atid that the Coimnittee he re-appointed, and
authorized to complete and publish the Ilynm-Book
within two years." The lion. L. A. Wilmot havinj^

died before the first meetinjjf of the Committee, David
Allison, LL.l)., was appomted in his place.

Having- their authority renewed, and their work
definitely specified, the Committee applied tl\emselves
to carry out to successful completion the important
task assigned them by the General Conference. The
main work still to be done was the selection of new
hymns, and the proper classification of the wliole. In
numerous meeting's as separate sections, and after-

wards in a protracted session of the Committee, held
at Cobourg, during September, 1879, a great deal of

prayerful thought and earnest labour were devoted to

the work of prepiCring such a Hymn-Book as would
fully meet the requirements of our Church, in ail its

varied services.

The revision of the "Collection," so long used in

every section of Wesleyan Methodism, was the nit t

delicate and dillicult i)art of the work. It was sur-

rounded by many hallowed and cherished associations

;

having been for a century a source of consolation and
strength to multitudes of God'y people. The Com-
mittee, therefore, were unanimous in resolving to

leave out no hymn which, by its adaptation to public
worship, or private devotion, had vindicated a right to

a place in the psalmody of the Church. But they felt

that hymns which, after a trial of nearly a hundred
years, had revealed little or no adaptation for use,

might be safely omitted, to make place for otliera of

greater practical value. Some long hymns have been
divided ; and others shortened to a moderate Isngtis,

by omitting imperfect or interior stanzas. In a few
instances, where some solecism, or oflensivc confusion
of figures, marred a beautiful hymn, it was thought

1
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better to adopt an appropriate emendation, tlian to

f>erpetuate a blemisli that could be removed without
esseninjf the lyrical or devotional value of the hymn.
In this book, all that constitutes the richness and

attractive beauty of VVesleyan hymnolog-y has been
retained; and over three hundred of the choicest
modern and ancient hynnis have been added. In tiic

selection of new hymns, particular attention has been
g^ven to increase the number of those suitable for

public worship and special occasions, while having;

careful regard to lyrical harmony and doctrinal sound-
ness. The unity and completcnoss of tlie classification,

the number and excellence of tlie new hymns, and the
carefully prepared lieading's, indicatin<;f the subject of

every hymn, must {j^rc tly enhance tlie po])ularity and
usefulness of this collection. Tlie Connuittee, in pre-
senting the result of their labours to the Church,
cherish a confident hope that this Ilynin-lioolt, with
its rich variety of j^-rand and inspiring- sonjrs of praise,

will give a new impulse to tlie worship and devotion
of our people ; and tliat it will long continue to be an
effective means of guiding sinners to the Saviour, and
increasing the faith and love of the thousands who
follov/ Christ under the banners of our Canadian
Methodism.
