Big Jump in a Year.

The increase last year of the
actual revenue over the estimated re-
venue was $637,000 and the total re-
ceipts over 1911 amounted to $671,000.
Mr. Lucas refeired to subsidies from
the federal government as being a
large factor in building up. the re-
venue. At the time of confederation
Ontario surrendered the rights of
collecting customs and excise aquties
to the federal power, which agreed in
return to pay certain supsidies’ to the
province. - In 1867 v1e customs and
excise duties amounted to $11,813,0060
and today they amounted to $104,000,-
000. “So you see that the_ duties have
increased ten times while the subsi-
dies have been comparatively small-
er,” he said. “This province might
well go to the D'ominion Government
and ask for increased subsidies.”

The bank balance
which was represented as being almost
$1,600,000, was misleading, as the gov-
ernment had many claims still to be
paid.

It Mr. Proudfoot scored any point
in his whole speech.it was when he
came to the item of $898,000 or supple-
mentary revenue. *“The time has ar-
rived,” he’ said, “when railway and
pther corporations should  be more
heavily taxéd. In-Ontario the C. P. R.
and G. T. R. pay nothing like the taxes
they pay in the State of Michigan, the
territory of ‘which state is much’ like
that of Ontario.” = .

On the Liguor Trade.

Mr. Proudfoot twitted the govern-
ment upon the revenue that had been,
as he said “derived from the govern-
ment’s partnership in the liquor busi-
ness,” and whi¢h amounted to $238,-
000. Here was the single item in ‘the
whole budget ‘for the birth aof which
thg government could eclaim the en-
tire ‘credit, he said, with stinging sar-
casm, as he criticized the propriety of
“the government entering into part-
nership with the people selling liquor.”

In the expenditures of the govern-
ment, Mr. Proudfoot questioned the
item" spent on the new government
house, the amount already spent on
the revision of the statutes andsmuch
of the expenditure on- colonization
roads. The fact that the wages of the
foremen in charge of the co]onizat;on
roads amounted to more than one-
third of the whole grant did not look
right to -him. The government, he
said, had been derelict in its duties.

It was then 6 o’clock and the house
adjourned, Mr. Proudfoot continuing
his criticism at the night session.

Selling Timber Limits.

T. W. McGarry, Conservative for
South. Renfrew, vigorously assailed
the opposition.in answer to W. .
Proudfoot, who concluded his speech

‘a few minutes after the night session

began. During the whole of  Mr.
McGarry’s address, the government
benches’ rang with applauses, as the
eloquent member from South Ren-
frew rocalled the misdeeds of the Ross
Government. The secret sale of tim-
ber limits, when the Liberal Govern-
ment needed a surplus, was touched
upon, .and particularly the method of
the sales. “There has been no secret
sale of timber limits since this govern-
ment came into power,” said the
speaker, amid applause. “Pine lands,
since the advent of the, Conservatives,
have been sold by public auction.”
The Ross Government had sold pine
limits in Renfrew County, with per-
petual timber rights, and the result
of this blind policy was that today. the
second growth of these lands was
almost ready to be cut, and is worth
millions of dollars. The parties who

, | purchased these limits were now com-

ing in far fortunes to which they had
no right. Mr. McGarry suggested that
even now, it would pay the government
to expropriate these lands for the
future timber resources.

The Subsidy Question.

With refercnce to the Dominion
supsidy question, he recalled how Sir
George Ross had been refused the
subsidy by Sir Wilfrid Laurjer in
1802-3 and 4, and how the Conser-
vatives had been the first to secure for
Ontario her subsidy. Referring to the
alleged partnership of the govern-
ment with th: hotel men, Mr, McGarry
twitted the opposition on its ancient
“legal partnership” with the hotel
men, when they were periodically held
up for é€lzction contributions. In dig-
cussing . the government’s policy
in providing for & new Government
House. he declared that the site
bought *on Bloor street could be sold
today for $50.000 more than what it
had cost. and that five acres of the
Chorley Park site -could be sold for as
much as the whole of it cost. .

Ontario First.

In praise of Hon. W. .J. Hanna’g ac-
tion ir sending Dr. McCullough to
New York to attend the inauguration
of the Friedmann tuberculosis seruin,
Mr. McGarry said: “If Dr, Friedmann
has a cure for tuberculosis then the
Province ¢f Ontario is in the lead in
finding out what that cure is.”

In c¢oncluding, Mr. McGarry refer-
red to the fight going on in Ottawa on
the navy question. He called upon all
members of the provineial legislature
to rally to the sur d.rt of the Domin-
tfon in {ts project to grant $35,000,-
000 to Great Britain, and was loudly
applauded by the Conservative mem-
bers. of the house.

Members
of their families' sat. behind them, all
intensely interesteéd in the various di-
visions of  the military and'civic or-
ganization as they filed by.

After the parade Mr. Wilson K was
escorted back from the reviewing stand
to- the White House by military and
naval  cadets. : ;

It was his first touch of fhe mili-
tary in his home. - He paused for a
moment. After he passed- thru
White House doors, an usher. took
his ‘hat’ and coat.: The . president
seemed- for the moment embarrassed
by the formality and -the strangeness
of his surroundings.
