Peace Treaty Presented to
Delegation and Covering
Letter Pointing Out Her
Guilt in Starting the War
and Her Connivance in It.

Paris, Sept. 2. — Chancellor Karl
Renner, head. of the Austrian peace
delegation, left tonight for Vienna with
the peace treaty, which was handed to
the Austrian delegation today. He in-
dicated that he would probably ask
for an extension of time, as the Aus-
trian general assembly would meet on
Saturday and Sunday to discuss ‘the
terms. The supreme council, it is an-
nounced, will extend he time, if Aus-
tria so requests.

The note transmitting the allied re-
ply to the observations of the Aus-
trian .delegation on the conditions of
peace addressed to Karl Renner, and
signed by M. Clemenceau, as presi-
dent of the council, follows:

(1) The allied and associated pow-
ers have given most careful consider-
ation to the observations of the Aus-
trian delegation on the draft treaty
of peace. - The reply to the Austrian
delegation objects to the draft treaty,
on the grounds that in view of the

“The desire of the newly-formed Lea-
side Housing Company is to [ provide
houses for the ecmpioyes of the Canada
Wire and Cable Company and to de-
velop the town,” said John F. Bell, a
member of the Leaside Housing Com-
pany to The World yesterday. He
pointed out that the company was formed
to operate without profit underthe On-
tario Housing Act; to build houses a;‘nd
sell to the employes and Sthers on a 20

ear term. - 4
4 At the preseént time fhe Canada Wire
,and Cabie Company has 30 houses
erected, six-room structures, the ma-
jority of which ave occupied by 'the
families of employes and others are in
an incomplete condition. e

The unfinished houses will be got réady
for occupation as soon as .posstble, and
an additional 30- houses will . be built
shortly. — These houses will bs detached
and semi-detached solid brick dwellings
with furnaces, water, electric light and
thoroly up-to-date, and will sell at about
$3,500 to. $4,000, Mr. Bell also pointed
out that the town possesses its own water
and sewerage systems.

The houses will be erected on the Can-
ada Wire and Cable Company’s own lani
situated on Randolph road, Airdrie road,
Rumsey road, Sutherland drive and other
sections of the town, It is not proposed
to cluster the houses, but to build in
several designs. Uniformity in building
will be strictly avoided.

The question of transportation between
the city and J.easlde has also been con-
sidered, and an hourly jitney bus service,
with a six-cent fare between Leaside
and Farnham avenue, along Merton street
has been arranged. The first bus will
leave Farnham avenue at 6.30 a.m, and
the last bus at night will leave at 11.30.

No Salaries,
< It is the intention of the company to
.spend $100,000 as a commencement, and
the houses will be sold on the following
payments: 10 per cent. of the purchase
price; 5 per cent. per annum on the sink-
ing fund, and 5 per cent. interest.

The directors will consist of five mem-
bers, two of whom are employes of the
Canada Wire and Cable Company, elected
by unanimous consent of the residents,
There will be no salaried officials con-
nected *with the housing company, and
the sole object of the board will be the
advancement of the town.

Mr, Bell further stated that there are
now 350 workmen employed at the Can-
ada Wire dnd Cable Works engaged in
the manufacture of all kinds of electric
wire, steel wire and cable,

At the present time five houses are be-
ing erected for five foremeén at the works
on the west 'side of Hanna road. “The
two big industries- of the town, the C.

Exports Caused Shortage. :
“Conditions which prevailed during
the first four months of this_year,” he
said, “caused considerable alarm
among the  sugar refineries. We
thought we Had more sugar than we.
could sell during the year. During the
first months the food board purchased
what they considered an ample supply
for the present year. As a matter of
fact, we ourselves were rather of the
opinion that we had too much su y
We set out to sell that which we'did
not expect to ‘sell in Canada. I per-
sonally went to Europe in April with
that idea and I happened to be in
England and saw what developments
took place. There was a great cry in
England as to speeding up industries,
and biscuit manufacturers, confec-
tioners and such concerns proached
the royal-commission asking how. they
could be expected to speed up industry
with the present allocation of sugar.
The royal cdommission then decided to
release sugar to these manufacturers,
and they were permitted to buy sugar
in the open market as they pleased.
In the first week in Juhe the situation
became accentuated when France made
a free market for sugar. That week
sugar went up three shillings per 100
pounds. The demand became so acute
within two or three weeks that 150,000
tons of sugar were shipped over from
the New York markets. s When I feft
for Europe I did not know what to do
with the sugar on hand, and when [
returned I did not know how we were
to fill our export or domestic orders.”

PEACE, LIEWAR,

Says That France Has All
Necessary Guarantees.

* Paris, Sept. 2.—Capt. Andre Tar-
dieu, speaking for the govéernment dur-
ing the debate in the chamber of depu-
ties this afternoon, on ratification of
the German peace treaty, sald the
French war losses-constituted 26 per
cent. of the men mobilized. Fifty-seven
per cent. of all men with the colors
under 31 years of age were killed.

‘“The peace obtained by the French
delegation is a peace which guarantees
solidarity and justice. in accordance
with the principles for which our sol-
diers died,’ Capt. Tardieu declared.

“France did not win the war alone,
and, therefore, could not make peace
alone,” .he continued. “It was an
allied victory, thus it| should be an
allied peace.” / {

Concerning the Rhine. frontier,
Capt. Tardieu said the Anglo-Fianco-
American treaty would safeguard
France from future aggression. Amer-
ica and Great Britain, he asserted, at
first advocated occupation of the
Rhine for five years, but the French
proposal for a-fifteen-year occupation
prevailed. Capt. Tardieu expressed
surprise that the members of the Right
were criticizing ' the' treaty because

the terms webe too mild towards Ger-
1 many, and the members of the Left
because they were too severe.

In conchlusion he said the
gave France all the necessary guar-
antees, especially .the Anglo-French-
American conventions, to place Ger-
many in such a military and economic
position that France need have 0
fear of a recurrence of aggression on
the part of Germany.’ Louis Barthou,
former premier and chainman of the
peace ratification committee, declared
the treaty was insufficient and obscure
He repreached Premier Clemenceau
with having kept the commissions in
ignorance ‘of the negotiations.

“You rendered great services dur-
ing the war; but you did not win- the
war alone. Why should you nego-
tiate peace alone?’ M. Barthou asked.

He thought that former Premiers
Briand, Ribot and Vivianni, who held
the important office in the course of
the war, should have been “tonsulted.
He criticized Clemenceau for placing
efore the chamber an accomplished
fact, where it must either reject whol-
ly or approve unconditionally. The
French chamber, he peinted out, un-
like the United States sezate, was not
empowered to propose additionals to
the treaty.

Obstruction to the discussion began
today. When the chamber wag voting
an appropriation of 3,000,000 francs-for
the purchase of houses for the devas-
tated regions, the Socialists insisted
upon a ballot being taken  instead of
a etanding vote and an thour and a
thalf was lost, the debate on the treaty
opening at 4.30.
