Bennett, the Conservative leader, was
opposed to W. H. Cushing, minister
of public works. The returns com-
pleted are: Cushing 906, Bennett 855,
Macdonald, labor, 328, with 368 con-
tested votes.

By a preconcerted arrangement of
the Liberal machine every known Con-
servative was challenged, not only in
Calgary, but very generally. This was
utterly regardless of the standing of
the elector, and appeared to be for
the purpose of tying up a majority of
Conservatives,

R. B, HBennett says to-night that he
s elected, and that at least three-
fourths of the contested votes are Con-
gervatives, and in a large majority of
cases not a single reason exists why
they should have been challenged,

The Albertan (Lib.) in a speclal to-
night, admits that all depends on the
count of votes, while The Herald
(Con.,) declares Bennett will be given
a large majority when the contested
votes are counted. @ ;

The lessons of the carfipaign are to-
njght being discussed, with more
calmness than during the past month.

(RONSTADT MUTINY OVER
SURROUNDED B TROOPS

Mob of 3000 Terrorized City for 24
Hours, But Surrendered or Are
Cornered Up.

Cronstadt, Nov, 9.—~The heavens re-
flected the glare of smoldering fires as
the Associated Press correspondent ap-
proached Cronstadt this evening. How-

ever, troops and the loyal sallors ap-
parently have the upper hand. Fight-
ing has ceased in the streets, and the
town is gquiet. To-night patrols are
engaged In hunting down - and cap-
turing mutineers.

The outbreak started yesterday af-
ternon when the sallors %f the
Seventh Fort Equipage revolted and, it
is rumored, killed some of their offi-
cers., They marched out of the bar
racks and immediately plundered four
spirit shops. Crazed with liquor they
returned and seized their arms, and
then went on a rampage, firing pro-
misculously upon the troops and the
loyal sailors. Later they were join-
ed by many of thelr comrades, and
fighting continued from midnight un-
tfl this morning, when terror-stricken
inhabitants began to flee.

Several regiments with eight,ma-
chine guns from St Petersburg and
Oranienblum were landed to-day.

During the rioting Wednesday night
machine guns were employed against
the mutinous sailors. who had been
joined by a battalion of artillerymen
from the fortress and which raised the
total numbher of mutineers to 3000- It
{s difficult to ascertain the number of
casualties, but officers place the figure
at 200, 'The say their chief
grievaneces are poor food and clothing,
and an TInsufficient amount of liberty
from barracks.

Roughs joined in the pillage, but the
workmen did not participate in it.

Searchlights from warships and tor-
pedo boats in the harbor are flashing
weross the waters in order to aid
launches in their search for ‘individual
mutineers who are trying to escape
to the mainland by boat. Tho a -ma-
jority of the mutineers have surren-
dered, gseveral hundred are still holding
out in the eastern section of the town.
They have thrown up barricades, but
are surrounded, and machine guns are
posted at all the leading to
their stronghold.

stem the cruelties in Russia?

Mr. Wolf is now leading a movement
to raise funds for the relief of the
stricken Jews in Russia pending any
action that rhay be taken by the na-
tions- of the world. He points out
that 25,000 Jews have been killed and
100,000 injured during the recent massa-

acros.

JOE MARTIN ON AYLESWORTH
THE PENSION GRAB PROMISE
"~ AND_GABINET. RESPONSIBILITY

Editor World: According to despatches appearing in the coast newspapers
Hon, A. B. Aylesworth in his canvass of North York has declared that he is
opposed to the pension bill of last session and proposes to have it so modified
as to amount to a practical repeal.

Mr. Aylesworth has made a great reputation for himself a lawyer and
[ have no doubt his reputation is well deserved, If these degpatches are cor-
rect, however, it would appear that in his practice of the law He has paid no
attention to constitutional law so far as it bears upon our cabinet system of
government and ministerial responsibilities. It is, 1 think, absolutely clear
that when a gentleman enters the ministry he not only undertakes to become
reaponsible for everything the government may do while he 1s a member, but '’
also adopts the policy of the government which he enters with regard to past |
maiters and stands in exactly the same position with regard to matters al- |
ready determined upon as the old members of the government. It is aiso quite
clear that no member of a government-is entitled to promulgate any individual
opinfons of his own with regard to any question of policy on the part of the
government of which he is a member, - ,

When questions come up they are carefully considered in council and ’
once a stand is taken and announced it becomes the duty of each member of
the government to espouse and defend the announced poliey no matter how
mucth. e may have opposed the same in discussion in covnefl.’

When a person becomes a member of a ministry when there is any matter
upor which the government have taken a stand the same situation confronts
the new member. He may personally be opposeéd to the position taken by the
government, but he must not say so, in fact, it is his bounden duty to be pre-
pared to defend the announced policy with regard to all matters of the gov-
ernment of which he becomes a member.

