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Blockading Squadron I. Using Ms,blag and 

Indications Ate That It Win Mat 
in Mach Jail Mew.

Washington, April 21.—The war situation 
is substantially this: The blockading squa­
dron remains passive before Havana, with 
no present purpose of bombarding or of 
drawing the fire of the shore batteries. 
The strategic purpose of an effective block­
ade of the Cuban capital Is being accom­
plished to the entire satisfaction of the 
authorities here, 
that a part of the fleet will be withdrawn 
for the purpose of affording additional pro­
tection to North Atlantic ports.

As to the report of the Imminence of a 
naval battle off the Fhlllpplné islands, the 
naval authorities here seriously doubt whe­
ther the Spanish fleet will make a stand 
against the American ships. Their reason 
for this belief Is that the Spanish fleet is 
very inferior in number and quality to the 
American force under Admiral Dewey.

There Is no certainty that there will be 
an engagement at all In the immediate fu­
ture, the main purpose of the American ex­
pedition being to seize and hold some suit­
able Spanish territory in the Philippines 
as a base of operations in Asiatic waters.

The very fact that the Madrid officials 
have rather ostentatiously declared that the 
Spanish fleet has sailed to bombard the 
cities on the North American coast Is taken 
as a certain Indication at the Navy Depart­
ment of the utter Improbability of such a 
movement. If this were contemplated, the 
Spanish officials would be the very last to 
make their purpose public.

Morro Castle by Means of t 

Dynamite Bomb.
New York, April 27.—A Washington spe­

cial to The Tribune says: The Strategy 
Board listened to John P. Holland of sub­
marine boat fame yesterday, and discussed 
with him a plan for demoralizing the Span­
iards at Havana, which is unique among 
naval propositions. Mr. Holland has been 
making tests with his submarine vessel In 
New York harbor the last few weeks and 
has been endeavoring to sell the craft to 
the Government.

The Late Richard Tinning.

In the death of Mr. Richard Tinning 
of 46 Murray-street, Toronto loses an­
other of her pioneer citizens. He was 
bom in England in 1825, and came 
to Toronto in 1832. He was the owner of 
thé wharf at the foot of York-street, 
and was interested in the old race course, 
at present the baseball grounds. When 
the Don bridge was swept away by the 
great freshets in the spring of 1850 Mr. 
'Tinning chartered the old horse boat, 
and ferried passengers over the river, 
each one paying a york shilling, or twelve 
anda half cents. Mr. Tinning is surviv­

ed by his wife, a daughter, Mrs. Duke 
of Amherstburg, and four sons, Robert 
,T., of Regina, Richard, jr„ of the 
G.T.R. freight department and Thomas 
and John, both' living in Toronto. The 
deceased was councilman for St George's 
Ward from 1862 to 1867, and alderman 
in the same ward for three years com­
mencing with 1874. He was, in his early 
days, famous as an oarsman.

Canada Loan Company Bill.
There was a big muster of members at 

the meeting of the Banking and Commerce 
Committee this morning when the bill In­
corporating the Centrai Canada Loan & 
Savings Company was again under consid­
eration. As at previous meetings the dis­
cussion centred upon the clause giving very 
extensive powers to the company. Mr. 
Foster and Mr. Osier strongly pressed for 
a limitation of these powers. Mr. Foster 
was successful in securing one Important 
amendment, which provides that the com­
pany's investments in any chartered bank 
shall not exceed 20 per cent, of the stock 
of such bank. With the exception of this 
amendment the bill passed substantially 
as ,'it came from the Senate. An amend­
ment of Mr. Foster’s debarring the com­
pany from investing In the debentures, 
bonds, stocks, etc., bt any Canadian In­
corporated company, was negatived by a 
vote of 51 to 17.

On Mr. Fielding’s suggestion, a clause 
was added stating that the company 
would not be exempt from the operation of 
any générai Act which might be passed 
by Parliament to regulate such companies.

Whet the Senators Did.
Senator Macdonald (British Columbia), In 

moving for the report of Mr. Coste, the 
engineer sent by the Government to ex­
amine and report on the different routes 
available for railway construction from the 
shores of the Pacific Ocean to tbe Yukon, 
said the public was anxiously awaiting in­
formation as to the policy pf the Govern­

His Cuban 
passengers—many of them children In arms

Captain Tucker declared that be had not 
read any of the Havana papers.

He said he regarded Prof. Moore 
as especially fitted for the position, and 
that his knowledge of International ques­
tions was especially desirable at this time, 
reminding them that the Monroe Doctrine 
was not to the front at present. 
President’s wishes were repeated to the 
members of the committee and the imme­
diate reporting of the matter to the Sen­
ate was decided upon, the committee tak­
ing the position tlfat any delay In confirma­
tion might lead to a general d scuseton of 
the Monroe Doctrine, which probably would" 
not enhance America’s national Interests in 
Europe at this time. The nomination was 
accordingly reported and confirmed without 
opposition.

What the President Says.
As announced In yesterday’» World, the 

Bakers’ Association met Tuesday evening 
In Richmond Hall and appointed an In­
quiry committee to wait upon those mem­
bers of the trade who were not present, In 
reference to a proposed rise In the price 
of bread. The meeting Itself was unanim­
ously In favor of an advancement of two 
cents, and the bakers were so positive that 
their brethren would fall In with their 
views that they Instructed their drivers 
yesterday to Inform the customers of the 
change In price. Their anticipation was 
well founded, and the President was noti­
fied by the Visiting Committee that all the 
city breadihen agreed to the rise. Thu» a 
four-pound loaf of the staff of life will to­
day cost 14 cents and the three-pound loaf 
12 cents, as against 13 and 10 cent» here­
tofore.

