LIBERAL DISRUPTION DESERVED
BECAUSE OF ILLOGICAL POSITION

Pro-Boer Stead, Returned From Fraternizing With Mr. Kruger and
Others at The Hague, Gives Vent to His -
Twisted Views on the War- ;

Chieago, July 4.—The Record-Herald
prints the following special from London :
“The disruption of the Liberal party
serves It right. It shares Chamberlain’s
blood guiltiness, because its leaders screen-
ed him at the time of the Jameson raid,
thereby rendering the present war in-
evitable,” said W. T. Stead, who has just
returned from The Hague, where he has
been assisting at the establishment of the
Dutch group of the International Peace
Union. He continued :

«The Liberal leaders, Sir William Ver-
non Harcourf, Right Hon. Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman and J. E. Ellis, as
members of the Royal Commission of In-
quiry Into the Jameson raid, falled to
press for evidence of Mr.» Chamberlain’s
complicity, and thereby forced President

Kruger 'to declare war. The Liberals oc-
cupy the absurd and illogical position of
admitting that the war is unnecessary
and unjust, and yet Insisting that ‘the
country must see it thru. Such a party
can never hope for better conditions. Its
sole chance for salvation is entire recon-
struction all round. The only party that
have shown consistency in opposing the
war are the Irish Nationalists.”
Kruger Won’t Visit America,
Mr. Stead says that Mr. Kruger will
because he

recalls the fact that while the visit of
the Boer delegation drew enormous crowds
and evoked the wildest enthusiasm it pro-
duced no tangible results.

Regarding the possible interposition of
the powers, Mr. Stead said : “The new
Duteh ministry that assumes office this
week may make some declaration. The
most interesting point at the present mo-
ment, however, is the attitude of the
United States in view of President Mec-
Kinley’s affirmation that General Weyler’s
reconcentrado policy was an outrage on
humanity, justifying the interposition of
any power. The concentration of the
Boer women and children in camps in the
Transvaal 1s similar to Weyler's action
in Cuba, but with less excuse. Now what
line will the United States take?”

Appeal to Church Leaders,

leaders of every religious body in Great
Britain, asking them to take a definite
stand in favor of requiring that British
military operations in the Transvaal shall
in future conform to the principles of
The Hague conference.

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MORANG WILL SMASH THE BOOK RING
AND EXPOSE THE ROSS GOVERNMENT

The Gang Having Started to Quarrel, the Truth Will Now Come Out—Writs to Be
Issued Tying Up Ross Readers—A Department Honeycombed

The articles which have been running '
in The World during the past five or six
days on the Ontario Educational Depart-
ment have heen very timely. The govern-
ment’s management of the educational af-
fairs of the province has become so scan-
dalously rotten that the department and
the government can hardly hold together
any longer. The situation Is just as if a
lot of men who were spoiling for a fight
were foreibly shut up together in the same
room. It only requires the slightest provo-
cation to start a general fight. The World's
articles have apparently supplied the neces-
sary provocation, and the row has begun.
The parties immediately concerned In the
fight.are the government and, principally,
the Premier and Hon. Mr. Harcourt, Min-
ister of HEducation, altho Hon. Mr. Strat-
ton and Attorney-General Gibson figure in
it quite extensively; the members of vari-
ous school book publishing firms, includ-
ing the W. J. Gage Company, the Canada
Pnblishing Company, the Copp, Clark Com-
pany, the Educational Publishing Com-
pany, George N. Morang Company; togeth-
er with government officials employed in
the department and (?thers. Thousands of
Public and High School teachers thruout
the province are awaliting with interest a
denouement which they know cannot be
much longer delayed, while the general
publie, especially barents with children at-
tending the schools, have long been susplel-
ous of crooked work in the disposal of the
school-book contracts, and they are watch-
ing for the exposure with hardly less inter-
est than the teachers. The party who has
precipitated the crisis is Mr. Morang, His
lawyer, Mr. Barwick, is preparing to serve
writs upon the government and the mem-
bers of the so-called school-book ring,which
is made up of the Canada Publishing Com-
pany, W. J. Gage & Company and Copp,
Clark & Company. The existence of the
ring is admitted. Its members, however,
refer to it as “the syndicate,” not the
ring. This ring controls the greater part
of the school-book business, and has done
so for many years back. They publish the
school readers under a Jjoint pooling ar-
rangement. A contract between the gov-
ernment and the three members of the
ring was entered Into in 1896 for the pub-
lication of the readers. The contract Is
embodied in an order-in-council. The con-
tract runs for 10 years, but it is provided
that the government can grant the right
to publish the books to any other publish-
er. It ought to be mentioned that previous
to the events which terminated in the pass-
age of the order-in-council the ring urged
the Minister of Education to authorize 2
series of réaders which they, the ring,
owned and controlled. The Minister, wish-

ing to provide employment for his friends, |

declined to do so.- He had a series pre-
pared under his direction. This is the
gerles referred to in the order-in-council.
Hon.Mr.Ross was apparently a novice in the
business. of publishing, because his series

contalned numerous selections for which
he had neglected to secure the copyright.
As a matter of fact, he pald no attention
whatever to the question of copyright. Th&

members of the ring soon perceived the

Minister’s blunder, and, in order to get a
tighter grip on the government,they beught
up the copyrights of some of the wnauthor-
ized selections. The Minister, in turn,
thought he would have a check upon the
publishers if he controlled some of the
copyrights, and he set to work to obtain
as many as he could. There were several
‘pirated selections, however, which neither
he nor the members of the ring could se-
cure. These, or most of them, were pro-
cured later on, at considerable expense,
by Mr. Morang.. M¥r. Morang has repeated-
ly applied to/the government for permis-
sion to pubMsh the readers as provided for
in the order-in-council of 18068. He was
jollied along until at last he realized that
the ring had so strong a grip on the gov-
ernment that it could dietate it8 own terms,
The ring sald the Morang Company was
not to get the neeessary permit, and the
company didn’t get it. Mr. Morang is now
proceeding to smash the ring and expose
the government. His first move will be
the issuing of writs to restrain the govern-
ment and the ring from publishing the
readers containing selections of which he
holds the copyright. He expects that this
will tie up the whole series. Hon, Mr.
Ross has exhausted his resources to pre-
vent Mr. Morang from exposing his blunder
in the preparation of his readers, but Hon.
Mr. Ross is by no means his own boss.
There are other members of the cabinet
who have to be eonsulted, and, besides,
the Premier does not feel able to fight
the ring. The members of the ring have
been associated with the government for
80 many years, and they know so many
government secrets, that Mr. Ross feeis
that he is virtually at their mercy. Just
previous to his departure for England last
Monday, the pistol was held up to him
from half-a-dozen different quarters. It is
saild he felt very much dejected at the
shape things had taken, and he admitted
to his friends that he hardly knew which
way to turn. :

The situation, as above outlined, wonld
be quite Intelligible if that were the
whole of it. But this is not
the case. There 18 a ring within the ring.
There are combinations bgtween different
publishers and members 'of the govern-
ment. The government I8 broken up into
cliques. There are deals between the gov-
ernment and the publishers of unauthoris-
ed books. In short, the whole education
department 18 hondy-conibed with Intrigue
and corruption. The members of thé ring
cannot trust one another. When a bhook
is to be published each of the ringsters
prints one-third of the book and sends the
sheets to a common bindery. It is only by
this expedient that the honor and Integ-
rity of the ring can be maintained.

