Philadelphia, Sept. 28.—President SUMMARY OF COAL STRIK

Mitchell of the United Mine Workers'
to-night gave out the following state-
ment:

“The recent utterances of Mr. Baer,
spokesman of the anthracite coal trust;
Mr. Hewitt and other interested per-
sons, disclose a well-defined purpose to
confuse and cloud the real cause which
resulted in the coal strike and an at-
tempt to divert attention from the
‘actual issues involved; however, mis-
Jeading as are their utterances, it is a
relief to know that they now admit
that the public has rights and interests
which cannot be ignored with impun-
ity, and inasmuch as the public must
pe the final arbiter of the coal strike,
it is imperative that it shall not be
deceived by statements which are at
variance with the facts, with the pur-
pose of correcting some of the false
impressions and misropresentat)ons
contained in the statements of the gen-
tlemen referred to, I issue this letter.

Comparison of Wages.

“Mr. Baer states that the wages paid
in the anthracite coal regions are, com-
pared with the wages paid in like em-
ployment, fair and just. By ‘like em-~
ployment’ Mr. Baer must refer to
bituminous coal mining. I am willing
and prepared to demonstrate that
wages in the bituminous coal fields are
from 20 to 40 per cent. higher than
those paid for similar classes of work
in the anthracite fields. The fact is
that the minimum wage received by
any class of adult mine workars in the
goft coal mines is 26 1-4 cents per
hour, while the minimum wag~2 paid to
boys is 12 1-2 cents per hour; in the
anthracite coal mines men performing
precisely the same labor receive framn
13 to 20 cents per hour, while boys
are paid as low as 5 cents per hour,
and rarely receive to exceed 8 cents
per hour. The bituminous miner works
a maximum of 8 hours per day, which
is two hours less than men in the
anthracite field are required to work:
moreover, the anthracite miar worker
labors under the further disadtantage
of being more liable to be ki‘;led cr
injured, the casualties being ) per
cent. greater in the anthracite than
in the bituminous mines.”

“There could be no grosser perver-
sion of truth than the assartion of the
operators that the Mine Workers'{'nien
is a lawless organization.

}‘m"im for increased wages and im-
Toved environment, Mr, Baer declared
that he cannot possibly pay an increase
in wages that would amount to 10 or
15 cents per ton to the miners, but he
and the allied presidents admit thai
they can afford to sacrifice, temporar-
ily, a.large market and lose millions of
dollars rather than pay this increase:
nevertheless, without advancing the
miners’ wages one cent the operators
did raise the market price last year
from 30 to 50 cents per ton, and at

“Mr. Baer claims that the average
| pay per working day in his mipes is

ploye, or an average of $7.05 per week;
| thus, as a result of the strenuously op-
posed and bitterly regretted advance
wrung from the operators by the strike
of 1900, the average adult employe of
the Reading Coal and Iron Company
is permitted to spend upon himself, his
wife and his childpen, the munificent
sum of $1.01 per day.

“In closing this statement, I desire
to say that gve have entered and are
conducting this struggle without malice
and without bitterness, Involved in this
fight are questions weightier than any
question of dollars and cents. The
present miner has had his day; he has
been cppressed and ground down, but
there is another generation coming up—
a generation of little children prema-
turely doomed to the whirl of the mill
and the noice and blackness of the
breaker. It is for these little children
we are fighting.

SUICIDE, DEATH, BIRTH.

Story of Ship That Brought New
Regiment to Halifax.

COAL IN BOSTON HARBOR,

Boston, Sept. 28.—If the coal strike is
jnot settled and the price of coal still
soars, it seems probable that attemps
!may be made to locate some of the coal
deposits in Boston Harbor and to dredge
for the coal.

L.arge quantities are said to lie be-
! tween Minot's Light and Boston Light,
jand if some means could be devised by
| which  this' coal could be raiged and
| brought ashore there would be 1uel and
'to_spare; enough to supply every furn-
ace and stove in Greater Boston for the
winter.

The heaps of black rock thus mingling
with the mud or with the yellow sands
at the bottom of Boston Harbor were
dumped there when some coal laden
boat went to pieces in a storm or col-
lision and was afterward washed to
pieces by the action of the tides.
| One old Boston pilot, who has watch-
;ed the wrecks off shore for a half cen-
tury, asserts that not merely thousands,
but tens of thousands, of tons of coal
lie buried around and just outside the
harbor.

Hundreds of tons of this coal have,
from time to time, been washed ashore
on the beach at Hull, Point Allerton and
along the Nantasket Point.

