United Kingdom. The emigration from the
United Kingdom during the teu years ending
the 31st December, 1846, amounted to 856,
302 persons, giving an average of 5,639 em-
igrants a year. During the years 1847 and
1248, the number of emigrants was 258,270
and 248,089 respectively, being nearly double
the largest number that had emigrated in any
previous year. During the year 1849 the
emigration had reached the unprecedented
number of 209,493 persons, of which number
260,817 proceeded to North America ; 219,
1530 went to the United States, and 41,367 to
Jritish North America.  The commissioners
estimate that in 1849, exclusive of cabin pas-
sengers, £1,743,500 was capended on emi-
gration, of which only =300 was paid
out of public funds, leaving more than
£1,500,000 as the probable amount provided
out of private or parochial funds.
