Acadia Pictou Soft Coalcoal.Every New Brunswick elector should 
read carefully Hon. C. W. Robinson’s 
analysis of the public accounts, which is 
printed in this issue of the Times. Hon. 
Mr. Robinson shows that when the 
items are' properly grouped they reveal 

increase of nearly $700,000 in the 
provincial debt last year, without taking 
account of the liabilities from guaran­
teeing railway bonds. Hon. Mr. Rob­

It is to be noted that while they are all Items of an extraordinary nature, 
they are all so classified by the auditor except one, the receipt from the Dominion 
government for fishery claim, and the reason is apparent.

Notwithstanding the receipt during the year of the timber license bonuses 
and the fishery claims, the province has gone behind nearly $700,000. Without 
these unusual receipts we would have had to record an added debt of nearly 
$1,000,000.

There has been an increase in receipts from most of the usual items ex­
cept the liquor licenses and the Dominion subsidies. Unfortunately for the prov­
ince the Dominion subsidy is fixed on the basis of population. If the Fathers of 
Confederation had been gifted with a little more foresight and planned these sub­
sidies In some relation to the customs revenues the provinces would be in better 
circumstances today. What the provinces are receiving is a very poor return for 
what they gave up at that time. The tenitorial revenue would seem to indicate 
a falling off in the quantity of lumber cut on'crown lands, as the increase is not 
what we expected from the increase in the rate of stumpage from $125 to $150. 
It may be that we have passed the high water mark in this industry and a re­
duction in the revenue may be expected.

On their return yesterday from St. 
John, N. B-, where they had gone at the 
invitation of Hon. J. D. Hazen, Min­
ister of Marine and Fisheries, to see the 
improvements' effected and intended at 
the j>ort, Farquhar Robertson, vice- 
chairman of the board of harbor com­
missioners, and Colonel Labelle, con­
cluded what they had found to be a 
most enjoyable and interesting experi­
ence.

No appreciable increase has been made in the road mileage of the province.
Permanent roads are still only a dream. Complaints about bad roads are 

still numerous. Two new road laws have been tried in the past six years and 
another try seems necessary.

The expenditure of so large a proportion of the provincial budget calls for 
greater care as to methods of letting contracts, the selection of qualified and 
reliable inspectors and a searching inspection of accounts rendered. A more de­
tailed statement might well be published at this time and would he mpre in­
teresting a'nd useful than many of the items given in the annual statement

The statement published only gives actual payments and receipts for the 
year, and no statement is ever made of the liabilities incurred and outstanding 
at the dose of the year, as for example, the amount required to complete con­
tracts entered into, or even the amount actually owing for work done and not 
settled for. Judging from the magnitude of the operations of the department of 
public works a very large amount is still outstanding in this one department

The statement does not leave much room for optimism. Thqugh the re­
ceipts have been very largely increased, and under prudent management might 
have been made to meet all the needed expenditures, we find that the expen­
diture has grown out of all proportion to revenue. At the present rate of ac­
celeration we will soon be on the. rocks.

John, and so well known in connection 
with community welfare work, has been 
the centre of a political storm of some 
magnitude in the city of Detroit. Mrs. 
Arthur has done more for playgrounds 
in Detroit than any other woman, being, 
like her sister, the late Miss, Mabel Pet­
ers, an enthusiast in all matters relating 
to child welfare. As a result very large­
ly of her efforts, a recreation commis­
sion has been appointed in Detroit with 
greater powers t/mn have been given to 
any sucli commission il» any other Am­
erican city. The sections of the charter 
amendment which set forth its powers 
are as follows:—

“It shall be the duty of the recreation 
commission to manage, direct and care 
for whatever provisions are made by 
the city for playgrounds, playflelds, in­
door recreation centers, debating clubs, 
gympasiums, public baths, and to make 
the necessary inspections as provided by 
the ordinances of the city for maintain­
ing wholesome and moral quality of all 
forms of commercial recreation for w.iicli 
licenses are'required by the city.

The commission shall have power to 
inspect all forms of commercial recrea­
tions, such as theatres, moving picture 
shows, pool and billiard halls, bowling 
alleys and other commercial recreation 
places for which license is now required 
by the ordinances of the city, or for 
which license shall be required by future 
ordinances, and such licenses shall be is­
sued only on the written recommenda­
tion of said recreation commission that 
such recreation place for which license 
is sought is furnishing recreation of a 
wholesome and moral quality.”
