Boston, Feb. 22—Rum Row of six 

vessels, one of these a steamer, and 
the others sailing craft, is lying about 
18 miles off Cape Ann with a coast 
guard cutter and a coast guard motor 
boat standing guard to prevent traffic 
with the shore, according to reports 
received at coast guard headquarters 
here from Captain Wheeler, of the 
coast guard cutter Tampa. The Tam­
pa has been keeping in touch with the 
rum fleet for several days, lost touch 
with them, and picked them up again 
off the cape.

1 hree vessels have been identified 
but names of the others could not be 
made owing to thick fog. The British 
steamer Newton City is the largest 
craft in the row. The British schooners 
Douglas B. Conrad and Marjorie Back- 
man also were identified. In a mes­
sage yesterday before losing touch with 
the fleet in a storm, Capt. Wheeler re­
ported that two French schooners were 
Included in the six.

"That His Majesty will build

New York, Feb. 22.—The “electric 
furnace man” machine which feeds 
coal automatically into the furnace and 
which also removes the ashes, is a 
principal object of attention at the an­
thracite exhibition, of the general com­
mittee of Anthracite Operators here. 
The exhibition, designed to show do­
mestic consumers of anthracite how to 
use the cheaper and smaller sizes in 
present installations, will continue un­
til April 1.

The automatic furnace feeding ma­
chine consists of a large hopper which 
may be filled with about 250 pounds 
of coal. A revolving worm-driven car­
rier conveys the coal to the furnace. A 
blower gives air to the grate and makes 
a forced draught. The machine can 
be adjusted to bum as little as two 
pounds of coal an hour. Gravity is 
responsible for the dropping of the 
ashes to ariother worm-driven carrier 
and the residue is dumped into the ash 
can near by.

The machine does away with hand­
firing and the removal of ashes. The 
amount of coal fed to- the furnace is 
regulated from the kitchen or dining 
room by means of an automatic at­
tachment.

Because of the oil scandal in the 
United States, says the Ottawa Jour­
nal, “the usual horde of uninformed 
critics are rising to denounce dishonest 
politicians.” But it points out that 
this Is the first time an American of 
Cabinet rank has been charged with 
such an offense since the Belknap 
Scandal In the administration of Presi­
dent Grant, and that the record in 
Great Britain and in Canada is equally 
clean.

The point is well taken. It would 
be much more profitable for the critics 
to discuss the demoralizing influence of 
allowing great natural resources of 
wealth to be exploited for private ad­
vantage instead of being conserved for 
the nation.

Holton, a mOdest watchmaker of this 
town, who has been studying watch 
springs for about a quarter of a cen­
tury and keeping a careful record of 
all watch spring breakages which have 
come to his attention, has just an­
nounced the discovery of why watch 
springs break.

Briefly, it is the result of winding 
one’s watch at night, instead of in 
the morning.

Spring Gives Way

After carefully recording 75 watch 
spring breakages during a period cov­
ering a number of years, Mr. Holton 
found 70 occurred following the wind­
ing of the watch at night. From this 
fact, and other confirmatory expert 
evidence, Mr. Holton has worked out 
this solution:

Situation Regarded as Na­
tional Menace "by Ship­

ping Men.

Shipyards of the United States pro­
duced 96 per cent, less tonnage last 
year than they did in 1919 and 1920, 
says the bi-monthly Bulletin of the 
American Bureau of Shipping, which 
warns that unless we maintain ade­
quate shipbuilding facilities we shall 
be “as Impotent as jellyfish” to defend | 
our shores from foreign attacks. I

In connection with the shipbuilding 
situation the article says: “Deflation: 
is hardly the word for such a tremen-1 

dous drop — ‘scourged’ would more' 
nearly be descriptive. Probably there 
has never before In the history of the 
world been such a tremendous setback 
to any basic industry. Compared with 
the agricultural Interests, from which 
so much justifiable complaint has been 
made, the shipbuilding Interests of this 
country, which have suffered in silence, 
may well be termed post-war martyrs.

“Many millions of capital and scores 
• of thousands 

ally thrown ont of their original em­
ployment. The dollars remain unem­
ployed and non-productive, but fortu­
nately for them, many of the men 
have drifted Into other lines, princi­
pally the building industry, which is 
still in an inflated condition.
Depreciation Is Rapid.

“There is no denying that American 
shipbuilding has been thoroughly de­
flated and now there is but one direc­
tion to look, and that is upward. Man­
kind, wherever located, must depend 
for the necessities and luxuries of life, 
to a large extent, on water transpor­
tation. Ships for the most part are 
constructed of ferrous metals which 
begin to disintegrate as soon as placed 
in the structure. Hence, in the natural 
order of events, new ships must be con­
structed to carry on trade by water, 
and to replace existing vessels worn 
out by the ravages of time.

“Already there are evidences of a 
revival in this nationally important 
industry. The vast tonnage belonging 
to the Shipping Board is growing less 
effective as each ebbing tide carries 
seaward minute portions of the idle 
vessels. Every passing day of unem­
ployment makes the usefulness of the 
present fleet less and less.

