URGES USE OF VEGETABLES.

Miss Abby L. Matlatt Gives Some Hints
to Housewives.
(N. Y. Times)

“Plenty of properly prepared vege-
tables are a great aid in keeping the
family well,” explains Miss Abby L.
Marlatt, director of home economics at
the University of Wisconsin, “but to
get best results the housewive must cook
green vegetables carefully.”

Here are some suggestions offered by
Miss Marlatt:

“If vegetables are wilted, they may
be freshened by soaking in cold water
for an hour before being cooked. If
the head and leaf vegetables ar soaked
head down in cold water, to which a
tablespoon of vinegar has been added,
the insects will drop out. .

“Use as little water as possible in
beiling green vegetables, and save the
water that is left for soups and sauces.
A large part of the minerals and value-
ble vitamines which promote the growth
of children dissolve out and are lost if
If the
| water is allowed to evaporate at the end
or the cookery, much food value is
saved.

“Cooking vegetables in a steamer over
a kettle of beiling water means a sav-
ing of mineral matter. Such vegetables
as spinach, celery, cabbage, cau iflowed
| and carrots may lose as much as 36
per cent. of their mineral matter inh
boiling. If these same vegetables are
steamed the loss is not more than 6 per
cent.

| the water is not saved for use.

flavor in vegetables may he
lessened if they sre cooked in amounts
of rapidly boiling water in open ket-
ties. This is true of cabbage, cauli-
flower and onions. Cabbage may be
‘cooked at the end of twenty minutes.
A longer time develops strong flavor
and hard water may darken the color.
strongly flavored vegetables should not
be cooked in the pressure cooker, be-
cause it emphasizes the flavor.

“Fresh green vegetables which consist
of leaves and stems may be cooked
without added water if heat is a{)plied
slowly, so that the water in the leaves
| escapes in such amount that the plant
%coks in its own juices.
|  “The time required for cooking de-
{ pends upon the method of cookery, the
age, kind and size of the vegetables. It
| is wise to cook the tough part first and
| add the tender portion later. .
“Delicately flavored vegetables, such
! as peas, string beans, squash and ruta-
| bages, may be served in their own juices,
i seasoned only by salt, pepper and butter.
| Carrots, celery and Summer squash may
i be improved in appearance and flavor
| by first cooking in water and then drajn-
|ing and covering with white sauce.”

 MORE FANS THAN
LONDON CROUNDS
AN ACCOMMODATE

Life in Army Thought to be
Cause for Increeased En-
thusiasm — 140 Firms in
Business House Sports As-
sociation,

London ,June 29—(Associated Press,
by Mail)—Enthusiasm for sport is
greater in London this season than ever
before, asserts the Evening News in an
article which declares that in and about
the city eadty, there are 55,000 tennis
players, 5,000 amateur cricket teams and
45,000 regular football players. Re-
juvenation by five years of army life is
_ advanced as one of the reasons for the
record-breaking keenness for outdoor
games. )

Every lawn tennis club has a long
waiting list, the newspaper states,
grounds for tennis, cricket and football
are at a premium, and the space avail-
able is hundreds of acres short of what
is required. A tour of the playing fields
indicates that there are'tens of thousands
who would join in if room could be
found for ‘them.

The London Playing Fields Society
has 125 tennis courts which accommodate
2,000 players. The number of courts is
five times that maintained by the
organization before the war, yet it could
have let them three times over for the
present season. There are 200 clubs in
Greater London affiliated to the Lawn
Tennis Association alone, controlling 20,-
000 players, while 80,000 players are
registered at the London County Council
courts.

The secretary of the Southern Coun-
ties Cricket Conference in which there
are 270 clubs from Greater London,
estimates that 5,000 acres are needed in
this sport. He estimates that the clubs
now owning their own grounds number
700. ¥

The sports club of one large catering
firm has 1,000 members and occupies 70
acres. One of the banks has spent 70,-
000 pounds on a sports ground in South
London. INustrative of the growth of
outdoor activities among commercial
companies is the fact that there are now
140 firms in the Business Houses Sports
Association, compared with 50 in 1910.

London is encircled by a great belt of
playing fields. One of the few pieces of
ground still available consists of a 20-
acre plot for which a railway company
wants 600 pounds an acre. ’

VODEL TOWN FOR
SIK SOLDERS

Proposed Location is 7,000-
Acre Tract Across River at
Kamloops.

