Scotland
has a population of 4,000,000 and
the births for the past five years were
624,415 the deaths numbering 367,000, a
natural increase of 257,325, or at
the rate of 51,475 a year. This
would amount to about I3 per
cent in ten years. The births in Ire-
land for the past. five years numbered
559,617 and the deaths 435,663, & natur-
al increase of 123,954 or at the rate of
24,790 a year. The natural increase of
the population of Ireland is therefore
smaller than that of either England or
Scotland. These figures are instructive
and they show that the British races
are not likely to die out but are folly
able to hold their own with the French.

The work,
therefore, during 1887-88 was separately
carried on, and the sum of $115898 was
received therefor.

The two first-named
also received $2,000 each as sal-
ary. The south wall contract was com-
pleted by the Quebec firm, and the re-
sult was merged in the working accounts
at that point. A like sum of $10,000 was
divided as profit equally among the
said four partners in the “entrance gates”
contract. The books of the firm seem
to have been carefully adjusted on.the
31st. January, 1889, and the profits
struck as between the above four per-
sons. The senior member, P. Larkin
having retired on March 81, 1888, two
partner's O. E. Murphy and R, H. Mec-
Greevy, sold out their interests to the
others, N. K. and M. Connolly, on
January 31, 1889, receiving for their two
shares notes amounting to $70,000. No
part of this sale appears to have repre-
sented the capital, and it has, therefore,
been treated as profits.

No valuation of plants or other assets
at any period has been submitted, nor
has there been produced any balance
sheet since March 31, 1888. Moreover,
two principal books of accounts are
missing. We are, therefore, unable to
supply any information &s to the result
of operations later than January 3lst;
1889, The books have not been uniform-
ly kept, and at several points during the
thirteen years under review the record
has been brokenéh various ways, when
the p who have kept the books

NATURAL INCREASE OF POPULATION.

The French of the Province of Quebec
are accustomed to boast of the rapid
natural increase of their population, and
to intimate in pretty plain terms that
they expect not only to crowd the British
races out of Canada but out of New Eng-
land as well. They propose to
undo the work of the conquest
of 1780 by overrunning the land to
such an extent that the descendants
or English, Scotch and Irish in Canada
will be driven from its soil. Indeed
when a patriotic Quebec Frenchman be-
gins to expatiate on this theme he sets
no bounds to his imagination and sees
in his mind’s eye the time when the
British races will be wholly driven from
the North American continent and noth-
ing but French be spoken.from Hudson’s
Bay to the Gulf of Mexico. There is of
course some truth in the state-
ment that the French of Quebec are
a prolific race. They marry early, and as
a consequence, have usually large fami-
lies. Early marriages will produce the
same resultin any race which is not
run out. But if the birth rate of
the Quebec French is high the
Aeath rateis high also and the average
namber of living children to a family is
not higher with them than it is with the
families of the British races in Canada.
That there ig nothing in the race which
tends to a high rate of natural
increase is shown by the case of
old France where the natural increase
has sunk almost to zero. The official
returns show that during the past five
years the births numbered 4,499,891 and
the deaths 4,272,716,a natural increase
of only 227,175 or at the rate of 45435 a
year. Asthe population of France is
38,000,000 this would give an increase of
only a fraction over one per cent in ten
years. Contrast this with the natural
increase of England, Scotland and
Ireland. The births in England
and Wales for the, past five years

The
expense accountof the Esquimanlt books

R. H. McGreevy received $563,195, which
was $5000 more than his share of one-
fifth of the profits.

The accountants say it is singular that
the books produced by Robert McGreevy
do not show any of these moneys receiv-
ed from the firm except one amount of
$6,642 for pine sold early in 1883, Neith-
er does his bank account show’ receipts
from the firm as being deposited. The
donations in the Esquimalt expense ac-
count were $27,085. Among these items
is a sum of $5,000 on March 28, 1887, al-
lowed to N. K. Connolly for sum disburs-
ed from private funds, and schedules L.

THE McGRFEVY INQUIRY.

Important Evidence of Mr. Dobell.
Joseph La Chance took no Money to
Three Rivers.

Yesterday afternoon before the pri-
vileges committee Mr. Fitzpatrick moved
that Robert McGreevy produce all notes,
papers, correspondence, statements of
accounts, etc., between himself and his
brother Thomas.
Hugh Henry examined the next wit-
ness, R. R, Dobell who was an original
member of the harbor commission. He
was the member representing the board
of trade in 1870 when the commission
was establigtied. Mr. Dobell swore that
hedid not know'when the cross wall con-
tract was given or that Robert McGreevy
bad an interest in it. The commis-
sion did not know it. Witness heard it
about two weeks after the work com-
menced from Owen Murphy.

This is the M. P.P., not boodler Owen.]
At the next meeting of the board the
witness brought the matter up and
Thomas McGreevy who was in the chair
denied, with some warmth, that Robert
was concerned in the contract.

The Wild Fruits.
Fredericton Gleaner.

Each year the berry industry makes
rapid strides till now some thousands of
the people of this province are engaged
in the business, and the quantity is
counted by car loads, while the proceeds
equal if not exceed that of any other ex-
port except lumber. The greater portion
of Charlotte and western York counties
as well ag large tracts of Sunbury are
vast plains where blueberries grow . in
rich profusion. Much of this territory is
unvisited and the crop goes to waste be-
canse there are noroads by which the
frait can be got out. All the lakes and
dead water brooks are fringed with land
containing vast quantities of cranberries,
very few of which reach the market.
The whole province where the woods
have been cleared is a strawberry field
while all rocky sections produce rasp-
berries abundantly. Instead of shipping
the fruit in its fresh state- a good busi-
ness could be done in canning, but very
little of this is done. On the St. And-
rew’s road, at what is known as Brock-
way there is 8 plain of over four thous-
and acres in extent which raises thous-
ands of bushels of blueberries each year.
Could a better spot be found for a can-
ning factory. 2
