catastrophes that has ever been known
to occur either in this city or in any of
the suburbs and places in its vicinity,
occurred this morning at a place called
South Bay,an inlet from the St. John
river about 4 or 5 miles above this city.
It was the explosion of the boilers
in Jeweit’s mill at that place.
About ten o'clock the word
came in by telephone to various parts of
the city that “the South Bay mills had
been blown up, and that several men
had been_killed.” People told each
other in hushed tones, although they
had no conception of the awfulness of
the disaster and the number of buman
beings whose lives had been cut off
while at their daily work.

A GazerTe reporter at once secured a
horse and wagon and drove to the scene
with all posible speed and was one of
the first to reach it from the city. Car-
riages were met coming-from the mill
with some of the scalded and wounded
workmen whose lives might yet besaved.
AT THE MILL

the terrific nature of the explosion was
evident at a glance. The heavy brick
and stone furnace walls next the road
and outside the mill proper were spread
out in a scattering pile, and npon it the
woodwork and roof of the upper part of
the furnace, rooms lay smoking and
smouldering, a confused mass of broken
boards and timbers. Just here is where
the six powerful boilers of the mill had

‘| been situated before the explosion. Now

one of them was standing up at an angle
of thirty, degrees from among the debris,
another one or two lay hidden beneath
it, and one more lay on its side high up
on an enbankment at the railway siding
justin front of the miM; and«abeut 80
feet from it. This boiler, about 30 feetin
length and nearly three feet in diameter,
had one end blown out of it and in the
flight had just grazed the mill chimney
and hdd torn a ditch nearly two feet
deep through the edge of the high em-
bankment upon which it lay.
The other
TWO OR THREE BOILERS WERE NEXT TO BE
SEEN.
But the direction in which they had
been hurled by the terrific force - of the
explosion was very apparent, and was
marked with the most awful and ghast-
ly signs of the destruction to human
hfe which they had caused when they
barst forth from the mill furnace like
thunder bolts. These two or three boil-
ers, (the number is not yet kmown)
had shot in the opposite direction from
the one which lay on the embankment,
taking thé end and partof the roof out
ofthe outer part of the mill next
the bay and scattering the debris
it all directions. They had
ASCENDED HIGH IN AIR,
over the numerous deal piles on the
wharves and descended some hundreds
of feet from the mill into the ponds
where the rafts of logs are kept.
Clear of the scattered debris and out
over the tops of the deal piles the course
of the boilers was marked by human
blood, brains, and pieces of clothing.
For a width of several feet these ghastly
signs of the awful death which some
poor mill hand had met were visible.
A few steps further down the mutilated
remains of Henry Baird hung as they
bad struck among the ends of deal in
the third pile about 100 feet or more
from the mill. The sight was enough to
turn the stoutest heart sick with horror.
THE HEAD WAS ALMOST SEVERED
from the body. Just below the eyebrows
the face was cut across with agash three
or four inches long, and the whole lower
portion of the face, and the full whisker
which the unfortunate man had worn
were stove in and mashed up almost into
the top of the skull. The brains had
been scattered out of the scull. The
breast was torn open and the viscera and
heart lay exposed in the region of the
neck. Hanging to the end of a deal be-
low the body were the lungs, and no
part of the remains appeared to have
escaped mutilation. The boots had been
torn off both feet and from one even the
sock had been dragged. Henry Baird
was a man of 50 years of age who belong-
ed at Pisirinco where he had a wife and
family. His work atthe mill was to
take bundles of laths as they were sent
down a sluice at the side of the mill,
place them on a truck and convey them to
the lath pile near at hand. Sometimes
when laths were not being sawed very ra-
pidly he had a few leisure moments, and
then he would go into the furnace room
on top of the boilers to warm himself.
He was there this morning when the
boilers exploded and was hurled out
through the end of the mill with them
and the mass of debris that followed in
their wake, which accounts for the ter-
ribly mutilated state in which his re-
mains were found:
Jobn Dugan and Michael McFrederick
were also on top of the brick furnace
over the boilers when they exploded.
McFrederick says he felt a sort of wind
and the hot breath of steam which blew
his hat from lus bead. He stood almost
in the doorway and instinctively he
started to run through it, just then the
boilers burst with a deafening sound,and
he was gent forward as if with a mighty
wind till he struck”against a wood pile
50 or 60 feet from where he had been
standing. He was almost frightened to
death, but on recovering from the shock,

Bert Curry, aged 8 years, son of Robert
Curry of South Bay.

