Seventy-five Salmon Killed by Byna-
mite at Rocky Brook.
SPECIAL TO THE GAZEITE.

Frepericron, July 18.—Information has
just reached here of the wholesale de-
struction of salmon in Rocky Brook,
South West Miramichi.

From the best accounts obtainable
from reliable resources, it seems that &
party of men who live on the south-west
Miramichi, went up Rocky Brook, one of
the tributaries of the river
a few days ago for the purpose of poach-
ing. Instead of spears the favorite weapon
in thatlocality for slaying fish these’
fellows carried along with them dynamite
cartridges.

The cartridges were used for killing
the fish which the poachers seemed very
successful in finding, as 75 fine fish were
haunled down stream in & cart, the result
of the trip up the brook.

The names of the rascals who were in
the party is well-known as is also the
owner of the cart in which the fish were
hauled from the place where the slaugh-
ter took place.

The NightBlooming Cereus.

Last evening Mr. John Hammond in-
vited a large number of friends to his
residence, Pitt street, to witness the ope-
ning of the flower of his night blooming
Cereus. From seven until
twelve the blossom disclosed itself and
then gradually shut never to open again,
The flower is of a pinkish tinge and
tapers gracefully. 'When open it
was fully twelve inches across
and very fragrant.

DANGER FROM FIRE.

‘fHE PRESENT FIRE ALARM PRAC-
TICALLY USELESS.

A Few ¥ i ly Exy
Will Make the System Effective.

Itisa well-known fact that the fire
alarm telegraphic system of St. John has
long been unreliable. Various attempts
have been made to prove that the system
was effective in its operation” but every
fireman knows and every citizen also
that the system is not effective and as it
at present constructed cannot be depend-
ed on for a single hour to givea satisfact-
ory alarm.

This is a very serious matter indeed.
Both firemen and citizens depend on the
alarm striking when it is required, and
at the same time striking correctly.
Within the past few years there have
been numerous instances w hen the alarm
did not strike correctly sending the fire-
men and their apparatus -in a direction
totally different from that in which they
should have gone. Fortunately no
serious conflagration has followed this
bad working of the alarm, but
one might occur any day. It is all im-
portant that the machinery and men of
the fire department should reach the scene
of a fire at the earliest possible moment
after its discovery. Fivo minutes lost at
the start of a fire is frequently very diffi-
cult to make up later on. Every facility
is provided the firemen to aid them in
reaching the scene of a fire
rapidly. Horses and men are
maintained day and night at all fire
stations. There is swinging harness and
electric snaps to open and close doors.
The men arrange their clothes before
they go to bed so that there will
be no time lost should they be called
suddenly. Horses are driven through
the streets at a high rate of speed 1o the
scene of the fire as indicated by the box
number. But what avail is all this hur-
ry and trouble if a wrong alarm
is given? Indeed it would be better to
have no alarm at all than one that can-
not be depended on. It was bad enough
when only the limited area of the old
city was alarmed but now that Portland
has been added it will be much worse if
arrangements are not made.

The Common Council are thoroughly
aware of tke unsatisfactory condi-
tion of the alarm, at present but
are moving so slowly to have
the necessary improvements made,
some very serious accident may happen.
A month ago the council were informed
by Chief Engineer Kerr, of the unsatis-
factory state of the fire alarm and in the
same letter he gave information as to
the changes required and enclosed a
letter from T. M. Robinson who was called
in to make an examination of the system
in which it was stated that the alarm
could not be depended on for a day.

The difficulty with the alarm is that
the circuit is too long to be worked satis-
factorily. It is difficult to explain the de-
fect in the system to those who do not
understand electricity. The fact that all
the boxes and gongs are on the one cir-
cuit gives an opportunity for the escape
of the current and this renders the alarm
always uncertain. Besides a fire
alarm to be servicable at all should
be serviceable all the time, and this can
only be accomplished by daily tests. At
present these tests, if made at all, must
necessarily alarm the entire city. That
is to say no test of the whole circuit is
possible unless the gongs in all parts of
the city are struck.

To render the system safe and practical
it has been suggested that a separate
circuit about three miles in length be

ut in to connect the gongs only.

'his circuit would be worked from the
box circuit through a repeater. The ad-
vantage of having a repeater lies in the
fact that it is much more sensitive than
the magnets which work the gongs can
be, and this would give greater security
in having the right box number struck.

In other words there are now nearly
one hundred magnets in the circuit, on
which the  bells are  worked
while if there were a separate circuit for
bells alone there would not be more than
a dozen magnets. Consequently, the
chances of getting an incorrect alarm
would be, under the change, about one in
ten ascompared with the present sys-
tem.

The change would not involve a large
ex;ienditure and no further time should
be lost in making it as the prosent alarm
may not work the next time a box is
tested.

MULDOON ON SULLIVAN.

The Big Fellow called a Loafer by the

Man who Trained Him—Pretfty

_ Hard Talk, but None too Hard, no
Doubt.

If John L, Sullivan could be chained
up when he misbehaved himself, and
kept so until he reformed, he would be
a great man for many years fo
come and would have hosts of
friends, says the New York Sun.
The story of his behavior in Chica-
go which was published yesterday has
turned many of his friends against him,
and unless he mends his way he will re-
ceive no welcome when he arrives in
this town, except from the army of para-
sites which has always surrounded him
when his star was in the ascendant.
Billy Muldoon talked bitterly yesterday
of Sallivan's conduct.

