Chefoo, June 15.—Noon.—A Russian 
merchant who was at Kinchou at the 
time of the recent battle there, and' who 
accompanied "the Russian army on its 
treat to Port Arthur, has arrived here in 
a junk. He says that the Russians had 
no permanent fortifications at Kinchou. 
but simply trenches; the country around 
had been mined, forcing the Japanese to 
take to the water. When they did so the 
Russian gunboat Bohr was taken to the 
head of Talienwan Bay, from whence 
she threw shells across the narrow neck 
of land, killing hundreds of Japanese. 
The Russians suffered' more from the 
fire of the Japanese gunboats than from 
the artillery and infantry fire.

The people of Port Arthur, the Rus­
sian merchant states, are confident and 
ready for the final test of strength by the 
opposing armies. The town is quiet.

All the soldiers have gone to the front. 
Thus far there have only been skirmishes 
between Dalny and Port Arthur.

The Russian merchant states that, 
far as he could see and learn, all the 
crippled Russian warships at Port 
Arthur, with the exception of the battle­
ship Pobieda, had been repaired. 
YVhether the repairs were permanent he 
was unable to say.

DEAD NEAR TRENCHES.
A Presentation.

R. L. Borden, the leader of the opposi­
tion, reached Me fiftieth year to-day. The 
event was handsomely remembered by his 
followers in the House and1 in the Senate. 
They gathered in the old railway committee 
room to-day, and being called to order by 
Colonel Hughes, -Sir Mackenzie BoweM, on, 
behalf of Conservative Senators and mem­
bers, presorted) Mr. Borden with a handsome 
case of cutlery, forks and spoons. There 
were 250 pieces In the case. F. D. Monk 
spoke for the House. Several ether speak­
ers followed.

St. Petersburg, June lS.—General 
Stakelberg, through the army head­
quarters at Harbin, reports a desperate 
battle with the Japanese, in which both 
sides lost heavily, and the Russian gen­
eral, Gungross, wtas severely wounded. 
The report was nlade public here last 
night, and confirms reports already tele­
graphed in part by correspondents in the 
field.

At mid-day on Tuesday an entire di­
vision of Japanese made a desperate at­
tack on the left flank of the Russian po­
sition at Vafangow, sixty miles above 
Kinchou. They attacked in- three col­
umns, and after shelling the Russians 
with heavy artillery, made a desperate 
1>ayonet charge in the face of a heavy 
fire from rapid-fire guns and musketry.

The desperation of the Japanese 
charge is snown by the fact that some 
of them succeeded in getting within a 
few yards of the Russian trenches be­
fore being shot down. They were finally 
compelled to retire, leaving fully 300 
dead behind. •

The First Siberian rifles bore the brunt 
of the attack, and their losses were very 
heavy. Their, colonel, Knyastounoff, fell 
almost in the first fire. Two majors an<| 
a number of officers were picked off by 
the Japanese sharpshooters, whose fire 
was unusually accurate and deadly. Gen. 
Gungross was shot < just as the Japanese 
attacking column broke and fled. He was 
picked up and hurried to the rear, where 
it was stated that his injuries are very 
serious and may prove mortal.

A report was also received from Gen. 
Kharkevitch telling of the battle be­
tween the outposts at Utiaton last Sat­
urday. He states that the Japanese at­
tacked from tlhe front and. flank early in 
the afternoon, and fighting raged until 
late. Finally the Japanese were driven 
back and -the Russians followed up their 
advantage under cover of the night.

Just before dawn the Russians charged 
the heights of Liao Tung, carrying the 
Japanese position with a loss of but four 
killed and eighteen wounded. General 
Kharkevitch also reports that his scouts 
have reported to him that a Japanese 
column numbering 3,000 men is march­
ing toward Haayensitan.

Toronto Steel Railway.
Toronto, Julie 13.—While negotiations 

are being carried on between representa­

•believe the company is making extensive 
preparations for a strike.

THE RUSSIANS LOST
FIVE HUNDRED KILLED.

Tokio, June 16.—In the fight which is 
reported to have taken place at Tielnssi 
on the railroad about SO miles north of 
Port Arthur the Russians lost 500 men 
killed, 100 prisoners and 15 guns.

The casualties on the Japanese side 
are estimated at 1,000 men killed and 
wounded.

