Teheran, May 6—A proclamation grant­
ing a constitution to Persia has been sign­
ed and issued by the Shah. The docu­
ment announces that it has been accord­
ed by his majesty because “A constitu­
tional regime alone is capable of bringing 
about the restoration of order and pro­
moting the welfare of the people.” 
Elections will be held in accordance with 
a new electoral law which is to be pub­
lished shortly, and should be completed 
by July 19th, when the deputies -vyill as­
semble in Teheran.

The decision of the Shah of Persia again 
to grant a constitution to the country, 
follows six months of revolutionary agi­
tation on the part of the Persian people 
for the restoration of representltive gov­
ernment. The present Shah, who suc­
ceeded to the throne in January of 1907, 
found the country under a constitution 
that had been granted by his predecessor. 
This government was continued for a 
period of about 28 months, but in No-, 
vember of 1908 the Shah decided that the 
people should no longer have a constitu­
tion, and his proclamation to that effect 
was posted in the mosques November 23. 
This was followed by a serious revolution­
ary movement, particularly in Northern 
Persia, where the situation 
preached anarchy.
Shah was practically nil.
Great Britain and Russia have been exert­

ing influence on the Shah to compel him 
to restore the constitution and inaugurate 
certain reforms.

Italian Contractor, Said to Be 
Nephew of Cardinal Ferrata 
Arrested in New Orleans.

Chicago, May 6-—Within ten or fifteen 
years, according to J. H. Finney, secretary 
treasurer of the Appalachian Forestry As­
sociation, there will not be a stick of tim­
ber standing east of the Rockies and with­
in fifty years, the entire country will be 
as barren of timber as the American des­
ert unless something is done to avert the 
disaster. This statement is made in a com 
munication to the Traffic Club.

Regarding the coal situation Mr. Finney 
declares the country consumes on an av­
erage of five tons per capita and wastes 
three.

Stratford-on-Avon,May5 — The Union­
ists won their seat in the House of Com­
mons from this constituency today with 
the striking majority of 2,627 votes. Their 
candidate, P. S. Foster, poled 5,374, while 
Joseph Martin, the Liberal candidate, re­
ceived 2,747 votes. The battle was fought 
out on tariff reform and a big navy. The 
Stratford-on-Avon vacancy was caused by 
the resignation of Malcolm Kincaid- 
Smith.

Cincinnati, May 5th—Prominent Cin­
cinnatians are interesting themselves in a 
national movement to change business 
hours during the summer months after 
the fashion in vogue in England, which 
makes the day begin two hours earlier 
during the summer months than the re­
mainder of the year.

The plan as suggested provides that each 
year on May 1st the standard time of the 
United States be advanced two hours, and 
continue thus until October 1st. In this 
way it is intended that persons who start 
to work at 7 o’clock in the morning dur­
ing the other months shall begin their day 
at 5 o’clock in the summer months, and 
quit two hours earlier, the plan giving 
them two hours of daylight for recreation 
which they are not able to enjoy now. 
This plan would leave the same number 
of hours for sleep and for business as 
now.

Mr. and Mrs. Crossman arrived 
only to find their house in flames and all 
hope of rescue for their little ones cut off. 
Their grief was heartrending.

It was difficult to find the children but 
the firemen eventually fought their way 
in through the heat and smoke and dis­
covered Gerald and Gretchen, the two 
youngest, dead in bed together. In the 
front room George was found lifeless on 
the floor. Their bodies were hardly burn­
ed and it was evident that they had died 
from suffocation. In bringing out George s 
body a fireman was so overcome with the 
smoke that he fainted on reaching the 
street. The interior of the house was 
gutted. ■ ,

In beginning, the professor mentioned 
that it was very appropriate to speak on 
'the subject of Canada’s greatness before 
a gathering which had the patriotic ideals 
of the Canadian Club. He said it was 
curious the way in which Canadians look­
ed upon their native land. So intensified 
was their attitude, that they might well 
be called idealists or sentimentalists in 
this respect. Canada was not looked on 
simply as a map but as a great and fruit­
ful country. She was spoken of as a 
beautiful maiden standing on the threshold 
of the future, with the light of the sun­
rise on her brow. She was spoken of as 
having promises of further greatness. Too 
often this greatness was confounded with 
bigness and it was this that he wished 
to consider in his remarks.

From a political and commercial stand­
point, it was stated, he said, that Canada 
would be great. But on turning to the 
pages of history how many nations had 
left their mark on the world’s progress 
which had been great commercial nations'
Not one was found. Increase in com­
mercialism, he said, deadened the sense 
of national independence, and there was 
a distinct danger, through this spirit of 
commercialism, of this country as a nation 
being removed from the world s history, 
and the name of Canada becoming a mere 
curiosity on old maps.

