(Fredericton Herald.) 4
As Henry Cuyrrie of Royal Road and
his brother Samuel were chopping
cordwood in the woods near their home
on Monday, their attention was at-
tracted by what was supposed to be
three dogs running over a clearing sev-
eral hundred yards distant.

Cochran in the chair. The night was
stormy, with a strong nertheast wind,
which made travelling anything but a
pleasure. = Btill there was a goodly

_ Mr. Sproul's address occupied about

Mr. Sproul was asked by Oeca.r ’Wet-
more: “If elected, will you favor a
prohibitory liquor law?”

To which Mr, Sproul replied: “Most
heartily; and more thah that, I will
not ‘support - any government which
will not’' undertake to promote such a
measure. I may say, however, that I
am more strongly in faver of a dom!n-
ion than of a mere local act, because,
as with the present Scott Act in the
municipalities, liquor can be manu-
factured or bdbrought from. adjoining
districts or provinces where similar
legislation is not .in force, while with
a general prohibtory act, the manu-
facture and sale would be entirely ex-
cluded, or violations be severely pun-
ished. Still, a provincial act would be
b:nleﬂcial and I am heartily in favor
oL ir.”

This declaration elecited prolonged
cheers.

The address itself was a clear a.nd
forcible presentation of ‘the speaker’s
views and position 'in fegard -tp *the

ment and their bearing on the general
welfare. He opened by deprecating the
selection of  the winter months for
holding the election, ‘a: time a ‘great
many = electors—bread winners—were
absent from' their homes in the New
BErunswick woods, or scattered through
the fumber camps of Maine and Nova
Scotia. He referred to the attormey
general’s appeal to the young men'of
the county who would for the first
time exercise their franchise, but such
professions of interest were easily
made. It was far them to judge their
sincerity from the. facts. Since Octo-
ber, 1900, there had heen no insur-
mountable difficulty in bringing on the
election at a time when a larger vote
would have been polled than is pos-
gible at the present season ,and Kings
county ha.d been. partially disfren-
chised as a’ consequence of the dela.y.
However, the time had come. He had
been nominated in opposition “to the
government, and Mr. King as the can-
didate in its favor, more than a year
ago, hut the developments ‘of the
Rothesay non-resident list caused the
government to hold the election over.
Now the time had come. The private
life and acts of a candilate formed no
reason - why one candidate: should
abuse or offensively characterize his
opponent. These matters might affect
the personal views of voters, but
formed no ground for one to claim
pre-eminence over another. The pol-
itical acts, tergiversations and wan-
derings of a candidate were, nowever,
fair matters *for attack, and, so far
as Mr. King was concerned, to these
he should confine his remarks. He
then read a quotation from Mr. King’s
nomination speech, in which he stated
that the opposition had no policy and
was buried as deep as the ruined cities
of Herculaneum and Pompeli, with no
power of resurrection. Surprised at
the poetic imagery of the speaker, he
naturally looked about to find from
whait source he was indebted for such
‘highflown expressions, and discovered
that Mr. King was quoting liberally
from a letter written by Martin Cole-
man to Mr. Osman, the member for
Albert in 1898, as recorded on page 107
of the Sypnotic Reports of Legisla-
tive Proceedings for that year. He had
no objection to Mr. King’s seeking for
knowledge;, ‘even in the erratic and
verbose writings of his old friend
Coleman, but it seemed a pity that he
did not extend his invastigations a
little farther and learn the truth as
to whether the opposition was really
dead and without a policy, for he
would have found on an earlier page
of that same report the platform of
the opposition clearly laid down the
leading planks in which were:

18t—A demand for & strictly secret
ballot.

2nd—A demand that no contract for
public work should be entered into
without tender, the lowest reliable
tender to be accepted.

8rd—A demand for a radical change
in .the system of auditing the public
accounts, and the appointment of an
auditor general, unremovable from
office except for cause.

4th—A. demand for the wise and effi-
cient conservation of the forests and
fisheries, and so on.

