British government, after the close of 
Napoleon’s career, had protected the 
pine timber trade much In the Interest 
of British America, and In the year 
1825 114,000 tons of timber were ship­
ped from the city. The city Itself was 
of course Very crude ln appearance as 
compared with the present day. The 
streets were hilly and rough and ex­
ceedingly muddy; the buildings small 
and rough, but the community was a 
busy one, the chief industry being 
that of shipbuilding and lumbering. 
Among the leading citizens were Rob­
ert Rankfhe, representing the Glasgow 
house of Gilmour, Rankine & Co., 
Hugh Johnson, Hugh Johnson, jr., the 
Nevers brothers, large shipbuilders; 
Ward Chlpman, chief justice, and Rob­
ert and Neville Parker.

I worked at shipbuilding ln St. John 
until the spring of 1828, when I went 
to Dorchester to worit for a Mr. Gil­
bert, but shortly afterwards went to 
the Bend, onw Moncton, whehe I enter­
ed the employ of Mr. J. M. Kelly, whose 
son was Hon. William M. Kelly, at one 
time commissioner of public works for 
the province, first as a ship carpenter 
and afterwards as a clerk In his store, 
where I remained two years. Then 
the school at the Bend became vacant 
and I was appointed master, which 
position I retained for the same period. 
Hearing of a vacancy in the eehool of 
Rlchibucto, then a much more Import- 

place than the Bend, I applied and 
was appointed to the position. This I 
held for six years, and when I retired 
to enter mercantile life I had between 
70 and 80 scholars. Among them were 
Ann Foster, mother of H. A. Powell, 
K. C„ and Elizabeth Clark, mother of 
J. D. Phlnney, K. C.

In 1836 I went Into business, opening 
a general country store at first, but 
afterwards going Into the timber 
trade, ln which I engaged for upwards 
of thirty years.

I am pleased to report a change for 
the better In regard to anonymous let­
ters the year past, as very few have 
been received. As I have stated in for­
mer reports, no one need be afraid to 
report ару cases of cruelty he may no­
tice, for we will not give the name 
without consent of the owner. If per­
sons see any acts of cruelty committ­
ed in or around the city, and wit­
nesses of these find they cannot pre­
vent them, they should at once notify 
me either by telephone No. 282 or let­
ter, giving the names and addresses 
of the accused; also all the facts of 
each case, and it will be attended to 
at once. When acts of cruelty are seen 
anywhere throughout the province, the 
parties witnessing them, finding that 
they cannot prevent them, should in­
form me, giving all the facts, also full 
name and address, and complaints 
will be attended to as promptly as 
possible. The informants' names will 
be kept strictly confidential.

I find to a large extent that minor 
acts of cruelty to animals are done 
more by habit or want of knowledge in 
handling or caring for them, and when 
attention is drawn to it people will in 
most cases do better. Many of these 
acts of cruelty -could be stopped at 
once if people seeing them done would 
only check them at the time.

As to the shipment of cattle and 
sheep during the summer and win­
ter, there is nothing new to report 
from last year. One thing I have no­
ticed occasionally during the summer 
is that of sending very wild cattle 
from points up the river to this city 
to be slaughtered. In cases of this 
kind the animals, owing to their wild 
nature, are very hard to handle, and 
the men in putting them on the steam­
ers have to use harsh means to do so, 
and when the animals are on the 
steamer they are very apt to injure 
themselves or others near them. It 
would be much better for all concern­
ed to have such animals slaughtered 
there before sending them down, and 
would save time, also the animals 
much suffering, as in one case last 
summer one of those wild steers got 
its horn broken off while getting it on 
the steamer.

Our thanks are due to Dr. A. A. 
Stockton for legal advice and assist­
ance given the society, particularly for 
valuable time given in cases at Sus- • 
sex. Also our thanks are due to Dr. 
J. H. Frink and W. H. Simon for their 
advice, and assistance so freely given 
when called upon. I wish also to ex­
press my thanks to the above gentle­
men and to the chief of police and his 
officers, who have at all times render­
ed me great assistance in my work.

ІЛAnnual Meeting Was Held 
Tuesday Afternoon.

