Ottawa, Nov. 16.—n.the Dominiony
capital at 3 o'clock a big gun pound-
ed the crisp winter air proclaiming
that & British prince had come to
open & Canadian Parliament in Can-
ada. At the sound the great crowd
which had assembled about the parlia-
ment building broke into a cheer, be-
fore the second. gun of the salute
boomed out a cavalry escort clattered
through the east gate and with pen-
nons snapping at their lance-ends
whirled up the hill. Close after the
troop came the Royal coach, a blast of
scarlet, black and gold, four blooded
bays with secarlet-clad postillions on
their backs, drew the coach in which
were seated their Royal Highnesses
the Duke and Duchess of Connaught
and military secretary, H. C. Lowther.
The carriage was open and the crowds
were able to see the fine figure which
the duke made in the scarlet uniform
of a British Field Marshal. The Roy-
al coach attracted almost as much at-
tention as the Royal party, It is a

Court in scarlet and ermine were seat-
ed upon the woolsack before the
throne. Representatives of foreign
countries and of the churches were
present in ceremonial garb. The Sen-
ators in conventional black, provided
the sombre contrast needed to set out
the uniformed gorgeousness of official
persons and the bank of female loveli-
ness on either side of the chamber.
The ladies in evening dress were seat-
ed on the ascending side of the room
where the Senators usually sit. It
was @ brilllant picture.

The Duke and Duchess took their
\pl‘.h'vs on the two thrones which had
been placed at the head of the room
upon the dais. It was the first occa-
sion since the time of the Marquis of
Lorne and the Princess Louise that a
woman has sat beside a Governor Gen-
{eral at an openiug of pariament. It is
a privilege reserved for princesses.
At the command of Speaker Landry
Major St. Denis Lemoine, the Acting
Black Rod, was sent to summon the
Commons, He delivered his message in
two languages to the waiting members
and the Speaker of the Commons, fol-
lowing the sergeant at arms and mace,
led the Commoners to the senate
chamber, where His Royal Highness,
having been officially informed that
the Commons had elected their Speak-
er, read the speech from the throne,
first in English and then in French.
The Royal party then retired and the
Commons returned to their chamber
where Premier Borden introduced the
formal bill respecting the oaths of of-
fice which preserves the traditional
rights of parliament to deal with its
business before that of the Crown.
In the senate the formal bill, which
relates to railway, was introduced by
Government Leader Lougheed.
The speech with which His Excel-
lency the Duke of Connaught opened
Parliament was as follows:
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
1t is with much satisfaction that I
meet for the first time the Parliament
of Canada and avail myself of your ad-
vice and assistance in the fulfiliment
of the important charge which has
been entrusted to me by His Majesty
the King. I can assure you that T
esteem it a privileze to administer the

ing Dominion and to associate myself
with you in the important duties which
you are about to approach. It affords
me great pleasure to congratulate you
upon the continued and increasing
prosperity of the country. Our trade
both with British and with foreign
countries is rapidly expanding and
there is every prospect that its vol-
ume in the present year will be large-
ly in excess of that attained at any
time in the past.
Although there has been some dam-
age to the crops In certain districts,
the harvest has or® the whole been
abundant and it is believed that the
returns to the husbandman will ex-
ceed those secured in any previous
year,
The results of the census taken dur-
ing the present year will be laid before
vou 8o far as they have been tabulated.
While the increase in population has
not fulfilled all the sanguine expecta-
tions that had been formed, yet it has
been substantial and encouraging.
You will be pleasgd to learn that
the revenues for tne current fiscal
yvear have, up to the present, largely
exceeded those during any similar
period in the past, with every pros-
pect that this increase will be main-
tained. The advantages that will re-
sult from a wider exchange of pro-
ducts between the various countries
of the Empire are undoubted in view
of the wonderful variety and extent
of those productions and negotiations
have been opened for improved trade
arrangements with the British West
Indies and  British Guiana, Wwhich
should prove advantageous to those
colonies as well as to this Dominion.
The importance of providing our
country with better highways is man-
ifest. A bill will be introduced for
the purpose of enabling the Dominion
to co-operate with the Provinces in
the accomplishment of this desirable
object.
1t is essential to recognize that in
@ country possessing so great an area
of fertile land as that with which this
Dominion is happily endowed, the
great basic industry is agriculture. My
advisers are convinced that the time
has come when greater aid and en-
couragement should be given to those
who are engaged in the cultivation of
the land. To this end, a measure will
be introduced under which it 18 hoped
that there may be co-operation be-
tween the Dominion and the various
Provinces for the purpose of assist-
ing and encouraging our farmers to
gecure the best results in production
and at the same time preserve the fer.
tility of the soil,
A measure will® be introduced re-
vising and consolidating the acts re-
lating to the inspection of grain and
providing the means by which the gov-
ernment can secure, through a com-
mission, the control and operation of
the terminal elevators upon the great
lakes.

