.father made Bertram very nervous, 
Mrs. Spencer said, and ever since a 
particularly severe beating over the 
head with the butt of a heavy whip in 
the hands of his father, the boy had 
complained of pains in the head.

-Until you have an indeterminate 
sentence and probation system, much 
of the work of your institution will 
bo in vain. .1 believe the weakest 
point In your system is the lack of 
provision for the boy after release. 
The hoy whose surroundings lead him 
Into sin for which he Is arrested and 
detained, should not at the expiration 
of detention be returned to that old 
environment.

“If farming is the best work for a 
boy, and he is given Instruction most­
ly along that line, then It should be the 
aim of those responsible, to secure, 
when possible, homes for the boys In 
the rural districts, as far removed as 
possible from the environment ch 
able with their mistakes. If 
are the most to be sought, then some­
thing should pe done to get the boys 
in touch with that kind of work. 1 
would suggest that manual training be 
introduced as part of the school work, 
and believe it would add very 
much to what is already being done.

On motion It was decided that the 
report be handed to the press, and 
that extra copies be printed and mail­
ed to any person desiring same.

Fredericton, Nov. 16.—A legal ques­

tion of great Importance and general 
interest not onljfTo the people of 
Fredericton, but throughout the pro­
vince. was decided yesterday by the 
full bench of the supreme court in 
their finding In the appeal of the case 
against E. 9. Washington, proprietor 
of a local restaurant. Washington was 
convicted in the police court by Col. 
Marsh on the charge of selling ice 
cream and soft beer on Sunday under 
chapter 107 of the consolidated sta­
tutes. known as the Lord's Day act. 
An appeal was taken by the defend­
ant’s counsel to Judge Barry, and he 
considered the question of such gen­
eral importance that he referred the 
matter to the full court for advice, 
the argument being heard yesterday 
afternoon. A. J. Gregory, K. C., sup 
ported the appeal and argued that 
Ice cream is a food and that the sell­
ing of ice cream was the supplying of 
a necessity and that therefore came 
under the exception. City Clerk Mc- 
Cready, in support of the conviction, 
argued that the act was an extension 
of the provisions of the old Sunday 
law' in force since the province was 
established and enacted for the pur­
pose of further promoting morality 
and good health and each case should 
stand on its own merits. As to wheth­
er the act complained of was work of 
necessity, was a question of fact to 
be decided bv the magistrate. The 
court rendered the decision at the 
conclusion of argument, instructing 
Judge Barrv to confirm the conviction. 
There seemed little difference of opin- 
ion on the part of the judges, although 
Judge Barrv apparently dissented 
slightly. Chief Justice Barker, how 
ever in giving the judgment of the 
court spoke strongly, expressing the 
opinion tliai there was no more neces­
sity fo- a restaurant remaining open 
on*Sunday than there was for a groc- 
,-r. store to do business on the sab­
bath.

It has been object­
ed in Great Britain that the older society was dominated 
by enthusiasts for the plan of universal military service, 
men like Lord Roberts and Lord Charles Beresford, and, 
though this criticism is given more weight than rightfully 
attaches to it, the British Boy Scouts seem to have en­
listed a considerable body of sentiment in support of a 
“peace section.”
