Mr. Lodge fav-
ored a bill to rebate the tolls to Am-
erican ships, however, while Senator
O'Gorman declared the United States
possessed the full right to give Am-
erican. vessels free passage if desir-

The support today for the provis-
jon governing free pasage to Ameri-
can ships, agdinst which Great Brit-
ain has protested, -was more emphat-
ic than at any time since the senate
began consideration of the bill.

It is expected to take place
at the close of the year 1914, The ex-
position grounds will cover about 600
acres. The United States authorities
will not only erect a fine federal build-
ing but are also making very sub-
stantial grants to the exposition. The
state of California will make a very
lavish expenditure in connection with
their own participation.

There seemed to be a desire that
the Canadian government should
make entries in the various sections
and compete for awards, but this con-
flicts with the practice which is now
beiug followed, viz: that of having
one building devoted especially to ev-
erything which concerns Canada.

3 This, however, is chiefly
a political move_ that the only
real opposition the government has
to face that of the doctors.

The government has offered the
doctors the sum of four shillings and
six pence (approximately $1
nually for each person insured,
the doctors demand eight shillings
and six pence. The workmeh and
working , women have faken up the
great reform with alacrity, and the
government estimates that of the
13,000,000 persons - insurable  before
the act came into forca upwards of
10,000,000 have already registered
with approved eocieties, which have
undertakén to administer the act
and another 100,000 have taken out
cards at the post office,

All Will Insure.

Before the end of the week when
the first payments fall due for those
drawing weekly salaries, the govern-
wment believes that practically all
those entitled to do so, will have be-
come insured

The only tion of the community
likely to fier is that composed of
casual workers and old people, both
men and women, as some of the big
employers have decided to do away
with this form of labor. Besides the
casual laborers are not likely to de-
rive any benefit from the measure.
While they are working and the em-
ployers are paying part of the pre-
miums, the casuals will not suffer
much but they will be unable to pay
their full dues during the weeks when
they are out of work and will thus lose
the benefits of previous payments. As
the first employer of a casual laborer
during a week will have to buy the
necessary stamps, there is a decided
objection on the part of the employers
to become first employers.

To obviate this, a clearing house
had Dbeen started at the Liverpool
docks to apportion the dues among
the employers. The men struck against
this at first, but the majority of them
bhave since accepted

The insurance of domestic servants
b been heretofore one of the chief
objections to the act, as the emplc
ers not caring to deduct the serve
share from their wages, the payment
of the whole amount became a tax on
the householder.

Much as they dislike It, howevery
the householders are taking the po-
sition that it is easier to make the
payments themselve® than to suffer
the trouble of being penalized for re-
fusal.

Such insurance is really no new
thing among British workers as they
have provided for it before through
their societies and trades unions.

“I was of the opinion at the time I
brought in the report that it left us
in complete control in determining the
position of our own vessels,” sald Mr.
Lodge. “I did not suppose that auy
limitation was imposed and did not
believe that the United States was
included - among the nations to be
‘treated with equality’ under the treaty
terms.”

Senator Lodge admitted that the
question. of the free passage of Am-
erican ships would probably be sent
finally to The Hague. He suggested
that such a course could be avoided
by the United States government pay-
ing the tolls on American owned
ships. He contended that no foreign
government could object to that,

“We never would permit any foreign
power to interfere with our disposi-
tion of our own money in connection
with our own property.

“The whole cause of this action by
Gredt Britain is Canada,” said Sens-
tor Lodge. “Canada is the only coun-
try situated as we are In reference
to the canal. England is not worrying
about its. own merchant marine. Her
shipping would not be affected by any
arrangement we make for the tolls to
American ships. The whole trouble
lies with Canada. She fears that all
the Canadian traffic will go through
American ports if American ships re-
ceive free passage in the canal.”

In the course of his speech Senator
Lodge sald: “There is little doubt
what the result would be if the mat
ter in question should be submitted
to The Hague.”

“Don’t you think we would lose?"
asked Senator Smith of Georgia,

“Unquestionably,” Mr. Lodge re
plied.

ON THE TRAIL OF THE BROWN-TAIL.

An experimental campaign which it is hoped may
gucceed In checking the ravages of the Brown-tail moth,
should this pest become prevalent in the Province, has
pbeen started near Fredericton this summer. Two meth-
ods are being adopted, one of which will appear distinetiy
original to the lay mind not versed in the peculiarities of
the parasite. It comsists in growing a deadly fungus by
artificial means, inoculating the Brown-tail caterpillars
with the spores and turning them loose to spread the
germs of disease in the nests and among the larvae of
their brethren. The caterpillars employed are placed in
fields and other likely haunts of the Brown-tail and the
wind does the rest. A shipment of fungus was received
gome time ago from Mr. W. F. Rane, State Forester of
Massachusetts, under instructions from Dr. Hewitt, head
of the Division of Entomology, Ottawa.

Much instructive detail concerning these methods of

partment has been experimenting for some years. 1t is
found to kill from 60 to 100 per cent. of the Brown-tail
moths in the sections where it is planted. The bulletin
tells the story of this disease, how it may be produced
and spread artificially. It was prepared by Mr. A. T.
Speare, assistant pathologist of the Hawailan Sugar Plan-
ters’ Assoclation, and Mr. R. H. Colley, Austin Teaching
Fellow in Botany at Harvard. Its purpose is to acquaint
the public with the beneficial results derived in using this
disease to destroy the moth,

In summing up the results of the investigations cov-
ering the four seasons 1908-11, the report says that it has
been found possible to propagate the disease in the labor-
atory, and to infect caterpillars in the fleld successfully,
both in the spring and in the fall Under favorable
weather conditions the artificially induced spring epidem-
fcs have resulted in many cases in the practically com-
plete destruction of the larvae in the planted areas. In
the fall epldemics the number of nests infected at the end
of the season has ranged from 30 to 50 per cent, and these
nests have apparently formed the starting point of early
spring infections. The fall plantings, have, therefore, a
two-fold efficiency, in that they mot only result in the
destruction of one-third to one-half of the caterpillars in
the autumn, while they are small and comparatively harm-
less, but also, by establishing the disease in the nests, en-
able an epidemic to get started much earlier in the spring
than any natural infection could develop under ordinary
weather conditions,

The last three or four vears, adds the report, have
not been particularly favorable for natural epidemics or
for furthering the spread of the introduced disease, and it
seems reasonable to suppose that the fungus would have
been far more effective if the weather, especially during
the spring months, had been warmer, with a larger raio-
Itall. It has, of course, been impossible to plant all of the |
