Berlin, April 8, via London.—The
German government is able to an-
pounce that no German submarine or
sarship was responsible for the ex-
plosion which damaged the British
Steamer Sussex.

New Complications,

Washington, April 9—Germany’s
#dsclaimer of responsibility for the
destruction of the Channel liner Sus-
gex eurrounds the position of the
United States in the present subma-
rine situation with further difficulties,
mnd may turn action, if any be taken,
from the Sussex case {tself to the ac-
wcymulation of ships destroyed without
svarning since Germany gave assu-
mnoes governing the submarine cam-
paign,

Before the next step is taken the
collection of evidence, intended to
prove legally that the Sussex was de-
stroyed by a German submarine will
fave to proceed further. Additional
evidence in the form of affidavits and
#tatements gathered by the American
embassy in Paris is expected to be in
\President Wilson's hands Monday.

Various peace societies had organiz*
ed the demonstration. Sylvia Pank-
hurst, the militant suffragette, was
prominent among the promoters. Af-
ter the procession had been dispersed
the leaders in the movement mounted
the Nelson column and endeavored to
make speeches, but the crowd pelted
them with flour and red and yellow
ochre. The speakers faced the ordeal
for five minutes and then beat a hasty,
retreat,

Thousand Shells

Paris, April 9, 1050 a. m.—The sys-
tematic bombardment of the city of
Rheims was resumed three weeks ago,
and contihues with increasing intensi-
ty.

FRENCH CAPTURE 150 M
OF THE ENEMY'S TRENCHE

Evacuation of Bethincourt Salient Enables French to Estabe«

lish New and Stronger Line—Germans Repeat Drives
at our Line, at Several Points, Gain Footing Northeast

of Avocourt but Almost
Fierce Battle to West of

Immediately Driven - Out —
Meuse on Whole Line from

Avocourt to Cumiere Continued all Day Saturday.

Paris, April 9.—The capture by French troops of about
150 metres of a German trench southwest of Douaumont

village, northeast of Verdun

MM jected like a wedge.into
‘the German’ lines northwest of Ver-
dun, has been evacuated by the
French.

The evacuation was carried out un-
der cover of darkness, and without in-
terference, and the French, through
the move, have been enabled to
straighten out their line, which now
runs from the corner of the Avocourt
wood to the south of the crossing of
the Bethincourt-Esnes and Bethin-
court-Chattancourt roads.

Violent attacks delivered by the
Germans against the new positions
found the French line unwavering, and
all of them were repulsed, except be-
tween the Avocourt wood and the
Forges brook, where the German
ceeded in entering the French trenches
but were almost immediately driven
out. .

Northeast of Verdun, around Pepper
Hill, and on the Douaumont-Vaux sec-
tor the Germans heavily bombarded
French positions, but were unable to
launch an infantry attack in the face
of the fire of the French guns. The
capture of 150 metres of German
trenches southwest of Douaumont {s
reported by Paris.

On the rest of the lines in France
and Belgium artillery duels alone have
been in progress.

The offensive of the Russians
against the Germans in Northwest
Rusgsia has simmered down to mutual
bombardments and bombing attacks
the German and Russian aviato;

Artillery actions in the Lake Na-
rocz region continue and an infantry
attack by the Germans here was re-
pulsed by the Russians.

Considerable fighting between the
Turks and the Russians has taken
place in the Black Sea littoral, with
the Turks the aggressor: Three at-
tacks against the R lan entrench-
ments on the right bank of the Kara-
dere were without result. The Rus-
sians are pushing their advance
against the Ottomans in the Upper
Tchoruk river reglon.

Along the entire Austro-Itallan front
the artillery of both sides has been
active. An unofficial dedpatch from
Saloniki reports an exchange of shots
between German and French cavalry
on the Macedonian front, and the
ghelling, but without effect, of French
trenches by the Germans in the re-
glon of Gievgeli and Doiran.

The British steamers Adamton and
Avon have been sunk, presumably by
suhmarines, while the Danish steam-
er Asger Ryg, supposedly torpedoed,
has been sighted badly damaged south
of the Isle of Wight.

The communication says:

“In the Argonne our artillery con-
centrated its fire on the enemy's com-
munications. Our heavy batteries
during these operations shelled a sec-
tor in the neighborhood where impor-
tant troop gatherings and columns on
the march were observed in the re-
gion of Montfaucoun and Nantillois.
Near Hill 285 we exploded a mine
which crumbled the enemy’s trench
for quite a considerable length, and
destroyed a small post.

“To the west of the Meuse a violent
battle, which lasted the entire day,
was ehgaged on the whole of the front
from Avocourt to Cumieres, and even

spread to the eastern bank of thei
river.

