Where one has to deal with hill­
sides and where land is very stony 
a boat on runners works very satis­
factorily.

he recalls with a great deal of pleasure 
t'hc successful alliance of France with 
England in the Crimea, an alliance upon 
which the histories of both countries 
Stimulate pleasant recollections.

H Col. Picquari’s presentation 0f the 
case will have the effect of showing the 
people of France the error of their ways 
in so conducting themselves of late as to 
merit the censure of the English 
people, he will at least have accomplished 
some good. Whether an alliance or cordial 
understanding shall ever again be effect­
ed is another matter.

BRIDGE, TUNNEL, OR FERRY.
The more one thinks about the proposi­

tion of City Engineer Peters for the con­
struction of a tunnel beneath the harbor 
between the two sides of the city of St. 
John, the more one is involuntarily im­
pressed in its favor- The engineer estimates 
that a tunnel complete with all modern 
equipments can be constructed for less 
than $800,000, the interest upon which at 
four per cent, would be very little more 
than the cost of maintaining the present 
ferry service. As it is entirely probable 
that the money could be borrowed at the 
present time for a good deal less than 
four per cent, it is entirely possible that 
the cost of interest upon construction of 
the tunnel and its maintenance would be 
less than even the cost of maintaining the 
present inefficient ferry service and much 
less than the cost of the best ferry service 
that could be maintained- 

Under the existing circumstances of the 
city, if the west side is to be maintained 
and developed for the sake of its harbor 
front and railway terminal facilities, it 
seems that communication must immed­
iately become a very live issue and our 
city authorities will be called upon to 
decide upon one plan or another and put 
it into execution- There are just three 
available methods of transportation—a 
tunnel, a bridge, or an improved ferry 
service. It may be said for the later that 
it would inevitably cost more than the 
present service- As for a bridge, it would 
inevitably prove more or less of an ob­
struction to navigation and would render 
less valuable all the portion of the water 
front above the bridge, besides proving 
probably less handy in approaches than 
the ferry and doubtless costing more than 
a tunnel. Moreover, a tunnel would coat 
very little for maintenance and it would 
set free the ferry docks for other pur­
poses. Tunnels are at present coming into 
great fashion for rapid transit facilities 
everywhere. It is indeed entirely probable 
that if the advantages of electric light and 
l>ower had been known at the time the 
great East River bridge at New York was 
designed, a tunnel would have been con­
structed instead of it- Besides all this the 
fact should not be lost sight of that a 
work of such magnitude in 6t- John would 
he a great and beneficial advertisement 
for our city and the employment involved 
in its construction would be of material 
benefit to the population- 

Whatever St- -John is to have in th:s 
line ought to be of the beat. It is not a 
matter of politics in any sense, but is a 
matter that ought to be considered in a 
cool, calm and entirely business fashion, 
and the merits of all possible solutions 
of the transportation problem fully in­
vestigated from every point of view. The 
Telegraph has no prejudice for any 
solution of the problem, but is merely 
anxious that the tunnel idea should not 
be lost sight of as either impracticable or 
undesirable. The very best interests of 
the public welfare are the only ends to 
be conserved- It may be noted that very 
extensive tunnel transportation systems 

now being constructed in Chicago as 
well as in New York.

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THE LEGISLATIVE PROGRAMME.
'illere were many matters of serious im­

portance to the province covered in the 
speech from the throne at the opening 
ot the legislature Thursday and in a num­
ber tof 'them the government will receive 
the^&pcrùtanî&m* approval of the people. 
The question of continued bonusing of 
flour mills is one that will meet with 
ehdorseanfenf by the people, for that part 
of the policy of the government has proved 
itself to kc very Arise and beneficial. The 

