Tiding about 9 o'clock last night 
apparently resulted from the explo- 
sion of an oil tank on the stage ar- 
ranged for the closing entertainment 
of the school. Within almost a breath 
the whole front of the second story 
room was ablaze. Scores of the audi­

ence made a concerted rush for the 
single entrance to the stairway, de­
spite the counsel of cooler heads. 
Some, unable to penetrate the jam to 
safety leaped from the second story 
window to die of injuries or to be 
taken from the scene suffering from 
broken limbs.

Collapse of the narrow wooden 
stairway caused many of the deaths, 
a number of persons being crushed 
in the debris.

The school building, a two-story 
frame structure containing three 
rooms, had been virtually burned to 
the ground before outside aid could 
bo secured.

All available doctors were called 
from Camden and other nearby towns 
to treat the injured. The death list 
reads like a roster of the families of 
the community. Family after family 
was virtually wiped out. In almost 
every instance where parents are list­
ed as dead, from one to four children 
perished. Among the dead is County 
Coroner G. L. Dixon and his young 
daughter.

William P. Mayling. Formerly 
of St. Thomas. Meets Death 

by Electrocution.

‘ A tragic accident occurred this 
morning at 10:45. when Gordon 
Johnston, 12-year-old son of Samuel 
Johnston, 11 St. Patrick street, was 
drowned in the Thames after falling 
down the cement breakwater to the 
north of Blackfriars bridge.

Passersby and residents near the 
breakwater at Blackfriars street say 
that the boy was seen playing near 
the railing at the edge of the cement 
retaining wall a few yards to the 
north of the bridge, and his peril 
after falling down the steep slope of 
the breakwater, was first noticed, by 
a young lady who phoned Atonce to 
the central fire hall. The themen 
speedily set to work with grappling 
poles in the hope, that the boy could 
be reached from the swollen stream 
before life was extinct. Chief Aitken 
joined them, and was followed al­
most immediately by Dr. Cameron 
Wilson.

Reins Swell River.
The heavy rains within the past 

week have raised the waters of the 
Thames and it was with the greatest 
difficulty that the firemen could con­
duct their search for the unfortunate 
lad at the spot where he was last 
seen. From the reports circulated 
among the onlookers it would seem 
that the fall or slide down the break- 
water had shot the boy out into the 
current, which at that point is quite 
strong. He was last seen floating 
and struggling in the swift current 
about fifty yards to the south of the 
bridge. At this point an undertow 
or current dragged him beneath the 
water, and no more of him was seen 
until his body was recovered by 
Lieut. Webber of central fire hall.

FEAR RUSSO-BRITISH

PROTEST U. S. RULING 
ON FOREIGN SHIPPING

British Owners Ask Govern­
ment To Appeal Interfer­

ence With Vessels.

ENDS CONTROVERSY

Only Two Cases in the Local 
Division Now Remain 

Unsettled.
SKILLED WORKMAN

Official Circles Gloomy Over 
Possible Outcome of 

Conference.

Was Employed as Lineman— 
No Details as to Tragedy 

Received Locally.
In this city and at other points in 

the London division of the C. N. R. 
there are at least a dozen veteran 
and retired railwaymen who have 
been made happy during the past 
year by the arrival of belated pen­
sion money.

They are all men who have given 
from fifteen to fifty years of service 
to the old Grand Trunk in the capac­
ity of trainmen and conductors, but 
who have been deprived of their pen­
sion rights by the company because 
they had taken part in the strike of 
1916.

Entitled To Seniority.
Since the conclusion of the strike 

their claims have been the cause of 
a bitter controversy carried on be­
tween unions and railway officials 
with the government acting spas­
modically as referee. The men 
claimed that under the terms of the 
agreement by which the strike was 
ended they were entitled to their 
seniority rating and their pension 
rights, but the company through 
twelve long years persisted in igor- 
ing their claims.

During that time many of those 
who had taken part in the strike 
were retired because of old age and 
disabilities but they received no con­
sideration. Several of ‘them faced 
years of hardship for on the meagre 
wages they received previous to 1910 
they were able to save very little.

Despite the fight they put up and 
which was put up on their behalf, 
they had little hope of receiving their 
money until the Liberal government 
was returned to power. One of the 
first things accomplished by Premier 
W. L. Mackenzie King was the grant­
ing to all employees who had taken 
part in the strike, their seniority 
rights.

The order was put into effect im­
mediately in the local division. Men 
who had been out of work for many 
months began to receive their pen­
sions and many received back pen­
sions in large amounts. Some who 
were living almost on charity were 
made independent when checks 
ranging from- $800 to $3,000 were re­
ceived to be followed by monthly al- 
lowances. At the present time not 
more than two cases in the local

The party was organized by Arthur 
Nelson of Chicago, prominent Swed­
ish leader in America, for the pur­
pose of visiting the home land, and 
seeing the big Gotenburg exposition, 
which commences July 1. Half of 
the crowd were farmers, and the tale 
they told The Advertiser regarding 
agricultural conditions in the United 
States was not one of optimism.

“If things don't get better in 
Minnesota and Nebraska, farmers will 
have to quit," volunteered Neilson 
Jacobson, when asked for informa­
tion regarding America. “Overproduc­
tion is ruining the farmers. We 
haven't made any money since the 
war. Some of us are going to Swe­
den partly with the intention of sur­
veying conditions and estimating 
whether it would not be more advan­
tageous to remain there.

Money in Cities.
“The city people of America are 

fortunate. They are more prosper­
ous now than ever, while the farmer 
is poorer than ever."

He was shot througli the lungs just 
as the chase was resumed with vigor 
at daybreak this morning. Con­
stable McGovern, who was a former 
member of the Royal Irish constabu­
lary, was shot through the thigh from 
an ambush which Rogers laid for the 
police about 9:30 o'clock last night, 
when an automobile load of the town 
force answered a telephone call from 
the East End. It was discovered 
that Rogers himself had sent in the 
call.

