An Act to incorporate the Village of IFlora in the Cointy
of W'ellington.

TlHEREAS the inhabitants of the Village of Elora, in the County Pre:urie.
of Wellington, have by their Petition representid, that from the

rapid increase of the population of the said Village it hasbecone necessary
to confer upon it corporate powers, and have prayed that it may be incor-

5 porated accordingly, and ·it is desirable to grant the prayer of the said
Petition; Therefore Uer Majesty, &c., enacts as lbllows:

I. From and afier the passing of this Act, the inhabilants of the said Elorain-
Village or Elora shall he a body corporate apart from the Township o
lilkington in which the said Village is situate ; and, as sucl shall have V

10 perpetual succession and a Common Seal, with such powers and privileges
as are now or shall hereafter be conferred on incorporated Villages in
Upper Canada; and the powers of such Corporation shall be exercised by,
througi and in the name of the Municipality of the Village.of Elora.
