The lmage of Christ.

The image of Christ, drawn by the pen-
cil of the Spirit, to which Scripture directs
our aims, is painted in such colors, that it is
impossible often to contemplate it, without
its irresistibly affecting’the heart. As the
bodily eye that has looked long at the sun,
retains a bright image of it, so the spiritual
eye, that gazes steadfastly upon the face of
Christ, is filled with light. We carry this
image with us wherever we go, and it blends
with all our thoughts and actions. It never |
ceases to be a study to us, ever growing
| more bright and beautiful as we gaze upon
it, revealing in contrast, more and more, the
 darkness of our own hearts. I have said, |
it is with us at conversiun, as it is in spring,
when the sun melts the snow in the fields
and on the mountain-side, but upon the
highest peaks and in the deepest valleys,
patches of it still remain. So the rays of
the spiritual sun may penetrate our souls,
and still there remain in each heart heights
and depths, where yet all is cold and hard.
How much must still be melted away, he is
first aware, who conscientiously yields him-
self to the discipline of Scripture. The
longer we contemplate Christ, the more do
we discover, how unlike Him we are, how
selfishness has penetrated our inmost nature,
how poor we are in humility, in love.—
When we enter this school of dicipline, it
does not seem so. This beholding ourselves
in the image of Christ, has the peculiarity
that whilst we more and more discover the
darkness in us, upon us, all the while un-
conscious, it is pouring its light. Paul has
expressed this in a particularly rich passage
in his letter to the Corinthians. He says,
* But we all, with open face beholding as in
a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed
into the same from glory to glory, even as
by the Spirit of the Lord.” A wonderfully
rich saying indeed. Just as when we be-
hold ourselves in a metallic mirror, he
would say, it spreads over us its own ef-
fulgence, so we Christians looking with un-
veiled face at Christ, a9 into the mirror of
true humanity, are adorned with His
light, made partakers of His Spirit, chang-

Class-Meetings.

A class-meeting is, as the term signi-
fies, a meeting of a number of persons in a
certain place, and at an appointed hour.
They meet for the purpose of prayer and
Christian communion ; they relate their
various experiences, their hopes, and desires ;
and unite to confirm each other in the paths
of virtue and holiness. The question natu-
rally arises, * Do all class-meetings produce
the result desired, viz., the growth in perfec-
tion of the members?” Alas! it is too fre-
quently apparent that they do net: it 1s per-
haps frequently quite the reverse; for
instead of farther enlightening the mind,
and drawing the affections from earthly to
heavenly things, the soul is permitted gra-
duaily to drop into a state of lukewarmness,
and finally, by this gradual process, full
asleep in the embrace of the wily adver-
sary. It may next be questioned, “ Who
for this is to blame 7—may it not be attri-
butable as naturally to the member as the
leader?” It may indeed ; but tell me of an
instance where persons under the care of a
truly pious, faithtul, and discerning leader
are neglectful of duty, or habitually incon-
sistent in their conduct. Of course, to every
rule there are exceptions, and there may be
some here, but they are not common. ~Per-
mit me to give the following instances and
illustrations. Two men, in a certain society
not a hundred miles from this, held the high

office of class-leader.- One of them had a
very large class, which was divided and one |
half given to the other, a local preacher; |
and~it, at the time of his appointment as |
leader, was in a flourishing state. Several [
years have passed since then, and not wish-
ing to be tedious | shall skip over their inter~
mediate history, and endeavour to give you
an idea of their present position. The local
preacher’s class, once so promising, com-
posed of young men of high intellectual
abilities—where is it! “It is not!” One
member is here and another there: some
bhave joined other classes ; but I fear many,
and indeed I know that some, have turned
their feet from the paths of wisdom; and
the leader meets with another class.

I could moltiply instances of this kind,
where failure was the result of inconsistency
and a want of proper consideration, but I
forbear, and invite your attention to a glance
at the brighter side. Several large classes
are now under the other leader’s care, and
his anxious colicitude for their spiritual
improvement is a matter of pleasing con-
templation. Not only in numbers is this
success apparent, but in the spiritual state
of the members, most of whom are teachers
in Sabbath-schools, and several have gone
forth to the work of the ministry. It is
glorious to think that in the destitution
which exists in some of our societies at pre-
sent, we can present such an instance as
this. Would that they were more common !

It may be said: “These men probably
have not an equal share of talents: the one
is fitted for the situation naturally—the
other is not.”