No government could, of course, be carried on unless the individual mem-
bers were prepared to give way to the majority and if at any time a policy is
adopled by a government with which any member thereof finds it impossible
to agree, then there is only one course for that member to take, and that is to
resign his position. ;

S0 also when a person is requested by the prime minister to become one
of his colleagues, if there is any public question upon which the government
has teken a stand and is pursuing a defined policy with which such a person
fg not in aceord, it is his Auty to refuse the position unless the government
agree to modify its stamd in accordance with his views,

On constitutional grounds and in accordance with well-defined practice in’
the Pritigh constitution it was therefor clearly Mr.Aylesworth,s duty to informe
Sir Wiifrid Laurier that he could not become a member of his ministry unless
the government would agree to modify the obnoxious pensfon systém in ac-
cordance with his ideas

THE ALBERTA ELECTIONS,

The result of the elections in the
new Province of Alberta yesterday
will cause very little surprise in On<
tarfo, the general publi¢ thoroly/ ap-
preciating the handicap under which
the Conservative party have been lab-
oring from the start.

In the first place, as The World point-
ed out.some weeks ago, the exponents
of the doctrine of provincial rights
made a mistake in deciding to carry
on a straight party contest. If Mr.
Bennett and the Comservative party
were anxious to take the autonomy
bills to the court of final resort they
might properly have called upon all
good citizens, Liberal and Conserva-
yive, who bhelieve in the doctrine of
provineial rights, to stand together on
this broad platform until the maltter
was settled one way or the other. It
was no time for party strife, and if the
Conservatives had followed the lead
of Mr. Haultain and the provincial
rights supporters in Saskatchewan, a
large number of Liberals would no
doubt have been attracted by their
principles.

Again, Mr, Bennett, the chosen lead-
er of the Conservative party has, it
{s charged, been a corporation lawyer,
and is now the solicitor of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway. A few days
before his selection as the temporary
Jeader of the party, The Calgary Her-
ald, the chief Conservative paper in
Alberta, said that Mr. Bennett's cor-
poration connections made his selec-
tion as leader inadvisable, if not alto~
gether impossible. The Herald has
been giving Mr. Bennett as effective
support as possible in view of this
rather hard slap at the outset of 'the

. campaign. Mr., Bennett is a good
fighter, a plcturesque orator, and the
worst his opponents are able to say
about him is that he is tied up hard
and fast to the corporations, and that
he lacks the stamp of sincerity.

He was handicapped also by an in-
famous gerrymander, by the Dominion
government controlling the lands and
the election machinery, by the cry for
more rallways In competition with the
Canadian Pacific Rajlway, and by the
peculiar campaign of misrepresenta-
tion put up by Mr. Rutherford and
his friends. One of the arguments ad-
vanced why Mr, Bennett and the Con-
gervatives should not be entrusted with
the reins of power was that if Alberta
failed to go Liberal the Grand Trunk
Pacific would be compelled by loss of
credit to practically stop work on Nov-
10, It was also widely noised about
that if defeated in the west the Do-
sminion government would necessarily
have to reconsider its position in the
next session, and the inevitable at-
tempt could not fall to arouse such a
parliamentary crisis as Canada has
never seén yet. 'The school question,
which ought to have been the most
momentous issue, in the west, was al-
most lost sight of among the many
side issues that were dragged into the
campalgn. This is unfortunate, as
most sane people will be ready to ad-
mit that the Northwest will continue
to advance no matter what govern-
ment happens to be in power. If Mr.
Bennett's party had carried the day
the Grand Trunk Pacific would have
been built and the local government
could not have afforded to stand in the
way of the construction of competing
lines to the Canadian Pacific Ralilway.

In Saskatchewan the ex-premier,
Mr, Haultain, who governed the North-
west Territories for 18 years with the
unanimous consent of the people, and
drew forth praise until his last day
in office, from his present opponent,
Walter Scott, and even since then from
The Toronto Globe, declined to make
the fight on straight party lines. 1t
was no time for politics, and he had
the advantage of dealing fairly with
his political opponents during his 18
years of office as premier of the ter
ritories. He has to-day ranged on his
side a large number of the indepen-
dent thinkers of the province, and no
less than six Liberals are running as
provincial rights candidates. There is
no claim in Saskatchewan that Mr,
Haultain is tled to the corporations.
He is a free man, and will, if elected,
carry the autonomy bill to the privy
council to ascertain the full powers of
the province. His fight, however, is
not yet won, the Dominion govern-
ment, with all its resources, will make
a supreme effort to crush him, and
now that the battle has been fought in
Alberta the whole machinery of the
west will be employed for the next few
weeks in the adjoining province.