In conversation with The World last 
evening the President of the society re­
marked: “Bakers haven’t made one cent 
out of bread for two months, and since 
this final leap In flour It became a question 
of qnlt bsklng or raise the price,"

"Will the people be Indignant?" he waa 
asked.

"Why should they?" he answered. "When 
butter goes np two or three cents nobody 
objects. They ask for the best, and don’t 
care what the cost. The trouble Is the 
public Is prejudiced against bakers. How­
ever, we wHl not make a cent more now 
than at the usual price when flour was 
normal."

So long as 
she esn fight at all she may be depended 
upon to keep up a harassing warfare with 
the United- State* even afler Cuba has 
been wrenched from her hands, and In 
the course of that warfare the United 
States may seize Porto Rico and possibly 
the Canaries. Here opens up the poaslb’l- 
Ity of the extension of American prestige 
far beyond what la now In immediate con­
templation. Porto Rico would probably 
be retained as a valued prise with its fer­
tile soil and Its peaceful and Industrious 
population. The Canaries we do not need, 
and could not use to good advantage, but 
they would be of Immense value to Great 
Britain, nnd It has been suggested by far- 
seeing men that Great Britain would be 
willing to accept them In exchange for 
the Bermudas, and thus leave In American 
hands the control of the outposts of the 
American continent In the Atlantic.

Should the war continue for a few 
months, ns It doubtless will, the Hawaiian 
Islands might have to be taken as a mili­
tary necessity, and It is known that the 
Administration hns had this possibility In 
mind.

The good Bishop Sullivan, In defending 
orthodox Christianity against those whom 
he takes for its assailants, mistake* the 
character and attitude of the supposed toe. 
These are not the days of Voltaire and 
Diderot, or of Toland and the English 
Deists, in which the church, by her odious 
privileges and her persecuting Intolerance, 
aroused an enmity as natural es it was 
bitter. Voltaire had seen men murdered by 
ecclesiastical tribunals for offences against 
the established superstition. The English 
Deists lived. If not under such a tyranny 
as this, still under the oppressive laws of 
a political establishment. There is no such 
cause of Irritation now even in England, 
where the church Is still established, much 
less In a country like ou re, where, happily, 
the separation of the church from the state 
Is complete and religious opinion Is per­
fectly free. A clergyman, of whatever 
church, presents himself now only as a man 
specially dedicated to spiritual objects and 
social beneficence. The writers against 
whom the Bishop preaches are no more 
hostile to Christianity than 6* is himself. 
They are as willing as he Is to embrace 
the faith if a reason can be given for It. 
But a reason they want. It is not that 
they do not wish to believe, but that they 
are unable to believe without proof of the 
facta and doctrine*.

They rushed into the 
conflict with a hurrah and a flourish of 
firumpets. To-day1 they hardly know 
where they are at They don’t know the 
game. They don't even know when 
the game started and when the scoring 
began. After they had been manoeuver- 
ing for some time before Havana they 
were dubious whether it was war or 
not, and to settle the point they got 
Congress bo umpire the dispute. Cong.-ess 
decided that war was on and had been 
on for several days. This action cm the 
part of Congress is like a litigant writing 
letters to himself to bolster up a weak 
case- Congress is no doubt a very potent 
body, but It cannot, any more than a 
private individual, create evidence. In 
the event of international complications 
arising out of events that occurred! dur­
ing the period when it was doubtful if 
the game was on or not, the facts alone 
will be accepted as evidence. The de­
cision of Congress will have no weight 
whatever in an international tribunal.

Canadian Feldspar.
The United States Treasury Department 

has ruled upon a question with reference 
to the duty on Canadian feldspar, in which 
it is held that the mere separation from im­
purities does not remove It from the cate­
gory of a crude material eligible to free 
entry. The ruling is Incorporated in the 
following letter from Assistant Secretary 
Howell to Mr. Edward Worth of Philadel­
phia:

“The department has duly received your 
letter in regard to the duty on Canadian 
feldspar. It appears that the appraiser at 
the port of New Yqrk "has no record nor 
any knowledge of an opinion of the Board 
of General Appraisers sustaining the al­
leged views of Special Agent Galien, ‘that 
when the rock was blasted from the quarry 
and hoisted to the surface the operation 
of mining ceases,* and that the subsequent 
process ‘of washing or breaking off the 
impurities, such as mica, flint, tourmaline, 
etc., from the crude ore mined,' was a pro­
cess of refining. In the opinion of the 
department such a process as the one re­
ferred to is rather one of selection, which 
is usual in the mining of ‘gypsum, fluor­
spar #and other crude minerals,’ and that 
such feldspar would be free as a crude 
mineral not specially provided for, unQer 
paragraph 614, act of July 24, 1897.”

The Athabasca Mine.
Nelson (B.C.) Miner, April 16.

A.E. Rand of Vancouver, director of the 
Athabasca Gold Mining Company, whose 
property I» situated on Morning Mountain 
about four miles from Nelson, spent a few 
days In the tity this week on his return 
from a visit to London, England. The con­
trolling Interest In the company has been 
taken over by a strong English syndicate, 
who will at once lnstal a hoisting plant, 
and proceed to farther develop the mine 
and block out ore.