Then there is the question of the
Premier’s phonic¢ primer. 7This is the book
that was authorized before the manuscript
was prepared. The author is a nlece of
the Premier’s. Hon, Mr. Ross wished to
launch this venture, not thru the ring
jointly, but thrn one particular member ot
the ring. He talked of Issuing a new set
of readers, and {intimated that Mr.
Morang’s primer and the primer to be pre-
pared by his niece would form the first
two of the series. 'Thig proposal very
much incensed the two members of the ring
who were to be excluded. In addition to
this disregard for the joint interests ot
the ring, Hon, Mr. Ross has been giving
The Educational Publishing Company,
William Briggs and other publishers con-
siderable business in the shape of unauth-
orized but largely circulated school books.
The Educational Publishing Company pub-
lishes a school journal which reaches near-
ly every teacher in the province. The
Premler realizes It possesses consliderable
influence, and he is obliged to admlt the
claims of the company for a share of the
school book business. Then the claims
of the Methodist Book House, as represent-
ed by Mr. Briggs, cannot be disregarded.
And Mr. Morang also has to be reckoned
with. His phonic primer is said to be
the best ever produced in Canada, and the
teachers generally have recommended that
it be authorized. He 1s further a disturb-
ing element because he believes In open
competition ‘in the publication of school
books, as against the secreCy of ring meth-
ods.

The situation, In short, would seem to
be this: the business of the ring is threat-
ened; outsiders have been given work that
should have gone to the ring; these out-
siders have become too powerful to be
sidetracked by the Premier, and the ring
is squealing; the teachers and parents
have been put to great Inconvenlence ana
expense thru the frequent and unnecessary
changing of text books; the semi-authori-
zation of numerous unauthorized books
has Increased the cost of education and
disgusted the public; the publishers with-
in the ring are fighting one anether, both
secretly and openly; the other publishers
are fighting the ring and the government;
the government itself 1Is divided, and
especlally is there lack of harmony be-
tween the Premier and the Minister of
» Education; it is even hinted that another
ambitious member of the government has
purposely complicated the sltuation in
order to force the Premler out of provin-
cial politics. It is a nasty mess all thru,
80 nasty indeed that all hope of cleaning
it up has been abandonéd. Like several
other departments of the government, that
of education is so honey-combed with In-
trigue and corruption that it must of neces-
sity go to pieces. 1ts doom s certaln, and
this very fact has precipitated the
stampede which has set in and which will

soon be in full swing.

Incapacity of Both Dominion and Provincial Governments Ex.
posed in a Forceful Manner—Dr. Hillier of Bowmanville

“CANADIAN PEOPLE MUST

AUST AWAKEN

ON TRANSPORTATION QUESTION”

Says Hon. J. Israel Tarte, Who Is lmbressed With a National Line
From Collingwood to Toronto and a C.P.R. Short Llne
From North Bay to Montreal.

Hon. J. I.Tarte,Minister of Public Works,
was in town yesterday and left for the east
last night. He has been up to French
River. A friend of Mr. Tarte saild the
Minister has been impressed with two
things in his recent trips: that two new
portage railways deross the Ontario penin-
sula can be inaugurated, and Wwhen in-
augurated can be great features in graln
transportation, and they are: (1) A na-
tional line from Collingwood to Toronto,
as often advocated by The World, and (2}
the C.P.R. short line from North Bay to
Montreal, which would be available as
soon as the French River navigation was
improved from Georgian Bay up the river
and into Lake Nipissing. This la'ttcr could
be done for less than five milllons. When
it was done the biggest lake boats could
run from Chicago, Duluth, Port Arthur to
North Bay, and discharge there into the
rallway cars or elevator and on to the St.
Lawrence ports. Mr, Tarte declared that
he would advocate both these schemes,
which, with the Grand Trunk's Midland-
Montreal portage, and the Welland Canal
route, would give four great lines of
transportation between east and west.

JFirst Stage of the Ship Canal,

‘A miller, who is largely interested In

transportation, said last night, when asked
about Mr. Tarte’s visit: “The Minister of
Public Works may favor the Collingwood-
Toronto scheme, but make no mistake: it
he says he is for the French River im-
provement, depend upon it, he does not
mean by that the C.P.R. portage rallway
from North Bay to Montreal so much as
he means that the French River improve-
ment is only the first stage of the Georglan
Bay and Ottawa Ship Canal.”

Hon, Mr. Tarte is Enthusiastiec,

“The people of Canada must awake on
the transportation squestion; that is my
gospel, that is my mission,” said Hon. J.
Israel Tarte, when seen at the Rossin
House by The World yesterday afternoon.

The Minister of Public Works had been
describing his trip up the French River,

and, gradually increasing in enthusiasm as
he discussed the subject, he rose from his-
chalr, stretched out beth arms straight
from the shoulder, and, opening his hands,
his fingers shook with vivacity of gesture.

“] am only one inember of the govern-
ment,”” he proceeded, ‘‘and cannot say
what the policy of the government will be,
but you know how difficult it is to divert
the channels of trade when they become
séttled. And look what the  American
railways are doing to secure the Northwest
trade. Look what Buffalo has, 12 rallways
and B0 elevators. Compared with that we
have nothing. We are beginning to wako
up. Our canal system is great, but what
is the Welland Canal, for the 40,000,000
tonnage on the lakes?

We Have the Best Route.

“We have the best and shortest route.
It is only 820 miles by North Bay and
Montreal compared with 445 from Buftalo
to New York.

“There is many times over business for
all the routes. If the air line were com-
pleted between Toronto and Collingwood,it’
would make Toronto a great seaport.
consider that whatever i done here should
be with that view. There will be fifty
million bushels of wheat to transport this
season, and we will not carry more tham:
10,000,000 of it. Tell my friends of The
World not to treat this great question as
a party one, Besides, the grain is not the
only thing. There s a vast package
freight. ;

Now is the Time.

*Now Ig the time that we should do what
we can do to secure this vast trade, It I8
for the Canadian people to declde what
they wil do. Am I not-right?”

This plea was the conclusion of a brief
statement ‘of confidence that the French
River route offered no serious engineering
difficulties. He went to the French River,
according to press announcements, on Sat-
urday, and made his way, partly on Mr.
Booth’s yacht and partly by canoe, to the
head of the river. The heat there, he said,
was intense, and he felt somewhat pros-
trated from it. The yacht encountered &
storm on Lake Nipissing, and the trip, tho
thru pleturesque country, between high
mountains, had been rather arduous. He
had seen enough to convinece him that the
engineers had not minimized the difficule
ties, and that theilr statements as to Iits
practicabllity were well founded.

IRGEST PORT [N GANADA

Montrea! Custon;s Receipts Show a
Decrease of $118,000 From
Last Year.