SNIPING AT SOLDIERS.

Olyphant, Pa., Sept. 28.—At 2 o'clock
this morning the camp was startled by
the firing of several shots not more than
100 yards from the headquartérs tent.
There was a hurried call to arms, and
Lieut. Cooper, in command of a com-
pany of soldiers, was sent to investi-
gate. A foreigner was captured just
outside the camp lines. He threw away
his gun as the soldiers came up.

The search was continued, and one of
the soldiers, while prodding his bayonet
in the tall grass, struck a second man,
who was in hiding. Both prisoners
were taken to the guard-house.

In a house near by the light was
suddenly extinguished and Lieut. Coop-
er went there and arrested two more
men, who were acting suspiciously.

At midnight several shots were fired
from a hill overlooking the g¢amp and
not more than a quarter of a mile from
the camp line. Capt. Merriman and a
squad investigated, but the strikers
had fled.

RECEIVER FOR RAILWAYS,

Boston, Sept. 28.—A committee of citi-
zens, headed by the publishers of a
Boston newspaper, yesterday sought re-
lief in the courts from the present coal
shortage and high prices by asking for
a receiver for the coal companies and
coal carrying roads. A bill in equity
was filed in the Supreme Court against
the following named corporations : The
Philadelphia and Reading Ralilroad
Company, the Central Railroad of New
Jersey ,the Lehigh Valley Railroad
Company, the Delaware, Lackawanna
and Western Railroad Company, the
Delaware and Hudson Company, the
New York, Ontario and Western Rail-
road Company, the Erie Railroad Com-
i pany, the Pennsylvania Coal Company
and the Philadelphia and Reading Coal
and Iron Company.

FRENCII CANADA AND FRANCE,

New York Sun: 1 i i
bercd st t will be remem

. . ; Sir Wilfrid Laurier, after
he collapse of the Conference of |
Colonial Premiers in London, proneed-[
ed to Paris, and there not only en-f
deavored to stimulate the growth of
French- commerce with the Dominion
by the offer of tariff concessions, but
strove to promote an outflow of French
emigration to Canada. It is, perhaps,
not surprising that the boulevard news-
bapers, which are not distinguished for |
accurate knowledge of anything beyond |
the boundaries of France, should have |
reared_upon Sir Wilfrid’s expressions
of racial good-will a fantastic struc-
tu're of political possibilities.

‘Po some British Imperialists, indeed,
Sir Wilfrid’s genial demonstrations on
the soil of his forefathers may have
seemed excessive or fll-timed. It is
certain that an outery would g0 up
from the ranks of British Conservatives
and of Mr. Chamberlain’s friends, if
a representative of the Afrikander
Bond were now to visit Amsterdam to
suggest a direct service of steamships
thence to Cape Town, to offer tariff
concessions to Dutch manufactures and
to ‘beg Holland to send colonists to Cape
Colony. The fact that such proposals
have béen made to France by Sir Wil-
frid Laurier was not unnaturally con-
strued by superficial Paris observers
to mean, first, that the French-Cana-
dda_n element of the Dominion's popu-
lation is too powerful to be coerced by
Great Britain, and, secondly, that, if
an attempt at coercion were made, the
French-Canadians would seek the sup-
port of France, as the Afrikanders,
under certain circumstances, might
Beek the support of Holland, but for
the notorious weakness of the Dutch
naval power. It is also true, as was
asserted by a correspondent of The
Republique, signing himself a ‘“French-
Canadian,” that, if a Governor General
of Canada should attempt to do what
was done the other day in Cape Colony,
that is to say, suspend by autocratic
fiat = the colonial constitution, that
Would be for French-Canadians “a day
of virile decisions.”

What .thé Paris newspapers fail to
understand is that the “virile decision,”
which, probably, would be taken in the
case supposed, would, in no evept,point
to reannexation to France, buf seould
contemplate either complete political in-
dependence or annexation to the United
States. Reannexation to France is
something that the French-Canadians,
as they are perfectly aware, could
not obtain if they would; and, what
is equally to the purpose, they would
not if they could. They could not,
because, - while the Monroe Doctrine
precludes us from interfering with
Canada, so long as it remains a de-
pendency of Great Bmitain, we should
not permit it to fall under the control
of another European power, and es-
pecially not of one possessing a great
standing arny, and, perhaps, unween-
ed from the aspirations which, for a
time, found vent in Mexico. Nor
would the French-Canadians be rean-
nexed to France, if such a thing were
possible, because, as forvent Catholics.
they detest that interference of the
State with the teaching functions of
the church which has been recently ex-
emplified in the French law regulating
religious associations. If French-Cana- |
dians, as Catholics, still look askance
on the proposal of annexation to the|
United States, it is largely because
their ecclesiastical leaders are ignorant
of the fact that, so far as our federal
constitution is concerned, any State in
the Union is at liberty to make any
given religion the established religion of
that State, and confen upon that relig-
ious organization the power of holding,
land in mortmain. No student of Am-|
erican history should need to be told
that particular types of religion were
by law established in several of the
United States at the time when, by ac-
cepting the constitution framed at Phila-
delphia, they entered the present Union,