•Many worn out vessels, privately 
owned, are being sold to Europe for 
scrap to make up deficiencies In iron 
production in the Ruhr Valley. Tanker 
tonnage, which constitutes practically 
one-third of our seagoing merchant 
marine, is now all employed, and this 
coming year Is bound to see contracts 
for new oil carriers to meet the de­
mands of our enormous consumption 
of gasoline and other petroleum prod­
ucts. From all indications the present 
year will see the commencement of the 
long delayed conversion of the best of 
our government vessels to oil engines 
In place of steam."

ARE DOING WELL

Lumber Cut Is About Fin­
ished, Says J. W. 

Brankley.

The lumber cut on the Miramichl 
and the North Shore In general has 
been about completed, according to J. 
W. Brankley, general manager for New 
Brunswick and Maine of the Mira- 
mtchi Lumber Company, who was in 
the city last night. The logs had been 
hauled and yarded on the banks of the 
streams, he «aid. and by the end of the 
first week of March would be ready to 
dump into the streams.

Lumbering conditions, he «aid, had 
been very favorable all during the win­
ter. The woodsmen received higher 
wages during the last winter than they 
have for several years. Asked if there 
had been any scarcity of woodsmen 
du,e to the heavy drafts recruited for 
the Maine and northern Ontario woods, 
iie said that there had not been, but 
the fact that there was a demand in 
this direction had been one of the 
causes why the woodsmen’s wages had 
been exceptionally high.

Although at the meeting of the 
Canadian Lumbermen’s Association 
held In Buffalo a few weeks ago the 
prevailing spirit had been most optim­
istic,. yet Mr. Brankley said last night 
that although the Immediate future 
did not seem so bright as it was paint­
ed, yet there were a .few stray glim­
merings of light appearing which per­
chance pointed to a good summer.

The Miramichl Lumber Company 
had made a change in their mills in 
Chatham, Mr. Brankley said. The 
rossing mill, or the American mill as 
it was called, has been closed, and part 
of the rossing machinery removed to 
the Morrison mill, just above the town, 
which would in future be operated as 
a rossing mill. This latter mill has 
been cutting lumber for several years.

It was expected, Mr. Brankley said, 
that the Morrison mill would run to 
full capacity during the summer unless 
a pulpwood embargo was put into ef­
fect

Asked for his opinion as to the sa­
gacity of the move in enforcing the 
embargo, Mr. Brankley said that it 
would be foolish at the present time. 
If the embargo were enforced, he said, 

great deal of lumber, which might 
otherwise be salvaged, would go to 
waste. He referred particularly to the 
budworm-affected trees. These trees, 
he said, were useless for lumber, but 
could be utilized as pulpwood profit­
ably.

a

Says Fishermen Did WeiL
Again he spoke of the burned areas 

which, he said, would yield good pulp­
wood but on which no merchantable 
lumber could be found. When the 
province had exhausted the supply of 
budworm-affected and fire-scorched 
trees, he said would be plenty of time 
to put an embargo on pulpwood, and 
that would be several years hence.

The fishermen of the North Shore, 
he said,, had been very fortunate all 
during the winter In making large 
catches of smelt, for which they re­
ceived very high prices.

Business Men of Eastern 

Canada Discuss Canadian 
Thrift Campaign

Montreal, Feb. 21—Formulating res­
olutions urging upon the Dominion 
Government the vital necessity of re­
ducing the national expenditures to a 
scale commensurate with the national 
Income, delegates from the leading 
boards of trade of Quebec and the 
Maritime Provinces were in session in 
the council chamber of the Montreal 
board here throughout the day.

The meeting, attended by lenders In 
eastern Canada’s business world, is 
part of the nationwide campaign insti­
tuted for the purpose of impressing 
upon the municipal, provincial and fed­
eral governments, and upon the people 
at large, the prime importance of se­
curing a reduction in debt and taxa­
tion through a comprehensive policy of 
economy.

Meetings, representative of the 
boards of trade, in each province of the 
Dominion, will he held in business cen­
tres across Canada and subsequently 
sessions, emblematic of the national 
scope of the organization, will be held 
in Ottawla where economy proposals 
will be formulated for presentation to 
day were behind closed doors and 
the Government.

The sessions here today were behind 
closed doors and while the resolutions 
approved will not be disclosed until 
the national gathering at Ottawa, It 
Is believed that one of the chief topics 
of discussion is the feasibility of edn- 
oating the general public to an appreci­
ation of the national position.

The possibility of Impressing the 
people with the necessity of not press­
ing the Government for expenditures 
other than for vitally necessary public 
works is also being dealt with. 
Through a series of balanced budgets 
the board of trade representatives hope 
for a reduction In the debt, lightening 
of taxation, an early return to com­
mercial and industrial prosperity and 
a reduction in the cost of living.

The charges levelled against Sapiro 
in the Regina newspaper were based 
on a letter from Joseph Pahsonncau, 
director of the markets for Colorado, 
that in the formation of the Wenatche, 
Washington, district association Sapiro 
was getting counsel fees from “both 
Sides of the fence.” Sapiro declared 
this untrue.