G IR

Ottawa, July 14—A model town for
tubercular returned soldiers may be es-
tablished on a 7000-acre tract of land
across the North Thompson River, at
Kamloops, B. C., as a result of the in-
investigations of the sub-committee of
the special Parliamentory committee on
soldiers’ civil reestoblishment. The re-
port of the sub-committee indicates the
feasibility of the scheme and the De-
partment of the Interior, and Thomas
Adams, town plamning adviser, of Ot-
tawa, are collaborating in an endeavor
to have plans mapped out for presenta-
tion to the main committee on re-es-
tablishment at the next session of Par-
liament. The forecast of the plan indi-
cates that both industrial and agricul-
tural possibilities will be incorporated in

the model town. It is planned to build !

homes for soldiefs who require treat-
ment to make their cures permanent.
In these homes the men will be able to
live with their families.

The land across the North Thompson
River is now an Indian reservation, but
it is understood that arrangements are
under way whereby the Indians will be
accommodated elsewhere, and on terms
satisfactory to them. It is proposed that
the Government should retain the owner-
ship of land after the Indians have been
removed. The Government will, of
course, build the model homes and gen-
erally supervise and manage the run-
ning of the colony. The climate on
this tract, says a report on the subject,
is exceptionally dry and suitable for
those suffering from pulmonary troubles.

The closeness of the tract to Kamloops

makes it possible for the residents of

the colony to take advantage of the|

existing social facilities,’ while two rail-
ways make transportation and commun-
fcation assured.

The site of the proposed colony has
already been inspected by Thomas
Adams, the town planning adviser.

Mr. Adams suggests that an immed-

fate report should be made as to the|

water power opportunities on the tract
and on the availability of water for ir-
rigation.

Mr. Adams, in his report, expresses
himself as being convinved of the cura-
tive possibilities of the proposed model
town.

The reserve comprise 32,751 acres and
is valued in the vicinity of $1,000,000.

The plan is being supported by mem-
bers of Parliament, by the city of Kam-
lcops, and by the Great War Veterans’
Association, and by the hundreds of re-

_turned men who are suffering from tub-
edculosis.

It is expected that the Parliamentary
committee on soldiers’ civil re-establish-
ment will urge action in its report at

the coming session, and it is likely that

the spring of 1922 will see a start made
toward the construction of the town,
with all the necessary facilities for
treatment and for work.

WILL SACRICE
33000 HORSES

Too Expensive to Bring
Them from Mesopotamia,
They Will be Killed.

London, June 25—(Associated Press,
by Mail)—Horse lovers throughout the
country have been shocked by Colonial
Secretary Winston Churchill’s announce-
ment in the House of Commons that
80,000 army horses in Mesopotamia are
to be killed because it is too expensive
to bring them home.

It was explained that they are mainly
heavy draft horses for which there is no |
local use, and that they had to be fed on |
imported fodder. The nearest possible
markets are India or Egypt, but the!
difficulties and cost of transportation
thence are said to be prohibitive.

Shipping men say it costs £40 to£50
to bring a horse from the East to Eng-
land, not counting horsemen’s wages.

The War Office view is that it is bet-
ter for the horses to be killed humanely
and scientifically than to be left in the
hands of natives who would not care for
them properly, and no one would suggest
turning them adrift in the desert.

THEIR SAD REFRAIN

“Fall-ing wharves and fa-ding hopes—
Good-bye, harbor.”

This sad refrain, chanted in. the Sea-
men's Institute last evenipg by several
dejected citisens who see ruin ahead if
we fail to adopt the harbor commission
act, sounds strangely in the ears of a
people who have hitherto regarded the
harbor as the greatest asset of St. John.

The most significant fact about their
speeches is that they dealt with almost
everything but the commission act and
Mr. Ballantyne’s interpretation of the
act, which is that harbor revenue must
pay the cost of the commission, the cost
of improvements to come and improve-
ments already made. When Mayor
Schofield said that the city would be
relieved of the interest on the bonded
indebtedness he should have pointed out
that the burden is merely shifted to the
harbor, whose revenue must pay the bill.
Whatever relief the city might get would
be at the expense of harbor business,
for under the commission act the reve-
nue must meet all charges. If, as the
mayor says, it is necessary to. spend
$2,000,000 on repairs, that must come
out of harbor revenue. But what engi-~
neer has said this expenditure is neces-
sary? It is easy to say two million dol-
lars—and quite as easy to say five—but
on whose report is it based?

Let it be granted that trade is dull
at present. In what part of the world
is it otherwise? And are dull times to
last forever? Why the doctrine of de-
spair? = Why give away the harbor?