Patrick Lynch was terribly injured
and it was thought could not possibly re-
cover or was about dying when the re-
porter left the scene. He lay on his
back upon a board ina barn near the
mill where he had been carried after the
explosion by the rescuing party. He was
a man of about 25 years of
age and lived at South Bay. He had
just returned from Fredericton a day or
two ago and went to work in the mill
this morning for the first. He worked
at the lath machine and was found in
the debris near it after the explosion.
His face was blackened and battered
almost beyond recognition, and
his_head was stove in so that the
brains protruded. To an ordinary
ohserver he seemed dead, but
the doctors said that life was not extinct
over two hours after the accident. Near
bim on the floorof the barn was the
black d and battered remains of
Andrew Wark.a young man well known
in Carleton. He had worked at a lathe
machine too and was found nearit inthe.
mill. The right side of his face was
black and appeared as though it had
been struck s terrible blow by some
heavy object for the whole right side of
1t was flattened and dented,

The little Curry boy’s remains were
removed to his father'’s house near the
‘mill. The boy was a deaf mute. He
had been playing about the mill in the
morning and had been sent home by his
father who worked in the mill, but who
fortunately escaped uninjured. The boy
had returned to the mill just before the
explosion. A
Richard Hayes, aged 22, of South Bay,
'was 80 badly injured that he is not ex-
pected to live.

THE LIST OF THOSE WOUNDED

Frank Galt aged 18, of South Bay,
badly scalded. (Late report says he has
died of his 1njuries.)

Several other mén received injuries of
a minor nature and the work for the
doctors available was more than they
could attend to.

At about 10.45 the mill took fire and
strenuous efforts were made to prevent
further destruction. Steamer No. 7. of
Carleton was soon on the scene and men
were found in plenty to man the pumps.
They worked -hard and soon several
streams were turned on the smouldering
ruins. Chief Clark hastened to South
Bay, and took charge of proceedings,
and & number of physicians were speed-
ily at work among them being Dr.
Broderick," Dr. Colwell and Dr. Gray,
Those who were injured wera cared for
and it is thought that all but Hayes will
recover. Lynch died a short time after
heing taken from the ruins, his head
having been blown in. At first it was
thought advisable to fremove Hayes to
the public hospital but on examination
this was found impracticable and he now
lies in a house a short distance up the
hill. -

The accident occurred about nine
oclock, and ~justj as the in-com-
ing Fredericton train was ronnd-
ing the pend. A passenger on the train
said to a:GazerTE reporter this morning.
«I never saw such a terrible sight.; The
boilers had just blown out, and there
one lay bat a few feet from the track.
People were ronning in all directions, |
women crying, parents looking for their
sons and sons for fathers. Some were
covered with blood, and the search for
the dead had then begun.

The news of the accideat reached the
city with the arrival of the train and the
calamity was in everybody’s mouth. In
Carleton it came like a shock to those
whose relatives were employed in the
mill, and these were not a few. Soon
the roads to South Bay were lined with
men and youths eager to learn the latest
parti ulars of tl @ disaster, and numer-
ous teams spe 0 it from the city with
physicians,nev 8p per men and hundreds
of others, all willing and anxious to give
whatever assistance lay in their power.
Chief of police Clark wculd not per-
mit the removal of Henry Baird's body,
whicl: lay on a pile of deals some dis-
tance away, until the arrival of the
coroner. Young Currey was taken to
his father’s house, and it was sad to view
the remains of the poor little fellow who
had been scalded to death in the midst
of his play.

By 12 o'clock many had left the scene
of the disaster; the dead, as far as was
known, had been all recovered, and vhe
injured were heing looked after by their
friends and relatives.

The mill was owned by E. D. Jewett
& Co., and was built in 1869. Previous
to this; two mills had been in operation,
but they were burned down and the re-
Continued in second edition.

fer amending the law in
respect to compensation payable by em-
ployers in case of injury to persons in
tieir employment; for the consolid-ting
and awending the laws relatingto public
health; for the appointment of public
trustees and for increasing the security
of friendly societies aud savings bank.
In the discharge of the arduous duties
assigned you 1 commend you to the guid-
ance of Almighty God.

THE SACKVILLE MEETING.