“He is as thorough-placed a loafer,”
said Muldoon* as 1 ever had anything to
do,with. All these stories about his)great
love for his parents and his generosity
are the veriest bosh. A more unap-
preciative fellow I never saw, and now
that it appears to be useless to
induce him to behave himself, tfne
sooner the truth is told about ,him
the better. Shortly after the fight
the :telegram from Sullivan’s father
arrived and Johnston and I cleared the
room of everybody and then read the de-
spatch to the big feilow. Hedidn't pay
the slightest attention to it. His indif-
ference so enraged Johnston that he told
him he ought to be ashamed of himself.

« Your poor old mother is lying sick,’
he said ‘and you don’t seem to care a
cent. Why can’t you be a man ?’

“The matter with Sullivan is that he
hasn’t got any brain. After the fight
the proprietor of the Spanish Tort, a re-
sort just out of New Orleans, sent word
to Sullivan that he would give him $1,-
500 if he would appear there once and be
introduced from a platform to the patrons
of the place. ’

“'Tet him goto——,’ was Sullivan’s
response.

The next day the proprietor called on
the big fellow and offered him the entire
receipts of the place, with a guarantee
that the amouut would not be less than
$1,500. Sullivan declined this offer just
as brutally as he did the first. This will
give you an idea of his business ability.
Sullivan is a man with the lowest kind of
tastes, It was difficult to prevent him
from gratifying his low desires. That he
is giving full play to them now is clear
from the character of the neighborhood
which he is frequenting in Chicago. As
for rum, why he loves it. He is astub-
born brute, and itis a mighty hard thing
to compel him to do anything that he
doesn’t want to do. This talk about his
being tempted to drink by friends is
bosh. He drinks in order to satisfy a
ctaving for liquor, and not because he is
a good fellow. ”

Mr. Muldoon was asked ' regarding his
statement that Sullivan was in Canada.

“That was made in good faith,’ he re-
plied, “and if Sullivan had an ounce of
sense or honor he would be there now.

‘When I left him the address of a man in
Canada near Detroit was given him, and
it was fully understood that he would go
directly there. I assured him that he
would be well taken care of, and that he
could remain there and get thoroughly
rested and permit his hands to grow
strong again. He promised faithfully to
go. He was to send me a telegram as
soon as he arrived there. I have been
waiting here to get that telegram,
and the first thing I hear is that
he is acting the drunken loafer
again in Chicago, My interest in him
euded when the sponge was thrown up
in Kilrains’s corner last Monday, but I
was too anxious to be a friend to him.
Disinterested friendship is something
that Sullivan doesn’t know anything
about.”

Mr. Muldoon was asked concerning the
stake money and what share of it Sulli-
van would probably receive.

“His share will be mighty small,” was
the reply, “unless he stops drinking. He
has no right to a penny of it, bat both
Johnston and Wakely, I understand,
were resolved to give him their share of
it. Under the circumstances the money
might just as well be thrown into the gut-
ter. Ifit was given to him he would
probably spend it in drinking saloons and
Jess respectable resorts. His backers in-
tended to act generously toward him but
they may change their minds now. It is
not likely that a very large amount of
money will be given him at once, but that
small sums wiﬁ be doled out to him at
different times. I did more for Sullivan
than I would do for any other man in the
world. I liked him and believed that if
he could be knocked into shape again he
might behave himself. Isent my fami-
ly away and turned my home into train-
ing quarters and labored hard with him.
When he came to me his stomach was
so weak that it could retain only the
lightest kind of food. There was
a hole in his neck big enough to hold
your fist and his flesh was as soft and
flabby as a baby’s. He looked
like a man who would not live three
months. I laid out between $300 and $400
in fixing up the place to accommodate
him and in other necessary expenses,
exclusive of the household bills. My
butcher’s bill, while he was with me,
averaged $100 a week. I intended to
accept nothing for these services, but to
tell ~ Sullivan that the only pay
I wanted was to see him behave
himself and act like a man who had
some respect for himself. If his backers
intend to surrender much money to him
when he is making a beast of himself, I
may as well put up my bill and get some
of the money.

Muldoon is pretty well tired out, and
intends to gpend a few daysout of town.

A WILD SCHEME TO CHANGE A LIT-
TLE TOWN TO A BIG CITY.

The “Fondimental Iden” of the Hub-
bites is to Consolidate the Umiom,
Northern and Canadian Paeific
Roads and Make Boston the Ter-
minns of all Trans-Continental
Trade. Annexation Will then be
Possible.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THR GAZETTE.

HarrrorDp, Con, July 18.—The text for
the bill which is to be introduced at the
opening of the session of Congress in
December, involving a gigantic scheme
for railroad consolidation, is now being
put into type and a Chicago firm is en-
gaged in publishing the maps.

The fundamental idea is to make Bos-
ton the metropolis of the Continent. The
Union and Northern Pacific roads and
the Canadian Pacific are the ones to be
consolidated, the system extending from
Santa Fe through the Southern States
thence by way of the Pennsylvania coal
regions and across the Hudson River
at Poughkeepsie, taking in Hartford,
and the Connecticut Western line,
thence to Springfield and Boston. From
Boston the orignators of the plan pro-
pose torun steamship lines to Europe
furnishing the amplest accomodations
for freight and passenger traffic from
the Pacific Slope to the largest ports on
the European continent.  The
details of the. bill cannot be
ascertained at p t, but its proj
state that members of the Senate are
familiar with the scheme and are en-
thusiastic for its prosecution. The capi-
talization to be asked will not be less
than $700,000,000.

English capitalists will join in with the
enterprise, effecting a Commereial
Union at present and ultimately a politi-
cal one with the Canadian territory.
American capitalists will be interested
equally. A new ocean cable is also
among the plans.

Ollivier Defends Boulanger.