RUMORED DEFEAT Destroyed By Fire.
Toronto, June 13.—The machinery and 

plant of the Simpson Brick Company 
destroyed by fire yesterday. The 

loss is estimated at $15,000, without in­
surance. Official of the company and 
the police believe the fire was incendiary, 
and suspect it is connected with the re­
cent strike of brickmakers.

Will Seek Investment.
Montreal, June 13.—Geo. E. Drum­

mond, presindent of the Montreal 
Board of Trade and the Canadian Manm 
faeturers Association, who has just re­
turned from England, predicts that more 
British capital will seek investment in 
Canada within the next five years than 
has reached ~4he Dominion during the- 
whole of the past decade. Not a little 
of this rapidly growing and intelligent 
interest in things Canadian, he said, is 
due to the discussion of the great fiscal 
question brought with such' force into 
Imperial politics by Mr. Chamberlain.

In his 
evidence Bangs related how, when Wil­
cox first came to see him, he stated that 
he had taken a package out of the mail 
bag containing $10,000, and requested 
witness to defend him. Wilcox told 
witness to secure the box containing 
certain things which should be destroy­
ed. Bangs then related how Wilcox 
gave him two keys, one to the golf 
house at Calgary and the other to a 
locker in the house. In the locker he 
found a telescope bag containing a tin 
box. Witness took this home, and upon 
opening it found $7,000 in $5 and $10 
Bank of Hamilton bills, 
also a number of mail bag seals, sealfbg 
wax, rubber stamps and a large metal 
stamp “R.” These Bangs destroyed in 
his own furnace. Wilcox’s instructions 
being to destroy all incriminating evi­
dence.

Pathetic in the Extreme.

ELECTION LAW
New York, June 16.—When fhe dread 

tale of the General Slocum disaster is 
Mfnlly told, when the last blackened1 body 
has been taken from the burned hulk 
and the swift waters of Hell Gate gives 
up their dead, the catastrophe will take 
its place as the'most appalling that has 
ever occurred in the inland waters of 
America.

Definite figures on the loss of life can­
not yet be given. That more than 500 
persons perished is a horrible certainty, 
but how much in excess of that number 
the total will run will only be known 
when the “missing” column is finished. 
All during the night and through the 
early part of to-day the sad work of ex­
ploring the Slocum’s hull went on, and 
the sad procession of ambulances, each 

With It’s Pitiful Load, 
wound it way from the river front to the 
morgue at the foot of 26th street until 
at noon 504 bodes lay on the slabs.

Most of these came from the wreck, 
but the night-long patrol of the waters 
of East river added- its ghastly quota. 
There are many bodies still in the hold 
of the burned vessel, according to the 
divers and wreckers, bat the river is 
looked to complete the list.

How many, preferring death by 
drowning to the agony of death by fire, 
went over the rail, never to rise again 
during the mad race of the vessel for 
the beach, will probably never be known.

A PROGRESSIVE POLICY.

THE LINE TO MEXICO.,The Colonist was looking for evidence 
of a surplus the other day. Did our 
contemporary notice "the announcement 
that the debt of Canada had been re­
duced by considerably over seven mil­
lions of dollars during the year? It will 
also be noted from the budget speech 
of finance Minister Fielding that all 
the groat works carried out by the gov­
ernment since it came into power for the 
purpose of improving the means of 
transportation and finding better markets 
for Canadian goods have 'been paid f&r, 
and the debt of the country reduced by 
more than one million dollars? These 
are some of the notable features of the 
budget speech. But there are others.

The revenue has been growing so fast 
that it has been found advisable to re­
duce the duties on certain articles large­
ly consumed in Canada. The remission 
of taxation during the coming financial 
year will amount to a very large suffi. 
The opponents of the government have 
been complaining that it was taking 
more money from the people than was 
necessary for administrative -purposes. 
vVhy do they, not edmmend' the acts of 
relief? They seem to be, rather disap­
pointed th^n otherwise.

The leaders of the Conservative party 
-were in a state almost of collapse at the 
thought of what might befall Canadian 
industries if they were left without pro­
tection against the “dumping” propensi­
ties of Uqited States manufacturers. 
Ample protection has 'been given our in­
dustries and to the consumers of the Do­
minion also through a special provision 
in the tariff covering cases of “slaugh­
tered” or “dumped” goods. It cannot be 
said in this instance that the Liberal 
free trade government has adopted' the 
policy of the Conservative protectionist 
party. Perhaps that is the reason there 
has not appeared from an opposition 
source a word in commendation of the 
policy of the government. After all we 
must make allowance for the fact that 
the objectiive of the opposition is power, 
and it is not a matter for wonder that 
any measure tending to drive it away 
from power, which cannot he logically 
condemned shall be received in sullen, 
sulky silence.