From a religious standpoint, he said, 
conditions were slightly better, as the 
churches were sending forth the call to 
young men, to come forward and assist 
in building up the nation. Canada, he 
said, had now a wonderful opportunity to 
grow in the direction of nationhood. But 
in religion, law, art, letters, what great 
idea had she contributed to the world s 
progress and civilization?

Local rates press upon the man of ; av­
erage means more heavily even than im­
perial taxes. The case is cited of a poor 
tailor, who had been sent to jail for non­
payment of rates. His wife appealed to 
Judge Emden for his release, anti explain­
ed tiiat her husband earned only 25 shill­
ings a week; but, as they had ten chil­
dren they were obliged to take a small 
house, instead of living in rooms. They 

utterly crushed by the rates, how­
ever, and it wm impossible for them to 
pay the sum, in default of which the 

had been sent to jail. The judge or­
dered his release and made some stinging 
remarks about the local authorities. An­
other case is that of the rector of Monge- 
well. When he accepted the living the 
rates were only about two shillings in the 
pound. In ten years they have risen to 
six shillings and two-pence. The gross 
atnount in 1907 was about £70, and, un­
able to pay this amount, the rector’s ef­
fects were seized and sold.

In some parishes the poor rates are so 
heavy that it would pay the community 
better tb board and lodge, its paupers at 
a London hotel than to support them in 
the workhouse. For instance, the parish 
of Coombe paid £1,000 in one year, and 
had only one pauper. It costs Hackney 
about £200 apiece for its paupers. Scourg­
ed with whips before, the British taxpay­
ers now face the certainty of being 
scourged with the scorpions of David 
Lloyd-George's fiscal policy.

In a part of the report dealing with the 
production of wheat, it is stated that a 
noteworthy fact is the regularity with 
which the United States supplied us with 
a great portion our our wheat for a long 
period of years. In 1904-5, however, we 
only received 8.3 per cent from the United 
States. The percentage since then has 
been much higher, but the day is not far 
distant when the United States shall 
have ceased exporting wheat. The reason, 
of course, is obvious) The population of 
the United States at the present time is 
eighty-six millions. The yearly production 
of wheat is over seven hundred and thirty- 
five million bushels. The population con­
sumes, including seed, approximately seven 
bushels per head. At the present time 
they are producing more than they are 
consuming. In 1915, when it is estimated 
the population will have reached a hun­
dred and six millions, they will have no 
surplus wheat. Meanwhile, two countries . . 
have been forging ahead as wheat export- ** 
ers—namely, Argentina and Canada. With 
an increased rise in price large regions 
undrained and semi-arid in different parts 
of the world would immediately come un­
der the plough. Without, however, push­
ing the margin of cultivation farther back,
Uanada, on virgin soil, will by-and-bv be 
able to make un for more than the defic­
iency of the United States and produce 
wheat at prices which, while tending up­
wards, will not be exorbitant.

It were worth while (the report goes 
on to say) making the pathway of the 
Scottish farm laborer to a homestead of 
his own in Canada a little easier. It 
might be done with advantage to the 
mother country and the colony, and with 
profit to those who did it. Other coun­
tries are doing it for their people. We 
might do it for ours. It means the tio- 

! tation of a company on business lines. No 
j other proposition is worth considering.
\ Thousands of acres are 'available in dif- 
, ferent parts of Canada for such a purpose.
| The policy of the company would be two- 
! fold. It would, in the first place be a 
i farming company. The farm would be

Speaking of the hardship often inflicted 

by the British, eyrtem of death duties, a 
Toronto gentleman mentioned the case of 
three brothers who were killed, one after 
another, ;in the South African war. The 
eldest was the firet to fall. His estate, af­
ter paying the incomp demanded by law, 
passed to hie younger brother. He, too, 
met his. death shortly af.ter, and the prop­
erty he had inherited passed to the young­
est, after having paid toll again. Then the 
third of the brother was killed in action, 
and once more the estate was fined, before 
becoming the property of his heirs. The 
three taxes, following each other at 
euch short intervals, almost entirely con­
sumed the estate, and what was 
valuable property became a very trifling 
legacy.