Surely these, and such matters, do
not indicate the want of a policy, nor
that the promoters of such principles
are dead and buried, or that a modern
New Brunswick Vesuvius has over-
whelmed them. - No, these are vital
questions from the standpoint of the
people.

Mr. Sproul proceeded to examine
these planks in the opposition plat-

PUGSLEY’S BIGGEST ELECTION
. KITE.

But the attorney general’s greatest
election kite is yet to be floated, His
policy is to build the St. John Valley
Railway to Edmundston. Nearly sev-
enteen years have passed since his elec-
tion to the legislature, during many of
which he has been a member of the
government, and it is more than
strange that Dr. Pugsley’'s views on
this question are first given to the pub-
lic on the eve of a by-election. Why
has he not opened his mouth on the
question during the last three sessions
of, the legislature? The fact is, of
course, that it is raised now merely for
election purposes, though every public
man will admit that there is something
entirely wrong about a railway policy
which has left out in the cold the old-
est- settled portion of the province and
in many respects the most fertile.
What defence has the attorpey general
to offer for the way in which the river
counties have, according to his own
showing, been neglected by the present
administration during its eighteen
years of office? The people of Kings
living in the river parishes, may well
smile at the learned doctor's new found
zeal.

The attorney geéneral also refers to the
new phase of the fishery question
which has arisen in consequence of
quite recent decisions of the judicial
committee of the privy council with
regard to provincial jurisdiction and
.complacently concludes that the pres-
eng government is the only
one fitted to protect New Bruns-
wick’s rights in this important matter.
The question a8 to whether the fisheries
within the three mile limit belong to
the provinces or not is one which, as
pointed out to the house of assembly
in the report of the committee of coun-
cil 1aid before the house in the session
of 1899, in case the province and do-
minion fail to agree it will be necessary
to submit to the supreme court of Can-
ada for determination, and there can
be no reason for supposing that if Mr.
Sproul is eleéeted or a new government
comes into power the rights of the
province will not be just as jealously
guarded as under present conditions.

Brunswick was six and a half cents a
pound, and that while that was a lit-.
tle higher than was being paid else-
where, yet the policy of the govern-
ment was to give the work to our own
people and build up a great bridge
building industry in the country. Well,
sir, the investigation was held in the
session if 1900, and despite the extreme-
ly partizan character of the committee
and the grossly unfair rulings of the
chairman, I was able to prove that the
prices paid for the bridges by the gov-
ernment erected in the years 1895, 1896,

Or an average cost of over nine cents
a pound.

We also showed
that in 1894 the highway bridge across
the River St. John at Woodstock was
erected ready for traffic by the Canada
Bridge company at a cost of a trifle
over four cents a pound..

Thus we see that the province lost
enough on these two structures, by not
pursuing the system of asking for
tenders, to build three bridges such as
that over the Tobique Narrows, 280 feet
long and weighipg 160,000 pounds, or a
bridge half as large again as the
Marysville structure, or a bridge as
large as that at Kingston.

Now, was there ever a stronger case
presented? Have not the charges been
proven most conclusively, and proved
by the actign of the government itself
in . throwing the Dridges open to
public competition? In view of
these facts I can treat with contempt
the false® statements heralded through
the country by members of govern-
ment and by the government press to
the effect that the bridge charges were
a farce; a source of unnnecessary ex-
pense to the province, and that noth-
ing whatever had been proven against
the government. And I have no hesita-
tion in saying that of the large sum
spent in the erection of permanent
bridges in this province in the past as
a conservative estimate mot less than
$100,000 have been as completely wast-
ed as though it had been sunk in the
waters of the Bay of Fundy, and thou-
sands of dollars have been saved to
the province by the opposition by their
course in forcing upon the government
a different policy im respect to the
awarding of contracts for public
works.

Now: the principal defence offered in

‘behalf of the government was that

they were justified in giving the work
to our own people, even if it cost more.
As I have already pointed out, that
policy has been absolutely abandoned
by them, and the Record Foundry com-
peny, which for years got the work on
ita own terms, had not up to the time
of the last session of the house of as-
sembly tendered for a single bdridge
after the work was thrown open to
competition.