In presenting my annual report I am 
sensibly aware that It contains a some­
what meagre account of a year's work 
accomplished by the society. However, 
in view of the many disadvantages 
under which the work Is prosecuted, a 
remarkable lot of suffering has been 
relieved and many forms of cruelty 
lightened. Some persons are, at times, 
inclined to be harsh in criticizing work 
that Is done or In the secretary 
looking work that should be done. It 
should not be forgotten that the prac­
tical work devolves upon one person, 
and upon his shoulders rests the full 
responsibility of his acts, and the 
abuse to which he is sometimes sub­
jected is not mitigated by any 
eration. This is not sought after, for 
there is always a satisfaction obtained 
from relieving suffering In the dumb 
creation.

:

The time of great discoveries In the 
Pacific has gone and the work of the 
geographer at present Is directed to 
studying in detail many islands that 
are still little known.

A few islands have, not even been 
visited by white men until recently, 
though they were known to be inhab­
ited. A German warship recently drop­
ped anchor at one of them, and what 
was learned about the inhabitants 
Interested ethnologists.

This is the Island of St. Matthias In 
the Bismarck Archipelago. It Is north 
of the large Island of New 
b^rg, which long bore the name of New 
Ireland, given It by British explorers. 
It was discovered by William Dampler 
204 years ago, but It has now been vis­
ited for the first time by the German 
warship Seeadler.

It was found that the Inhabitants 
have a knowledge of weaving, and 
their product compares favorably with 
the best specimens of cloth made by the 
Caroline islanders. They are of Me­
lanesia origin, and they are the only 
people of Melanesia who are known 
to practise the art of cloth-making. 
This discovery has naturally aroused 
much interest In St. Matthias.

THE PRESIDENT.
The president said: It has been the 

custom of our society that the presl- 
__dent should deliver annually an ad­

dress. I am, in a sense, departing from 
that custom, and Intend to make one 
Or two simple observations on our 
Work. The agent In his quarterly re­
ports, -and the secretary In his annual 
report, with such reports as are sent 
Us by the branch societies, tell us 
pretty fully of what Is being done 
through our organization. The Fred­
ericton society always sends us a good 
report and the capable agent of the or­
ganization there is an excellent and 
devoted helper. There is a fair report 
from Moncton, and some words of en­
couragement from Woodstock. Per­
haps we do not exercise as much influ­
ence out of the city as we should; per­
haps that we exercise as much as we 
do Is a matter for some satisfaction.

One thing which we had hoped to 
do in St. John we have been disap­
pointed in. We had hoped to have a 
lethal chamber in which dogs, cats and 
like animals abandoned by their own­
ers or otherwise uncared for could be 
painlessly destroyed. An official of the 
city government greatly facilitated our 
designs in this respect,, the chamber, a 
very simple contrivancê.was construct­
ed, but the city government prevented 
Its use. We were unable to discover 
the reason. In Toronto there are now 
five such chambers In d,’1" erent quar­
ters of the city, installed at the police 
stations, and save the dumb creation 
much suffering. In Montreal there is 
One, a representation of It not long 
ago was deemed worthy of newspaper 
Illustration. Doubtless, in time -we will 
reach the humane standard of these 
cities. I add no remarks of my own 
to what I have already said about the 
overhead chepk rein. We have not 
made much progress in checking this 
evil, but in that respect we are not 
much worse than they are in Toronto, 
where the society has long carried on 
a vigorous warfare against what It 
calls this senseless piece of cruelty.

There are some things which we 
might do if we had the means; one of 
these' ,'s to circulate literatim 
Interest ot kindness to the ffli 
tion. We still need to educate the peo­
ple. I wish school teachers, trustees, 
and all Interested In the instruction of 
the young would Interest themselves so 
far in our work as to teach children 
the duty of being kind to animals, so 
that the killing of birds, and the rob­
bing of their nests, the slaughter of 
srilall wild animals, may be greatly re­
duced.

I again express approval of the vigor 
and persistence with which the secre­
tary and agent carries on his work. 
He has to keep his eye generally upon 
things in the city, to visit cattle 
yards, sheep pens, markets, steamboat 
landings and the like, and it is all work 
demanding energy, attention and good 
Judgment, the which he steadily brings 
to it.