A Dbill will be introduced to estab-
lish & permanent tariff commission
whose duty it shall be to ascertain by
investigation and inquiry such inform-
ation as will furnish a more stable
and satisfactory basis for tariff legis-
lation than has heretofore been avall-
able; bills will also be laid before
you with respect to the department
of external affairs, the archives, and
other subjects.

The selection of the best route for
the Hudson Bay Railway is engaging
the attention of my advisers and an
announcement will be made to you of
the result of thelr inquiry;

CANNOT SELL IGE CREAM
ON SUNDRY IN CAPITAL

Supreme Court, in Fredericton
Hands Down Decision in
Case Affecting Washing-
ton’s Restaurant.

Fredericton, Nov. 16—A legal ques-
tion of great importance and general
interest not only“to the people of
Fredericton, but throughout the pro-
vince, was decided yesterday by the
full berch of the supreme court in
their finding in the appeal of the case
against K. 8. Washington, proprietor
of a local restaurant. Washington was
convicted in the police court by Col
Marsh on the charge of selling ice
cream and soft beer on Sunday under
chapter 107 ‘of the consolidated sta-
tutes, known as the Lord’s Day act.
An appeal was taken by the defend-
ant's counsel to Judge Barry and he
congidered the question of such gen-
eral importance that he referred the
matter to the full court for advice,
the argument being heard ¥ sterday
afternoon. A. J. Gregory, K. C., sup
ported the appeal and argued that
ice cream is a food and that the sell-
ing of ice cream was the supplying of
a necessity and that therefore came
under the exception, City Clerk Me-
Cready, in support of the conviction,
argued that the act was an exten fon
of the provisions of the ol(\ Sunday
law in force since the province was
established and enacted for the pur-
pose of further promoting morality
and good health and each case should
stand on its own merits. As to wheth
er the act complained of was work of
necessity, was a question of fact to
be decided by the magistrate The
court rendered the decision at the
conclusion of argument, instructing
Judge Barry to confirm the conviction.
There seemed little difference of opin-
jon on the part of the judges, although
Judge Barry appare ntly dissented
slightly. Chief Justice Barker, low-
ever, in giving the judgment of the
court, spoke stro 7, expressing tl
opinion that there was no more nece
sity for a restaurant remaining opeu
nn.h‘undu_\ than there was for a groc
ery store to do business on the Sab-
bath,

The Wanita was built in Granville
in 1897 and was 42 tons registered.
She was owned by R. G. Foley of
Keonomy, N. S. She had been charter-
ed by W, Frank Hatheway & Co, to
take & general cargo to ports up the
Bay Yesterday after hearing of the
wreck of the Wanita, Mr. Hatheway
chartered the schooner Virginia now
lying in port.

The Shamrock was driven ashore
on the Nova Scotia coast after the
wind shifted to the westward. When
cloge into the shore the anchors were
dropped, but in the strong wind and
heavy sea, they would not hold her,
and she drifted in stern first, till she
struck and carrled away her rudder.
She was then some distance from the
shore, and s she continued to bump
heavily it was fearad she would split
to pleces and #pill her crew into the
sea, and so the cables were slipped
and she was allowed to drive in
pounding heavily, through the infuri
ated surf.