“The premeditated evacuation of the |

Bethincourt salient, which was carried
out last night, had enabled us to es-
tablish a continuous line, beglnning
at the Avocourt corner and running
along the southern bank of the Forges
brook to the northeast of Haucourt,
and reaching our positions a'little to
the south of Bethincourt-Esnes roads
and Bethincourt-Chattancourt,

“The whole line was violently at-
tacked by the enemy, but withstood
the flercest onslaughts.

“On the front of Le Mort Homme-
Cumieres, the German attack met with
a sanguinary setback. he attacking

8 Meany had neither boots nor
socks. There was an insufficient sup-
ply of water and soap, and Major
Priestley says he found the men
“gaunt, of a peculiar gray pallor, and
verminous.”

The supply of food was also insuf-
flcient, even in the hospitals, until
supplies arrived from England.

“The only provigsion for personal
cleanliness made for the men,” says
the report, “was one cupful of soft
soap, issued at intervals of ma.ny'
In
consequence the men became increas-
ingly verminous, and that condition,
coupled with cold and want of proper
nourishment, was undoubtedly the
principal cause of the epidemic.”

The epidemic broke out in Decem-
ber, 1914, “Thereupon,” says the re-
port, “the German staff, military and
medical, precipitately left the camp,
and thenceforth, until August, 1915,
no communication was held between
the prisoners and their guards, except
by means of directions shouted from
the guards or officers remaining out-

“All supplies for the men were
pushed into the camp over chutes. ..
....No medical attention during the
whole time was provided by the Ger-
man staff.”

Captain Lauder reports that while
in the bungalow there was normally
one mattress for three men, in the
improvised hospitals there were no
mattresses at all.

“In consequence,” he says, “there
were many typhus patients scattered
over the compounds who were deter-
mined not to come into the hospital it
they could help it.”

In one compound he found fifty hid-
den cases of typhus during the first
month.

postal system during the past century;
yet in turn is merely the starting
point and basis of the modern postal
system, which, no doubt, will undergo
many changes ere another century
of time has passed away.

The new building was opened for
business on Saturdaey night.

This morning
the people of St. John will have the
fopportunity of visiting one of tho
most modern post offices in the Do

| minion of Canada.

The first steps toward the erectioa
of this beautiful structure were com-
menced three years ago. Although
the present site met with opposition
from some citizens it was finally de-
cided on. The design of the building
was drafted by the government archi
tect at Ottawa, but the work was
supervised by a local architect, Mr.
Fairweather.

The architecture is of Roman-
esque style, characterizing a number
of Gothic features, such as the round
headed arches, and cubic masonry,
glving the building a unique, and at
the same time a massive and imposing
appearance.

The facade of the building, fronting
on Pringe Willlam street, is over
160 feet in length and four stories
high. The front of the structure 18
of granite highly finished up to the
second story. The remainder is of
freestone. A featune of the upper part
of the building is the massive free-
stone pillars, four in number, standing
out conspicuously from the building
proper.

Two centrifugal doors, collapsibl2
in case of emergency, will admit the
patrons entering from Prince Wil
liam street. Over each entrance a
high power electric light will be
placed, which will assist materially in
illuminating one of the poorly lighted
sections of the city. There is also a
recelving station for mail on the froat

of the post office, divided for the
different mails.

either the passenger, freight or ash
elevators, or by wide steel stairs.
The basement contains two modern
steam bollers 14 feet in length and 5
feet 6 inches in diameter, for heatin2
the entire building. The bunkers for
containing coal in the basement have
a total capacity for holding over 500
tons. A separate furnace has been
installed in the basement for burning
all refuse matter.

Ashes are conveyed by an electric
elevator to Canterbury street, greatly
facilitating the work of the firemaa.
An immense electric fan has been in.
stalled in the basement for circulat-
ing cold air throughout the building
on damp and dry days. This is done
by means of conduit pipes, which
lead to registers placed at equal in-
tervals in the floor. The -electric
cables all enter the building through
the basement wall, and are controlled
by eleven switches enclosed in a
metal closet.

The street floor, and the trimmings
will not suffer by comparison, ‘or
beauty, workmanship and finish with
any other post office in the Dominion.
The pre-eminent characteristic of this
floor is the substitution of marble for
the ordinary wood trimmings. The
running boards and writing desks, as
well as the ledgings, which ane sup-
ported by bronze pedestals, are all
of marble, which in smoothness and
beauty, under severe usage will make
it a lasting ornament.

The wood work construction is of
a three-quarter oak, highly polished,
which harmonizes with the marble
effect.

There are three general delivery,
three money order, and four wickets
for registering mail on this floor, as
well as. over fourteen hundred boxes.
A stamp office with three wickets
placed in the centre of the post office
between the two entrances will meet
with the hearty approval of all custo-
mers. The lighting sysiem is syste-
matically carried out, by providing
individual lights over each department.
Thére are in all forty 200 candle power
lights and one 500 candle power, sus-
pended by heavy metal chains from
the celling.