• dovçk£>uicnt ’ of biir coal fields is likewise 
a matter* very much in the public mind, 
«.nd the people of New Brum wick are look­
ing forward with some considerable ex­
pectancy foi* the materialization of im­
portant business in this part of our min­
eral wealth as the result of governmental 
encouragement. There are-several mat­
ter* foreshadowed in the speech, however, 
which merit and must receive close con­
sideration by the legislators in the best 
interests of the country- The reference 
to New Brunswick's daim against the Do* 
tninion government for a settlement of the 
various ma iters in respect to the fisheries 
and the reference to an increase of pro* 
vincial indemnity from the Dominion gov­
ernment, for instance, seem to involve 
questions that may be best adjusted by 
a careful conference of representatives of 
the Dominion government with regularly 
authorized representatives of the provin­
cial governments, for they are matters in 
which the province of New Brunswick 
does not at present stand alone. Such a 
conference could not only take cognizance 
of these questions, but could also arrive 
at a definite understanding in regard to 
the advisability of the Canadian govern­
ment taking-over some or all of the branch 
lines of railway in Intercolonial territory, 
or at least some progress might be made 
(toward the sarisihetory adjustment of such 
questions. In view of the fact that the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries has al­
ready* made a statement in regard to the 
advisability of such a conference, the pros­
pects for bringing it about seem to be 
feasible, and in regard to the fisheries 
matters, if we are to accept the statement 
of that minister as conclusive, there womd 
appear to be a necessity cither fortuither 
questions to be submitted to the privy 
council in order to arrive at the lull sense 
end meaning of its decision or an agree­
ment -between federal and local authorities 
as to that decision.

These taken in connection with the 
other matters outlined in the speech eon- 
fititqfte a fegwlaliv^programme which must

THE TERMS OF PEACE.
As the end of the war‘in South Africa 

appears to be in sight, although it may 
be distant, it is natural that we should 
be hearing a good deal about terms of 
peace and that «peculations should l>e in­
dulged in as to what the terms should be. 
One report has it that Kruger has already 
made an offer of peace on the basis of the 
status quo ante bellmn, that is to say that 
matters shall remain as they were before 
the war. Such a peace proposal, if it were 
made, would be an insult to Great Britain, 
for it would mean that all the .blood and 
all the treasure expended in this war had 
been wasted. As the Boers were the ag­
gressors in this contest, they having made 
peace impossible by taeir ultimatum to 
Great Britain followed .by their invasion 
of Natal and Cape Colony, they, if de­
feated, must bear the responsibility of the 
war. That they are now in the way of 
being utterly defeated no one can doubt 
and if the question has to be decided by 
the two belligerents without the interven­
tion of a third party the Boers will be 
forced to accept such terms as Great 
Britain chooses to dictate. Their power 
to resist is constantly diminishing, while 
the strength of Great Britain is as steadily 
increasing and only utter exhaustion and 
defeat can follow a prolongation of the 
war. In view of these fact's if the Boer 
leaders are wise they Will mie for peace

FRANCE AND ENG AND
Instead of a combination of France 

Germany and Russia against England and 
Japan, no less than an alliance with Eng- 
land is now advocated in France. The 

e advocate is Lieutenant Colonel Piequarl, 
whose honorable connection with the 
Dreytfus case will be remembered, and 
the vdhicle of his representations is the 
Grande Revue, which publishes from his 
pen “Note» on the Military Shnation," 
in which the relations of the European 
powers are examined from the view po nt 
of the professional soldier.

There are a number of reasons which 
induce Col. Picquavt to hi* conclusions. 

'iHe points ont that France is already 
Weak as a military power destined
to grow weaker if continu’itg her present 
course. He dhows that a cordial* under­
standing with Germany is not very prac­
ticable as long as Alsace-Lorraine blocks 
the way. lie r.cognizes that Britain has 
become a great- military power since the 
South African war. besides her naval 
prestige, and thaï the friendship of Kirg-
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and apftreval siifiWfl by all classes in the
community. Even those newspapers which 
had opposed the idea have at last swung 
in line.