Talking as a “friend of Rogers," 
and having described minutely his 
own appearance, he told the police 
where Rogers would be when they 
arrived. The moment the police car 
stopped in front of the garage be­
hind which he was supposed to be 
hiding. Rogers opened lire from be­
hind a tree. Constables McGovern 
and Robb were detailed to cut 
Rogers' escape off from the rear. On 
the way through the woods McGovern 
received a serious wound and was 
taken to the hospital.

Montreal, May 17.—Railway train- 

men and conductors, men who signed 
on with the Grand Trunk Railway 
during the strike of 1910, have been 
ousted from their positions after a 
period of controversy stretching over 
more than 12 years.

Men who enjoyed senior runs a 
few months ago are now gatemen. 
Some are said to have been “eased 
out of the service” entirely as a 
result of what Hon. James Murdock, 
minister of labor, designated as the 
belated carrying out of the terms of 
settlement of the strike. Mr. Mur­
dock. as the then vice-president of 
the brotherhood of railway trainmen, 
was one of the moving spirits in the 
strike. The Grand Trunk, under the 
presidency of the late C. M. Hays, 
engaged a number of men to run the 
trains, promising permanent posi­
tions in the grades for which they 
then qualified.

When the strike settlement came, 
it was agreed that the strikers should 
return to work, maintaining old 
seniority and pension rights, as though 
no strike had taken place. The 
men engaged during the strike, how­
ever. were retained, and Mr. Hays. 
Mr. Chamberlain, and later President 
Keller, refused to demote or remove 
them, despite the frequent urging of 
Labor leaders, and also of political 
leaders.

In the interval. Mr. Murdock had 
become minister of labor. Last 
October, before consolidation of C. 
N. R. and G. T. R. system took place, 
the order was issued by Vice-Presi­
dent Robb that demotion proceed. 
In consequence, it is said that 39 men. 
who occupied senior positions in the 
running trades for the last 12 years 
on Ontario and Quebec divisions, 
have been side-tracked to minor work 
and minor pay.

Mayor Richardson, al-I 
though in agreement with this, felt I 
that before deciding to make any I 
outlay it would be advisable to look 
thoroughly Into the matter and as- 1 
certain whether some more in-I 
expensive means might not be used 
to improve the town’s fire protec­
tion. He said he had ascertained 
that this could be done by repairing 
the town water basin, which 
would be the means of in­
creased pressure. However, it 
was pointed out to him by Reeve 
Saint that even if this were done, the 
present water main was not in good 
enough condition to withstand such 
pressure as was needed at a fire, 
and that if it should burst it would 
mean a cost of approximately $45,000 
to the town to have it put in good 
order again..

“My heart is wrapped up in the north country.”
That was one of the choice phrases that fell from 

the lips of Hon. Howard Ferguson at North Bay. It 
was a great piece of pie crust, no doubt, but it may stick 
to the dish if he depends on the flame of Conservative 
enthusiasm to do the baking for him.

Perhaps when Mr. Ferguson is up in that north 
country he might put on a pair of knee boots and ask 
■some old-timer to go out and show him how a timber 
cruise is conducted. When Mr. Ferguson was minister 
of lands for Ontario he had a peculiar system of allow- 
ing timber surveys to be made. A timber cruise, 
properly made, is a scientific operation. The work is 
for experts. The usual practice is to count and record 
trees on strips four rods wide on every quarter-mile 
square, that is to say 40 acres. Trees are measured or 
estimated breast-high. The number of 16-foot logs is 
also considered. This gives a five per cent cruise, 
because one-twentieth of the timber area has been 

• carefully gone over. A good timber cruiser has to know 
his business.

Well, how was it done in Mr. Ferguson’s time?
Here is a bit of evidence showing the style. Allan 

Macdonald made a cruise of berths 45 and 49, being 
timber lands sold to political favorites of the govern- 
,ment.

London Public Utilities Commission has said its 
last word in the dispute with Mayor Wenige on the 
matter of publishing the pay list of employees of that 
commission. If the city council asks for the list it will 
be produced, but a rider will be attached stating that 
the utilities commission consider it highly inadvisable 
to publish the information.

This places the responsibility on the city council, 
and it will be dealt with at the next meeting. The 
protest of the utilities commission has every right to be 
given an attentive and reasonable consideration. That 
body is elected by the people and performs a very useful 
service, controlling a large volume of business without 
remuneration. If they claim the publication of the 
salary list of their employees will interfere with the 
conduct of - their department, that claim should, and 
no doubt will be, given every consideration by the coun­
cil. /

they thought about the matter.

One answer, indicative of them all, sets forth this 
view:

“I do not think it is a fair or reasonable thing to 
publish what I make. I can assure you it is not a large 
amount. Men who work for other concerns in the city 
are not treated in this way. What a man makes in the 
way of wages is a matter generally known only to him­
self, his employer and his wife. I do not relish the 
idea at all of having my salary paraded before the 
public, and I can see no good purpose to be served by 
so doing."

Accused. ,Down through the ages from the 
glacial period in the world's history 
a great boulder of mottled red 
granite slowly made its way from 
the far north to a place called Lon- 
don, Ontario, that it might one day 
fulfill an honorable destiny as a me­
morial to the boys of Simcoe Street 
School who gave their lives in the 
great world war.

On the eve of the unveiling on Em­
pire Day, May 23, of the memorial 
erected by the Mothers’ Club, assisted 
by staff and student, the whole his­
tory of the boulder has come to light.