The
leader seats himself on a small platform,
while the members on the necarest seats,
perhaps three or four yards distant, some-
times number no more than two or three,
though a much larger number belong to the
class. The empty walls echo back the
voice when speaking, rendering it doubly
difllealt and unpleasant for the young and
inexperienced believer to give anything like
a clear description of his state and experi-
ence. .Added to this, the” leader is one of
those who during his liletime having been
contented with small things, has not the ade-
quate qualifications to make a successful
leader.~ What is the result 7—As I said be-
fore, the members do not attend ; the most
trifling causes prevent their presence. The
leader complains oceasionally, but things are
not bettered, and in short nothing remains
before us but, to all appearance, hasty de-
cay. low will such a man give account of
himsell to God? Old ageand bodily infire
mities will not excuse him. | wouid not
give a fig for the religion that could be fright-
ened away or weakened by the approach of
old age. No, if religion be good in -youth,
when mature years come it should be of
double worth, The body may decay, may
be afflicted in various ways, bat the mind,
the immortal mind can never ' decay.
Through succeeding years if properly train.
ed it increases in strength and knowledge,
and why not in holiness 7 yes and in holi-
ness too! that it may be the better prepared
to partake of the glorious happiness of an
eternity in heaven * where knowledge
grows without decay, and love shall never
die.” ¢ Press onward " should be the true
christian’s motto. ' Such was the motto of
Reeves, Carvosso, and the immortal Wes-
ley, who' were model class-leaders.

istry bas been subjected to both the condemna-
tion and ridicule of those who were either actu-
ally or imaginably placed above the necessity
of having recourse to what they deem so pitiable
an appliance. And indeed they could well af-
ford to look down on these humb'e eflorts with
a large degree of supercilious haughtiness, sup-
ported, as their Churches were, either by nation-
sl epactments, patrician endowments, or the
hateful and all but merciless tything system—3
system, the pernicious influence of which no one
can form an adequate idea of who bas not per-
‘'sonally seen its operaticn.

The hand which inscribes these lines has been
employed in preparing the wheat field for the
Proctor’s visit, by going tbroughb the numbered
piles of sheaves and marking every tenth as the
property of the unwelcome visitant—a process
which ythes ot only the actual produce, but
also the appliances by which the farmer
strengthens and sustains his soil, the improve-
ments which his skilful experience bas made,
and the toil of bis head as w2ll as his hands.
Well then could those thus sustained afford to
affect contempt for the means by which persons
dissenting from the Established Church felt
from the impulses of duty and aflection compel-
Jed to sustain that of their adoption in addition
to that merciless exaction which the law of the
land bad doomed them to endure.

‘Herein, we conceive, the wisdom of those who
bave contemptuously smiled at the apparent
smaliness of such means bas failed them: They
seem not to have perceived that though twenty
shillings under all circuinstances make the pound,
it is more desirable to receive the amount from
twenty persons than one, as thereby a twenty
fold greater interest is personally enlisted in the
common cause, whose financial support though
small when fractionally considered, still supplies
the evidence that their bearts are enlisted in its
prumotion, with the opportunity continually pre-
senting itself for a more expansive liberality as
more ample means may be at their command.
When the Church receives from the wealthy mem-
bers of her communion the liberal donations and
subscriptions of bundreds and even thousands of
pounds as a single offering, she can but duly ap-
preciate the boon, and thank God that influenced
by a proper sense of their obligation to His
cause, in the liberality of their bearts they thus
devise liberal things. But then as the earth
owes its fertility not so much to the pouring
rain  which but occasionally descends as to
the gentle showers, and the daily distillin: dew :
so the financial treasury of the Church princi-
pally derives and sustains its efficiency by the
smaller but still continuous offerings

Wesleyanism in its fiscal arrangements, makes
room for the most princely proofs of Christian
generosity, and furnishes also a deposit for the
widow’s mite, grateful that among the rich in
this world, there are found those who honor
God proportionately with their substance ; while
at the same time adjusting expressions of

liberality by the measure of means, they sub-
scribe to the Saviour's division, that the poor
widow by casting in her two mites in large heart-
ed charity exceeds them all, on the plain prin-
ciple, that the whole is greater than a part.