COLLECTS ONE-THIRD OF REVENUE.

R. S. White Believes She is Holdinu
Her Own in the Commerce of
Canada. :

Montreal, July 4.—(Special)-Mr. R. 8.
White, collector of customs at this port,
was this morning interviewed on the sub-
ject of the work of the Custom House.
“The main fact brought .out by our re-
turns,” said Mr. White, “is that the re-
markable expansion in the trade of Can-
ada in the four years following upon 189¢
has.been fully maintained. I bad thought
that in 1900 high water mark was reach-
ed In the upward movement, but the year
ending last Saturday has really produced
a still larger volume of business at eus-
toms. Our 'total receipts for the year at
this port were $9,018,648, as compared
with $9,136,377 in 1900, a decrease of
nearly $118,000, or a little more than one
per cent. :

Inerease in Rebate.

‘“You must, however, in making the com-
parison, take into aceount the fact that
the rebate in duty on British products
has been 33 13 per cent. In the year
just closed, while in the preceding year
the rebate was only 25 per cent. Now,
as the value of goods imported at Mont-
real under the preferential tariff of 1900-
01 was about $12,000,000, you will ob-
serve that the Increase In the rebate from
25 to 33 13 per cent. has materially
affected our revenue, the reduction from
this eause being not less than $200,000,
or about $80,000 more. than the whole
decrease in revenue collected. In other
words, bhad not the rate of taruf
taxation Déen lowered, we should have
shown a revenue last year In g@xcess of
that of the preceding one.

Enormeus Trade in Montreal,

“It may interest your readers to know,”
continued Mr. White, “the relative posi-
tion Montreal occupies in the trade of
the Dominion, as established by customs
returns. We collect at this port 75 per
cent. more revenue than is collected at
the next largest pert In the country, and
nearly ome-third of the total customs
revenue of Canada. Another fact of in-
terest is that Montreal is fairly well hold-
ing her position relatively  to the rest of
the Dominlon.

Retains Commanding Position.

““As you are aware, during the last five
or six years a very considerable develop-
ment of trade and increase of population
has taken placel in New Ontario, the
Northwest, British Columbia and the Yu-
kon, where important towns and centres
of local business have sprung up, and
where new ports have been established,
yet the percentage of customs collections
at Montreal to that of the whole Do-
minion, which in 1806 was 33 per ecent.,
was last year still upwards of 30 per
cent., we having collected at this port
more than $9,000,000 out of a total col-
lection of $29,000,000. This retention by
Montreal 6f her commanding position in
the commerce of the country is certainly
a subject of gratification.

Collection of Revenue.

“The amount of work involved in the
collection of our revenue is very great.
Last year the number of dquty-paid en-
tries was 169,724, giving an average of
over five hundred and fifty entries a day,
and showing an increase.of 2499 entries
over the preceding year. To convey an

idea of how considerably the work has |

augmented, I may say that since 1896
the duty-paid entries hayve Increased in
number 47,000, and later years the gain
has been 74,000, or nearly eighty per cent.
Including entries of all kinds export, im-
port and In trapsit, our total in the year
just endled reached 198,172, or ‘nearly
double the number of ten years ago.”

$30,000 IN GOLD MISSING.

Shortage Has Been Discovered in
the San Francisco Branch
Mint—No Traee Fodand. i

San Francisco, July 4.—Concerning the
report that a shortage has been discovered
in the San Franciseco Branch Mint, The
Chronicle to-day says: 8ix bags of goid,
each containing $5000 In $20 gold pileces,
have disappeared from the mint, and no
trace of the coin has been discovered, altho
Superintendent Leach a#nd his force, assist-
ed by Director of the Mint Roberts and
his staff of rts, have been at work on
the mystery since June 29.

The annual count of coin, amounting to
$25,000,000, began last Kriday. On Satur-
day six bags were found to be missing
from the cashier’'s vault. As the cashler’s
books tallied with those of the other de-
partments, the officlals were forced {0 the
conclusion that somebody acquainted with
the Inside affairs of the mint had taken
the money.

Both Superintendent Leach and Director
Dimonick declared that suspicion could not
point to Cashier Cole, since his books
were in. perfect condition and called for
the amount missing.

MISSIONARY SAYS ‘“MORE WAR.”

Reports That, Following the Direc-
tions of the Dowager Empress,
Great Preparations Are Made.
Berlin, July 4.—A speclal despatch to
The Volks-Zeitung from China says that
according to advices received at mission
headgquarters many missionaries have re-

\ turned to the interior of Shang Tung pro-

vinece, where they were well received by
the Chinese. The indemnities for mis-
sions destroyed and Chinese Christians
killed have been nearly all regulated and
paid, but the missionaries from every lo-
cality report their belief that the pre-

sent calm will not last.

A missionary from Chen Si province re-
ports that following the directions of :he
Dowager Empress in Slan Fu great pre-
parations for war are being made.

The German Foreign Office says that
all official reports received here from
China seem to show that no new prepara-
tions are being made for further uprisings
in that eountry, and that, upon investiga-
tions, the varlous alarming reports of ap-
proaching troubles in China were found
to be unwarranted.

AMERICANS DINE IN LONDON,

| Notable Gathering: of the Colony

Last Night Attended by Many
Prominent Men,

Londom, July 4—Five hundred persons
sat down to-night at the banquet of the
American Boclety in London, given at the
Hotel Cecll. It was a remarkable gath-
ering. Across the upper end of the great
ball and interspersed between the mem-
bers of the United States Embassy and
prominent Americans sat members of Var-
liament and representatives of Great Brit-
ain’s loyal colontes. Morgan Richards,
flanked on the right by Mr. Choate, and on
the left by Robert W. Hanbury, M.F., pre-
sided. Representatives of Indla, Can-
ada, Australla, New Zealand and
Cape Colony were present. General
lan Hamilton was a prominent fig-
ure. Chancellor McCracken of the
University of New York attended, and
scattered thru the ha were representatives
of all phases of mateial progress in the
United States. .

The chairman toasted King Edward, the
toast meeting with a warm response from
the audience, who sang the British Na-
tional anthem.

Dr. Joseph Parker, Minister of the City
Temple, who proposed the toast to Presi-
dent McKinley, said in the course of his
speech :

“Despite the traditional prejudice, which
happily has been weakenenig during the
past eentury, it is now well recognized
that no other nation can sustain the re-
lation to Great Britaln which the United
States now holds and fortunately for the
world- Great Britain and the United
States now hold the worlds peace in the
bollow of their hands.”

Three cheers were then given for Presi-
dent McKinley and these were thrice re-
peated, after which an additional three

were given for old glory at the sugges- |

tioms of James M. Beck, United States
assistant Attorney-Generay.

Mr. Hanbury proposing a'-toast to the
United States Ambassador referred grace-

fully to the sympathy and joy of the

British people In connection with Mrs.
MeKinley’s illness and recovery, adding
that the same. sympathy, tempered with
the most prefound sorrow, was extended
upon the death of Adelbert Hay, “whose
faithful and effective service to British
citizens in South Africa will be remember-
ed in Great Britain as long as the memory
of the South African war endures.”