The Sharp Reaction on Wall Street,
the Partial Recovery and Hints
for the Future. .

CANADIAN STOCKS ARE SYMPATHETIC

Market Gossip for the Week, With
Stock and Money Market
Quotations.

World Office,

Saturday Kvening, Sept. 27.
Traders in Wall-street specialties have re-
ceived a severe jar during the week, suiffi-
cient at least to bring them to a recogui-
tion of the use of common sense, even in
stock speculation. Many are bewailing the
fact that they have been caught Joug of
the market, and characterize the reaction
during the first portion of the week as a
break. Taken jn conjunction whh the
epormeus advances that have }n en made
by a large majority of the New York list
during the past three months, the setback
appears to be of a mlid character to any-
one who stops to compare values. Stocks
can be freely gelected that have advanced
from 30 to 50, and even 10V, per cent., and
in scarcely any case does the reaction repre-
sent one-quarter of the Increases. ‘Lhe
descent, altho comparatively small, Is of
larger dimensions than at any time since
the upward campaign was Inaugurate:l.
The drop wag moreforceful, no doubt, from
the fact that very many traders had jn-
cautiously overstepped their resources, and
bad the unpleasant duty to perform of
throwing over some of their holdings to
protect others. Notes of warning of some
such happening have frequently been made,
but the advice has passed unheeded, owing
to the allurements held out. by tape quota-
tions. Many can be met who apparently
find some solace in holding post-mortems,
but such methods of reasoning will not
restore losses, and might act as a barrjer
to assuming a profitable position for the
future. The momentous question jugt now
is to declde which way the market wiil
move for any prolonged period. A ecasual
scrutiny of the New York market will re-
veal the sympathetic action of groups »>f
stocks, and under some conditions sach ¢
synchronal action thruout the list. The
recent weakness ig example enough of the
latter statement, and evidences of the for-
mer are of frequent occurrence. Are the
conditions at the present time sufficient
to call for. united action, and, if so, ¥hich
direction will the action take? It has bren
very evident of late that the public (l.=.,
the large body of traders not included as
insiders and professionals) have been very
heavy purchasers of stocks, and, if an esti-
mate can be reached by the quantity held
thru Toronto brokers, it I8 doubtful, as was
expressed last week, whether a scarcity in
free long stocks was not making jtself felt.
Admitted for the sake of argument that
such a contingency had arrived, the con-
certed action of the banks and big Inter-
ests early in the week Is sufficlent to ac-
count for the course of the market. Tradoers
who could not be induced to part with
their holdings on a reaction of a point or
two readlly. let go when prices tumbled
three or four times that amount. Whether
such conclusions are warranted or not,
there is no gainsaying the fact that the
supporting pools have been able to make
money both ways of the market during the
week. To get down te the abeorbing topic
gu.xt now—the monetary gituation—the out-
ook certainly does not appear to be at all
favorable. The suggestions of Secretary
Shaw (and may these not be for market
purposes?) are admitted to be of but trm-
porary character. The demand for erop
purposes ean have scarcely yet made itself
felt. Only when the farmer commences to
market his grain wlll funds be necessary
to recompense him for his produet, and
returns from extraneous sources will ony
be started when drafts are made against
shipments for outside points. It Ig appar-
ent that It js not a lack of wealth that is
the disturbing factor, but a lack of cur-
rency, of anything like equal proportion.
The time money rate now asked by the
banks is not by any means reassuring, and
is of itself fully sufficlent to retard any
further enlargement in stock values. Tho
this might be the meost potent factor in
the matter, the coal strike and public sen-
timent cannot be ignored In reviewing the
sitnation. News from the coal districts is
very contradlctory, and, altho there seems
to be but one view as to the end
of the strike, very wserious - complications
ere not unlikely before ghipping is again
renewed by the operators. After the sho~k
received this week, It will be with djmi-
culty that the public can be induced to re-
enter the market to the extent of past com-
mitments, and many of those now in will
avail themselves of the first opportunity to
get out. Those in charge of operations at
New York are keen judges of human na-
ture, and are not counting on releasing
those suspended in the market, unless for
special reasons. After a careful review of
the circumstances at present surrounding
the situation, it lookg very much as tho the
tide had turned. When there will be a rt-
sumption of activity and higher prices
future events will have to declde. Each
individual ghould endeavor to decide for
himself whether his investment represeats
value for money received. Investors‘ who
are gble to protect themselves against ad
verse conditions, and who are interegted fn
stocks that are not unnecessarily Inflated,
might regard the outlook with equanimity.
Speculators with only moderate margins
oceupy a delieate position, and should take
the first opportunity of freeing themselvos
from a not too safe state. Those playing
for qulck turns Il no doubt have. ample
opportunity’ for éxercising thelr Ingenuijty.
The market will be very susceptible to bad
news from this out, and the short side will
afford opportunities for profits. Indiserimi-
nate selling mjght not prove altogether pro-
fitable, however. There are many stocks
that appear to have heen earried away
ebove intrinsic values, and sales of such
as these on hard spots would appear to
be dictated by discretion. Falling further
anfavorable news, a quiet, sagging market,
with moderate rallies, will likely be seea.
To-day’s bank statement was another evi
dence of the market's apparent sole de-
péndence on this one feature.