Commissioner Bullock made one state-
ment which is commended to the atten-
tion of the Globe. He said the ques-
tion had emanated from St. John. Hence
the Globe’s picture of a benevolent gov-
ernment yearning to give us harbor
eommission loses its attractiveness. But
who in St. John set the ball rolling—
and why? The citizens at large knew
nothing about it. And what is to be
the personnel of the harbor commission
when appointed?

The advocates of harbor commission
last evening did not avail themselves of
the opportunity to explain _the harbor
commission act. They did, however,
manifest a child-like faith in Mr. Bal-
lantyne, Mr. Wigmore and the govern-
ment—any government. Would it not
be better to have faith in the port of
St. John? Time was when that faith
wrought wonders.
As to the necessity of great improve-

HALIFAX VIEW OF
PROBLEM OF WAGES

(Maritime Merchant)
In the lumber department of this is-
sue of the “Merchant” there is a refer-

ence to the question of wages which |

is well worth noting. It is a statement
made by a labor operator that he is
now able to engage woodsmen at $30.00
per month and their board, whereas,
two seasons ago for the same class of
service he paid as high as $65.00.

The significance of the above state-

ment is that wages not subject to the
influence of labor Unions are rapidly

I deflating, and the question, we believe

is about the most important question
in Canada at present, is what is Union-
ized labor going to do with regara to
accepting a similar reduction in wages?
The answer we suspect, that is if the
recent action of the Typographical Union
in this and many other cities may be
taken as an indication of the attitude of
‘Unionized workmen, must be that such
a suggestion will not receive a cordial
reception.

The trouble with Unionized labor on
this continent at present, as it appears
to us, is that it is trying to lift itself
by its bootstraps. It is acting as
thought America were the whole world—
that it was disposed to overlook the
competition- of other countries, a com-
petition which this conitinent cannot
escape in its business, either at home or
abroad. Lower wages and longer hours
of work in Europe are bound to be
felt directly by Canadian factories striv-
ing to develop an export demand for
their products. :

But perhaps Canada’s exports trade
in manufactured goods it not of extra-
crdinary importance, o we shall not
elabotate that point. We shall confine
ourselves to the effect of European comn=
petition on our exports of natural pro-
ducts, such as grain, lumber, fish, coal,
etc. Now isn’t it a fair statement that
a foreign country competing with us,
which obtains supplies of clothing, fuel,
etc., for its workmen at a much lower
cost than ourselves, must have us at a
very serious disadvantage. Take the
case of the woodsmen referred to at the
beginning of this article. They evidence
their willingness to work for $30.00 a
month with their board, but ecan we ex-
pect them to continue to do this if the
cost of the things we eat and wear does
not decrease to meet the size of their
purse. We cannot understand why Un-
ionized labor does not see this, and fur-
ther why they do not recognize that
in a reduction in wages there are ulti-
mate benefits for themselves; For a re-
duction in the cost of living must follow
and this will benefit no. only those for
whom it was brought, but also those
who brought it. What difference does
it make whether you have $2.00 or $1.00,
if the purchasing power of the latter
is double that of the former.

One of the erying needs of the hour
we think, is that wage earners should
be brought to see that a drop in wages
does not necessarily involve a decrease
in the purchasing capacity of the indi-
vidual. It probably would be so tem-
porarly, but if by reason of Jower wages
2 man in®™the woolen mill could buy a
pair of shoes for $5.00 which of late have
cost him $8.00, is it not clear that in this
case his $5.00 bill is just as good as
$8.00 is at present.

“There is plainly much perplexity
here as to the ‘Anglo-Japanese treaty
and its renewal. I often hear the ques-
tion asked, what possible purpose can i
the treaty serve mow? Conditions have
wholly changed since 1914. There is'
good support for the suggestion that the
treaty should be denounced a year hence
and an agreement as to the problems and
policies of the Pacific be entered into
by Great Britain, Canada, Australia,
Japan, China and the United States.
Such an open and recorded understand-
ing as to national policies might well
clear the air for a generation or more
and permit us all to get on to our huge
economic tacks undisturbed.”

As to Economic Situation.

Questioned as to the economic situa-
tion, Dr, Butler replied:

“England is recovering finely from her |
war depression. The pessimism that
onc hears expressed relates rather to
what has happened to what seems likely
to happen. Taxes are enormous and
public expenditure. is still far too large,
The system/of doles ‘is’“more: demoralig-
ing and economiea deadening, but the
gettlement of the edal strike with its in-
troduction of profit-sharing on a large
scale in a basic industry is a long and
piomising step forward. .