The Liberals of the County of West-
moreland held their convention at Sack-
ville yesterday and the Liberal papers
are telling us what a prodigious success
it was. As the Westmoreland Liberals
could not obtain any prominent public
man of their faith belonging to the
province of New Brunswick to attend
their meeting, they had to go all the
way to NovaScotia to tind an orator for
the occasion and found one in Attorney
General Longley. Itis not at all im-
probable that Lengley “offered his ser-
vices, because the principal features of
his speech were a declaration of his in-
tense loyalty to the British flag and to
British connexion and a denial of the
assertion that he had ever advocated
annexation. Of course those who have
taken the trouble to read Mr. Longley’s
speechesgior the past seven years know
that he lias on many occasions uttered
language tending to annexation, but it is
significant that he is now ready to repudi-
ate his own words,having discovered that
it is not prudent for him to avow his
real sentiments at the present time. But
while Mr. Longley is declaring against
annexation, he is in favor of unrestrict-
ed reciprocity, an arrangement which is
cunningly devised to destroy our manu-
facturing industries, and to place our
commercial interests at the mercy of
New York and Boston. In this con,
nexion Mr. Longley made a singular
statement which shows him to be
either a very ignorant person or one
with no regard for the truth. According

__to the Telegraph’s report he said that

the high tariff had been condemned
by the people of the United States at the
recent election and that “Mr. Blaine
himself, more far-seeing than the majo-
rity of his party, urged tbe policy of re-
ciprocity with all American countries,
instead of raising the tariff still higher.”
This is a singular perversion of Mr.
Blaine’s real attitude. Blaine fourd fault
with the McKinley bill, not because it
increased duties,but because it abolished
them in the case of sugar hereby, treaty,
as Mr. Blaine expressed it, depriving the
people of the United States of having
anything to offer in exchange to the peo-
ple of sugar producing countries for the
remission by them of duties on American
goods. Besides Mr. Blaine in his recip-
rocity letter distinctly excludedCanada,so
that if Mr. Longley’s account of his own
political views is not more accurate than
that he gave the views of Mr. Blaine,
the people of Westmoreland did not re-
ceive much political enlightenment from
his Sackville speech.

The resolutions passed at the Sack-
ville meeting were six in number. The
first was an expression of loyalty to
British connexion, and a declaration
that unrestricted reciprocity would not
weaken the ties between Canada and the
mother country. The second resolution
declared for reciprocity in raw materials
pending a general treaty. The third as-
gerted the right of Canada to make bher
own commercial treaties, which is an-
other way of stating that Canada ought
to be an independent nation. The fourth
and fifth resolutions referred to the In-
tercolonial railway, condemning its pres
ent management, and asking for the
dismissal of Mr. Collingwood Schreiber.
Finaliy, confidence was expressed in-
Mr. Laurier and the other Liberal
leaders. The whole performance at
Sackvilie seems to have been a very
harmless one, and if it frightened the
Sackville Conservatives,as the Telegraph

.says it did, they must be very easily

peared. One thing has been clearly
shown that the Liberals have found their
Reilism and rebellion cry, and their “haul
down the British flag” policy a losing
game and that any assaults they here-
after make against the integrity of the
Empire will not be open ones but by
stealth and be in the nature of a stab in
the dark.

IT 1S A GOOD COUNTRY TO LIVE IN.

Canada is unquestionably one of the
best countries in the world for the man
who has to depend upon his daily toil
for his daily bread. Nowhere else are
wages more generous in proportion to
ihe cost of living. One of the various
reasons why this should be so has been
but little considered. In Germany more
than 5,500,000 female artisans and me-
chanics are employed ; in England there

_are over 4,000,000; in Austria and Italy

there are 8,500,000, and in France more
than 2,000,000, More than half of these
mengaged in branches of labor for

behind the counter than men. We should
have a very poor opinion of a brother,
who would not cheerfully give up
his place behind a dry goods coun-
ter to a sister if it was
necessary that she should make her own
way in the world, andgo to the lumber
woods, if nothing better offered, for his
own fortune. It 18 one of the happy
features of Canadian life, one that is
rarely found in older countries, that
we have plenty of wurk suitable for the
capacities of all, and that between sexes
and individuals there is comparatively
no competition.

HEROISM REMEMBERED.