The Advantages of United Effort Set 
Forth in Sermon Last Sunday

In the course of his sermon last Sun­
day evening at First Presbyterian 
church, Rev. Dr. Campbell said:

“Denominationalism may stimulate by 
wholesome rivalry and emulation, yet 
withal it is a source of weakness. Men 
and women, although in different denom­
inations, if they are Christians, feel that 
they are one in Christ. The dark and 
savage inhabitants of Africa, and the 
learned and refined philosophers of 
Europe, when converted, feel that they 
are one in Christ. In striving to ‘keesp 
the unity of the spirit in the bond of 
peace,* we should strive to obliterate' the 
separating lines of denominationalism.
Division is not of God in the Christian 
church. I have brethren in the Angli­
can, Methodist, Congregationalist, Bap­
tist and non-Protestant churches. He 
would be a bold man, and certainly à 
narrow man, who would say that I have 
not brethren in the Church of Rome, 
which, unfortunately however, takes 
upon herself to unchurch all other Chris­
tians.

“The world will never he evangelized 
and Christianized until Christ’s prayer 
is realized in fact: ‘That they may all be 
one, as Thou Father art in Me, and I in 

1 Thee, that they may be one in Us, that 
the world may know that Thou hast 
sent Me.’ There is so much outside the 
Christian church contending against her, 
that the church should be a unit to put 
down vice and transgression and sin. We 

^are weakened even should we not con­
tend with each other, if we do not unite 
onr forces for the rebuking of evil, the 
betterment of the world and the bringing 

-in of the glorious millennium—the king­
dom of onr Father.

“On the eve of a great battle, the 
clans of Scotland were quarrelling as to 
which should have the place of honor in 
the battle, when the army of England the children in baud-, and Charles Lom- 
charged on them, swept them, off the ^ard, stage manager. That it was suc- 
field, leaving thousands slam among 
the heather, whereas had they been unit­
ed in their ranks, history no doubt would 
have a very different tale to tell.

“We should sink our little differences 
as Christian denominations, and unite 
our forces, that the church of God may 
march on to victory, ‘fair as the sun, 
clear as the moon and terrible as an 
army with banners,’ ‘conquering and to 
conquer, till the kingdoms of this world 
shall become the kingdom of otir Lord, 
and He shall reign forever.’

But by wise and patient 
generalship it can be accomplished with­
out the compromise of ecclesiastical 
principle, on individual conviction; and 
by-the liberal use^of the lubricating oil 
of Divine grace the machinery will run 
smoothly to the glory of God and the 
good of the great family of man, setting 
an example worthy of being followed.

Well Equipped! Works Nearing Completion— 
To Be Devoted to Marine Trade.(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Yesterday afternoon argument waà 
completed in ttie Full court in the appeal 
against the assessment of the Nelson & 
Fort Sheppard railvhty. Judgment was 
reserved.

The appeal in Robinson v. Empey fol­
lowed. J. A. Macdonald, of RossHand, 
appeared for the defendant, appellant, 
and A, H. McNeill, of "Vancouver, for 
the plaintiffr respondent The appèâl 
was from the judgment of the Chief 
Justice, and has to do with a Rossland 
business transaction.

As outlined by the counsel for the 
appellant, Hammond & Bissen, bought 
out the grocery business of Bond & 
Cook on June 17th, 1903. They paid 
about $800 or $1,000 down, and assumed 
heavy liabilities and the book debts of 
the old firm. Within three days after 
assuming control they found that the 
debts were pressing, and they -had to get 
assistance. They went to Empey, to 
whom was owing about $1,900 by the 
old firm, and got aqpther $1,000 on 
June 20th. A mortgage was taken for 
the whole amount. On June 27th the 
firm found it impossible to proceed and 
assigned. Empey became assignee, and 
acted until July 13th, when the creditors 
met and removed him from that position 
and appointed Mr. Robinson. Empey 
had received in about $1,245 of debts 
due to Bond & Cook. There were other 
moneys received also, and these were ap­
plied by him to pay off the mortgage, 
leaving only about $800 due on it. ™

The contention qf. the other side was 
that these moneys _shpuld have been 
turned over to the new assignee. The 
stock -on hand in the store exceeded the 
mortgage, and Empey could have got the 
amount of his . mortgage, from that 
source. It was claimed that he had no 
right to Bond & Cook’s hook debts to 
apply tiiean to the mortgage.