There is an estate in Hertfordshire, 
mentioned by a writer in Chambers’ Jour­
nal, which has passed through the hands 
of four heirs within fifteen years, three 
of them being elderly brothers. Their 
nephew, who now owns the place, is ob­
liged to live in a small portion of the once 
noble residence. The rest of the house is 
closed and going to ruin. The numerous 
hands who once earned their living oh the 
place have been turned away, because of 
the owner’s inability to employ them, and 
it is expected that it will be many years 
before tile estate recovers from the enor­
mously heavy death duties. As a rule, 
landed estates are not great money mak­
ers. While their aggregate rent roll may 
be large, they require an army of men to 
keep them up, and usually demand the in­
vestment of large sums on capital account. 
The late Duke of Devonshire, one of the 
wealthiest of peers, complained that he 
could not afford to paint and glaze one of 
his residences that needed renovation, be­
cause the estate to which he had lately 
succeeded was still staggering from the 
blows struck it by the death duties and 
the inheritance tax.

It would appear that the assessors 
collectors of the income tax have been

Pathetic Scene Witnessed in 
Flushing N. Y. Court Room at 
Trial of Capt. Peter C. Hains
Flushing, N. Y., May 4—Mrs. Virginia 

Jenkins Haine, mother of the defendant, 
concluded her testimony this afternoon, af­
ter a trying and pathetic ordeal on the 
stand in an effort to save her son, Peter 
C. Hains, jr., who is on trial for the mur­
der of Wm. E. Annie. Now that father, 
mother and two brothers of Captain Hains 
have testified, the trial soon will reach the 
"alienist stage."

The defense has but two more lay wit­
nesses to examine, and the five alienists 
retained to show that the young army of­
ficer is insane, probably will testify 
Thursday.

Feeble, and on the verge of nervous col­
lapse, the testimony of Mrs. Hains 
the most dramatic incident of the trial. 
She broke down and sobbed convulsively 
throughout hey direct examination, and 
when District Attorney Dewitt started his 
cross-examination, the strain proved too 
much for her mother’s heart. She sank 
into the witness chair, covered her face 
with her handkerchief and sobbed bitter­
ly, At this point Mr. Dewitt promptly 
announced that he had concluded the 
cross-examination and the old lady was 
taken from the court room.

Both the defense and the prosecution 
as gentle as possible with Mrs. 

Hains, but besides the strong feeling she 
exhibited while telling of scenes between 
herself and her accused son after his mar­
ital troubles she frequently broke into hy­
sterical weeping, when Justice Garretson 

compelled to admonish her with in­
structions to refrain from interjecting her 

impression into the testimony and 
confine herself strictly to answering ques­
tions. It was then that she pleaded with 
the court to let her tell everything “for 
the sake of her boy,” and it required all 
the persuasive power of Justice Garretson 
and Mr. McIntyre to quiet her.

The hypoethetical question in regard to 
Captain Hains’ sanity, which will be sub­
mitted to the alienists, contains ten 
thousand words and will require an hour 
and half in reading. It covers the chief 
incidents of the defendant’s life as brought 
out by the testimony, up to the time of 
the shooting of Annis.

A number of witnesses were called today 
before Mrs. Haine took the stand.

The substance of their testimony was to 
show the alleged irrationality of the de­
fendant as they saw it, during the summer 
of 1908 and previous to the time he shot 
and killed Annis.

New Haven, Conn., May 4.—Driving 
with terrific force over the upper waters 
of Long Island Sound and along a part 
of the Connecticut shore, one of the se­
verest storms which has been experienced 
in several years claimed a toll of four 
lives during last night, sent four barges 
to the bottom of the sound off Brandford, 
cast one ashore in that vicinity and piled 
three others on the rocks off Faulkner's 
Island.

Andover, May 4—It is probable that the 
families of Arosha and Beppepil in far off 
Italy will never know that they suffered 
death upon the gallows. This was the de­
sire of both men and after their condem­
nation and when YdJ. hope of a commutation 
of their sentence was lost they devised a 
way by which the secret of the manner 
of their death might be buried with 
them.

Arosha had a mother and married 
brother and sister living in Naples, and 
he caused a letter to be written to the 
effect that he was ill and dying in a 
hospital. His mother wrote a loving re­
ply full of hope that he would recover, 
and enclosed two pictures of the Virgin 
Mary—one she told him to be placed be­
neath his pillow and one worn on his 
breast. She looked forward, she said, to 
hearing that he had soon left the hos­
pital.

Through Fr. Ryan Arosha sent a last 
despairing word that when she received 
his letter he would be in eternity.

Beppepil had a wife and three little 
chiiuren over in Italy, the eldest five 
and the youngest but a year old. To 
his wife he sent a letter to much the 
same purpose as that forwarded by Aro­
sha to his mother—he was dying in a 
hospital. A reply was received enclosing 
loving references to the children, and 
your correspondent learns on the auth­
ority of Fr.