Only two cases were for­
mally entered in the police court. The 
other was a charge against a team­
ster who went off and got drunk and 
left his team, though blanketed, expos­
ed to the weather one very cold night. 
For this carelessness the police magis­
trate recorded a fine of $10 and $2.50 
costs against him. The owner of an 
unfortunate horse usually seen about 
Phoenix square has caused the secre­
tary to receive more telephone mes­
sages and anonymous letters than from 
any other person in the country. “Why 
don’t you kill the poor brute ?” “Why 
don’t you make the owner feed him ?” 
and numerous other questions are 
hurled at the official from promiscuous 
sources. One gentleman, who Is not a 
member of the society, volunteered a 
generous subscription towards the pur­
chase of the horse, but the required 
balance was not obtained. During the 
year this animal was three times or­
dered off the streets—once for an ex­
tended period.

Many cases have engaged the atten­
tion of the secretary, and at times 
difficult problems were grappled with, 
but only two cases were taken into the 
police court. In the opinion of some 
persons, the court is not appealed to 
as often as the exigencies of conditions 
would demand, but this is a matter of 
opinion. Five horses. In addition to 
those mentioned, were ordered laid up 
for lameness, sore shoulders, etc. Many 
letters of warning were written to 
persons in the city and country, and 
with the desired effect. In softie lo­
calities cattle are not yet as comfort­
ably housed as they should be, but 
each year Improvement Is being en­
forced. Considerable attention was 
given to the shipment of cattle by 
steamers during the summer season, 
and owners or shippers are still very 
careless respecting proper plans for 
feeding and watering cattle, while en 
route to market. The dangling rope 
from the horns of many of the brutes 
tells a tale of horn and hoof ty­
ing, but It seems impossible to 
obtain proof of this cruel prac­
tice from persons living along the 
roads over which the cattle are driven. 
Of late we do not thus find the dumb 
brutes tortured in the city. Several 
complaints were received against par­
ties for over-driving horses, and In ev­
ery instance enquiry was instituted 
and caution administered. However, 
swift driving does not always come 
within the category of cruel over­
driving. A horse is sometimes as anx­
ious to speed along as Is his driver to 
let him go. For the safety of pedes­
trians this is a dangerous practice to 
be allowed within the city. Scarcely a 
year passes without one or more horses 
being humanely killed on account of 
age or suffering. Last spring a horse 
held by an Indian was put out of mis­
ery by shooting. There are cases of 
under-feeding and over-working occa­
sionally being discovered, but com­
pared with ten years ago there is a 
very marked improvement. Among the 
smaller animals and brds some in­
stances of cruelty are still discovered, 
but in comparison with former days 
these cases are rare. Numerous com­
plaints about dogs, as well as their 
owners, required some attention, but 
frequently these did not come within 
the scope of the society’s control. One 
of these cases is still unsettled, and 
is the complaint against a resident in 
the country for having scalded a 
neighbor’s dog. The dog at the time 
was on the premises of the person 
charged.

The society Is indebted to the many 
friends in the city and country who 
have kindly supplied information and 
thus materially assisted in alleviating 
cruelty in various forms. To the police 
magistrate, the police officers and de­
tective much credit is due for counsel 
and assistance during the year.

While there has been no general 
meeting among the several Bands of 
Mercy, the members may be seen in 
the public schools and In other places, 
wearing their badges and thus display­
ing before their associates a willing­
ness to assist in preventing the cruel 
treatment of God’s dumb creatures.

Glasgow with Capt. Donvig's life-sav­
ing globe which Is carried on board a 
Norwegian steamtx "that trades 
larly, between Glasgow and her 
country.

The Idea Is that when a ship Is about 
to sink, the crew get inside the globe, 
shut the ports, hoist a flag of distressi 
and then possess their souls In pati­
ence.

MONTREAL, Feb. 16.—St. John re­
mains the great victory of the by-elec­
tion campaign just ended, though two 
Ontario constituencies did nobly and 
increased the majorities given 

Four Quebec constitueraeSSli 
unchanged. The res dit Is a great 
appointment to the party leaders, 
had confidently reckoned on carrying 
at least one of the seats. St. James 
division Is a disappointment . , The 
liberals left no stone unturned to 
bring out the vote, utilizing every in­
fluence at their disposal. The vote 
cast was : (Servais, liberal, 8.211 ;
Bergeron, conservative, 2,576; major­
ity, 636.

In Hochelaga, the liberal victory is 
entirely due to the facp that the Grand 
Trunk .railway influence turned the 
heretofore favorably vote of Point St. 
Charles into a majority of 301 for the 
liberal candidate. In every other di­
vision the conservative candidate 
showed gains, though Westmount, the 
English speaking portion, might have 
dorfe better had the people turned out 
to vote mofe freely than they did. As 
it is the liberal majority was more 
than cut in half. The yote was : 
Rivet, liberal, 4,096; Bernard, conserv­
ative, 3,805.