The t ime has arrived for definite action, 
if public approval is to be gix'en effect 
in actual reality. Premier Tweedie and 
other members of the local government 
have expressed themselves favorable to 
the idea of the adoption of Atlantic time 
as a uniform standard, and it is to lie 
hoped that the matter will be seriously 
taken up and legislation passed at the 
present session of the House of Assembly 
making Atlantic time the legal standard 
for New Brunswick, as it at present is 
for Nova iScotia and P. E- Island- The 
G. P- R. has signified its willingness to 
adopt this standard in the new time 
tables from St. John to Vanceboro and a 
tentative schedule has actually been pre­
pared for that road under the direction 
of Supt. Obome.

The Halifax Board of Trade recently 
passed a resolution calling upon the I* C. 
R. authorities to adopt this standard and 
the St. John Board of Trade reports that 
Mr. Pottinger, the general manager of the 
road, is personally favorable to the move­
ment, and has so reported to the depart­
ment, and is now awaiting a reply in ref­
erence thereto.

All that seems necessary to accomplish 
the desired end is the adoption by legis­
lation of this standard as the legal time 
for New Brunswick- It is to be hoped 
that the opportunity presented to obtain 
a uniform time will not be allowed to 
slip by for lack of definite action.

The inference is that, as the British im­
perial financial year begin.1* on April 6. 
the government evidently calculates upon 
the end of the war before the completion 
of the current calendar year. In the 
estimates submitted there is a reduction 
of rather more than 23 per cent, from the 
amount voted last year. The figures are 
£69,310,000 as compared with £93,000.000, 
providing for 420,000 men as against 450,- 
000 allowed previously. The reduction of 
the array strength is wholly in the South 
African force, as the regular army is main­
tained about the same strength as for 
many years, 220,000 men. This deduction 
from the statements made by the secre­
tary of war is quite in accord with other 
indications which will, no doubt# be the 
forerunners of conclusive announcements 
before many months.

Noov Avliat arc the elements that should 
enter into any arrangements for the restor­
ation of peace? First, the amount of 
money expended by Great Britain in the 
war. Second, the loss of property, public 
and private, in Natal and Cape Colony as 
a result of the war. 
life. Fourth, the necessity of guarding 
against another war, arising from the same 
cause* at some future period. The first 
two of these elements are capable of being 
calculated, the war expenditure can be as­
certained, the value of the public and pri­
vate property destroyed can be reckoned. 
The loss of life is a matter of a different 
kind, for no man can justly estimate the 
value of a human life, nor is it possible 
to make an accurate calculation as to the 
loss involved in connection with the 
maimed and wounded, and of those whose 
lives will ibe shortened by illness resulting 
from the war. The fourth element is still 
more complicated for it necessarily in­
volves measures of precaution which are 
liable to give rise to great differences of 
opinion even among persons who have the 
same great end in view, the permanence 
of British supremacy in South Africa. 
British feeling has hardened itself into a 
determination to abolish the two little 
states which have proved such dangerous 
enemies to British supremacy. And a Brit­
ish prime minister must ibe guided by pub­
lic opinion or he will soon find himself 
out of office. No government would dare 
to incur the odium of leaving these states 
in a position to again become aggressive 
and truculent as they have been in times 
past. Even if allowed to revert to their 
independence they would have to be kept 
under such restraints as would virtually 
nullify it, so that on the whole their per­
manent annexation to the British domin­
ions would seem to be a necessity of the 
situation.

On the other hand, if they become Brit­
ish colonies what is to be their status as 
colonies? That question would be easily 
answered by countries like France and 
Germany, which give their colonies no 
political rights. But British colonies which 
have a sufficiently large white population 
must be governed in. a different fashion, 
and their inhabitants claim and exercise 
the right to govern themselves in a con­
stitutional manner. Yet to make the

SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.An increase from $20,000,000 to $70,000,-

Opening of Legislature,
Fredericton, March 6.—The speech from 

the throne, read by Lieut. Governor Snow­
ball at the opening of the legislature, 
was:
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Leg­

islative Assembly:
It affords me very great pleasure to 

meet you in parliament assembled for the 
discharge of your important legislative 
duties for the first time since I have en­
tered upon the trust reposed in me as the 
.representative of his most gracious majesty 
in this province.