Practically from the close of. the 
war. the Mothers’ Club desired to 
do honor to the Simcoe Street School 
boys who had laid down their lives in 
the cause of freedom and right. A 
marble or granite shaft, or a tablet 
of bronze or brass, like countless 
other memorials of the war, was at 
first suggested.

The club members were not entire­
ly satisfied. A boulder was suggested 
as an alternative, and the problem 
was submitted for consideration to 
an expert. William Lovedày.

The boulder must be large enough 
to hold all the names to be carved 
thereon. It must be a suitable shape, 
capable of taking polish and of en­
during quality.

Found in a Sewer.
Far and near search was made, 

but all in vain, until one day Mr. 
Loveday was making a call on Huron 
street, in the north end of the city. 
Out in the street, civic employees 
were digging a sewer. Half uncon­
sciously Mr. Loveday watched the 
work a few moments, then, suddenly, 
he was all alert attention.

At the side of the road lay a huge 
rock. Quickly he asked questions. 
It had been taken out of the earth, 
welve feet down, in order to make 
Way for the sewer.

Dr. Solon Woolverton, geologist, 
was called into consultation and pro­
nounced the boulder genuine granite 
of the time when the continent to the 
north was a mass of ice. One side 
was rough, the other three sides 
rubbed smooth, obviously by long, 
continual friction with the ice, there­
by giving still further ground for 
the theory.

The miraculously-provided stone, 
a beautiful one, and ideal in every 
way, has been polished over a sur­
face of about ten feet square, which 
bears the honor roll.

In order to further link the school 
children witli the erection of the me- 
morial, a competition was inaug­
urated for a design for the top, and 
also for the scroll. A maple leaf, 
submitted by Oscar Plewes, was ac­
cepted for the top, and Oram George 
was honored by having his scroll de­
sign chosen.

Unveiling Plans.
—The boulder now is in place, and 

final arrangements for the unveiling 
ceremonies were made last evening 
at the annua! meeting of the Mothers’ 
Club.

Brigadier-General W. B. King, 
C.M.G., D.S.O., G.O.C., for Military 
District No. 1. with his staff, will be 
present, and the. address of the occa­
sion will be delivered by Col. (Rev.) 
William Beattie. D.D., senior chaplain 
for Canada overseas during the war. 
The members of the school board 
have signified their intentions of at­
tending. and invitations have also 
been sent to the mayor ' and city 
council, and to the families of all 
whose names appear on the boulder. 
Mrs. John Curnoe, honorary presi­
dent of the club, whose own boys 
happily came back from the war. will 
read the names and the unveiling will 
be done by Miss Cannell, a teacher 
for many years in the school, and 
Miss Skelton. a member of the staff 
of long standing. The school children 
will be massed on the grounds and 
will sing several choruses. Mrs. E. 
Dayton has been treasurer for the 
boulder fund, and the executive in­
cluded with the 110 members, feels 
much satisfaction that the club year 
has been brought to a close with such 
satisfactory achievement.

The program is announced for. 2 
o’clock on Wednesday.

Montreal. May 18.—An echo of the 

famous Delorme case was heard in 
the superior court, when Mr. Justice 
Mercier found in a favor of Leopold 
Choule, lawyer, in his action against 
Adelard Tetrault, curator of the 
estate of Adelard Delorme, the court 
awarding the plaintiff the sum of 
$376.75. Plaintiff sued for $3,056, 
claiming that this amount was due 
him for professional services in con­
nection with the case when* he was 
retained by Adelard Delorme to op­
pose the petition of Adelard Tetrault 
to be appointed curator of the estate.

Present In Asylum.
Tetrault was appointed curator, 

and Adelard Delorme is at present 
in the Beauport Asylum. The plaintiff 
submitted that he had done all that 
was possible to protect the interest 
of his client, and he claimed that he 
was entitled to recover from the 
estate the sum mentioned.

Tetrault pleaded that a short time 
before the plaintiff had been retained 
by Adelard Delorme the latter had 
undergone a medical examination, 
after which he had been pronounced 
mentally unfit to plead by a jury in 
a duly constituted court of justice. 
The defendant held that at the time 
the plaintiff gave his services to Ade­
lard Delorme, the latter was mentally 
unfit, and that when plaintiff gave 
additional service to Delorme, he did 
so without making necessary in­
quiries as to the mental condition of 
his client. The defendant further 
pointed out that the proceedings 
taken by the plaintiff was unneces­
sary.

The court declared that plaintiff 
was entitled to a judgment in his 
favor upon a certain point, because 
Delorme had a right to be represented 
by a lawyer in a case where it was 
a question of depriving him of the 
right of administering his affairs. 
There were, therefore, items of the 
account that the plaintiff was en­
titled to recover, and the amount for 
these was $376.75.

Charges Unfounded.
The other items of the account, 

the court held, were unfounded, and 
were therefore dismissed. The charges 
in question, said Judge Mercier, were 
for disbursements and for profes­
sional work, which had been made, 
according to the plaintiff, in anticipa­
tion of events, which had not been 
realized when the present action was 
started, and which were not realized 
now, and which, it seemed, would 
never be realized, and which, in the 
opinion of the court, were therefore 
useless.

had been dragged from the street by 
nine youths.

The nurse, stripped of clothing, 
•battered, bleeding and hysterical, was 
found in a two-room apartment on 
the second floor of a tenement on 
East 34th street. Reserves who sur­
rounded the block arrested Jos. Mc- 
Shea. 17, when they found him 
crouching behind an ash can at the 
rear of the building.

McShea is reported to have given 
the names of eight companions, 
whose arrest is momentarily ex­
pected.

Miss Breslian lives at the nurses’ 
training home on East 26th street. 
She Was returning there after mid- 
night when. she told the police, three 
men leaped upon her from a dark 
hallway, smothered her screams and 
dragged her to the upstairs apart­
ment. where six other men waited.