It is said that Doctor Bunting, than whom no
minister of the Gospel belonging to any one de-
nomination in Great Britain has sustained for
nearly sixty years a more meritorious and un-
wavering popularity —bearing not a semblance
10 the splashing, foaming, boisterous uproar of a
cataract, or the fitful, feverish motion of a rapid
stream, working its way over some rocky bed,
but to a river whose deep, continuous flow
evinces the richness of its resources, the even-

ness of its course, and the daily benefits which
it bestows—Never will the writer forget the
proof of all this as shown by the effective ser-
mon he beard bim deliver in his official relation
as President of the Conference in the City Road
" Chapel, London, nearly thirty years since, from
the text, “And be marvelled bepause of their
unbelief :” such were the stirrings of the in-
most souls of the thousands present on that oc-
ccasion that the greater part moved on their
seats ere he closed his discourse, like the undu-
lating motion caused on the surface of an inland
sea by the genial breezes of nature—Of this
distinguished divine it has been said, that taunt-
ed by some one with *“gard to the means of his
Ministerial support, he nobly replied, “ I glory
in that T mainly derive it from the pence of the
poor.” But did be hereby offend the wealtby
members and friends of our denomination ?—
Surely not; for where is the man to be found in
‘our Wesleyan Zion who bas by his powerful ad-
vocacy so largely elicited the liberalities of the
rich, or more frequently been made the honored
medium of bearing their ample gifts to the ex-
chequer of Methodism. Through his life-glass
the last sands are passing ; soon will be be with
the kindred spirits of Clarke, Watson, Newton,
our own Beecham, and many more with whom
be has acted in sweet fraternal fellowship beres
who are waiting to receive him, where with them
be sball reap his blest reward. 1lis ministerial
worth and peculiarly excellent administrative
ability elicited from Dr. Adam Clarke at the
Conference of 1828 this high eulogium, “ Me-
thodism owes to Jabez Bunting a debt of grati-
tude and oblization which it will never be able
to pay.” The writer was present on that occa-
sion. My reverence for, and admiration of, this
distinguished servant of the Lord must be my
apology for the above digression.

To return, thep, to the systems which be
deemed bie glory, viz., his dependence on the
pence of the poor for a portion of bis support.
It is not less true than singular that the other
religious denominations, almost, if not altogether
without exception, bave at length discovered
that the penay-a-week subscription scheme is
pot to be so slightly regarded as they once con-
ceived; but to be considered rather as a power-
ful auxiliary in the sustentation of all charitable
and religious institutions. Hence the friends of
Bible and Tract Societies, Missionary and Hu-
mane Associations, with the whole fraternity of
bénevolent objects, as patronised by the various
Cbarches, deem these bumble offerings as wor-
tby of their countenance and adoption.

On the twin principles that the strong, impell-
ed by Christian sympathy, sbould cheerfully
step forward to assist the weak,—wbile these
should economize and use every endeavor to
belp themselves, the Contingent Fund has been
established, and is one whose timely band has
administered to the exigencies of Circuits whose
means were limited, and wholly or partially alle-
viated cases of aflliction, visited n the dispensa-
tions of Providence on Mibisters and their fami-
lies; and thus not only indirectly but in a direci
form bas aided in the support and extension of
the Gospel Ministry.

It
is a fact of public notoriety that Loasting is
an attribute more prominent with Immer-
sionists than any other section of the Church
of Christ: “ We are the people, and wisdom
will die with us "—* Stand by thyself, come
not ncar to me, I am holier than thou.”
The Mormons boast that they are the only
Church, and in conformity thereto have
given themselves the name of The Saints,
signifying thereby that all others are sinners.
The Campbellites assume that they are the
only true Church, and call themselves Chris-
tians, to the exclusion of all others. The
Baptists contend that-they are the only
Church, assuming that others are unbap-
tized, and consequently infidel. As a speci-
men of their prupensity to exalt themselves
take the following bravado: A few years
ago, a mimster of the Baptist Church was
heard to utter the following boast—A Bap-
tist takes his stand upon the volame of in-
spiration, and correctly and strictly holds all
the doctrines and ordinances of the Gospel
in their primitive purity. Now, what is
this but laying claim to infallibility? Other
denominations think they do the same, and

their views as the Baptists can be; yet we
are not accustomed to hear ministers, other
than immersionists, speak of their views of
religious truth and the ordinances of the
guspel in such a bold and decisive manner
as to exclude the possibility of error, as we
hear from immersionists, It has never
been conceded to-the Baptists that they are
infallivle, although they seem to claim it,
inasmuch as they are infallibly certain that
immersion is the only valid mode of bap-
tism. They could not be more certain if it
were written with a sunbeam on every page
of the Biblee Whence do they derive
their proof 7—from what source?  Not
from the Bible, certainly, for the word im-
merse is not found on its pages. It isa
word for which the inspired writers seem to
bave had no sympathy, for they never use
it.  How the word comes to be doted upon
at the present day is not a little mysterious.
Bu!.lb_c proof of its being the only mode of
admiuvistering the ordinance of baptism, is
derivable from no otler source than the
infallibility of its advocates, together with
the positive, peremptory, and decisive man-
ner in which it is asserted. It is a well
known fact that boldness, confidence, and
decision in asserting a doctrine or fact, is
often seen to produce an almost magical
effect upon uneducated minds, 50 as to ren-
der scriptural proof unnecessary. We do
not pretend that sprinkling, as a mode of
baptism, is taught in the New Testament
any more than immersion. The New Tes-
tament is silent as to the manner in which
the water is to be applied. But we take the
administration of spiritual baptism for our
exemplar, and coosider ourselves safe in s0
doing. He pours, he sprinkles, be lets
the baptizing element fall upon the candi-
dates, but never dips them in it.  If it could
be proved that God ever dips in His Spirit