Mr. Hanbury paid a warm compliment
to the United States Department of Agri-
cultural.

iMr. Choate, replying, referred to the
marvelous material prosperity of the Unit-
ed States. He reminded hearers that at
the inception of the American Republie
the best Parliamentary friends and de-
fenders of the struggling colonies, Cha-
tham, Burke and Fox, enunciated prin-
ciples that had ever since gulded Great
Britain in dealing with her colonles.

Mr. Beck responded to the toast, “‘The
Day We Celebrate.” Heferring to the de
cision of the United States Supreme Court
{n the Insular cases, he said : Unquestion-

,|ably the Supreme Court was called upon

to apply the principies of the constitution
to conditions of which the fathers of the
Republic never dreamed; but It by Dno
means follows that this application was
not within both the letter and the spirit
of the constitution. The power given to
Congress to govern the territories probably
meant nothing more to the founders of the
Republic than the control of what was
then known as the Northwest Territory.
But with the majestic advance of the mna-
tion to its place In the family of States,
this power to acquire and govern territory
has recelved its vindleation In the recent
declsions of the Supreme Court, which will
make it possible for the United States,
without injury to themselves, and In the
interests of human progress, to exercise
that influence in the councils of the worla
which is due to the gredatness of the nation.

FALL CAUSED HIS DEATH.

Charles Kirton Stumbled Down
Stairs at His Lodging House
and Received Fatal Injuries.

Caroner Bertram Spencer last night
issued a warrant for an Inquest to be held
at 3 o’clock this afternoon on the body of

Charles Kirton, who died at St. Michael's
Hospital early last evening. Kirton, who
was 50 years of age, and a paralytie, had
lived at a lodging-house at 90 Jarvis-street
for a year prior to his death. About ¥
o'clock on the night of Dominion Day he
was going to his apartments in the base-
ment of the lodging-house, when he fell
down the stalrs and Sustained severe in-
juries to his head. He was rendered un-
conscious by the fall, and was removed In
that condition to the hospital in the police
ambulance. Kirton never at any time re-
gained his senses, and gradually sank until
his death occurred. Deceased is survived
by a son and a daughter. Prior to sut-
fering the stroke of paralysis, which rend
ered him practically helpless, about a
year ago, he was an excavator, and was
well-known in this city.

THE SHOUTING OF F.S- HENNING

o Arresis Yet, but Interesting De~
velopments Are Likely to i

No arrests have as yot been made in the
case which was originated when Frederick
S. Henning, engineer at the pumping
station on the Island, was shot at early
yesterday morning. Deteetive Slemin yes-
terday found evidence which leads him to
believe that the two men“were not burg-
lars at all. Up against the house where
they were seen a pile of shavings and
wood, saturated with coal oil, had been
placed. There is a suspicion that the
shooting is the result of trouble among
employes of the waterworks department,
and some interesting developments may
be looked for.

‘f'rouble Ahead in Ireland.
Irish Correspondence Montreal Star.
Tho there was a little ‘“boo-ing’” here

and there from the crowd as the Yecomen
passed thru the Dublin streets, yet on the
whole they got a capital reception, and
a good-humored one. In { Belfast, how-
ever, things were different. About mid-
summer matters always get feverish in the
northern metropolis and at present are iu,
this conditlon. On the same day (Moa-
day) that the Yeomen arrived in Dublin
the 46th, 54th and 60th companies got to
Belfast, and were met at Great Victorla
Station by a large and enthusiastic assem-
blage of people. The men marched to the
Victoria Barracks, where they were in-
spected by Gen. Leach.. Public feeling,
which was brought very much in evidence
on the previous evening (Sunday), ran very

-high in parts of the city on Monday during

the return of the Yeomanry. Shortly af-
ter 7 o’clock serious disturbances took place
between the residents of the Falls and the
Shankhill districts, which called for the in-
tervention of a large body of police, who
had to make several baton charges. For
some time things looked so bad that the
civil authorities thought it necessary to
call upon the military to furnish detach
ments for the princlpal thorofares. A
sqguadron of the 21st Lancers and detach-
ments of the Royal Irish Rifles and the
King's Own Scotch Borderers, were called
into requisition, and their appearance had
a quieting effect on the opposing factions.
All the same it is not at all unlikely that
there will be troublous times in the North
during the coming month.

YANKEES EASILY BEAT THAMES CREW

Englishmen Won From the Plucky)
Belgians—Results of the Dif-
ferent Heats,

Henley, July 4.—The second day of the
Henley regatta, swhich ends to-morrow,
was signalized by another victory for the
‘Americans, the -oarsmen of the University
of Pennsylvania defeating the Thames
Rowing Club, thus winning their second
heat. As the Leanders defeated the Bel-
glan crew, the Pennsylvanians will meet
the Leanders in the final heat for the
Grand Challenge Cup to-morrow.

The Pennsylvanians enjoyed the best
of good fortune, in weather and oppon-
ent, for their second victory. There was
absolutely no wind all thru their race.
The Thames crew lost % of a length by
the time the island was passed. The
Pennsylvanians continued at full steam,
golng further and further away from thelr
weak adversaries. They reached halfway
in 3 minutes 40 seconds, a time which
deserves careful remembrance. Soon after
this, as the Thames men were completely
out of the hunt, the Pennsylvanians settled
into that lively paddle, at half steam, at
86. Their completed course was {lmed at
only 7 minutes and 22 seconds, but very
little importance is attached to this from
the fact that Leander did 12 seconds bet-
ter just before, because the Belgians were
a much faster crew than the Thgmes.
Leander had not much difficulty either,
and tho the day was dead calm it was
not quite co fast as yesterday, because
there was not that slight following of
breeze which helped everyone Wednesday.

Yet, in spite of this, Leander improved
on their previous performance, and their
improvement has not finished yet. But
far more important is the faect that, to-
day, the Englishmen reached Fawley no
less than six seconds faster than the
Pennsylvanians, and when %ne two meet
each other there will not be that
difference, because Leander never
further ahead than they can help, and the
Pennsylvanians will have a very serious
effect upon that middle half, which nas
hitherto been such an easy thing for them.

The Leander-Belgian race was a hard
one, but not so severe as expected. Lhe
Leanders got away with surprising ra-
pidity at the rate of 43 and secured a
bare length's lead at the top of the Island.
The Belgians soon struck a rapid gait ana
began to come up, but they could not cateh
the Legnders. Off Fawley Court, which
they did in 3.24, the Leanders were again
clear.

The Leanders finished .very ,strong and
in the opinion of experts they could have
made much better time.

T00 MUCH WATER FOR THE YACHTS.

Because of the Don Ravines,
the nbsence of bridges, east and
west roads, and treolley cars on
them.

talking of how to Improve the east side
of the -city., Everyone knows that pro-
perty east‘(ot Yonge-street is slow, that

blame for these

it shows a{decrease in value rather than
an advance; but apparently
east of Yonge-street do not appreciate
the cause, and we therefore intend to
keep on telling them of it until they do
appreclate it and act aceordingly.