REMOVING BEEF TARIFF.

Those who bave been recommending that
the United States duty of 2 cents a pound
on meat be removed must feel discouraged,
because they cannot help but have noticed
that the duty question has been negiected
in the discussion of the more important
recommendation that the farmers of the
East devote more attenidon in future to
producing cattle, says The Butchers’ Ad-
vocate. The South has become very en-
thusjastic over the cattle-producing possi-
bilitieg of that section of the country, and
here in the East there is every evidence of
a determination on the part of our farmers
to make money on cattle. Thig booming 6f
the cattle business was the logical outcome
of recent agitation against high prices, and
the removal of the duty on foreign meat
should not have been seriously considerad
at any stage of the controversy. All that
the removal of the tariff would do would
be to tempt foreigners to organize refriger-
ator gervice to enable them to come here
to take away from American farmers the
chance they now have of raising cattle for
the home market. The tariff on beef could
not be repealed before the close of 1903 or
early in 1904, and the law would not he-
come operative until after July 1, 1904—
nearly two years hence. By that time, and
long before then, the condition of the beef
market will have changed, and prices will
have receded to the normal rate, but the
injury that could be inflicted on farmers by
beginning to monkey with the tariff would
contjnue at least four years, and by that
time the Western cattle-growers would
have become so discouraged that they
would be out of the business, and the meat
industry would be in & muddle that would
bring disaster to everyone connected with
it.—~Chicago Drovers’ Journal.

Beware, He Says, of Those Running
Printing Presses Only,

St. Paul, Minn.,, Sept. 28,—“Many
people are apprehensive of the great
industrial enterprises which are being

carried on in this country, and well they
may be, for there are so-called indus-
trial enterprises whose only industry is
in T™unning printing presses to print
shares of stock.”

Thus spoke James J. Hill. president of
the Great Northern Railway and the
Northern Securities Company, before a

Fair at Elbow Lake. The railroad mag-
nate, who has himself been accused of
having the public welfare little at heart,
referred to the Krupp and Carnegle
steel works as examples of enterprises
that are right. The Leather Trust and
the Bicycle Trust and other combina-
tions of capital, Mr. Hill sald, were
among those which are not intended to
be prosperous.

“When you put them all together there
is no harm in the entire mass,” con
tinued President Hill; “but if the ob-
Ject is to get something for nothing—to
get something that does not belong to
them—to get money
man’s pocket, the money he has work-
ed for, and put it into their own pock-
ets—if that is the object, then it is all
wrong. But some of these great enter-
prises are absolutely sound and right.

““‘Some people advocate, and our Presi-
dent advocates, turning everything over
to Congress. What sort of a Congress
would we have after a while if all the
business of the country were turned
over to it? I think they would be doing
business in the halls of Congress, but
the busindss they would do would not
bring the business to you) that you
want.

“I think I should hold every man re-
sponsible for himself and his own acts.

This is not the first,
time a Canadian jury has refused to
accept the testimony of a Pinkerton,
agent, even when it was apparently cir-
roborated.