“Many British Labor leaders are still
holding fast to utterly false economic
ideas, and until they are forced by -bit-
ter and costly experience to ¢ §' them
up, the labor situation in England will
not be satisfactory. There is no pos-
sihle substitute for work and there is
no possible source for wages or divi-
dends except product” Dr. Butler then
said: “As a life-long protectionist of the
school of Hamilton, Clay, Blaine and
McKintry, 1 should deplore any general
scheme of high tariff duties in. the
United States at the present time. Such
legislation can only be harmful alike
to agriculture and to industry. Our
pressing need now is for markets. We
are producing more than the home mar-
ket can consume, and the whole ‘world
is, for the first time, our debtor.

“With us labor is the best paid in the
world. Our once infant industries have
grown to be'giants, and diversification
of industry is well established. The next
step is to extend our trade in all the
markets of the world, and to help create
conditions that' will enable the debtor
nations to meet their obligations.

“No sound protectionist who is in
touch with the real facts of commerce
and industry can possibly favor a High
tarif under present conditions. Pro-
tection is made to an end, not an end in
itself.”

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PREDICTS DEFEAT
OF THE TURKS

Greek Commander - in - Chief
Has Great Confidence in
His Soldiers—Praise for the
American Y. M. C. A.

Smyrna, June 18.—(The Associated
Press, by Mail.)—A complete victory of
the Hellenic arms over the Kemalists
of Turkey in the next offensive was
predicted today by Major-General
Anastasios Papoulas, the commander-
in-chief of the Greek forces in Ana-
tolia.

His army, he declared, had been enor-
mously strengthened since the repulse
at Eskisbehr, and only by pure chance
could the Turks now be successful. He
further stated that his troops outnum-
bered the Kemalists by almost three to
one and that his ariny was so mobile
that it could attack at any point along
the 500-kilometer front.

The Greek generalissimo, whose ap-
pearance suggests the old civil war type
of soldier, received the correspondent
in the ancient Turkish barracks over-
looking Smyrna harbor. He had just
finished admonishing a group of officers
telling them that they must put aside
factional political feelings, think only of

The Greek commander-in-chief spoke
in high terms of the work of the Amer-
ican Young Men’s Christian Associa-
tion, which, he said, had canteens in
all parts of the zone from Smyrna to
the front.

“I cannot appraise in words the value
of their material aid and moral stimu-
us to our men. The best appreciation
of their devoted work is to be found in
the hearts of our soldiers themselves,
who look upon America as the protector
of the world and the chief bulwark of
democracy and humanity,” the general
declared.

The strength of the Kemalist forces
-was placed by General Papoulas at be-
tween 80,000 and 90,000. He did not
believe that they were receiving much
wssistance from either the Russian Bol-
sheviki or the Germans. He said he
was sure that his own arm was given
no material aid by the British, as has
been frequently asserted; but he knew
that the English military observers
with the Greek army were kindly dis-
posed and helpful.

tant in that if a degree of clarification
is discernable on the business horizon
now it probably portends rather more

! May Come From Railroads.

Purchasing Power Will Be Re-established

! When the settlement of these debts has

We learn, too, that when a female
sometimes has an extra large cargo of
eggs to deliver one meal is often not
sufficient.

of them. One might look forward to the
day when all mosquoitoes shall be de-

mosquitoes cannet come into the world-

They can breed only on stagnant water. '
But no such hope can be held out with
regard to the black fly. It does not
breed in stagnant water, but in the
swiftest running streams, and to abolish
them it would appear necessary to abol-
ish the streams as well.

The Wrigglers.

Says our authority, “The larvae, or
wrigglers, of the black fly- live attached
to smooth rocks or to almost any object
just beneath rapidly flowing water.
Where a mountain brook boils down
over a boulder bed or where it flows
swiftly in a thin sheet over a smooth,
worn side, in such places the larvae will
be abundant. But the streams of
meadows and of more level courtry
breed millions as well. Here every
grass blade that bends to lie just be-
neath. the surface of the water may
carry a dozen or a score of the wrig-
glers.”

because it is from the water that they
derive their nourishment as they strug-
igle up to blackflyhood. This food is
supposed to consist of microscopic por-
tions of animal matter.

The eggs must
have moisture, for if they dry out they
soon lose their vitality. Black flies have
been observed to actuallv go  under

The Best Protection.