Hardly less creditable to the people of
Quebec and Ontario are their subscrip-
tions for a {estimonial to the families
of Capt. Lindall and Quartermaster Mc-
Laughlin who sacrificed their lives to
duty on the steamship Vancouver than
has been the response of the people of
8t. John and the proyince to Mayor
Lockhart’s suggestion that by voluntary
contributions a memorial should be
erected to the Ilate Fred Young.
Such outbursts of genuine sympa-
thy with manhood and boybood
in the exercise of their noblest
qualities goes far to disarm the cynic who
would have us believe that the family of
man is wholly selfish and regardless
of any heroic act, and that such acts
are always prompted by motives less
creditable than at first sight they would
appear. It is true that there is a founda-
tion for the cynicism ef the cynic;
the rich rarely part with their surplos
possessions till the parting is inevitable;
they who would rise to positions of hon-
or or power rarely have much regard
for the sufferings of those that it may
seem  necessary for them to
tread under their feet, but
the humble oftentimes have
a boundles sympathy with the trials
of the humble, the poor ‘with the
sorrows of the poor. And asit is, to the
honor of manhood, that almost every-
where a noble act arouses our admiration
however slow we may be in giving it
expression. This truth has been brought
prominently forward by the Courtenay
Bay disuster's sequel, and by the
readiness with which the call for a testi-
moniul to the families of Capt. Lindall
and Quarter-master McLaughlin has
been responded to in Quebec and
Ontario. The matter was taken in hand
only five or six days ago and already
over $2,000 have been subscribed. Itis
'expected that the sam collected will
soon amount to $6000. By no means is
this an utterly selfish and heartless
world.

or not the stamps attached to such oertificate
represent exaotly the value the amount of onsh
paid. ers are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever upless stamps covering the full amount of
fees charged are attached.

8. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
cates are specially requested - keep them oare-
fully for two years, and in order to secure their
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are done,
for it must be dirtinctly understond that all trad-
ers who are unable to produce their properly
stamped certificates, when asked to do =0 by an

The Burning of the Second.

Further particulars have been re-
received by J. Willard Smith from Eat-
onville, N. 8., concerning the burning of
the schooner Second. The Second had
on board a general cargo from St. Jonn, a
large portion of which was lime stowed
in her hold. She attempted to reach her
discharging berth at Eatonville when
the tide was ebbing, and got with-
in a short distance of the wharf when
she grounded. She listed over and the
water running into her bilge set the
lime on fire. The fire gained rapidly
and in a short time the vessel was in
flames and was ‘burned to the water’s
edge. A small amount of the cargo was
saved. The vessel was owned by the cap-
tain, Walter Smith, and was insured for
$400 with Messrs Edwards & Ewing of
this city. The cargo was valued at about
$4,000 and was uninsured.

THE GOTHENBURG CITY.

The Trouble Experirnced in Getting
Her a Berth.

The steamship Gothenburg City, 1657
tons register, of the Furness Line,arrived
here at six o’clock last evening with
general cargo from London via Halifax.
The agents, Messrs. Schofield & Co., as
well as Captain Harrison, complain
strongly about the detention that is
being  occasioned owing -to the
want of proper accommodation for dis-
charging the cargo, and importers are also
complaining about the delay in receiving
their goods. The facts of the case are as
follows: Before the steamer arrived
the agents imformed the harbor master
that she was coming and were told by
him that she must discharge in the
usual berth at the corporation pier, in-
side a large sailing ship that is lying
there loading deals. g

As the “Gothenburg City” was ex-
pected to arriveabout low water, when
it would be unsafe to unmoor the sailing
ship to let the steamer inside, Messrs.
Schofield & Co., requested the harbor
master to have the sailing vessel moved
at high water yesterday (before the stea-
mer arrived) to the next wharf (Pettin-
gel’s) which was vacant and equally
for her, and they also

her there and back again to the Cor-
poration Pier' after the “Gothenburg
City” had finished bher work
and left for Halifax. This would not
have been any disadvantage to the sajl-
ing ship, and would have, enabled the
P“Gothenburg City” to bave come . in fo
the wharf at whatever time of tide she
arrived; and at once to commence dis-
charging her general cargo as well as
load deals from the outside at the same
time. The harbor master, however, re-
fused on the ground that such a course
was contrary to his instructions from the
Common Council.