The argument was not completed last 
evening, but resunaed again this morning.

After hearing the argument in full the 
Court decided against the judgment of 
the Chief Justice and allowed the appeal 
with costs. It was held that the debts 
due to the old firm had been taken over 
by the new as part of the assets, 
that therefore Mr. Empey had not ex­
ceeded his rights in doing as he did.

The Court then proceeded with the ap­
peal in Attorney-General v. Ludgàte. 
This is a reargument of the famous 
case which has Ibeen in the courts since 
1899. Fred Peters, K. C., appeared for 
the Dominion government, who are the 
appellants in this case. Associated with 
him is F. W. Howay, of New Westmin­
ster, and H. J. Duncan.

Under the amendments to the customs 
tariff passed by the Dominion parliament 
qn June 7th, 1904, a number of changes 
are made in the rates to be charged upon 
dutiable goods entering the country. 
The department of customs at Ottawa in 
view of this has issued instructions to all 
collectors setting these forth.

- Collectors are' directed to carefully 
observe the provisions in the resolutions 
imposing a special duty of customs (in 
addition to the customs duties otherwise 
established) on articles shipped to Can­
ada at an export price lower than the 
price at which such articles are usually 
sold for the home trade, in the country 
of export.

The special duty applies only to duti­
able articles of a class or kind made or 
produced in Canada (except in respect of 
certain wire rods), and is not to exceed 
15 per cent, ad valorem on the following 
articles, viz.:

Jacob Sehl Died Suddenly in His Office 
on Government Street Yester­

day Afternoon.

It was, with the greatest surprise that 
residents'of the city received the intelli­
gence Wednesday that Jacob Sehl had 
passed away. He had been about his 
duties during the day and no warning 
was given that the end of his life was 
near at hand. About 5 o’clock in the 
afternoon he was sitting in a chair en­
gaged in conversation in the office of the 
firm on Government street, when he sud­
denly passed away. Death was due to 
heart failure.

The deceased, although in his 71st 
year, has been remarkably rugged. He 
has been little troubled with any ail­
ments, and has never given any indica­
tion of any constitutional weakness. He 
was on the contrary regarded as a very 
strong man, considering his advanced 
age.

The death of Mr. Sehl removes one 
of the pioneers of this province. He was
on.e.of ÿpjfp yrho entered the province iiU 30 percent, ad .valorem.
1(558, attracted hy the gold discoveries Twine and cordage of all kinds, n.e.s, 
in Cariboo. Since that time he has re­
sided continuously in the province, most 
of the time .being spent in this city.

Jacob Sehl was born at Ediger, near 
Colblentz, Germany, November 30th,
1833. When 25 years of age he and his 
-brother Frank decided to leave their na­
tive land to seek their fortunes in the 
gold fields of Cariboo, which were then 
attracting the attention of the world.
They had to make the trip by the slow 
sailing vessels; coming by way of Cape 
Horn, and reached here in the spring of 
1858. They pushed on to the Cariboo 
diggings, and spent some time there.
Upon returning to Victoria, the deceased 
followed the search for gold at Sooke, 
and on the Leech river.

He soon gave up mining, however, and 
devoted his attention to the furniture 
business. Starting in a small way in 
1860, his -business rapidly developed. In 
1886 he erected the large brick factory 
at Sehl’s Point.

In the depression which followed, a 
few years after, the business suffered 
with others, and the factory was finally 
closed. Mr. Sehl continued to follow the 
furniture business, however, assisted by 
his son, Wm. Sehl.

He married Elizabeth Van Allman, 
who died a-bout nine years ago. The re­
maining members of the family are: J.
J. Sehl, of Tacoma ; William Sehl, who 
is connected with the business in this 
city; Mrs. W. W. Sherwood, of New 
York, and Mrs. J. G. EHzalde, of this 
city.

His brother, Frank Sehl, died several 
years ago.

Mr. Sehl took a great interest in 
music. For years he was a member of 
the choir of the Roman Catholic cathe­
dral. He also was Instrumental in or­
ganizing the first German Iiederkranz 
in this city.