The 
complete simplicity of the purest of wo­
men, the innocent and abiding faith, mark­
er Miss Purnell ae an actress of exception­
al ability. Indeed she and Mr. Brown 
had to respond time after time to curtain 
calls.

Henry Crosby was an excellent Tigtl- 
linus, general to Mar cup; he and J. Har­
rison Taylor as Licinius, Oedile of the 
district, were very real as the cruel and 
oppresive Roman officers. Harold R. 
Chase, as Nero, Emperor of Rome, was 
perfect as the weak-kneed and weak mind­
ed Emperor. He gave a living portrayal 
of the weakling under the strong mind of 
another (the Empress).

Glabrio, a drunken court jester, and 
general amusement maker at court, was in 
the excellent hands of Frank H, Fey.. Hip 
air of injured dignity When bundled out 
of the way and continued funny isms cre­
ating roars of laughter.

As Philodemus, Theodore H. Bird did 
much with an unimportant roll. Har­
old B. Chase ag^in availed himself of a 
good opportunity in the role of Favius 
Fontellus, a Christian.

Bereuis, madly in love with Marcas 
and a thoroughly jealous woman, 
hardly have been in better hands than 
those of Miss Maggie Dow. First her 
pleading for the return of her affection for 
him, then her harangue in bitterness and 
denunciation giving great scope for an ac­
tress of her capabilities. Blanche hoster, 
as the Christian boy Stephanus, was as 
sweetly natural as a devout and pious lad, 
trusting in God. Emma Deweale, as Dar- 
eiu, Mabel Dillingham as Ancaria, Charles 
Savage as Strabi, William Tennyson as 
Servillius, each and every one gave a good 
rendition of the lines, their excellence do­
ing much to round the piece out in such a 
capable manner. As Vituriue, Captain of 
the Guard, Jim Brown was excellent, and 
Miss Mabel Dillingham did much as the 
hard hearted Empress. Titus and Mêlas, 
James Brown and Frank H. Fey, respect­
ively, were splendid as bearded and aged 
Christians.

While there were numerous thrilling 
scenes probably that in fourth act where 
Marcus pleads before Nero in the throne 

of the latter’s palace for the life of 
Mercia, was the best. Seldom have St. 
John audiences been privileged to witness 
a finer piece of acting. The scene in the 
second act when Marcus rescues Stephanus 
from further torture on the rack was also 
exciting. In this he threatens the life of 
Lecinius for calling him a traitor and 
compels him to retract.

As a whole the production was fully up 
to Mr. Brown’s beet previous work.

Keeping the Refrigerator Clean
No matter how much work is expended 

on the care of the refrigerator, it always 
pays to do a little more. At this season 
of the year, when the average house­
keeper is beginning to use ice, she must 
take every precaution to make sure that 
her refrigerator is absolutely devoid of 
germs. . A good plan, and one that will 
lighten the housekeeper’s burden, is to 
make a set- of rules and stick- clésely to 
them. The following are suggested.

Twice a week empty your refrigerator, 
remove the shelves, the water drain and 
every possible part.

i Sfcrub the insije of the refrigerator, as 
well us the parts that have been ranoved, 
in warm water, to which a small amount 
of ammonia has been added.

If possible, allow the refrigerator to 
stand open out of doors,, in a shaded 
place. The water used for washing should 
not be too hot, as it will have the effect 
of keeping the interior of the refrigerator 
at too high u temperature for too long 
a time. If enough ammonia is used the 
same degree of cleanliness can be obtained 
wits less expenditure of energy and time.

If the interior of the icebox has become 
heavy from the odor of meats, it would 
be well to add some bicarbonate of soda 
to the water. Its effect is always sweet 
and refreshing.

Every morning after breakfast—or, bet­
ter, when preparing for the iceman—re­
move all of the food from the icebox or 
refrigerator and examine it carefully. If 
the slightest taint is perceptible, throw 
the food away without stopping to worry 
about it. This is always the best plan, 
although there are some dishes that may 
be scalded or cooked again and returned 
to the refrigerator shelves.

If you keep milk and butter in the gen­
eral storebox, it is wise to place them in 
glass, stone or china dishes and keep 
them well covered. This is one point that 
no careful housekeeper can afford to 
neglect. Never put anything away in tin, 
silver or copper ware. All these metals 
affect the food and should be avoided.

Place nothing warm in the icebox. If 
you do, you will not only increase your 
ice bill, but also send vagrant fumes into 
the other foods.

If you are a good manager, you will 
provide yourself with deep plates and 
deep dishes for the icebox. They are 
very serviceable always, and answer their 
purpose better if you have covers for 
them.