Given a fine day, the conservative 
candidate would have won in St. Hya­
cinthe. The roads were blocked, and 
a bitter cold wind was blowing. The 
city of St. Çlÿaointoe voted liberal as 
usual, though the majority was great­
ly reduced. But It was in the coun­
try parishes that the greatest reduc­
tion in the vote was made. Blanchet’s 
(liberal) majority is given as 195, as 
compared with 1,111 for Bernier in 1900.

From Montmaghy the only news so 
f»,r received is that the liberal candi­
date Has been elected by a majority of 
about three hundred. It may be more 
or 1е8«й.

In East Bruce, the result is Especi­
ally significant as the late member, Mr. 
Gargill, was a very strong candidate, 
and only carried the constituency by 
43 in 1900. The majority for Donnelly, 
the conservative, Is about two hun­
dred and the gain Is fairly distributed 
all over the riding.

There never was any doubt about 
East Lambton. The increase pf the 
conservative majority to 538 with six 
polls missing, is taken as evidence of 
Borden’s personal strength.

Discussing the eledtion tonight, Hon. 
Mr. Prefontaihe, who personally direct­
ed the fight in St. James, expressed 
himself as well satisfied. The result 
indicated his opinion that even manu­
facturers did not want ultra protec­
tion.

Dr. Daniel obtained 200 more resident 
votes than Mr. Foster, while Mr. Mc­
Keown received 1,100 less than Mr. 
Blair. There is every reason to suppose 
that if the 900 votes of 1900 had been 
recorded the conservative gain would 
have been proportionately increased, 
and Dr. Daniel’s majority would have 
been over 400.

But the vote was fully as large as 
could be expected in a winter by-elec­
tion. It was only 600 or 600 less than 
that of the general provincial election 
of last year which Mr. Blair made his 
own fight and in which all the ballots 
were cast that could be obtained by 
persuasion, coercion and corruption 
with some assistance from personators. 
It was only І50 short of the vote in 
the general election of 1896, and was 
apparefitly a little larger than the 
resident vote in the general provincial 
election of 1899.

There are other signs of active as 
well as passive hostility to the govern­
ment. It does not appear that the con­
servatives made the greatest gains 
where there was the greatest falling 
off in the vote. For instance, the vote 
of Victoria ward decreased from 714 
to 574, which is much more than its 
fair proportion. That is one of the 
wards in which the conservatives came 
out worse than three years ago. The 
conservative majority in Guys was cut 
down from 127 to 111 with a reduced 
vote. With a reduced vote in Well­
ington the government made gains. 
On the other hand, Sydney turned 
large government majority into a 
minority, and Sydney was the 
ward which polled more votes in 1903 
than in 1900.

On the whole there is reason to be­
lieve that with a larger vote the 
servative candidate would have had a 
larger majority.

THE BY-ELECTIONS.

If St. John had not been captured by 
the conservatives there would have 
been no change in the party represen­
tation of the eight constituencies In 
which elections were held yesterday. 
As It is the opposition have three 
seats in the place of two. But this Is 
not the whole of the gain. In every 
case so far as can be learned, the con­
servatives have made gains.

St. John turns a government major­
ity of 997 to an opposition majority of 
about 800.

From West Queens, Prince Edward 
Island, the returns are not complete, 
but those received Indicate a smaller 
majority than that of the last by-elec­
tion,

St. James, Montreal, which has a 
nominal majority of 1,200 to 1,600, re­
duced by Bergeron lhet year to 647, is 
the greatest disappointment. It was 
hoped that Bergeron would Improve 
that record, but his gain Is slight.

The Hochelaga majority has been 
cut down from 635 to 195, and but for 
thq. direct influence of the Grand 
Trunk company, the seat would have 
been captured.

St. Hyacinthe, which was liberal by 
1ДН In 1900, Is now liberal by 195.

The majority in Montmagny has 
been slightly reduced. It was 213 three 
years ago, and Is now 200.

Ontario makes a still better show­
ing. The conservative majority of 43 
In East Bruce has been Increased to 
150 and that of 221 In East Lambton In 
1900, has been swelled to 538.