We have recently been honored by the 
visit of their Royal Highnesses the Duke 
and Duchess of Cornwall and York, now 
the Prince and Princess of Wales, and the 
government of the province took the neces­
sary measures to receive the royal party 
in a suitable manner. The enthusiastic 
greeting
visitors was especially pleasing to them, 
and testified in a marked degree to the 
loyalty o-f the people of our province.

During the past summer His Excellency 
the Governor General and the Countess 
of Minto visited various sections of the 
province and were everywhere most en­
thusiastically received. Their gracious 
manner and the deep interest shown by 
their excellencies in the industries, prog­
ress and welfare of our people, have pro­
duced a favorable • and lasting impression. 

The death, at the hands of an assassin, 
president of the neighboring re­

public, with which this province hag such 
intimate business and social relations, 
evoked a deep feeling of sympathy, and 
the government, desiring to voice the sen­
timents of the people, extended to the 
United States government, through his 
excellency the governor general, an ex­
pression of the profound sorrow which 

felt, in common with all civilized na­
tions, at the lamentable and tragic event.
Prosperous Conditions of Business.

I am happy to be able to congratulate 
you upon the prosperous condition of busi­
ness, and the success which is attending 
the efforts of our people in the various 
pursuits in which they are engaged. The 
continued and rapid development of the 
dairying industries of the province, as 
shown by the increase in the production 
and exports of cheetse and butter by the 
large numbers of cheese factories and 
creameries which have been established 
under the liberal encouragement afforded 
iby the government, is most gratifying.

CANADIAN AGRICULTURE.
A glance at the annual report of the 

Canadian Minister of Agriculture for the 
year ended October 31, 1901, which is now 
at hand, shows the very extensive scope 
that has been attained by this department 
and the excellent field of usefulness which 
it now covers. It is impossible in limited 
space to give more than an idea of the 
value of this depanhment as at present 
conducted to the agriculturalists of the 
Dominion. Apart from the work of the 
census, which devolved upon this depart­
ment, complete attention to all details of 
the agricultural interests is evinced in 
the report. The exhibits at the Glasgow 
and Pan-American expositions were look­
ed after, the matter of testing cattle for 
exportation to the United States was ar­
ranged for, a Canadian veterinary was 
established in England for the purpose of 
making tests for those who wish to im­
port breeding stock from the old country7, 
and a number of other matters were set­
tled by visits to Great Britain.

The general scope of the work in the 
branch of the Commissioner of Agricul­
ture and Dairying, which is fairly well- 
known to readers of The Telegraph, is to 
render assistance towards the improve­
ment of all agricultural products and the 
means of their promotion, transportation 
and marketing, with particular regard to 
those which may be grouped under the 
name of food products. The report covers 
this work under the headings of agricul­
tural products for South Africa, seed grain 
competition, extension of markets divis­
ion, cooled air on steamships, inspection 
of loading of food products, varieties of 
food1 products, value of farm products ex­
ported, cold storage on steamers and rail­
ways, cold storage warehouses, cold stor­
age at creameries, cold storage inspectors, 
live stock, sales of stock, exhibits at Buf­
falo,townsship fairs and farmers’ institutes, 
fattening of chickens, dairy matters,cream­
eries in the Northwest and in the eastern 
provinces,
and cheese at Montreal, branding and 
registration, exports of butber and cheese, 
imports of Great Britain, fruit raising, the 
l'ruit marks act, crops, cattle trade, experi­
mental farms, improvement of seed, new 
fruits for colder sections, horticulture, en­
tomology and botany, chemistry, poultry, 
patents on inventions, public health and 
quarantine, health and éliminai statistics.