They tore her clothing off in shreds. 
She fought and screamed, and be­
fore she could be subdued crashed 
the glass which guided police and a 
gathering crowd from the neighbor­
hood to her rescue.

As the police entered there was a 
clattering down fire escapes and only 
the nurse was in the apartment when 
the police, smashed in the doors.

Miss Breslian was taken to Belle­
vue for the treatment of multiple 
contusions. •

"What is the position of Dr. Hugh 
Stevenson on the question of redis­
tribution and proportional represen- 
tation?

"Never at any time to my knowl- 
edge has the doctor stated definite­
ly his position on this really vital 
matter, and because many people 
hardly realize the great need for a 
change in the present system of rep- 
resentation, I am asking Londons 
member publicly for an answer to 
what I consider a. most important 
election issue, and for a statement 
of his position in this matter which 
is due to every elector in the city."

Ottawa, May 18.—That the proposal 

of some of the deputy ministers that 
all appointments to higher admini­
strative, professional and technical 
positions should be exempt from the 
operations of the civil service act of 
1918, would not be in the interests 
of the administration was the opin­
ion expressed before the civil service 
committee yesterday by Commis­
sioner M. G. Larochelle.

He was in favor of superannuation 
and the formation of personnel 
boards through which civil servants 
might be able to voice their griev­
ances arising -from the jurisdiction 
of the civil service commission for 
the promotion of assistant rural 
postmasters to rural postmasters 
without examination, where qualifica­
tions were evident, and that the resi­
dence definition should be defined.

Regarding exemptions as proposed 
by some, Col. Larochelle thought it 
might be liable to bar the way to 
promotion for merit through the ap­
pointment of outsiders to higher 
positions, which would tend to dis­
courage meritorious officers and de­
moralize the service.

Harry Drake, the Englishman, who 
beat Joe McCann of Newark last Satur­
day, is another scientific fighter. He has 
a beautiful left, a real defence, and he 
knows how to feint and how to use his 
right. He is not a hard hitter, but he 
is well worth watching in a bout. Jack 
Kearns snapped him up as a sparring 
partner as Dempsey as soon after his 
bout against McCann as he could be 
reached. No better man to groom Demp­
sey for his bout against the clever 
Tommy Gibbons could be found. And

New York, May 18.—Another very bad 

smash in the shares of chemical, fer­
tilizer and cotton oil companies was 
the main incident in the stock market 
today. This was accompanied by a 
similar collapse in their bonds.

So much has been said regarding the 
reasons for the weakness in this group 
of securities that It only remains to 
summarize previous statements.

The panicky selling in some of these 
cases might well suggest the fear of 
receiverships, but it has been thought 
likely that the situation will be met by 
a thorough overhauling of capital ac­
counts. With American Cotton Oil any 
such readjustment would probably in- 

volve provision for the $8,500,000 notes 
maturing in September. 1924. The prin­
cipal reason for cutting down capital-1 
ization is the need of adjusting it to 
what appears to be a permanently re­
duced income. The fertilizer and cotton 
seed oil companies, according to re­
liable information, are still losing 
money, and will soon be issuing some 

very bad earnings statements for the 
fiscal year 1922. Companies interested 

in the making of cotton oil were hit 
by the rise in cotton seed prices, while 

the fertilizer end of the business has 
been undergoing a severe competition 
which has fared prices down to an un­
profitable level.

There was little connection between 
such stocks as Allied Chemical and 
Davison Chemical, on the one hand, 
and American Agricultural Chemical. 
Virginia Chemical and International 
Chemical on the other. But the bear 
party, in search for vulnerable spots, 

i picked the former out because they 
often move in sympathy with the fer- 

tilizer group.
At the same time much was made 

I about the recent decline in farm pro­
ducts injuring the prospects of all com­
panies doing business with the farmers. 
This established a connection between 
the fertilizer issues and other farm sup-, 
ply stocks like International Harvester, 
Montgomery, Ward, and Sears-Roebuck, 
all of whom were driven down sharply.

Brokers Unearth Duplication of 

Trick Played on Wall 
Street.

Toronto, May 17.—A flood of "fake” 

buying orders invaded the mining 
market today, presumably by some 
bright spirits, who thought they 
could duplicate the Wall street per­
formance, says a Toronto paper. The 
orders, however, were not accom­
panied by checks, and the majority 
came in by telephone, apparently 
from sources which would not be 
questioned.

Several of these orders were filled 
shortly after the opening, and the 
filling brokers immediately advised 
their alleged clients of the purchase. 
They found out that no authority had 
been given, and nothing whatever 
was known of them. In other cases 
names and addresses given were 
found to be fictitious. The brokers 
who were ."caught immediately re­
ported it on the floor, and a general 
sizing up of orders was made by all 
Houses, with the result that quite a 
number of "fakes” were unearthed. 
If this continues, the exchange is 
likely to take some action in the 
matter.

Part of Wrecked Schooner, E. E. Armstrong, Drifts Into St. 
John, N.B., From Where Vessel Sailed On Last Trip.0BIER
Canadian Press Despatch.

Montreal, May 18.—The solution of 
a sea tragedy of five years ago—the 
loss of the schooner E. E. Armstrong 
off the Barbadoes—is believed to be 
solved by the washing ashore at St. 
John. N.B., of a plank bearing this 
message: “Lost ship and crew (me. 
Captain Burns) survives.”

The landing of the plank was re­
ported in Montreal papers in a 
despatch from St. John, N.B. H. S. 
Hodgson, local importer and ex­
porter, at once saw in the message 
the explanation of the long silence 
about the fate of the E. E. Armstrong. 
Captain Burns was .the skipper of 
the E. E. Armstrong and Mr. Hodg­

son is convinced the nameless ship 
referred to in the plank message is 
his ship. Captain Burns must have 
been drowned after writing the mes- 
sage, • because he was never heard 
from again.