‘are converted on a dying bed connected
with the Baptist persuasion, as a few facts
will show. The first that I shall relate is
concerning an individual whose residence
was not very far distant from that of the
writer. He was taken sick and died. He
| had not sought religion while in health, but
| while on his dying bed he became sensible
| of his state, and felt his need of a Saviour,
and was led to cry nnto the Lord in his
| trouble, and God was not slow to hear nor
impotent to save: He heard bis cry and
| blessed his soul, so that he gave such evi-
i dence of his change of heart as was satisfac-
| tory to the minister in attendance. He was
| considered a fit subject for baptism, and was
anxious for it; but to take him to a pond
{ or river some two or three miles off in the
weak debilitated state in which he then was,
was deemed impracticable. However, it was
thought advisable to warm a hogshead of
water and dip him in that. While prepa-
rations were in progress, a message came
from his physician forbidding them to put
him in, saying that if they did be would not
come out again alive. The minister desisted
and left the dying man to his fate. The
sick man, unwilling to die like a heathen
man or a publican, became convinced by
his own individual case of the error and of
the exclusivism which in the time of his ex-
tremity denied him the privilege of profess-
ing his faith in the Saviour, and partaking
of the dying memorials of His love, relio-
quished it, and sought baptism at the hand
of a minister unbound and unfettered by
human trammels, so as to preclude the pos-
sibility of administering the ordinance but
in one mode, which as far as he was con-
"cerned had become impracticable. Such a
minister was sent for, who came and admin-
istered the ordinances, and let him die in
peace.

Another fact I will mention, which in its
essential features is similar to the one above
related. A certain young woman, from
whose position we may safely conclude that
immersion as the only mode of bap'ism was
associated with her earliest recollections,
was taken sick, and it was soon apparent
that the sickness would prove fatal. She
sought the Lord in her affliction and obtain-
ed a comfortable assurance of His favour,
and was desirous to receive baptiem; and
had immersion been practicable she would
in all probability have given that mode the
preference. But that was out of the ques-
tion. However, under the teaching of the
Divine Spirit her mind became so, far en-
lightened upon the subject of baptism, that
her educational prejudices seemed to have
given way, and she expressed a wish to be
baptized by sprinkling. This of course
would not be complied with, and she was
suffered to leave the world without an oppor-
tunity of sealing by baptism her profession
of faith in the Saviour.

A third fact, which I will now relate, is
given by Mr. Elder in his letters to Baptist
Ministers. It is concerning a young female
of delicate health, supposed to be unable to
endure the ordeal of being immersed. By
a vote of the Church the ordinance was dis-
pensed with, and she was received without
it, as an accredited member. But the
above instances of refusing baptism to true
believers are by no means solitary.ones as
there have been within a few years last past
four funeral sermons preached in the
neighbourhood where the writer resides, for
persons of the Baptist persuasion, all of
{whom were supposed to have got religion
in their last sickness, and all of whom were
suffered to go down to their graves unbap-
tized. The above facts and many others
that might be collected, are decisive in
showing the fallacy of a system whereby
baptism which is the duty and privilege
of all believers, can only be partially ad-
ministered. Christ the Legisiator of his
Church, by whom the ordinances were in-
stituted, must have forseen that many in the
time of their extremity, and in view ol ap-
proaching dissolution, would be led to consi-
der their ways, and enquire what must they
do 1o be saved, and God, who wills not the
death of a sinner, would in mercy hear their
cry, and save their souls. And others not
in dying circumstances though in ill health,
would be brought to seek salvation by faith
in Christ, and would not seek 1n vain. And
has he made no provision for such? Are
they not to be permitted to confess the
Saviour and partake of the dying memorials
of his love? Baptistssay, no. But Christ
speaks in a different language. Go into all
the world and teach, or disciple, all nations,
baptizing them in the name of &c. He
makes baptism co-extensive with disciple-
ship ; every disciple therefore has an undis-
puted right to the ordinances, sick or well,
and it is a species of spiritbal robbery to be
deprived of the benefits resulting from them.
Christ's command is absolute, and contem-
plates no obstruction in the way of bap-
tism, and in reality there is none. The
process is simple, attended with no expense
or necessary delay and can be attended to
under all circumstances, and at all seasons,
without let or hindrance; and a refusal to |
administer the ordinance in consequence of
indisposition or ill health, involves a crimin-
al deriliction of duty, and a reckless disre-
gard of an express command of him who is
King in Zion. The dipping theory pre-
sents many obstructions, among which a
dying bed and ill health are insurmountable
ones. There are other difficulties less seri-
ous which may be, and are surmounted, al-
though with considerable inconvenience.—
Sometimes a brook must be dammed in or-
der to get a sufficiency of water, at other
times, a hole has to be cut in the ice, and at
other times, water has to be warmed ; this
probably has to be done on the Sabbath.—
It sometimes happens, the minister, candi-
dates, and congregation have a distance to
go to the water, which takes up time; suit-
able dresses must be provided for the occa-
sion &c., now all these things are novelties ;
works of supererogation ; things never heard
of in apostolic days, when the Church-was
in its purity ; the works and contrivance of