Property east of Yonge-street Is slow
because the city capnot extend ea'stwnrd;
because of the lack of bridges across the
Don River and, Don ravines, and lack of
roads from any bridges that are leading
anywhere. At present they all—including
the high level at Gerrard-street—end no-
where, with the single exception of the
Queen-street bridge ending In the King-
ston-road; and even to get to Queen-
street is a roundabout journey for every-
body north of that thorofare who wishes
to go over the Don. It Is the Don ra-
vines that have mnot been bridged and
the old fear of the Don floods that have
kept the city from extending eastward.
Everybody knows that Toronto has ad-
vanced with rapld strides west of Spadina-
avenue, In houses, In population; that
this populated area is steadily growing,
and it is largely because there is no Don
River and no ravines, and because there
are at least a dozen thru east and west
streets running in a westerly direction;
and because there is the King-street sys-
tem of street cars ending at the Lake
Shore-road and Lake Shore trolley; the
Queen-street system ending at the same
place; the Dundas-street system leading
to Toronto Junction and leading by trolley
to places beyond, and the College-street
line and the Bloor-street line, both also
ending in the Dundas-street system. This
is the sole and simple reason why the
city has grown miles westward and why
property is always lmprovlng in that direc-
tion. And because there is only one thru
street car line eastward, and because the
ravines have mnot yet béen sufficiently
bridged, Toronto, east of Yonge-street, is
slow; and we intend to hammer at this
question until the aldermen who repre-
sent the First, Becond and Third Wards
secure a number of things, among which
may be mentioned the following :

The extension of the Gerrard-street -car
line from Pape-avenue to Greenwood-
avenue, and then some kind of a negotia-
tion between the city and townshjp for
the extension of Gerrard-street ‘o the
Kingston-road on the Norway Hill, giv-
ing the people of Scarboro and a large
section of the Township of York a direct
road Into any portion of the city east of
Yonge and south of Bloor-streets. When
they get this road they will come into
Toronto without crossing the tracks of
either C.P.R. or G.T.R. Gerrard-street
extended to the Kingston-road will do
all this. Members of the Hunt Club and
other citizens can all drive east without
being stopped by railway trains.

The extension of the Broadview-avenue
car line along Danforth-avenue to East
Toronto village. True, that after Green-
wood-avenue is passed, Danforth-avenue
is without the city’s jurisdiction, but there
is no reason why the township council
of Yerk should not join with the elty ot
Toronto in having this line extended into
East Toronto village. The people of Dan-
forth-avenue, the Harrls’, the Newmarket
race track, the residents of East Toronto,
Coleman and Little York, the Grand Trunk
trainmen. and the farmers of the Town
Line should all make continuous demands
for this improvement. Turn out every
alderman or councillor till they get it.

Some day the jail labor must be utiliz-
ed for filling in the ravine between where
East Bloor-street ends at Sherbourne-
street- and the head of Broadview-avenue,
where Danforth-avenue begins.

There ought to be two roads out of Rose-
dale, one in the direction of Mount Plea-
sant Cemetery and another in the diree-
tion of the present terminal of the first
concession east of Yonge-street and
Cudmore’'s Hill. Both of these roads
could be made at a very small cost and
should be done by city and
township.

These are some of the things which The
World is confident, one or all, should be
immedidtely done to improve east side pro-
perty, and why the Gooderhams, the Tay-
lors, the Davies, the Russells, the Frames
and the hundreds of others who are vit-
ally interested in real estate do not see
that these things carried out The
World has never been able to understand.

Some people say to us, “Hbw will these
things improve the east side of Toronto?

will be built and real estate opened up
and the population thereby increased, and
all this Increased population Wwill be trl-
butary to the Dbusiness houses and con-
cerns east of Yonge-stréet. In other
words, the inumber of consumers and
customers dealing with the business men
on the east side of the city would be
greatly increased. It will givé the east
side a solid back. All it wants Is that
Toronto be given the sameé freedom to
grow east that it now has to grow west,
and the trick will be doné. The aldermen
and the peopleé must see to it. And {f the
people of the east side of York Township
are wonddring why their holdings are
not advancing and why some of them are
being wound up, we must tell them it Is
because they have ‘not enough bridges
over thelr ravines and no street cars ruh-
ﬁlng into' thelf limits. They ought to
ask HReeve Duncan and Couneillor Mac-
lean, who profess to represent the east
side of the township, what they are do-
ing to merit a continuation of thelr confi-
dence. They Had better both waken up.
And what is Reeve Walters doing for the
wreaths of glory that the trusting inhabl-
tants of Bast Toronto have placed upon
his head? But the people, too, must waken
up, and the aldermeéen of No. 1 Ward
before anybody else.

Editor World : Toronto friends have
sent us your issue of June 24, contalning
Dr. Langtry’s letter concerning Qg)roperty
onice ours. Will you kindly allow us space
to correct some errors into which Dr.
Langtry has fallen, unwitaingly, we be-
lleve, as we have found Him 4 most high-
minded and kind-hearted man. He writes
always of ‘‘Miss O’Neill,” as If there were
but one person concerned. The lease (due

in 1882) given In 1889, was for the benefit
of Mrs. O’Neill, her twe daughters and
Miss Reynojds. The two elder iddies died
in 1892, leaving the Misses O’Neill—both
now living—joint heirs. ‘‘Miss O’'Nelll”
could not then—and did not—put in any
elaim for consideration as *“"a lone woman."”
The plea on which the O’Neill family ob-
jected to aceept the rent of $20 a foot ask-
ed by the Synod was that such a rental
was excessive; was higher than that fixed
for other tenants of the church on the
same side of the street, but nearer the
market, and at, proportionately, a much
greater rate of Increase on the old rent
than demanded from any othet tenant.

The tenants east of the O’Neills to whom
Dr. Langtry alluded had, under the oid
leases paid $12 a foot; under the new they
pay $20, an Increase of $8 a foot: Under
the old lease the O’Neills paid $8.20 a
foot. When the Synod demanded $20 a
foot as the new rent—an Increase of $11.80
a foot—they naturally objected. The prop-
erty had been hetd by the family under
two preceding leases for nearly 60 years
in all, and in each its rental was lower
than that of the other tenants, as being
farthest from the market and adjolning
the wide vacancy of the echurchyard. 6 Un-
der the advice of some lay members of
the board, these reasons were held good,
and the offer was made the O'Neills of a
lease at $§16 a foot. They accepted, tho
advised by friends that this was still ex-
orbitant, Oak Hall, of which the rent had
Just been fixed, paying onjy $12 a Toot,
and no otlhter of the city properties in the
locality more than $10.50. But they had
been kept in-such a state of anxiety dur-
ing the long litigation of the rectors—these
gentlemen put forward at one time a clalm
to the buildings of all the tenants, as well
as to the land—and there had been 8o
much difficulty in having even the $4 a
foot conceded, that, hopeless of better
terms, they accepted. Dr. Langtry says
“‘She (?) raised the rent (of one building
is ‘meant) from $1100 to $1300.”” The in-
crease barely covered the increase In
ground rent on that bullding. The assess-
ment had been also raised. When" the city
and the Synod set so much higher value
on the property, was it unjustitiable for
the landlord to do the same?