We shall not detain you with a long
history of the black fly’s development,
nor what probably occupies its
thoughts in the months that elapse from
the time they are an egg until they be-
come the proud possessors of eggs of
their own. Sometimes the period does
not occupy more than five weeks. Some-
times it consumes six months, but what
happens-to a black fly that is born in
the fall we do not know. In the rdbrth,
as a rule, we have two generations of
black flies in a season.

GAMBLERS
FLOURISH DESPITE
STATE LAW

Baseball Pools Head List of
Unlawful Lotteries—“Tod-
dle” Tops, Motor Licenses
and Galloping Dominoes.

(New York Evening Post.)

If Dick Canfield, Pat Sheedy, or any
of their. famed associates of the old-
time gambling world returned ;to earth
today they probably would not be-
moan the restrictions that prevent a re-
establishment of  great permanent
gambling houses in New York. No,
indeed! They would, on the contrary,
proceed to reap a golden harvest ac-
cording to modern methods.

True it is that there are no long
gilded halls where year after year the
big roulette wheels spin to the tune
of :—

“Round and round the little ball goes;
Where it_will stop nobody knows.”
Nor do the faro dealers snap the
cards on dozens of green tables. But
there are hundreds of other methods
by which those who believe in the doc-
trines of “easy come, easy go” can put
their faith to the test.

There are no statistics on the total
amount of gambling losses in New
York year after year, but they run into
the millions. The operations fall into
two claseifications, the organized and
| the unorgamized.

| Baseball Heads List.

Of the organized gambling operations
which the police could effectually curb,
but do not, the sale of baseball lottery
tickets undoubtedly leads the list. The
World Digest of Reform News, basing
its figures on investigations, estimates
that $20,000,000 is expended annually on
this form of gambling. Most of this
money comes from large eastern cities.

Baseball pools are unlawful lotteries
on the anticipated scores of competing
teams. They offer great opportunity for
cheating on the part of the managers,
who may sell more tickets than is
equitable, charge an excessive price, re-
tain unclaimed prizes, and give only
enough minor awards to make an at-
{ tractive bait to draw in the gullible.
| The tickets come in sealed envelopes and
{the man who buys rarely gets a chance
to see what he is betting on. He takes
a shot in the dark, led on by the dream
that he may some day bring down a
“first high” of anywhere from $500 to
£5.000.

These lottery tickets are often sold
by poolrooms, barber shops, and sa-
oons. In New York City, however,
they are peddled extensively by agents
of the gamblers who go around among
the emploves of thousands of business
houses. 'The tickets sell at anywhere
from twenty-five to fifty cents. A con-
| siderable bit of this money goes as a
| commission to the agent. This has led
to the formation of private pools among
employes of many large firms. The or-
ganized pools breed thousands of others
among those who have “got the habit.”

Next to the baseball lotteries come
the clearing-house lotteries. These
pools are operated in the same manner,

{however, among the negroes in the
{Fast 135th street section. Many
| Ttalians also buy ticckets in such lot-
teries. The drawings take place in
{Italy. Some tickets from the Mexican,
{Cuban, French, and German lotteries
istill float into New York, but their
|se11ings are in no way comparable to

the baseball pools.
Bookmaking Goes On.

‘ Alahtough the racetrack laws have
supposedly put an end to bookmaking,
there are many who still ply their trade
surreptitiously. Racing charts, bets on
the horses, and tickets to racing lot-
teries can also be bought at many pool-
rooms, cigar stores, news-stands, and
clubs.

Punch boards and other petty gam-
bling devices are also displayed at
candy stores and like places. Frequent-
ly they operate openly without inter-
ference from the police. Most of the
gambling machines of the “nickel-in-
the-slot” type, with their interiors ad-
justed to insure a good “percentage,”
however, have ended either on the scrap
heap or on new hunting grounds in New
Jersey.

{" Organized gamblers who delight in
satisfying the cravings of those who love
to hear the poker chips click and the
. “bones” rattle still operate,
‘they have dispensed with most of the
'elaborate paraphernalia of the old days.
Some are able to maintain permanent
establishments, bt they are relatively
fow.” Most of them flit gayly from one
hotel room to another.

Any one who has an ardent desire to
make their acquaintance can generally do
so if he makes persistent inquiry among
bell-boys, porters, door-men, taxi-cab
drivers, pool-hall proprietors, bar-tend-
ers, or the hangers-on around clubs.

Toddle Tops on Sale,

But the thing which Canfield. and
Sheedy would mourn more than anything

else, would be that there is so much '

gambling in New York which is going
to waste; that is, which is bringing no
return to organized gambling institu-
tions.

two-thirds of them are selling the little
brass tops. “Here ya are. .The greatest
game in the world for ten cents.”