The ageuts then called upon Mr. T.
Nisbet Robertson, chairman of the bar-
bor committee, and informed him of the
circumstances, requesting him to author-
ize the harbor master to carry out the
proposed arrangement. He, however,
declined to interfere in the matter, say-
ing that the control and direction of such
affairs was vested in the harbor master.
It was therefore impossible for the
agents to make any arrangements to
avoid the inevitable delay that was
ahead, and when the steamer arrived at,
six o'clock in the evening, she had to be
anchored in the stream and await
events to-day, it being intended to
get her into the wharf about eight}
o’clock this morning. When that time
arrived it was however blowing a gale
and unsafe to move either the steamer
or sailing vessel, and consegnently the
“Gothenburg City” is still lying at
anchor in the stream, and importers are
waiting for their goods, which would all
have been landed by tomorrow morning,
if the steamer had been able to com-
mence discharging on arrival, as it was
a beautiful clear night last night, and to-
day, though blowing strongly, the weath"
er is fine and there is nothing to prevent
landing cargo.

It is of course impossible to tell when
the steamer will now be able to get to
her wharf, but apparently it will not be
until tomorrow morning, by which time
she will have been about forty hours in
port doing nothing.

Captain Harrison is very much annoy-
ed about the delay, and states that he is
certain Mr. Furness will not allow his
steamers to continue rl}nning here un'ess
some better and more reliable arrahge-
ments can be made for their accommoda-
tion. He states that the Gothenburg City
has been calling at Halifax for twelve
months past on her way to Boston, and
has never yet hadto drop an anchor in the
harbor there, or been delayed a moment
waiting for a discharging berth. There
is splendid wharf and warehouse accom
modation there, both for discharging,
loading and coaling, all of which can be
carried on at the same time, and in 24
hours there his steamer can discharge
one thousand tons of cargo, besides load-
ing six hundred tons of coals.

The whole matter has heen laid before
Mr. Spurr, the President of the Board of
Trade, who promptly calied a meeting
of the Conncil for eleven o’clock to-mor-
row morning to consider the situation,
and it is to be hoped that some good will
result, as it is evident that the present
state of things cannot continue without
seriqus injury resulting to the reputation
and trade of our port.

The great international middleweight
contest at the New Orleans Olympic Club
Jan., 1891, between Jagk Dempsey, the
Nonpsrzil, aud Bob Fitzimmons of Aus-
tralia, is the principal event now on the
boards. A purse of $12,000, the largest
ever battled for in this or any other
country, is at stake, and the loser will
be comforted by the snug little sum of
$2,000. Opinion on the result of the
fight is surprisingly divided. Fitzim-
mons is & stranger in this country, and
his only noteworthy feat here was the
defeat of Australian Billy McCarthy.
Jack Dempsey compassed the same tusk,
though it took him sometime longer and
he has a long record of victories.

Jem Corbett and Frank Slavin the
Australian, will probably meet Feb. 12,
for $5,000 a side and a purse of $6,000
offered by the Olympic club.

A meeting between George Dixon, the
bantam champion of the world, and Cal
McCarthy ex-champion, is one of the
near future.

A BEAR TRAP SAVED HIM.

ROBERT H.PYFE'S TERRIBLE TRAMP
* JN THESNOW.

Found Badly Frozen and Gathering
His Winding Sheet of Death About
Him—His Story Vouched For.

[Bangor Commercial.]

Reference was made last week in the
Commercial, to the flight from the lom-
ber camp of Morison & Hunting, while
crazed by lignor, of one Robert Pye, said
to have lived and worked in this city,
and that the efforts of the crews there-
abouts, devoted to the thorough search,
were of no avail. As at the time he was
known to have been but poorly dressed,
weak from sickness and of unsound mind
he was given up as a lost man, hence
the report about this city of his
death. But he is not dead, or was not
at last accounts of him, which are given
in the Commercial through the court-
sey of Mr. “Con” Murphy, Old Town’s
well known lomberman.

Some fourteen miles from this particu-
lar camp of Morison & Hunting is a
camp operaled by Mr. Murphy. One
morning last week, one of the choppers
whilefon his way to work, saw something
moving in the eighteen inches of
snow which 1n the early daylight could
not be well defined, but which on fcloser
inspection proved to be a man seeming-
ly trying to cover himself with snow, as
one might with bedding when cold. The
chopper pulled the man out, finding him
badly frozen, half dragged, half carried
him back to camp, ~On his body was a
rempant of one stocking, drawers and
part of a shirt, the upper part of this
having been torn away exposing the
flesh.