As one of the old settlers of the prov­
ince he was also prominently identified 
with the Pioneer Society, being one Of 
the founders of the association.

The funeral will take place from the 
residence of his niece, Mrs. Maas, 42,
Montreal street, at 9 o’clock Saturday 
forenoon, and at 9.30 it will leave St.
Andrew’s Roman Catholic cathedral, 
where high mass will be celebrated.

ranging from 6 to 8 cents a pound.

To compete with this company, other 
wholesale merchants are understood to 
be contemplating the importation of fruit 
from the Sound. This; however, would 
scarcely be sufficiently profitable, and it 
is therefore doubtful whether such a 
step will be taken. There are now more 
berries on hand than can be conveniently 
disposed of, and the market is expected 
to be seriously glutted as the fruit

ripens.
Apricots are already arriving from 

California in considerable quantities. 
The last steamers to come from the 
south brought consignments for Victoria 
wholesalers, and the fruit is being sold 
at the rate of $1.50 per box. Small 
quantities may be purchased from retail­
ers at 10 cents per pound.

There is also an exceptional fluct uation 
in the prices quoted for hay, oats, and 
other foodstuffs. This is attributed to 
the fact that* the farmers of the Delta 
and other Mainland agricultural districts 
have been holding back their last year’s 
crops in the constant hope of securing 
better prices. As the advance during the 
winter months has not amounted’ to 
much, these farmers now find themselves 
with a lot of marketable produce which 
must be disposed of before the present 
season’s returns are offered for sale.

The result is, and will continue to be, 
a steady fail in the wholesale and retail 
prices of the produce referred to. In this 
connection it might be stated that the 
figures in the appended quotations hav­
ing reference to foodstuffs are the prices 
local wholesalers are wilting t/k' pfytfie 
farmers. This is pointed out in case they 
be mistaken for the sale prices of the 
wholesale dealer, as there is always more 
or less of a margin.

POLICY ANNOUNCED.

Government Announces Conditions Under 
Which Southeast Kootenay Licences 

Will Be Issued.

This week’s Gazette contains a notice re­
specting the issuing of licensee for coal and 
petroleum prospecting In Mock 4,593 South­
east Kootenay. The notice fixes the fee for 
the license at $100 each, land those who 
have not deposited sufficient are notified 
that It must be done. The license covers a 
year frdm» the date çf issue.

The policy of the government with re­
spect to it Is contained) in the following, 
which forms piart of the notice:

“Owing to the number of applicants for 
licenses to prospect for coal and petroleum 
and rise -peculiar circutnstamces surrounding 
the application for an issuance of these 
licenses, and the we$l known fact that the 
issuance has been unavoidably suspended 
for so many months, the government of 
British Columbia finds lit impossible to de­
termine the equitable rights of the numer­
ous applicants. Therefore, for the purpose 
of enabling all .persons to go before the 
proper tribunal for > the determination of 
their respective rights and priorities, this 
license is issued and accepted subject to 
such prior rights of other persons as may 
exist by law, and the date of the license is 
not to be taken or hçld as in any sense de­
termining such priority, and further it 
shall not be taken or hefltil to waive inquiry 
by the courts with the proper performance 
of all conditions precedent as between ad­
verse claimants; and) further on the under­
standing that the government shaV not be 
held responsible for or In connection with 
any conflict which may arise with other 
claimants of the same ground), and that 
under no .circumstance© will license fees 
be refunded.

“And* the holder hereby waives any claim 
or demand against the government and 
expressây agrees not to take any step© or 
proceedings or present any petition’ to en­

force any alleged claim or demand against 
the government of the province of British 
Columbia arising out of the Issuance of 
this license, or of .any other matter or 
thing appertaining thereto.

“The land being under reserve from pre­
emption and sale, this license does not In­
clude any rights other than the rights to 
prospect for coal and petroleum.”

MURDERER CAPTUflED.

St. Petersburg, June 16.—A private 
letter from Urumi Yah, North Persia, 
dated May 31st, says that Seid, who 
murdered Rev. Benjamin W. Labaree, 
son of Dr. Benjamin Labaree, superin­
tendent of the American mission, has 
been brought by thé British consul to 
Tabariz for trial.