The minister of railways has certain­
ly not distinguished himself in this 
contest.

BOSTON, Feb. 16.—New England to 

buried in a further heavy covering of 
snow, and all the rigors of the most 
sever winter in 25 years are still felt. 
The winter of 1903-4 will'tong be re­
membered in these parts as one such 
as to usually not seen more than two 
or three times in the life of the aver­
age citizen. The old resident who in 
recent years has delighted to tell of a 
changed climate and how modern win­
ters are not half severe as those of old 
times, has proceeded to the rear this 
season and provided hjpiself with a 
quiet seat.

The country peo­
ple look for an early spring, 
ground to not frozen as deeply as us­
ual, iÇjtÿough the season has been ex­
tremely cold, and it is expected farm­
ing will be commenced early. No ser­
ious freshets are looked for as it is pre­
dicted. the ground will absorb the melt­
ing 2£6W freely. The winter has been 
an expensive one for the railroads and 
the city goveriftnent. It has cost the 
latter and the Boston elevated rail­
road nearly $600,000 to date to keep the 
streets clear. Damages on account of 
falls on .the icy sidewalks are also fig­
uring ai'no mean item in the long bill 
of ехрепйе.

The 116th anniversary of the birth of 
Hon. Senator Wark of Fredericton on 
Friday next will be widely chronicled 
by the press of the. United States. Al­
ready notices of the unusual event 
haVW appeared in local papers. As pre­
viously mentioned in the Sun, the New 
York World Almanac for this year de­
signates the wonderful veteran as the 
oldest legislator In the world.

There is a mild stir in Episcopal 
chyreh circles over the coming of Rev. 
Robert C. Fillingham, vicar of Hex- 
ton, Hertfordshire, England, for the 
avowed purpose of instituting a cru­
sade against the ritualistic practices 
of churches in New York, Boston, 
Philadelphia, Newark, Chicago, Mil­
waukee, Fond du Lac and other dio­
ceses where the high church party is 
prominent. The vicar of Hexton is no­
torious in the old country as a dis­
turber of ritualistic services and at­
tained much prominence as a pro-Boer 
agitator during the South African cam­
paign. He was in the United States 
early last summer for a brief period, 
during which he was severely handled 
by Bishop Potter, who is not a ritual­
ist, for criticizing his alleged neglect 
to prohibit certain practices at the 
Church of St. Mary the Virgin and 
other parishes in New York city. Re­
garding methods to be avoided and 
adopted in dealing with Rev. Mr. Fil­
lingham, the Living Church, the organ 
of the Catholic party, says: ‘‘Mr. Fil­
lingham belongs to the Carrie Nation 
type, and must be treated accordingly. 
We suggest that in everything short of 
actual riot, Mr. Fillingham be abso­
lutely ignored. He is likely to “pro­
test” during the offering of the Eu­
charist. Let the priest at the altar 
proceed, in spite of interruption, as 
though no interruption had occurred. 
Let the ushers be instructed not to in­
terfere with him. Let the congregation 
at each church in which there is pro­
bability of disturbance, be instructed 
in advance of what may be expected 
and be urged to pay absolutely no at­
tention to him. Let them go on with 
their devotions. The priest at the al­
tar must preserve his presence of mind, 
and in no instance must he permit any 
answer to be made, by himself or by 
others, to any blasphemous interrup­
tions. Of course, if actual riot should 
be engendered, the intervention of the 
police must be inevitable. The pres­
ence of a policman during the service 
where Fillingham may reasonably be 
expected, may be wise; and the ques­
tion of when intervention becomes 
necessary for the preservation of pub­
lic peace had best be left to him. To 
make a martyr of the man in our com­
fortable city jails will be the height 
of folly. Public sympathy will un­
doubtedly be with us—if we are pru­
dent. Let no violence be offered him 
unless for the protection of public or­
der, and then only by the police. Ven­
geance to Mine, salth the Lord."