Railways and .bridges have been de­
stroyed, public and private property con­
fiscated and in some cases the coal mines 
-have been set on fire by the Boers. These 
colonies will have to -be compensated for 
their losses in some way and this involves 
another difficult problem. Thus it will be 
seen that the arrangement of terms of 
peace will hardly be less difficult than the 
operations of war have been and that the 
best steatesmanship will be needed to 
bring about a satisfactory solution of all 
the problems involved.

PRO-BOER TALK/AT ROBERT EMMET

The Baptist Foreign Mission board met 
in regular session at their rooms, Ger­
main street, Wednesday at 2.30 o’clock. In 
the absence of President E. M. Sipperell, 
the cihair was occupied by Rev. Mr. Hutch­
inson, of Moncton. He and Rev. ' A.' 11. 
Lavers, of St. George, were the only 
clergymen stationed, outside the city, in 
attendance. : .... i.a. ,r;-

The financial statement submitted, by 
the treasurer showed the total receipts 
from August to have been $10,370.73, and 
the total expenditures $11,335.33.

The treasurer also called attention to 
the fact that funds to the amount of $4,- 
000 were required to pay up to June 30th 
the salaries of the several missionaries 
now in the field. It was decided to com­
municate with Rev. Mr. Morse, now on 
furlough, and ascertain whether his health 
would permit of -his resuming mission 
labors in India by autumn.

The board have under consideration two 
applications for positions in the mission 
field. The applicants are Sebra Freeman 
and John Glendenning, students at New­
ton Theological University. The former 
belongs in Queens county, N. S., and the 
latter at Moncton. Both are graduates 
from Acadia College—in the class of ’98 
and ’99. Mr. Freeman states his willing­
ness to engage in evangelical work at once, 
but Mr. Glendenning, providing the board 
is acquiescent, feels that he could not 
commence until the lapse of a year. The 
acceptance of the applications depends 
largely on the condition of the board’s 
treasury.

Lettons were read from missionaries now 
in the field, one of which told of the 
annual meeting of the mission workers in 
Chicolee district, India. It reported 77 
baptisms to the eight churches, making 
in all a membership of 500.

The regular meeting of the Baptist Home 
Mission board was held Tuesday after­
noon. A missionary was appointed to 
Kent county, grants were made the vari­
ous churches and reports read from Gen­
eral Missionary Colwell and other laborers 
now actively engaged in the field.

MORGUE DESCRIPTION.

Several People Who Were Recently 
There Say The Telegraph Has 
Properly Shown What the Place 
Is—Story of a Patient Who Re­
cently Left the Hospital.

Â CAUSE OF HEADACHE,

The Telegraph reporter who explored 
the hospital morgue Friday night and 
whose story was alleged by an evening 
paper to be “a mare’s nest,’’ has taken 
the pains to have the place which he 
visited identified by undertakers as the 
genuine and only morgue of the hospital 
This was the place where Mr. Biohards, 
the last man who died in the institution, 
was laid out and from, which the under­
taker buried him- An undertaker said 
he had officiated at several funerals from 
the hospital and in every case had laid 
out and taken the body either from the 
room in which death occurred or from 
the identical morgue which The Telegraph 
reporter visited Friday night-

Mrs. M- R. Percy, of 14 Walker’s wharf, 
daughter of Mr- Richards, who was pres­
ent when her father’s body was taken 
from the morgue, said The Telegraph’^ 
description was “correct in every detail and 
tailiied precisely with the place from which 
my father was buried.’’

Mrs. Wm. A. Mu liar, who was for some 
time employed as laundress in the hos­
pital, said the morgue when she was in 
the hospital was as described by The 
Telegraph. To the statement that the 
morgue was situated “at the front of the 
building,” “quite near the elevator shaft,” 
Mrs. Muller gave emphatic denial and 
said the morgue' was at the "back of the 
building, the first door from the end and 
could be entered from the grounds.”