The most romantic aspect of all is 
that the plank, the only thing ap­
parently left of the schooner, drift­
ed in the North Atlantic and final­
ly came to rest in the home port of 
the vessel, St. John, N.B. With 
thousands of miles of seaboard and 
both sides of the Atlantic to choose 
from, the plank came home with its 
pathetic message to the port the E.

Rev. Dr. Gandier Gives Ad­
dress At Funeral of Former 

Globe Editor.

Receipts From Fines, Licenses, 
Seizures, Equal Cost of 
Troops’ Maintenance.

Work is again under way on the prop­
erty of the Ostrom-Catherine Develop­
ment Company.

Paris, May 18.—The military occu­
pation of the Ruhr by French troops 
is not necessary to the security of 
France, Premier Poincare informed 
the members of the finance and for­
eign affairs commissions in the 
French Chamber yesterday. The occu­
pation of the Ruhr, he added, is es­
sentially an operation designed to 
coerce Germany into paying repar­
ations. He reiterated that the Ruhr 
would be gradually evacuated in pro­
portion to the payment of German 
reparations. The occupation of the 
left bank of the Rhine was consid­
ered by the government as sufficient 
military security.

Incidentally M. Poincare is review­
ing the four months’ occupation and 
asking the commissions to approve 
credits for continuation of the opera- 
tion, informing the deputies that the 
receipts from the Ruhr since January 
11 had covered the strictly military 
expenses which the occupation en- 
tailed. The cost of the Ruhr troops 
to the treasury, after deducting the 
amount which it would have been 
necessary to provide for these sol­
diers. had they remained in France, 
amounted to 61,000,000 francs, and 
the expenditures for civilians 2,650,- 
000 francs.

The receipts from customs, licenses, 
forests and fines amounted to 36,000,- 
000 francs, and roceipts from seizures 
of coal and coke to 36,680.000 francs, 
thus creating an approximate equil­
ibrium between expenses and receipts.

Principal Gandier referred to Dr. 
Macdonald as a "world citizen.”

“He had hie limitations. He loathed 
examinations. He" was not a plod­
der. He had not patience for the 
ordinary everyday duties of the 
ministry. "He was a man of big 
themes and world vision," said Dr. 
Gandier.

Then the Knox College head re­
lated how Dr. Macdonald had over­
come, by patient persistence, his de­
fect of speech and turned a handi­
cap into a help.

"He was able to thrill and sway 
an audience of 10,000 or even 20,000 
with his burning eloquence," said the 
speaker. “He was among the great­
est orators of his day. I have listen­
ed to Parker and Campbell, and 
Spurgeon and Jowett among preach­
ers, and to Gladstone, and Lloyd 
George and Asquith, but. at his best 
and on a great occasion, I have never 
heard a greater orator than J. A. 
MacDonald," he declared.

Dr. Gandier was candid enough to 
say that Dr. MacDonald had certain 
faults and limitations. "In his earlier 
years he was apt to be quick and 
even harsh in his judgments. He 
had no patience with men and v- 
men whom he regarded as pious 
weaklings. He had no use for halt 
men and half-way measures." But 
his judgments of men and events 
had been tempered with the passing 
of time.”

WILSON MASONS CONDUCT

General mining operations will com­
mence this week on the Berry-Hollin- 
ger Gold Mines at Boston Creek. Ar- 
rangements were made some time ago to 
secure hydro-electric energy from the 
Miller Independent Une, where heavy 
transformers are already installed, and 
with an abundant supply of energy on 
tap. Wiring to the Berry-Hollinger is 
being completed, and the current will be 
on within a day or two.

Too early for assays, 
but the cross-cut, according to the 
Northern Miner, yielded visible gold the 
first time seen in this vein. The ma• 
terial is very good looking, and assays 
should be very satisfactory. Work at 
the 550 level pretty definitely estab­
lishes that the Crown Reserve has large 
bodies of medium grade ore. The de­
cision the directors must now reach is 
whether to prepare Immediately for 
milling or go down to the 1.000-foot 
horizon. If they decide on the latter 
and the results are satisfactory, the 
original milling idea of 500 tons daily 
may be enlarged.

Mining interests outside Canada found 
it hard at first to believe that the gold 
ore deposits of Northern Ontario aver- 
aged in the developed mines better than 
$10 to the ton. This was proved to them 
when competent engineers were sent 
to Canada to investigate on their be­
half. The characteristic features of 
the gold zones that pleased them most, 
however, were the extent of the deposits 
and the fact that Ontario was a deep- 
mining area.

Oshkosh, Wis., May 18.—Dr. Adin 

Sherman, superintendent of the 
Northern Hospital for Insane here, 
stated in reply to a rumor that Am­
brose Small, missing millionaire the­
atre owner of Toronto, has been con­
fined at that institute, that there is 
no one of that name at the Northern, 
and he regards the story as being 
without any foundation. He says 
there is no one at the hospital who 
answers to the description of Small, 
and that all of the patients have been 
clearly accounted for. Their identity 
and records are complete, so there 
could be no mistake in the matter.

Dr. Sherman is of the belief the 
story may be traced to the fact that 
one of his patients by the name of 
Churchill, who was for a time at the 
state penitentiary at Waupun and

was transferred to the hospital for 
the insane here a while ago, set up a 
claim that he was the missing the­
atrical magnate. Small, but Churchill 
has also claimed to be several per­
sons of note, and has a propensity for 
impersonating characters he has 
heard of as being missing or dead.

The superintendent says Churchill’s 
identity is thoroughly established, 
and it may be possible that he wrote 
a letter claiming to be Small, and 
then managed to have it sent out of 
the institution without first being 
inspected by the hospital authorities. 
That is the only theory Dr. Sherman 
considers probable in accounting for 
the rumor.