all things to his Church could never have
been so inconsistent as to institute an ordin-
ance, made obligatory on all its members, so
clogged with difficulties as to render its ob-
servance practicable only to a part. Hu-
man legislators may make such mistakes,
but to suppose that He who sees the end from
the beginning could be capable of such an
oversight is inadmissible.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

Hon. Mr. Howe suggested to the government
the propriety of making arrangements for con-
necting Parrsboro’, Hantsport, and Horton, with
Windsor, by steam, as soon as the railroad was
finished to that place, which would be in the
course of the summer. Additional piers would
be required for that purpose.

Tukspay, April 7.

Inter alia: Hon. ATTORNEY GENERAL, by
command of the Lieut-Governor, laid on the
table of the House certain correspondence be-
tween the Imperial and Provincial Governments,
aud also certain correspondence which took
place between parties in England relating to the
mines and minerals.

Mr. YouNG was bappy to say that the main
difliculty in the way of settling this vexed ques-
tion was removed, and that the House had now
only to deal with the mining association. He
would enquire if the Government bad deter-
mined on the course they intended te pursue on
this subject.

Hon. ATTORNEY GENERAL said be would
be prepared to answer that question in the
course of a day or two.

Since that time, as appears from his
evidence, the unfortunate bridge bad been sub-
t 10 a process of tinkering, as signs of weakness
appeared —at one time pine stringers were taken
out and cak ones put in—at another additional
ncedle pins. were inserted—bolts would keep
coming lose, ard require constant watchfulness
to keep them tight. The bridge, he observed,
i1 become weaker by wear, and if pot look-

el after, bis opinion was, it might become un-
sate.  From the appearance of the timbers, he
tbouzht the bridge bad been broken by a dead
weight.

The Protestant Alliance hbas issued an
address on the Gemeral Election, from which

priests and people, will be influenced, in the
coming election, chiefly by the bope of advanc-
ing their church, which, by the skilfal use ot po-
litical power, they have already advanced; and
every effort will be made by them to return can-
diates pledged to forward, or at least not to op-
posc, the interests of Rome. This course being
nvarigbly pursued by them, no aiternative is
left to Protestants but in self-defence to use their
political influence for upholding Protestant truth
and Protestant liberty. The great aim of the
Romanist party at present appears to be, in the
first place, to secure the largest possible amount
of public money to their schools, reformatories
and priests, under the title of chaplains to the
naval and military forces, and to workbouses ;
and, in the second place, to secure the appoint-
ment of the Romanizing section in the Charch
of Eogland to places of power and influence,
Any Ministry, which will promise these things,
will be sure to obtain their ardent support:
Such being the case, it is clear that the essential
qualifications of candidates, for whom Protestants
can vote, are, a firm determination to resist the
support of Papal establishments from the nation-
al taxes, and an equally firm resolve to discoun-
tenance the Romanizing party within the Church
of England. Hitherto the specific pledge, sought
by Protestants from candidates for their suflrages,
was that of their vote against the endowment of
the Romish college for training priests at May-
nooth ; but care must be taken that the promise
to vote against the Maynooth endowment shall
not stand alone. We must call for an intelii-
gent and consistent opposition to the demands of
Romanism, and to those tendencies in the Church
of England, of which Romanism is but the ma-
tured development.