The buildings becoming vacant In 180
and 1891, and remaining so until 1897,
these ladies sacrificed all their other prop-
erty, even their homestead and furniture,
and borrowed from a relative to pay thel
ground rent, taxes and insurauce, all ot
which amounted annally to mnearly $1500.
They constantly, but wvalnly, represented
to the Synod that no business could, in a
time of such financial depression, pay such
rent as the ground rent and taxes made
necessary, and that other ground own-
ers in the city had come to the relief of
their tenants. Dr. Langtry writes that
the rent owed was §3414. The amount
claimed at law, I have not the figures at
hand, was under $3000. He writes there
was due for arrears of taxes $1402. The
Misses' O’Neill paid the taxes for 1895
—($542.28)--the last instalment on Dec. 20,
1805 (the taxes for 1894 had lacked but a
few dollars of $600, but the Misses O’Neill
had petitioned for revision of the assess-
ment). Some months after taking possession
in 1897, the Synod gave a lease for five
years of one of the stores at $300 a year;
and, after a long interval, of the second
and larger store at $60U. A glance shows
that these rents added leave only §100 over
the ground rent ($800), and nothing for
rent of buildings valued at $1500, or for
insurance, plate glass and fire, or interest
on the $2000 borrowed from Knox College
and expended on improvements in- 1804,

One of the most eminent bankers and
one of the most distinguished lawyers In
the Dominion drew up and presented to
the Rectory Endowment Committee a peti-
tion on behalf of the Misses O’Nelll, set-
ting forth that if their lease had been
given the family when due and asked for,
in 1882, the rental would not have exceed-
ed $9 a foot; that It was the fault of the
rectors it was not then given; that when
given in 1889, at the helght of the boom,
it was fixed on a fictitious value; and that
the amount of rent the O’Neill family had
pald at $16 a foot, before falling Into
arrears, more than equalled a rent at the
former figure paid from 1882 up to April,
1897,

Moved by these wepresentations, the
rectors agreed to remit the arrears of rent
if the Misses O’Nelll would get anyone to
guarantee thelr rent in future. Naturally,
no one would do so. Dr.. Langtry writes:
“There is not one of us—[the rectors]—
that does not feel the deepest compassion
for Miss O’Neill.”” But the way he pro-
poses for alleviating our distress is too
much like that of “Jarndyce ana
Jarndyece”; before the case ended the|
property would be swallowed up.

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FTERMATH OF BANK SHAGH

Grain-Buying Company of Cassel,
Prussia, Too Shaky to Stand,
Makes an Assignment.

PROMINENT INDUSTRIAL UNDERTAKING

Had Been Sharply Attacked in the
JFinancial Press, Owing to Its
Methods,

Cassel, Prussia, July 4.-The negotiations
of the Creditor’'s Committee and the re-
celyvers of the Leipziger Bank, with the
directors of the Cassel Grain Drylhg Com-
pany, were broken off this morning. The
Grain Drying Company subsequently made

an assignment. The chairman, Sumpf,
was shortly . afterward arrested. The
director-general, Schmidt, has disappear-
ed.

Was a Suspicious Concern,

Berlin, July 4.—The Treber-Trocknung
Grain Drying Company of Cassel, whose
insolvency was annotinced to-day, is one
of the most prominent German industrial
undertakings, but has for a long time been
sharply attacked in the financial press,
owing to its method of doing business.
It has declared for five years dividends
ranging from 25 to 50 per cent., largely
thru the fancy prices of the machinery
sold by its branches, which were estab-
lished in nearly all the continental count-
rles. The balance sheets were never un-
derstood, so it was Impossible to establish
the concern’s actual condition. It had re-
cently been short of funds, and succeed-
ed in raising £80,000 in England. A scheme
was talked of since the troubles began
for organizing a trust, upon the basis
of the Treber-Trocknung Company, with
American capital. The company was
origipally engaged in utlilizing breakers
and other waste product, and lately patent-
ed a method of wood distillation, which
proved worthless. The company’s shares
have been greatly used In speculation,
once reaching 845. They were quoted at
170 before the assignment of the Leip-
giger Bank, and then fell to- 20.

It was announced to-day that the pro-
perty of the arrested directors of the
Lelpziger Bank has been seized by the
authorities,

Another Failure,

LOCAL CORPS TO ACT AS GUARDS.

Military Department Making Pre-
parations for the Big Demonstra-
tions in Toronto and Quebec,

Ottawa, July 4.—The Militia Depal-tméut
is making preparations for the military de-
monstrations at Toronto and Quebec oOn
the coming of the Duke of Cornwall. Every
city corps in Ontario and many of the
nearby rural regiments will be mobilized
for the Toronto celebration.

The Helr-Apparent’s escort will consist
of cavalry. A royal escort consists of
96 men and 5 officers, and as in some
places two and even three escorts will be
needed in a day, and as there are very few
cities which can supply a body of cavalry
over 500 strong, this alone will mean a
large amount of transportation of men and
herses in order to satisfy the requirements
of the occasion. The guards of honor. will
be supplied by the local corps.

As to the reviews, it seems probable that
Mr. Fitzpatrick’s Quebec¢ review may, after
all, take place. The historic Plains of
Abraham will in all probabllity be the
scene of a review of the troops of the
province, including the 1st Montreal Bri-
gade.

They Pay $90 a Year, and It is Pro-

At the Property Committee yesterday af- |

ternoon Thomas J. Clark wrote, offering
to establish a ferry service to the Island
and charge only 5 cents for the return
fave, providing the city would grant free
of charge wharfage accommodation at the
Bay-street dock and at Island Park. A
sub-committee, composed of Ald. Loudon,
Lamb, Richardson, Burns, Crane, Ward
and Fraleigh, was appointed to consider
the proposal.
‘fo Illuminate Clocks.

Willlam H. Hill has a scheme for re-
ducing the cost of illuminating the tower
clocks, and asked the committee for $200
to cover the cost of an experiment with
the Queen-street Fire Hall clock. The
committee, however, did not vote the
money.

In connection with the account for re-
pairs to the tower elevator in the City
Hall, the City Solicitor adviged that it be
looked into. He had doubts as to whether
the city was liable.

Rev. Mr. Oliver headed a deputation of
residents on Clinton-street and Bellwoods=
avenue, who came to object to the pro-
posed route for driving cattle.

The matter was referred to the sub-com-
mittee dealing with the gquestion.

Only Pay $90 a Year,

The Island Ferry Company’'s lease of
three blocks of land at Hanlan’s Point
made 21 yearg ago, has expired. The As-
sessment Commissioner recommended to

the committee that they be given a new
lease for 21'years, remnewable, at an annual
rental of Up to the present the com-
pany have only been paying $90 a year.

The committee did not pass the recom-
mendation, and on motion of Ald. Lamb
the City Solicitor will be consulted about
the matter.