The tops belong to the dice family.
Letters or figures on their sides inform
the spinner as to whether he is going to
“put” more money into the pot or “take’
it out. They are gambling implements
pire and simple, but no attempt is made
to stop their sale.

In spite of the new rival, the “gallop-
ing dominoes” show no sign of ,retiring
from the field. They are on display in
the” windows of almost any stationery
store, novelty shop, or pawn shop. More
elaborate forms of gambling machines
often accompany them. A little roulette
wheel was on display the other day in
the window of a shop at Times Square.

All kinds of card games still flourish
“among friends.” Black Jack is said to
be the favorite form of exchanging
money in the negro district. A particul-
arly effective method of “getting action,”
called zechinetto, flourishes among the
Ttalians. Red dogs remains a popular
form of amusement among those who
once wore khaki.

The man who would rather gamble
thah eat has little difficulty in attaining
his desire in New York. On almost any
street, during the lunch hour, he can
find some fellow spirit who will gladly
pass the time with him by betting on
poker hands based on the license num-
bers of passing automobiles. But let the
gambler beware of -the man who looks
too prosperous. His chauffeur may be
just arotiind the corner - waiting for the
signal to drive past in a big limousine
with a full house numbered on its rad-
iator.

wife. She waits a moment, tired, frowsy,

“bor of Saint John, for the purposes ‘of
“this Act, shall be as follows: The
“northeriy limit of said Harbor shall be
“a line drawn due northeast (astrono-
“mically) trom the middle of the Do-
“minion Government lighthouse tower
“erected in 1896 on the westerly bank
“of Saint John river, at Green Head, to
“the easterly bank of said river. The
“southerly and westerly limits of said
“Harbor shall -be as follows: Beginning
“at the intersection with high water
“mark of the westerly face of the Gov-
“ernment breakwater at Negro Point;
“thence due south (astronomically) four
“thousand four hundred and fifty (4,450
“ft.) feet, more or less to an intersec-
“tion with a line drawn due southwest,
“(astronomically) from the middle of the
“Dominion ~ Government  Lighthouse
“Tower erected on Partridge Island;
“thence due east (astronomically) six
“thousand (6,000 ft.) feet, more or less,
“to an intersection with a line drawn
“due southwest (astronomically) from
“a point where the easterly boundary
“of the Military Grounds at Red Head
“cuts high water mark; thence due
“northenst (a$tronomically) nine thous-
“and (9,000 ft.) feet, more or less, to
“high water mark.”

THE FOLLOWING IS A BRIEF
STATEMENT OF THE PROPOSED
TERMS UPON WHICH THE SAID
HARBOR PROPERTY AND PRIV-
ILEGES MAY BE CONVEYED:

The Harbor, rights, powers, titles and
interests upon the transfer of the sawe
by the City are to be vested in and ex-
ercisable by The Seint John Harbor
Commissioners, a Corporation to consist
of 3 Commissioners to be appointed by
the Governor-in-Council for the mdn-
agement and improvement of the said
Harbor, which Corporation shall have
Jurisdiction over the said Harbor, and
shall have the administration and con-
trol of the Harbor; also that the Ele-
vator, the property of His Mujesty, and
all wharves, the property of His Ma-
jesty in the right of His Government of
Canada, within the limits of the Har-
bor shall be subject to the control of
end administration by the said Com-
missioners upon and from such date as
may be fixed by the Governor-in-Council,
but that they shall pay in consideration
thereof to the Minister of Finance of
Canada interest at the rate of 3% per
cent per annum upon the amount of con=
struction thereof. \

The consideration for the transfer of
the Harbor property and privilege is to
be $2,000,000.00 payable as follows:

$1,342,717.55 which represents the
present bonded indeébtedness of the City
in connection with Harbor development
to be assumed and taken over by the
Commissioners who shall pay the inter-
est on the said bonds and the value of
the same as they mature, and for the
balance $657,282.45 the Commissioners
shall issue to the City its Debentures
payable at the end of 25 years from the
day of issue and bearing intcrest at the
rate of 5 per cent per annum payable
half yearly; if such debentures or in-
terest are not paid by the Commission-
ers when due, they shall be paid by His
Majesty.

The reccipts from Harbor Revenues
for the 9 years from 1912 to 1920
amounted to $1.216,032.41; and the ex-
penditures for the said 9 years amount-
ed to $1,250,850.54, showing a deficit of
$84.818.13 for those years.'