Geo. Henry ‘Wilson-Brown Served In Army 

Before Coming to Vancouver Island. The Paterson Shoe Go. Ld.ON LENORfl DEAL 8By 'the death of Geo. Henry -Wilson- 
Brown, which occurred Monday morning 
at the -Provincial Royal Jubilee hospital, 
Victoria has lost another prominent pio­
neer. Mr. Wilson-Brown, before coming to 
British Columbia, spent years in India and 
South Africa, and m-ade an extensive tour 
through Egypt.

Leaving his native county of Mont­
gomeryshire, Wales, as a youth, and heir to 
a substantial fortune, he determined “to 
see the world.” Those who have heard the 
story of his early life say that in order to 
obtain control of the legacy referred to it 
was necessary for him to spend a certain 
amount on his education. In order to com­
ply with this, and at the same time patisfy 
his desire for adventure, he employed two 
tutors, who accompanied him on an exten­
sive tour of the continent.

Later on he visited South Africa and 
spent several years hunting big game. While 
there he met with many experiences which 
he delighted to relate to acquaintances. It 
is stated that on one occasion he entered 
into a contract with the government agree­
ing to kill a specified number of elephants 
which frequented v an agricultural district 
and ruined the crops every year. He ful­
filled the terms of the agreement to the 
letter and trophies of the chase are still 
treasured up among other numerous relics 
of his travels.

Leaving South Africa he went to Egypt, 
and after touring that country left for 
India. There he settled down and took out 
a commission with one of the crack British 
regiments theh stationed in that country. 
After serving as an officer for several years 
he again became restless, and resigning 
his position left for America.

At that time this province was attracting 
crowds on account of the gold found In 
Cariboo and elsewhere. Mr. Wilson-Brown 
joined the miners on their way here and 
arrived <in Victoria for the first time in the 
early sixties. Shortly afterwards he pur­
chased about 500 acres of the best agricul­
tural land of the Saanich district and re­
sided on his ranch until a few years ago.

He held the position of justice of the 
peace for some time, performing the duties 
pertaining to that office satisfactorily. A 
few years ago, accompanied by his wlie, he 
left the farm and organized a ladles’ pri­
vate school on the site of the old Orphans’ 
Home, Rae street. This was a marked 
success, being attended by the daughters 
of many of those who held the highest 
places in Victoria society.

Although 83 years of age, Mr. Wilson- 
Brown was to all appearances hale and 
hearty up to within a few weeks before 
death. He leaves to mourn his loss a widow, 
but had no family. The funeral arrange­
ments will be announced later.

Considerable Work Will Be Done. canoe.

Whilst the men were at the wreck they 
heard cries from the woman who was 
aboard of the sloop, and they saw that 
the sloop had broken her cable and was 
drifting on the rocks.

The two Indian men at once hastened 
t'o the rescue of both woman and sîdop, 
but to make matters more serious the 
canoe capsized, throwing both into the 
water. After regaining their canoe and 
righting it they reached the sloop, and 
took the woman off. But* by this time 
the sloop had commenced to pound to 
pieces on the reefs. She broke into 
splinters in a short time, and is now a 
companion for thé ili-fated Kailua.

The Indians, however, managed to 
reach shore in safety.

From Quatsino the Queen City brings 
advices that' a large outcrop of ore has 
been discovered on the N. S. Fractional, 
one of the group belonging to the Yreka 
Copper Co. This claim lays right up in 
the air, about 700 feet above the Com­
stock workings. The new find crops 
along the face of the mountain for about 
200 feet judging £rom what is uncovered, 
and about* 50 feet wide. It is good look­
ing ore.

It appears to 
be a well defined lead, a new condition 
on this property. On standing at the 
new find and looking almost straight 
down (as it appears) on^sees t'he Com­
stock workings beloyw~, and to a novice at 
least it would seem a huge mistake has 
been made in the working of this pro­
perty. They have been operating m a 
great big slide in the valley that has 
slid off this mountain, and have only 
just now found t'he place where it comes 
from. To an outsider not acquainted 
with the conditions this would appear 

I impossible, but when one sees the 
stumps, roots and thick vegetation it* is 
a wonder it is discovered at all.

The Quatsino Power & Pulp Co. have 
surveyors on the Sound getting ready for 
work. They have measured the Marble 
creek power, and found 6,000 Aofse 
power with 65 feet of head. It is not 
decided yet if the mill will be put* at 
Quatsino City or at Marble Creek bay.