HYANNIS, Mass., Feb. 16,—After 
battling against high gales, great ice 
fields, boisterous seas and zero wea­
ther, in Nantucket Sound for more 
than a week, the little schooner Scotia 
Queen, bound from River Hebert, N. 
S., for New York with a cargo of lum­
ber, all but succumbed today, after 
reaching the north side of the Sound, 
and lies tonight off Bass River full of 
water, with her crew probably safe on 
board the tug Lehigh. It is seldom that 
one of the coasting fleet has been sub­
jected to such a severe buffeting, from 
the elements. Since last Wednesday 
the Scotia Queen has been frozen in 
the ice, liberated by a thaw, forced 
ashore at Nantucket by the ice fields 
that had held her, blown off by a fa­
vorable breeze, thrown on a shoal again 
six hours later by a shift of the wind 
into the opposite quarter, given up for 
lost by the Muskegat life savers, and 
finally worked oft" the Tuckernuck 
shoal and across the ice-filled Sound to 
shelter from today’s blizzard under 
Point Gammon, where, seemingly ex­
hausted by her efforts, she, gradually 
filled with water just as aid for her 
crew arrived. It is thought that with 
a moderation in the weather she can 
be pumped out and so continue on her 
voyage.

The tug Lehigh was alongside the 
little schooner for two hours today, 
but when she returned to the harbor 
the heavy ice prevented those on 
board from communicating to the shore 
anything more than that the schooner 
was full of water, but under those con­
ditions it is not believed that the crew 
would remain on board.

When the Lehigh returned shortly 
after sunset, the harbor was so full of 
ice that she could nor get within a 
quarter of a mile of the shore, 
on the wharf here tried hard to .ascer­
tain the fate of the schooner’s 
but all that could be heard from the 
tug in the roar of the gale was that 
she was the Scotia Queen and that she 
was full of water. From the length of 
time which the tug was alongside the 
schooner it was believed by those 
shore that Captain Merriam and the 
crew did not care to remain with their 
vessel while she was In such a condi­
tion.

The 
Question is frequently asked how long 
is this going to continue, and . no one 
can ansrieh it. It is true in the western 
states those once fertile prairies have 
refuse*! to respond to the toiling of the 
farmers with good and payitig crops. A 
different system of husbandry has to 
be adepted now, and consequently

The annals of the British navy con­

tain many a record of the cutting out 
of hostile vessels from beneath the 
guns of forts, a feat equivalent a hun­
dred years ago to that of the Japanese 
at Port Arthur on Monday. The tor­
pedo makes short work, however, and 
cutting out was decidedly trying on 
the nerves, and Involved on the part 
of those engaged in it a species of 
bulldog tenacity as well as dash and 
courage. The Japanese have always 
placed great reliance on the torpedo. 
Here is a story worthy of retelling, of 
the self-saortflclng spirit of the Jap­
anese torpedo officer:

The hero of Welhaiwei was a "Sac­
red Samurai,” as the saying is in Ja­
pan, of the fighting caste.

To the Eastern Canadian who hap­
pens to read this letter, let him think , 
for a moment and he will remember 
there Is a small brook on most every 
farm he knows of, besides the many 
creeks and rivers in every section of 
the country, all leading to the ocean, 
and each one of them is carrying to 
the ocean the plant food that has been 
leaked out of the soil by the fréquent 
rain storms that have soaked the soil, 
thûs rendering it necessary to restore 
the lost fertility by some system of 
fertilizing or no crop or at least a 
poor one follows. A different condition 
of things exists here. We have no 
brocks, creeks or rivers here in this 
country. After the spring snow melts 
and runs away, because it cannot go 
in the land, as it is yet frozen, we 
have no running water all the year. 
From Winnipeg to Swift Current, a 
distance of about 600 miles, the Cana­
dian Pacific railway only crosses one 
stream of water, viz., the Assiniboine, 
at Brandon, a small stream 50 yards 
wide at most. In all that 600 miles 
there is not another stream of water 
running that would afford water to 
Supply our small farm stock.

Time and Patience the 
Policy of the Great

In the Westminster church, Clinton 
street and First piece, Brooklyn, the 
Rev. Dr. Frederick Campbell spoke on 
"The Beauty of the Stars, the Spec­
tacular in Astronomy.” The text was 
from Job xxvL 13: “By his spirit he 
hath garnished the heavens.” Among 
other things, Dr. Campbell said:

If it requires a spirit to perceive 
beauty, no less does it require one to 
produce beauty. The fact that our 
highest nature has discovered and felt 
the uplift of beauty in nature, points 
to the necessity of that beauty having 
been thought out and wrought out by 
the spirit of God. To contemplate the 
charms of the sky is, therefore, to em­
ploy our spirits in the study of the 

4 divine spirit. We shall do violence to 
our own best nature if we endeavor to 
enjoy what God has made without al­
so allowing ourselves .to enjoy a bet­
ter acquaintance with God. Art apart 
from the artist is unthinkable; creation 
apart from the Creator Is irrational.