As the persons mentioned were quite 
willing that their statements should be 
used in any way and as The Telegraph re­
porter did visit the morgue as described 
by the undertaker, Mrs. Percy and Mrs- 
Mullar it would seem that in spite of the 
zealous efforts put forth by the evening 
paper previously- mentioned, the reporter 
did “after all gratify his ‘idle curiosity.’ ”

James Graham, a Nelson street black­
smith, residing at 191 Marsh Road, spent 
a portion of a week before last as a patient 
at the General Public Hospital. He told 
the 'following story to The Telegraph:

“I ami a sufferer from nose bleed, and 
on Tuesday before last went for treat­
ment to the hospital on the recommenda­
tion of Dr. G. A. B. Addy. At the in­
stitution I felt warranted in a complaint 
in comieCtion with Dr. W. L. Ellis. I 
frequently asked his services and he would 
promise to comply, but this was the ex­
tent of his treatment: For three after­
noons «fid nights I considered I was 
thoroughly neglected. Saturday I deter­
mined to leave and come home, believing 
that by so doing I could receive proper 
medical attention. I believe the hospital 
would be an excellent institution if prop­
erly conducted. Just at present I would 
not return.”

A letter purporting to be from Jirs. K. 
McCarron, who is still a patient at the 
hospital, has been received. It sets forth 
that Mrs. McGarron did not call for a 
nurse two hours before being answered, 
as alleged by Mr. Day in a recent letter, 
and states that she has never had a bell 
in ‘her hand since she has 'been in the 
hospital. The letter compliments Miss 
Smith on her ability as a nurse.

“I endorse all that has so far appeared 
in the newspapers concerning the Gen­
eral Public Hospital,” said an ex-patient 
of that institution the other- evening.
“I suffered from- heart trouble and catarrh 

of tiie stomach,” he continued and enter­
ed the hospital on the 28th of last Aug. 
I left on Thanksgiving day. The stories 
told about mice,-bed bugs, sour bread and 
rancid butter are plain truths, for I ex­
perienced them all. I’ve thrown bits of 
bread on the floor and watched the mice 
devour them. I’ve removed bugs from the 
bed clothing and knew what it was to 
receive bad bread and butter, but with 
Dr. Lunney’s advent in September, the 
butter served was much better than form­
erly. In that part of the hospital where 
I lay there was was only one closet, con­
sequently both sexes were obliged to use 
it. The mattress on my cot was never 
aired or changed, and by constant use I 
gradually wore through it until I could 
fed the wire springs of the cot. On the 
day I was discharged, I was informed 
that I must take an antiseptic bath. Af­
ter doing so, I was given a suit of under­
clothing that had not been dried. How­
ever, it was that or nothing, so I put 
them on. The day was cold and disagree­
able, and going out into it, in my 
tain health, with the damp underclothing, 
has affected me with a lung trouble which 
is with me .yet.

“I was told that if I wanted medicine 
to go to one of the commissioners. I 
went to Dr. Addy, but I never received 
assistance. I have been three times around 
the world and been in hospitals at Hong 
Kong, Paris and London, but the institu­
tion here is the worst that has 
under my observation.”

Geo. Mitchell, a pastry baker of 192 
Brussels street, wishes it made known 
that he does not supply bread or any 
other article of food to the General Public 
Hospital. From his observations he be­
lieves the nurses at the hospital to be 
zealous for their charges comfort and the 
matron, Miss Mitchell, indefatigable in 
her efforts in their behalf- Mr. Mitchell 
is no relative to the matron.

When seen by The Telegraph regarding 
his experience in the hospital, Robert Mc­
Gourty, who is employed with Power & 
Lane, Union street, stated Wednesday 
that he was in the hospital three months 
with a sore leg and that when he went 
there Dr. Morris blistered the leg; that 
the blister broke and was bandaged, the 
bandage was not removed for 14 or 15 
days, and the leg became so sore that the 
patient thought it was never going to 
get well again. He couldn’t move and the 
odor from the sore was such that visitors 
would not approach him, would scarcely 
go in the room where he was. At last a 
nurse removed the bandage and attended 
tq the woundj He said the bed bugs were