He says Churchill is about 6 feet 
tall and weighs about 200 pounds, 
which would not agree with the de­
scription of Small at all.

goldenwing warblers, due on the 11th 
and 12th. These have been missed, 
no donbt, because we have not gone 
out to their haunts, the big woods 
just west of Byron. The last time 
we visited this woods, however, we 
did not feel much like going again. 
Instead of being full of little thickets 
with big trees interspersed here and 
there, and lots of pines and oaks 
in groves, it has been cut down, until 
it is’ about as clear of bird cover as 
Victoria Park. No doubt the owner 
has some reason for doing as he has. 
but it is not discernible to the eye 
of the bird man. The next thing- 
overdue is the nighthawk, a bird 
familiar to all, even city dwellers. 
No doubt the weather has been re­
sponsible for its non-appearance. It 
lives on the insects.that inhabit the 
upper air, and snow, and rain, and 
frosty nights are not conducive to 
the propagation of these insects, nor 
to their being abroad at the time 
or in the place where the nighthawk 
would be looking for them. The 
orange-crowned warbler, due on the 
15th, and the gray-cheeked thrush, 
on the 17th, have not yet been re­
ported. But they are rare and diffi­
cult to identify, so may have been 
overlooked.

All these tardy migrants may seem 
to contradict the statement in the 
first paragraph, yet of the birds still 
to come between now and the end of 
the month—some ten in all—four 
have already been reported.

be confined in the state prison for 
the rest of your natural life."

• "Hard Labor" Omitted.
As 1 was sitting down again I heard 

him say, "Clear the court-room, Mr. 
Bailiff;" and then while my attorneys 
and I conferred briefly, the crowd— 
some of them disgruntled no doubt— 
was herded out into the corridor.

While I said nothing about it to 
anyone, I bad noticed that the judge 
—due to fear, excitement, irritation 
or ail combined—had failed to state 
what penitentiary 1 was to be con­
fined in, and he did not incorporate 
in those usual words “at hard labor." 
I knew well though which prison he 
had in mind! and as to the kind of 
labor, I knew that it was then but a 
matter of hours until I would be at 
it, for the rest of my life—maybe.

to the young woman herself for me 
to speak out. lier name and so drag it 
into a case of this nature.

formerly taken, that despite any 
construction that might be placed 
upon the statute, my crime, accord­
ing to all the evidence, was not one 
that ought to be classed with cold- 
blooded and deliberate murder. Point­
ing out those things that would sup­
port his contention, one of my at­
torneys told in detail of the very 
execution at the state prison spoken 
of previously in this narrative, he 
having planned to witness that one 
in order that he might, either in a 
second trial or in a plea before a 
pardon board, be able to describe the 
transaction in urging that I be spared 
from a like fate.

The case went to the jury at 2:30 
that afternoon; and the clock showed 
it to be one minute after four when 
they filed back into the courtroom 
and took their seats again in the jury 
box.

-Imprisonment For Life.”
"Gentlemen of the jury." inquired 

the judge in the customary manner, 
"have you reached a verdict?"

“We have," answered the fore­
man, rising and holding in his hand 
a sealed envelope.

A bailiff stepped across toward the 
jury box, took the envelope and 
passed it to the judge, who tore open 
the envelope and glanced at its con­
tents.

“The clerk of the court will read 
the verdict," ordered the judge, 
holding the slip of paper out towards 
the clerk.

I had watched the judge’s face 
closely as he read the words written 
on that paper, but was unable to de­
cide what he had seen there. The 
clerk's hands shook slightly, yet he 
unfolded the small, sheet of paper, 
and in a clear tone read:

"We, the jury, find the defendant, 
John W. Kane, guilty, as charged in 
the information. And we recommend 
that his punishment be fixed at life 
imprisonment at hard labor in the 
state penitentiary."

As in the first trial, my attorneys 
had the jury polled—and each one. 
when his name was called, answered 

! that that was his verdict. Then, upon 
motion of the district attorney that 
the court set a date for passing of 
sentence, it was ordered that I 
appear for sentence at 10 a.m. on 
Friday the 29th.

Rain fell throughout the greater 
part of Thursday night, and when at 
the appointed hour I reached the 
courtroom and found it packed with 
all manner of persons, I was sur- 
prised. My belief was that all per­
rons expected the court to follow the 
jury's recommendation and sentence 
me to life imprisonment, but in that 
( was mistaken: some of the street 
car operatives had circulated a peti­
tion Wednesday evening and Thurs- 
day. and practically all of the several 
hundred carmen and a number of 
other persons had signed it—which 
petition was to be presented to the 
court, asking that the jury's recom­
mendation be ignored and that I be 
sentenced to death.

reviving this matter. Like other 
governments, the present one had a 
dual policy, one while in opposition 
and another while in office.

Mr. Woods said that the reduction 
of the maximum tax on checks to $1 
marked the budget in that respect as 
a rich man’s budget. Wealthy men 
issuing large checks were favored by 
the change, whereas the great body 
of people issuing smaller checks re­
ceived no benefit. The U. S. with its 
high tariff, had nevertheless taken 
care of the farmers, said Mr. Woods.

W. D. Euler (Liberal, Waterloo 
North) felt that the budget, while 
not perfect ought to meet with gen­
eral approval. In view of the con­
flicting interests of Canada’s differ- 
ent sections it behooved everyone to 
yield something, for the common good.

Euler Defends Program.
Mr. Euler said he had little confi­

dence in the making of platforms. He 
did not believe that responsible gov. 
ernment should necessarily be asked 
to accept ill-digested planks, imposed 
upon them by people in various parts 
of the country, whose suggestions 
were based upon political expediency 
as much as anything else. He was, 
of the opinion personally that the 
platform of 1919 should hot be per­
mitted to shackle the government in

The budget offered reciprocity in 
farm products with United States. 
Yet, Mr. Forke put forward the old 
1919 reciprocity agreement which 
many people of Western Ontario had 
voted against in 1911.