That Dry Dock Lease,

The Assessment Commisgioner recom-
mended that the Toronto Dry Dock Com-
pany be given $5000, the lowest amouiid,
he says, they will accept, for the surrend-
er of the lease of land in Ashbridge’s Bay.
He expressed the opinion that the city
should certainly have the property.

A. R. Boswell & Co., for the Dry Dock
Company, gald their business was ruined
because of the silt that came down from
the Don. They had expected, and expect-
ed reAsonably, that the river would be
kept navigable. During the three )ears
that the company had been in business
they had docked about 80 vesgels, he said.

Ald. Richardson was deecidedly opposed
to giving the company $5000 for the sur-
render of their rights. “Give them a re-
newal of the leage, if you will,” he said,
“but not the $5000.”

The motion to accept the offer was car-
ried. Ald. Fraleigh, Lamb and Russell
voted for, and Ald. Richardson and Ward
against, the motion.

Dangerous Whart,

The Dufferin-street wharf is in a danger-
ous condition, and on motion of Ald. Ward
}he Commissioner was instructed to repair

Engineer Rust’s Report.

Yonge-street, from Davenport-road to the
north city limits, is In a very dangerous
condition, says the Engineer In his fort-
nightly report. A new roadway has been
recommended for this portion of the street,
but has been petitioned against. As this
is one of the leading city thorofares, he
thinks that in the public interest it would
be advisable to have the old blocks re-
moved.

Regarding the proposed Yonge-street
bridge, Mr. Rust says he wrote to the
Grand Trunk, Canadian Pacific and To-
ronto Railway Companies, but their re-
plies. were not very satisfactory. He sug-
gests, if the committee are gf the opinion
that this work should be proceeded with
at omnce, that the City Solicitor be in-
structed to make application to the Rall-
wiy Committee of the Privy Council at
Ottawa, and that the Assessment Commis-
sioner should see the owners of the pro-
perty which It is proposed to expropriate
in connection with the erection of the pro-
posed structure, and try to arrange regard-
ing the probable damages to this property.

The number of cars which pass over the
Station-street loop during the day is 1713,
with an average headway of 1.56 minutes.

Hydrants for Island.

Four hydrants at a cost of $60 are recom-
mended to be erecied on the Island.

There are geveral concrete sidewalks to
be constructed next the curbing, but which
are delayed owing to the Bell Telephone
Company having to remove their poles to
the rear of the walk, and in some cases
new poles have to be erected over forty feet
in height. Mr. Rust has so far made re-
ports to the committee covering each case,
yut, as there are several more sidewalks
in the same condition, he agks the commit-
tee to give him authority to permit the
Bell Telephone Company to erect poles of
a greater height than forty feet when the
necessity arises, owing to the construe-
tion of a new sidewalk.

Who Altered Petition?

A petition, fully signed, for the con-
struction of an asphalt pavement on Mark-
ham-street, has been returned to the En-
gineer after the wording had been chang-
ed by somebody. The Engineer says:

London, July 4.—The petition of Earl
Russell for a postponement of his trial
was presented at a speclal session of the
House of Lords this morning.

After the
opening ceremonies of the House of Lords,
Earl Russe/l himself approached the bar
and handed the petition to a clerk, who
read the document.

Counsel for Earl Russell, in supporting '

the application, suggested that His Lord-
ship’s proceedings In Nevada had been
approved by high legal authority in the
United States. Evidence in regard to the
decree and domicile”in Nevada could only
be given in America by the witnesses and
must be prepared with great fulness and
care.

The Attorney-General opposed the post-
ponement. He said Judge Curler of Ne-
vada was an essential witness and he
must be back home at the end of August.
Therefore, if the application was grant-
ed, possibly the prosecution would col-
lapse. .

After consultation the Lord Chancellor
(Lord Halsbury) announced that“an. ad-
journment was granted to Aug. 6, but
no further delay would be permitted.

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MORE DESTROYERS NEEDED-

An Officer of the Mediterranean
Fleet Estimates What Will Be
s Required.
4.—The Herald says:

New York, July

Roused by the stand made by Lord Charles,

Beresford, rear-admiral of the Mediterran-
ean fleet, and by the unanimous opinion of
the officers of the squadron, the British
Admiralty has conceded the main polnts
put forward by its crities.

John Bull awoke to the fact that, while
he was thinking of army reform and the
reorganization of the War Office, his first
line of defence was In danger of getting
out of gear. As the Mediterranean fleet
is the pride of his eye and the darling of
his heart, Lord Charles Beresford’s dis-
closures came like'a thunderclap. The
storm has cleared the air, and the fleet I8
once more to be brought up to effective
strength.

The officers of the Mediterranean fleet
have lately been occupied in manoeuvres
at Pollenza Bay, in Majorca. One of the
lessons of the evolutions was the need of
more torpedo destroyers to meet the swarm
of the mosquito fleet which would be
brought into play by the French in the
Mediterranean should occasion arise,

The British Mediterranean fleet has hith-
erto possessed. sixteen destroyers, but four
of these are at present, owing to Incurable
defects and a collision, placed hors de com-
bat.

According to an estimate framed by an
officer of the fleet, the very smallest num-
ber of destroyers required on the station
to ensure safety is 54, allotted as follows:

Sixteen to cover fleet.

Eight to cover northern flank or watch
Algerian coast.

Eight for cruiser squadron,

Eight to watch the Dardanelles.

Eight at Gibraltar,

Six In reserve.

It must be remembered that during the
early part of the South African war a Sys-
tem of patrols was established between
Portsmouth, Gibraltar and the Cape, undl
several ships were withdrawn from the
Mediterranean fleet to furnish this service,

KRegarding the corn crop situation, which
bas been used as a bear card during the
week, and which is really am important
Yactor in the stock market at the present
juncture, The New ¥York Post says: “It Is
true that the corn crop scare was prema-
gure. When the crops of the Missouri Val-
ley were burned up by the hot wave of
1494, there was almost unbroken drought
from the middie of June to the middle of
August. No rain fell, apart from useless
passing showers. The condition of the
rorn erep, which the government placed at
95 for July 1, fell to 69 in August, and to
B3, at the opening of September. In the
end, altho four million acres more had
Deen planted than in 1893, fifteen and a
Dalf million acres, or one-fifth of the total
planted area, wus plonghed up or cut for
odder. This precedent was enough “o
cause some fright, even If it Is only the
thermometer ougside the New York Pro-
duce Exchange which has passed 100 Fah-
renheit. But conditions are not at all an-
aloge this year, with 1894, TUnlike that
«rop, e growing corn this year began
with more than sufficient moisture. The
drought has not been long, and it has al-
ready been broken by rains, which, at
points such as Iowa and Des Moines,
brought a fall of three-quarters of an inch
in 24 hours.”