The said Harbor Commissioners are
authorized to borrow money. and issue
Debentures to provide for the purchas-
ing, constructing, extending and im-
proving wharves, dry-docks. clevators,
warehouses, railways; bridges and other
accommodation and structures in the
Harbor, the principal and interest of
the money so borrowed to be repaid out
of the revenue arising out of the rates
penalties imposed by the said Harbor
Commision Act.

The Act also provides that the lawful
charges upon the said revenue shall be
as follows, and in the following order,
‘that is to say:

(a) The payment of all expenses in-
curred in the collection of the said rev-
enue and other necessary charges;

(b) The defraying of the expenses
attendant on keeping the wharves and
other works vested in the Corporation
in ‘a thorough state of repair;

(¢) The payment on the Debentures
issned by the Corporation to the City
of Saint John under the authority of the
Harbor Commission Act;

(d) The payment of interest due on
all monev hereafter borrowed under the
said Act;

(e) Providing a sinking fund for pay-
ing off all money borrowed or the lia-
bility for the payvment of which Is as-
surmed by the Corporation;

(f) The cost of oncrating docks and
whorves. and otherwise carrying out the
objects of the Harbor Commission . Act.

The Mayor.

The mayor told of the city council
passing the resolution that harbor com-
mission should be presented to the peo-
ple but the members of the council had
not committed themselves one way or the
other. He produced a copy of the act
of 1878 and told of a delegation going to
Ottawa at that time to sell the harbor
for $515,000, but owing to the opposition
of the board of trade the matter fell
through.

The main sections of the present act
bad been published. He explained the
act and told what the duties of the har-
bor commissioners would be. Ninety per
cent of the traffic through the port was
business of Canada as a whole, and it
was thought that Canada as a whole
should own and manage the port. If St.
John citizens could control the port and
make a profit out of it, he would not
object to keeping it. There was an im-
mense amount of new equipment re-
guired and the entire West Side terminals
needed to be reconstructed. Repairs, te-
newals and new construction were badly
peeded and should be provided i

im-
mediately. The tax payers would have!
to provide the money if no sale
were made. The dominion government |

The Ferry.

In regard to the ferry the minister
had not stated positively that the ferry
site would be provided for. He could
not say that the present site would be
retained. The minister was of the opin-
ion that a site would be provided for at
a nominal rental. The mayor could not
i
the property if the sale were made. He
thought that the business of the* port
would be retained and the government
would not permit rates to be increased
beyond those elsewhere. He took Mont-
real as a precedent and told how im-
provements were made there yearly and
how they were paid for. The port of
Quebec was not beginning to pay its in-
terest, still that commission was carry-
ing on and the country at large was
bearing the difference.

The mayor took as a suppositional
case that harbor commission had gone
into force here in 1912, and showed by
figures that the city would have had by
1920 a balance of $392,220 instead of the
$3,000 or $4,000 net gain showed by his
previous figures.

In conclusion, he said that he was
open to conviction, but wanted the mat-
ter cleared up.

Commissioner Bullock.

Commissioner Bullock was next called
on. He said that the government was
not forcing the matter on the city but
that the question had emanated from St.
John. In 1918 the government sent
down two experts to make a valuation
and the council had placed a price of
82,560,966 on the harbor, retaining the
ferry sites. After another special ac-
counting* by the government in 1919 the
present bill was offered. The council
had nothing to do with the contents of
the bill or the amount, $2,000,000. The
speaker had been very studious in re-

ard to the subject. - There had not been
garbor commission before because the
credit of the city was good and the in-
terest was not in default. The citizens
would not feel so confident if there had
been a defaulting of the interest.

The Harbor Area.

The harbor area was originally 650
acres, of which 393 acres had been given
to the government free. Two hundred
and fifty-seven acres remains in the
city’s name. The government thought
it was better to have entire control.

Harbor commission was no experi-
ment, he said, and there had been a
high degrec of success in harbor com-
mission ports. Montreal was one of the
most modern and efficient ports in the
world. He quoted figures spent on va-
rious ports under harbor commission.
He wanted to let the citizens of Canada
become shareholders of the port and
soon a national port would be built up.

He told of a commission formed to

inspect the ports of Canada, and it had |

recommended thirteen ports for harbor
commission. No great sum had’ been
spent on St. John port. Of the $14,-
000,000 spent since 1898, $3,458,000 was
for the Beacon bar and $4,423,600 for
West St. John.