The schooner Otto lay in Winter har­
bor until the 1st inst., when she sailed 
for Behring Sea, having secured one 
more nunter at Quatsino.

The sawmill at Yreka is running full 
blast shipping about 50,000 feet 
twice a month. Things are looking quite 
lively at uatsino. The find1 of ore at 
the Yreka has improved conditions. In­
dians have all left for the fishing season 
at Rivers Inlet.

Constable Leeson made the Indian go 
to San Joseph bay and bring the name 
board of t'he Triumph that he had' left 
there, and has sent it to Victoria on this 
trip. The Indian reports seeing another 
piece of wreckage in San Joseph bay 
looking like a piece of the bow of a ves­
sel. It was painted green. Mr. Sher- 
berg has bought tne store stock at 
Yreka, and will keep store at* Yreka also.

Albert Lund and party took in a boom 
of logs before the Queen City sailed of 
347,000 feet of timber. One spruce 
measured 7 feet 10 inches at the butt 
end and 52 inches at the first* limb. It 
was 111 feet long and perfectly straight. 
There is said to be lots more such sticks 

•for pulp manufacture at Quatsino.
Returning the Queen City brought 

64,000 feet of lumber from Yreka, 30,000 
feet of which was for the new Presby­
terian mission at Ahousaht, which A. B. 
Fraser of this cit'y has gone to visit, and 
34,000 feet for the Catholic mission • at 
Clayoquot. These premises, the passen­
gers of the steamer were given an op­
portunity of inspecting.

CRÜELTY TO ANIMALS.“The Dunsmuir interest were to re­
ceive $163,000, and Mr. Bellinger, one of Chinaman Fined for Leaving Harness on 

His Horses for Several Days.
The sanitary and building inspectors 

reported as follows : GEORGE KILBY. GERTRUDE LYE (No. 1).Re the old one story store fronting on 
the corner of Broad and Pandora streets, 
together with the sheds, etc., at the rear, 
all on lot 667, block V., assessed to Messrs.

“However, after this Mr. Matson 
found it necessaryJ:o vary the terms, and 
he cabled to Victoria announcing that it 
would be necessary to issue 8 per cent, 
preference stock in place of 6 per cent., 
to reduce the working capital from 
*200,000 to $150,000; to increase the 
liquidator’s commission to $150,000; to. 
reduce the ordinary shares issued to Mr. 
Croft to 125,000, and reduce the total 
capital to $1,375,000. The unsecured 
creditors refused to accept this amend­
ment both on the ground that the sug­
gestion to pay 2 per cent, more to the 
preference shareholders would impair 
the value of their own shares, and that 
tha commission of $150,000 asked by the 
liquidator for finding $500,000 was 
necessarily high. Mr. Matson has there­
fore gone-back, and unless hé finds that 
the creditors are prepared to meet him 
in a more conciliatory spirit he announces 
his intention of washing his hands of the 
whole affair. As to the value of the 
mine, and whether it would justify the 
proposed capital, we are not in a posi­
tion at present to express an opinion, but 
the proposed sum of £30,000 for working 
capital is without doubt in-adequate for 
the mine and smelter, and a company 
brought out on such a basis would sodn 
find itself financially embarrassed.”

This survey was apparently adopted by the 
city as the correct plan, and In giving 
street lines to lot owners, the city engineer 
has followed it. Numbers of people, how­
ever, who built previously to the survey 
did so on the assumption that the Nagle 
plan showed the correct boundaries.

Most of the encroachment® on the Ralph 
survey are those which conform to the 
Nagle plan, and in these cases I am of 
opinion that the city must pay compensa- 

" tion if they require to_set the encroachers 
back to the street lines shown by the 
Ralph survey.

In other cases, encroachments appear to 
have been made on irregular lines, and 
on account of the existence of rocky 
ground, and for other reasons.

In these cases, in so far as these en­
croachments extend over the street lines 
as shown by the Nagle plan, the city can 
force the person so encroaching to set 
back his fence, without any compensation.

The encroachments on these various 
streets are rather numerous, and I think 
the council should hesitate about straight­
ening Catherine street, unless they are 
prepared, sooner or later, to straighten the 
other streets parallel thereto. A state of 
affairs exactly on all-fours with the present 
one is rarely met with, and consequently I 
would suggest that before deciding to do 
anything the council should carefully con­
sider the whole question and resort to the 
plans for an explanation of the exact posi­
tion of the encroachments.