It is on the principle of beauty that 
the universe is constructed. This is 
one of many things to show that God 
is good. Having first endowed us with 
a capacity for the enjoyment of beauty,
God might then have placed us in a 
world where every vision would have 
affronted our esthetic nature, where all 
would have been ugly and repulsive.
But, whether we confine our attention 
to the aspect of the single world where 
we reside, or Whether we survey Jhe 
vast expanse of the heaven spread out 
over our heads, we are constantly im­
pressed by the fact that beauty is 
everywhere.

The ancient Greeks developed the es­
thetic side of their higher nature more 
than they did the religious, which they’
Iefit to the Hebrews. With them all 
was art. Their religion was art. Their 
temples and idols were art. And lfhen .refused to keep harmonious with the 
they contemplated the universe they heaven lyhost. But, rightly understood, 
called it all the cosmos, the orderly, this is no discord. The great body of 
the beautiful. The Greeks, as well as the stars are like the solid orchestra 
all the peoples of their day, had no sci- j against which as a background of the

mogt majestic harmony the planets ap­
pear, either In exquisite solos, or in 
the blending of notes in duets and 
trios, and rarely even in quartets. It 
is the independent and yet not ungov­
erned movements of the planets which 
make these combinations possible.

And yet those most distant stars 
have their individual movements, too, 
though they cânnot be discerned by 
the unaided eye. They are the more 
beautiful because science has taught 
us this fact. It is a busy sight that 
we gaze upon, even upon the most ser­
ene winter night; the heavens are as 
stirring as a hive of bees and every in­
dividual world, whether it

just at it stands. But when we per­
ceive that it is all in motion it is much 
more beautiful.

Living on the earth, its daily rotation 
causes the entire heavens to seem to 
make a complete revolution every 
twenty-four hours; the sun rises and 
sets, the moon does the same, though, 
because of its own motion in the sky, 

j changing its place from night to night; 
the stars of the central heavens follow 
the example of sun and moon, rise In 
the east, set in the west; in the south, 

j like the winter sun, they rise in the 
; southeast and set in the southwest, 
and the stars in the north turn round 
like a ponderous wheel. One has only 
remain out of door all night in order 
to verify these statements.

A marvellous thing is that while the 
heavens present this aspect of univer­
sal motion, the great mass of stars

a nearer planet, or our own fair moon 
Or the earth itself, is following a pre­
scribed path of such mathematical pre1 
cision that simply to draw it upon pa­
per and display It as a mathematical 
figure would excitç the sense of the 
beautiful.

If, as is often the case, influences 
are felt which draw a world froçi its 
path so that it varies from what we 
might expect, the beauty is not there­
by marred; for there are no collisions, 
no angular changes of direction, no 
Violent shocks, but always graceful 
and harmonious curves, which, if the 
spheres traced their paths on the sky, 
would leave all over the heavens the 
most delicate, symmetrical and grace­
ful figures. Now, when we think that 
all these worlds, even to meteors and 
comets, are faithfully following presr 
cribed geometrical paths, and that ev­
eryone of them is tonight and always 
precisely where it belongs, to a hair’s 
breath, we cannot for one moment 
think of chance as a controlling power 
in the universe, but are forced to the 
conception of an intelligent Creator and 
Ruler.

And this leads us to the admiration 
for the orderly manner in which the 
universe moves as an element in its

daylight announces itself as coming, 
star after star having fled* apace, un­
til the splendor of the brightest is 
quenched before the rising of that 
nearest of all stars, the lord of the day, 
the fitting symbol of Him who is de­
scribed as "King of kings and Lord of 
lords; who only hath immortality, 
dwelling In the light which no man can 
approach unto.” So splendid is the 
light of the sun that the eye is posi­
tively overpoVered and compelled to 
turn away, for the moment blinded to 
all other things. Whatever his skill, no 
artist has ever been able, nor ever will 
be able, to transfer this to canvas.