Referring to the Crow’s Nest Pass 
rates legislation, Mr. Euler said that 
Liberal members of the committee 
had helped in putting the agreement 
against their own interest.

He deprecated the "holier than 
thou" attitude of some Progressives 
and also the statement of D. F. Kell­
ner (Progressive. Edmonton) that 
both old parties took orders from the 
“big interests." Mr. Euler declared 
“big interests.” Mr. Euler declared he 
would not support any government 
which he thought was taking orders 
from any big interests.

Reverting to the tariff. Mr. Euler 
said he believed in a tariff which 
would allow industries to build up 
without allowing them to become 
monopolies or combines. At present 
farmers and manufacturers were 
under a common difficulty in lack 
of markets. He opposed opening 
Canadian markets to United States 
manufacturers while ‘ the United 
States tariff wall was retained as 
at present against Canada.

Tariff Magnified.
The tariff was magnified out of

ginning to realize that it was in 
their own interests to use their own 
railways. “I believe that in less than 
five years, the National Railways will 
pay not only operating expenses, but 
also fixed charges," said Mr. Euler. 
He advocated a revaluation of the 
whole system, taking as a basis the 
value of an efficient system without 
duplication of lines which would do 
the work performed now by the Na­
tional Railways. When this was 
done he would charge the system 
only with fixed charges pertaining 
to such a system. When the system 
was paying operating expenses and 
these fixed charges, whatever profits 
were left should be applied to de­
creasing rates. The present system 
should not be loaded down with all 
the obligations of the roads prior to 
their being taken over.

The budget debate,was continued 
in the evening by Hon. S. F. Tolmie 
(Conservative. Victoria City). It was 
satisfactory, Mr. Tolmie said, that 
the opinion was gaining ground that 
Canada must have a certain amount 
of protection, particularly in view of 
the customs tariff imposed by other 
countries and the difficulty of mak­
ing up the revenue without customs 
duty. Furthermore, there was the 
matter of competition. Today Can­
ada was meeting competition from 
the other side of the Pacific with 
cheap transportation to Canadian 
shores. Japan had a splendid steam­
ship service, and was able to place 
her goods in Canada in some cases 
cheaper than they' could be manu­
factured at home.

Urges Improvement.
Dr. Tolmie proceeded to urge the 

necessity for Canadian farmers to 
build up and improve. Vast amounts 
of money each year were being lost 
by marketing scrub cattle. In dairy­
ing, too. the breeding up of the cows 
was most essential. The hog and 
bacon industry - was similarly sus­
ceptible to improvement.

There was no reason why Canada 
could not produce hogs of the first 
quality and get her full share of the 
British market. Canada was far be­
hind, other parts of the empire, as 
well as other countries of the world, 
in the production of sheep and wool. 
He thought this particular industry 
should receive every encouragement 
and urged the government to put in 
force the 15 per cent tariff on wool.

If a company made sufficient 
profit to pay the income tax and also 
declared large dividends, the divi­
dends should be taxed.

J. W. Findlay (Progressive. South 
Bruce) said that he was most dis­
appointed in the budget coming from 
a so-called Liberal government. He 
had always claimed to be a Liberal 
in the true sense of the word, but he 
was far from being able to support 
this budget. Even the supporters of 
the government seemed to find diffi­
culty in expressing strong approval 
of the budget in their speeches. He 
had hoped for some substantial 
tariff reductions from a government 
which had been elected op the tariff 
platform of the 1919 Liberal con­
vention. The time would come when 
the people would again have an op­
portunity to express their views, but 
next time they would know that the 
government had abandoned its 
pledges and divorced itself from the 
platform adopted in that year.

A new amendment to deal with the 
complaint made by insurance com- 
panics, that banks were influencing 
the placing of insurance, was intro­
duced by J. J. Hughes. Liberal 
Prince Edward Island. The new 
amendment takes the place of an­
other on the same subject proposed 
by Mr. Hughes. He stated that the 
amendment now proposed was ac­
ceptable to both the banks and the 
insurance companies.

North Waterloo Member In­
timates Changes May Come 

In Tariff.

WOODS CRITICIZES

Refers To Fielding's Proposals 
As a Rich Man’s 

Budget.

Canadien Press Despatch.
Ottawa, May 18.—Members of all 

parties joined yesterday in further 
house debate on budget. The Progres­
sive amendment, said Hon. S. F. Tol­
mie, minister of agriculture, in the 
former government was interesting 
from the fact that Progressives had 
taken planks from the Liberal plat­
form of 1919 to amend a Liberal bud­
get of 1923. Dr. Tolmie when first 
he heard of the amendment thought 
there might be excitement at the 
vote. But on reading its terms, he 
had come to the conclusion—-so lie 
told a laughing house—that the di- 
vision would be as exciting as wav­
ing a red flag at a dead bull.

Expressing a personal view, W. D. 
Euler, Liberal of North Waterloo, 
told the house he had "very little 
confidence in platforms anyway." He 
did not think that a government 
should necessarily be asked to accept 
what might be the "ill-digested 
planks" in any platform. For himself, 
he could say frankly that the 1919 
platform “should not in the public 
interests be permitted to shackle the 
government responsible to all the 
people, whether it be the tariff or 
anything else." He did not however, 
believe that in his budget speech. Mr. 
Fielding had intended to convey the 
impression that the tariff was as un­
changeable as the laws of the Medes 
and Persians.

For the Progressives, R. J. Woods, 
of Dufferin, Ontario, criticized the 
budget as a rich man’s budget. He 
urged that the United States, with 
its high tariff had taken care of far­
mers. Farm implements entered the 
United States free. Why then should 
the Canadian government not do the 
same thing in Canada?