Failures This Year,

Reports to R. G. Dun & Co. show com-
mercial failures for the half year of 1901,
5,304, with liabilities of $71,644,244, against
53&2 in the same moaths last year for
;100,519,134. After deducting the 45 bank-
ing defaults for $15,839,554, and 305 broker-
age failures with liabilities of $9,249,435,
there remain of strictly commercial insol-
vencies 1265 in manufactaring for $21,691,-
048 and 4189 traders owing $24,854,207;
which compare most favorably with 1152
nanufacturers for $24,605,465,and 3915 trad-
ers owing $29,019,641 last year. By a curi-
ous coincidence liabilities in each of the
Tour classes varied little from $25,000,000
}u 1900, altho in number the extremes were
30 and 8916. This year the disasters from
speculation and among financial - institu-
tions were much smaller in amount, altho
more violent fluctuations In prices have
oceurred, and the market passed thru a
panic that in former years would have
caused many suspensions. Aside from a
few of exceptionally reckless speculators
there were few assignments, aund the
quick revival of quetations bore testimony
to the inherent strength of securities and
general confidence in the future.

Total liabilities of failures in the second
quarter of 1901 were $7,602,282 less than in
t.l_ge first quarter of this year, and $17,623,-
675 less than in the same meonths of 1900,
while the average liability per failure was
sinaller than in the corresponding quarter
of any other year since these records were
begun in 1875, with the single exception of
1849. .Another gratifying exhibit is made
by the table showing defaulted liabilities
to each firm In business. Duaring the second
quarter of 1901 this ratio was only $20.33;
by no means a. heavy burden for solvent
firms to bear. Only seven out of the pre-
ceding 105 quarterly periods made a more
favorable record.

Geographlically considered, there appears
an increase in number of defaults in New
Eugland, almost wholly in Massachusetts
and Connecticut, but the amount of liabili-
ties was not proportionately swelled, altho
a few heavy losses occurred in some mauu-
facturing branches. In New York there
were many more small failures, but the
single brokerage insolvency for $13,000,900
last year more than balanced a few heavy
losses in 1901, and made the total more
than double this year's figuresg, Maryland
alone of the Southern States made a less
satisfactory exhibit than in 1900, while a
small increase in number at the West was
accompanied by a large decrease in amount
of defaulted liabilities.

Canadian Failures,

Canadian failures for the first half of
1901 numbered 672, against 700 last year,
and 587 in 1899. Aggregate labilities were
$5.580,926, against $5,012,042 in 1900, and
§5,636,340 two years ago. Aside from the
entire absence of banking defaults there
was nothing noteworthy in the half year's
record. A féw large failures swelled the
total amount of manufacturing indebted-
ness considerably above last year's, al-
tho fewer failures occurred. Quebec's ex-
(~(;e~rh~d the other provinces in commerec'al
disasters, owing to large losses in trading
concerns.

False to Their Traditions.

The Liberal party, who were free traders
a few years ago, who denounced our gxl»
penditures as extravagant, who proml:‘(.

made, have violated every principle th‘e)
professed, while in opposition. And yet
what answer did Laurier give to his cri-
ties? It was this: ‘“We are here, you are
there, and what are you going to do about
it?’  We belleve the people of Clna’da
are honest and want hones! rulers. Pic-
ture the sitwation of the honest Liberals
in 1896 and now. Quoting the figures of
The Globe, the speaker showed that the
customs and inland revenmue receipts have
largely increased, and yet the governme:t
has expended the increased receipts lavish-
ly. without making wise provision for a
reduction of the debt. He was sausfled
many honest Liberals fell chagrined and
humiliated that their party has not proved
true to its traditions. He pointed to the
record in Ontario. Previous to the
last Dominion election, the party had &
majority of 12 seats in the province, and
this was converted into a miinority of 19 or
20. Mr. Wallace was proud of Ontarlo,
which represents the intelligence, honesty
and public sentiment of the Dominion.

“We faced in Quebec,” he went on, “a
solid vote against us. On what ground?
On the ground that Laurier was one of
their own nationality.”

Men of Questionable Loyalty.

‘““We find men controlllng the affairs or
the country whose loyalty has been ques
tionable In the past. In 1891 tRey were
sailing mighty close to tregson when they
favored discrimination against Britaw,
and we found leoyal men flocking to the
great Conservative party whose alleglance
has never swerved. A year 2go, wheu
the Empire was stirred to ifs centre, when
the flag was belng torn down In South
Africa, when the enemies of Britain found
her unprepared for fighting, when every|
portion of the Empire was flocking to the
assistance of the Mother County, Canada
lagged behind, not because the people were,
disloyal, but because her rulers aad to be]
shown the path of duty.”

Continuing in this strain, Mr. Wallace

emphasized the humiliaging position of
Canada, and then went on to -{iscuss the
disloyal utterances of Mr. larte in KFrance.!
And to think, said he, that men like these/
are ruling the people of Canada. 'l‘ue’
government of to-day does uot represent
the loyal people of Canada; it has been |
derelict in its duty in respect to the Em-|
pire. We find that the little colony of|
New Zealand has sent seven contingents
to South Africa, and the other day, when,
a patriotic Canadian offered to raise a cofn-l
tingent, he was compelled to relinquish|
the task because the powers that be are
not in sympathy with the loyal sentiment,
“ofi the country. One of the trusted mem-
bers of the Liberal party is in London
predicting that the loyal sentiment or
Canada will evaporate and the party he
represents will  eventually predominate.;
They are all too dominant to-day.

Turning to the railway deals which have|
been engineered during the life of the gov-|
ernment, Mr. Wallace asked if Mackenzie
& Mann were to be the only beneficiarles|
of the Yukon deal.

Incapacity of the Government,

Incapacity was written all over the deeds|
of the Liberal government. The census
is a recent example, and he believed when|
the bills begin to come in they will be|
double what they were ten years ago. He|
pointed to the -‘‘confidentielle’” clrcular,!
and the eircular sent by the Arcuhlshop’
ol fuebec to the priests as evidences or
wr¢gng-dolng. The threat that the repr&}
sentation of Ontario would be reduced by |
eight or nine as a result of the census |
was causing considerable unrest.

The speaker objected to the government|
spending money to bring undesirable peo-f
ple to Canada, and touched upon Mr.!
Tarte's promises of lavish expenditures in|
various parts of the country. !

The power of the corporatiens was a|
menace to Canada. Not only the Legis-|
lature, but the Parliament of Canada, is|
completely under the tontrol of these in-|
filuences. The great franchises belong to|
the people and should be held and worked
by the people, thru the municipalities or
the local or Dominion governments., It
we don't hold them we will find those
liberties of which we boast taken from us.

Recalling the “Bolt.”

Government of Corraption. {
J. W. Bt. John of Toronto was the next

speaker. He belleved th® Independent
Liberals and Conservatives demand that
the province should be governed on moral
lines. To-day we are governed by admit-
ted and permitted corruption, and if the
government is unable to cope with admit-
ted corruption in Its own party it shouid
be dismissed. Mr. Ross cannot trifte
with corruption in elections, and the ex-
ceedingly frosty reception given the Min-
Isters on their recent tour was a testl-
mony of adverse public opinion. Mr. St.
John characterized as a dellberate false-
hood the statement of the Premier that he
had appointed a commission to enquire In-
to and report on alleged corruption In
elections, as the commission merely had
power to enquire into the conduct of the
returning officers, deputies and poll clerks.