There was need and a demand for
more permanent structures
proof warehouses. There was also need
of more insurance. He named various
losses that the city had sustained by
ont having sufficient insurance and said
that a fire would easily cause a big loss.
Under harbor commission the govern-
ment would have to stand such a loss
should it occur.

i ACCEPT A WAGE CUT

Amalgamated Association and Western

“Manufacturers Agree on 30 Per Cent.
I Reduction.

Columbus, Ohio, July 14—Approxi-
mately 35,000 sheet and tin plate work-
ers in the district between Pittsburgh
and St. Louis will suffer a reduction of
approximately 10 per cent. in wages un-
der a new wage scale adopted here at a
conference between representatives of the
Western Sheet and Tin Manufacturers”
Association and the Amalgamated Asso-
ciation of Iron, Sheet and Tin Work-
ers.

Members of the Amalgamated Associ-
ation demanded a continuation of the
scale effective up to July 1.

Thousands of tin workers were thrown
'out of work when plants closed down at
the expiration of the old wage scale on
July 1, following failure to agree up.on
a new scale at a conference held at At-
lantic City on June 1. The Atlantic City
conference adjourned to meet in Colum-
bus and the manufacturers and employ-
ers were in session here all week.

Announcement of the settlement was
!made by J. H. Nutt, secretary of the
Manufacturers’ Association.

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Straw Hats, Frozen in
Ice, Make Novel Display.

Six 200-pound blocks of ice with a
straw hat frozen in the centre of each,
displayed in prominent places of the

business district, was the unique manncr

in which L. Strauss & Co., of Indian-
apolis, opened their straw hat drive re-
cently.

Six brand-new straw hats were cent
to the refrigerating company’s plant
where they were imprisoned in tmnspar-
ent oblongs of ice. Each hat was placed
in a 200-pound ice vat and frozen 0
that it would be horizontal, top-side up
and near the top when the cake of ice
was stood on end.

The novel show cases, so to ‘speak,
were then distributed in the busiest sec-
tion of the down-town shopping district.
. One was displayed behind the large show
window at the front of the Strauss ar-
cade. The other five were put on the
sidewalk in front of theatres, cigar
stores and the like, where they attracted
much attention. The ice was placed near
the curb in order that it might not im-
pede traffic and that the water resulting
from the melting would run into the
“gutter. On one side was tied a sign
bearing ‘two words—"Strauss says.” 'T'o
the residents of Indianapolis these arc
household words, so that the passing
spectator immediately caught the sig-
nificance of the display. The unusually
warm weather Monday helped to put the
“stunt’ ’over big.

the straw hat incased in its block of ice.

hold sway.

In the words of the advertising man-
ager, “We put them everywhere but
the rug department—and we couldn’t
get them big enough for that.”

The cases mark a new departure in
the retail business in Syracuse, for no
other store in the city is able to present
its goods to such advantage as these
cases permit. The entire establish-
ment from the first to the top floor it
finished in the mahogany and from
this setting the goods are displayed to
the best advantage.

“The absence of paper boxes means
that our stock is better protected, better
displayed and more easily and quickly
presented by our salespeople,” declared
a member of that firm in showing the re-
sult. “It means that no dead nor
out-of-date merchandise can possibly
accumulate and because of a quicker
turnover our stocks will always be
stirctly new and up-to-date.

“Better still, the elimination of stock
boxes and the consequent elimination of
‘lost motion’ has materially reduced our
selling costs, as evidenced by the new
standard of prices established.”

They Come From Four
Towns to Buy Here.

Suppose you had a store at a country
crossroads in the centre of four gocd-
sized towns, but eight miles from the
nearest of them and good concrete roads
the only thing in your favor? How
would you go about getting their busi-
ness?

Yes, it can be done. The Neal Bros.
have done it. Or rather, the sons of
Nealsville, N. C, have done it. Or
brothers have done it, with the assistance
of their wives.

They were low-
er, of course, because thc overhead of the
store was lower. They began to buy.
They began to drop in when they passed
the crossroads from one town to another,
even when they did not want lunch.
They’d saved Gp many of their little
purchases of household articles until the
date of their visit to d neighboring town.

Then the store began to push things.
The wives visited the four towns. They
made purchases in the shops. They
noted the sort of merchandise which sold
well, the sort for which there was a de-
mand.

The store today is doing a business of
about $325,000 in general merchandise,
and a lunch business of $60,000 a year—
with just 150 people in town and eight
miles to the nearest of the four sources
of trade, all four of which have good
shops.