And when it has set the heavens are 
still full of its splendor, the clouds are 
tinted with its rays, the landscape is 
still glorious with Its luminousness, the 
stars, which have waited all day for 
their opportunity, even now venture 
but timidlyto appear, the largest the 
bravest, and the fainter ones encour­
aged by their example, till, the sun now 
completely withdrawn, the heavens are 
•pangled with other suns, far, far 
away, to be sure, and therefore called 
Stars and some of them bo great that 
they dwarf our sun into insignificance. 
Look abroad over the heavens and he­
boid these orbs great and small, single 
or in groups, constellations, clusters, 
swarms too numerous to count, or the 
great band of the galaxy, encircling the 
entire heavens as the rim of a fiery 
wheel of almost infinite proportions. 
The eye Was made for light, and 
whether it be in the sun’s splendor, in 
the moon's faint reflections changing 
from phase to phase, or in the glim­
merings of the countless starry orbs, it 
fills the heart with gladness.

The beauty of the stars Is seen like­
wise in their majesty. It is not the 
delicacy of the flower, but the state­
liness of the starry vault High above 
the whole earth it holds itself aloft like 
the dome of some great structure. 
With his eyes fastened there man feels 
as if walking the aisles of some marvel­
ous cathedral, and, as Washington Ir­
ving, in describing the magnitude of 
the proportions of Westminster Abbey, 
speaks of man as "shrunken into Insig­
nificance in comparison with the work 
of his own hands,” much more does the 
beholder feel his littleness as he sur­
veys the measurements of the handi­
work of God.

Yet we do not begin to conceive of 
their height until all the equipment of 
the observatory comes to our aid, nor 
even then as God did when He direct­
ed that it should be written, “As the 
heaven is high above the earth, so 
great is His mercy toward them that 
fear Him," and then later put in 
lips the prayer that "we may be able to 
comprehend with all saints what is the 
breadth and length and depth and 
height, and to know the love of Christ, 
Which passeth knowledge.” It is the 
kind of beauty which fills us -/tth awe, 
like that of the great billows of the 
ocean and the cloud piercing peaks of 
the granite mountains. ■

The battalion accompanied by its 
baggage wagons then marched past, 
the Czar calling out to the men as 
they went by: “Good-bye, my broth' 
era.”

LONDON, Feb. 18.—Despatches pub­
lished in London newspapers this 
morning continue to give descriptions 
of the embarking of Japanese troops. 
Instead of this embarkation occurring 
secretly from Ujina, as was the case 
during the Chino-Japanese war, the 
transports, according to despatches 
published in the Daily Telegraph and 
the Daily Mall, are openly embarking 
troops from Nagasaki, Moji, Kobe, and 
elsewhere.

A cablegram to the Daily Telegraph 
from Nagasaki says transports are 
clearing every night from these ports 
for Corea and ten large steamers were 
embarking troops at Nagasaki last 
Monday. All arms of the service are 
represented, but the cavalry horses 
were such sorry and scrubby ponies 
that they hardly seemed worth trans­
porting. The embarkations are all re­
markably well managed.

beauty. Above all these appears to 
be a universal law. There is an ideal; 
and an ideal is the product of ideas; 
and ideas proceed from an intelligent 
mind. If things were going in confus­
ed fashion, we might doubt, but they 
are universally regulated.

Nothing is so 
certâln as the movements of the hea­
venly bodies. Here is a perfect time­
piece which never needs to be readjust­
ed or regulated. There is beauty in 
such precision. Every star In its place, 
every star on time. There is the 
sibility of prediction to the margin of 
a second, and for any number of years 
or centuries to come. A clock may be 
beautiful for its case and its dial and 
its bejewelled hands, but we admire it 
most when It comes the nearest to de­
monstrating the ingenuity with which 
it was devised and the skill with which 
It was framed to mark to the fraction 
Of a second the passing of time.

Finally, the variety which the heav­
ens display are an important element 
in their beauty. It is not the same 
thing in all parts of the sky; we have 
only to look to be convinced ; stars ev­
erywhere, it is true, but some faint, 
some bright; here many, 
stars standing forth singly, or group­
ed in constellations, or crowded in 
clusters, or massed in the galaxy; nor 
stars alone; planets resembling them, 
yet moving about among them, 
presenting charming features of vary­
ing phases, attending moons, belts and 
rings. Great masses of star dust, ne­
bulae, scattered here and there through 
the heavens, the material out of which 
worlds are made; meteors, single or in 
groups, with startling flashes across 
the sky, or coming down earthward in 
a shower, as if the very heavens were 
falling.