W. J. Lovie of MacDonald, Mani- 
|toba, observed that farmers were get­
ting a good deal of advice nowadays 
about the advantage of mixed farm­
ing. But experiments in his com­
munity had shown that mixed farm­
ing was not a panacea for all ills. 
Before adjournment, Joseph Archam- 
bault. Liberal of Chambly-Vercheres, 
had some suggested amendments to 
the income tax. He would increase 
the exemption for children from $301) 
each to $500, and totally exempt the 
head of a family of five.

present financial situation, as for 
political effect. It was colorless and 
featureless. The financial minister 
who in opposition had been a free 
trader or a tariff-for-revenue advo­
cate. had become a protectionist now 
that he was in power. Dr. Anderson 
asked why this change had taken 
place.

Mr. Euler advocated' the working 
out of "a logical, reasonable method 
of taxation." He had never believed 
in the tax on checks, receipts, and 
many of the irritating excise taxes. 
He held that there were three sources 
of taxation. The first was the tariff, 
the second the income tax, which 
should get as much as possible from 
those who could afford to pay; the 
third, a turnover or sales tax. He 
thought it would be the part of wis­
dom for the federal, provincial and 
municipal authorities to get together 
and to try to do away with some of 
the duplications in taxation.

Turning to the National Railways, 
Mr. Euler expressed the greatest op­
timism in their future.

I SellingAnderson Criticizes.
Dr. Anderson said that instead of 

reducing duties the Liberals had in­
creased them on an average. Also 
in making a statement in the course 
of his speech that there would be 
no further reductions, the finance 
minister had practically accepted the 
principle of protection. It was true 
that Mr. Fielding had changed the 
name of the tariff from "high pro- 
tective" to "moderate tariff for rev­
enue," but that did not alter its 
nature. There were other converts 
to protection on the government side, 
including the prime minister and the 
minister of agriculture.

Dr. Anderson thought that the 
sales tax. judiciously applied at the 
source, was all right. When it was 
pyramided from one trader to an- 
other, it was a serious burden to the 
people.

He asserted that he was not a 
high protectionist. He believed the 
automobile industry in Canada need­
ed less protection. The minister of 
finance might very well have left 
off 10 per cent on the imported ar­
ticle. and brought the protection 
down to 25 per cent. In regard to 
tariff "finality," Dr. Anderson 
thought there was some doubt re­
garding to finance the minister’s 
statement whether the limit of tariff 
reduction had been reached. Dr. An­
derson believed, however, that the in­
dustrial people of Canada would re­
gard his speech as an encouragement 
to feel safe in going ahead in ex­
tending their plants and increasing 
their manufacturing output.

Dr. Anderson expressed himself as 
convinced that the time had come 
when the yearly budget should be 
balanced and a sinking fund started 
with which to reduce the national 
debt. Every effort should be made 
by the country to meet her responsi­
bilities. The minister of finance had, 
however, taken no step in this direc­
tion. Mr. Fielding preached a good 
doctrine at times, said Dr. Anderson, 
but he did not practise. He should 
attempt to make his budget balance.

Refers To Reciprocity,
The offer of reciprocity was some­

thing which the people of Canada had 
turned against in 1911. If reci­
procity were brought about it would 
necessitate changing the whole trans­
portation system of the Dominion.

Referring to immigration, Dr. An­
derson said he would not admit 
people from Russia until that country 
had recovered its sanity, otherwise 
there would be serious trouble from 
the teaching of Bolshevism in 
Canada.

In conclusion, he couldn’t vote for 
the amendment because of the reci- 
procity idea in it; neither -could he 
vote for the budget: he would, there­
fore, vote against both.

R. J. Wood (Progressive, Dufferin) 
thought it was impossible for this or 
any government to find a panacea for all the ills of the present time, jut he blamed the government for 
failing to reduce the tariff. Rural

"announced regarding the decisions 
taken until the conversations are con- 
eluded. The Russian trade delega­
tion was equally uncommunicative.

It is understood. however, that the 
whole subject of Russo-British rela­
tions was reviewed in the light of the 
allegations contained in Great Brit­
ain’s recent ultimatum to Moscow. 
The British foreign secretary ex­
tended the time limit given in the 
original ultimatum to enable M. 
Krassin to communicate with Mos­
cow, but at the same time it is under­
stood he made clear to Krassin that 
nothing short of full compliance with 
all the British demands would be ac­
ceptable.

As soon as M. Krassin has com­
municated Lord Curzon’s views to the 
Soviet government and received a 
reply he will have another conference 
with the foreign secretary. Optimism 
is expressed in official quarters that 
the negotiations with Krassin, who 
possesses plenary powers, will result 
in an amicable solution..

Discussion arose in the House of 
Commons today between the govern­
ment spokesmen and the Laborites as 
to the actual significance of the 
lengthy meeting between Foreign 
Secretary Curzon and M. Krassin, the 
Soviet commisar for foreign trade. 
The Laborites made evident their fear 
that during the Whitsuntide recess 
the government might takq some step 
against Russia without parliamentary 
consent.

Replying to the debate, the under 
secretary for foreign affairs. Ronald 
McNeill, contended that the British 
ultimatum to Moscow still stood, and 
all that had been done was to give 
time to M. Krassin in which to com- 
municate with his government.

J. Ram way MacDonald, Laborite 
leader and head of his majesty’s op­
position. insisted that the House in­
terpreted last Tuesday’s debate as 
implying that the ultimatum was 
held in abeyance. He expressed dis­
satisfaction with Mr. McNeill’s state­
ment. which he took to intimate that 
no further note would be received 
from the Soviet unless it was in the 
form of an acceptance of the British 
demands.
