THE PORTO  RICQO.

It Will Sbut’Down  Temporarily for
Wanr of Water.

A. B. Irwin, general manager of the
Canadian Pacific Exploration, limited,
owing the well known Porto Rico mine,
near Ymir, is now in Rossland and will
remain here for some weeks. X
The company has been obliged to shut
domn the mill on the property owmng to
lack of water. The plant has been set up
at the head of Barrett creek, on Porto
Rico mountain, near Ymir, at a height
of 5,500 feet, or about the same altitude
as the summit of Red mountain, while
an immense quantity of snow falls in the
immediate neighborhood of the property,
the atmosphere is so exceedingly dry
that little or no melting takes place un-
til late in the season. This year has been
an unusually “dry” one in this sense, and
the management have been unable to ob-
tain sufficient water to run the concen-
trator plant, and consequently has shut
«down for the present. By the middle of
May it is expected that the mill will be
working, again as usual, and during the |
guarantee a steady supply of water tune
year round. About 1,000 tons of broken
ore is now in the stopes. No work has
n done ‘on No. 1 tunnel this winter,
but about 100 tons have been shipped to
the mill from grevious development work.
About a third of the ore from No. 2
tunnel have been shipped to the mill, and
in No. 3 tunnel, now in 650 feet, about
300 tons is stripped. The ore is carried
from the mine tv the mill by an aerial
tramway 2,500 feet long, worked by grav-
ity.

Investment.

COLUMBIA AVE. VALUES

Settlement of the Paris Belle Suit and
Removal of the Cloud on the Title
Announced—The Northern Property
Sti1ll Clouded.

Real estate values are generally consid-
ered to be the thermometer or the bar-
ometer of a town, city, county or prov-
ince. If the prices of real estate are
constantly increasing then the outside
public knows that there is something be-

_Hind the scenes that is causing a constant
advance in values.

Rossland had a boom in real estate a
couple of years ago that was somewhat
disastrous and a large number of men lost
money here just as they do in all boom
towns, but now there is no real estate
boom and yet there is a substantial ad-
vance in the value of frontage on Colum-
bia avenue.

Today lots on either side of Columbia
avenue between Lincoln and Spokane
streets are worth trom $300 to $500
a foot. The lots on the morth are 30 by
116 feet. Some of these properties have
changed hands at an even higher rate.

From Lincoln to St:Paul and from Earl
to Spokane streets the value on both
sides is considered to bé about $200 per
front foot, but this value will be consid-
erably enhanced when the rock cut is
completed at the west end and the titles
are absolute at the east end. And these
are only questions of a very short time
now, for the rock cut will be through in
two weeks anyway and the title to the
Paris Belle property has been: settled out
of court and only now needs the formal
confirmation by a judge of the supreme
court. The settlement of this suit will
have a very important bearing on the
future of Rossland because investors will
be ready to put money into structures
that they would not otherwise have given
the smallest consideration to owing to
the insufficiency of the title.

In the meantime the property of the
Montreal syndicate on the original town-
site of Rossland is being inquired for
more and more every day, and wherever
a lot is to be had where the title is ab-
solute there is no want of purchasers.

The settlement of this suit, too, is a
big thing for the city and Assesor Harp

The Boundary Country Is the Cen-
ter of Great Activity.

A TALK WITH H. WHITE

F. M. McLeod, the Well Enown Barris-
ter, Pays an Eloguent Tribute to
the West, and Says Grand Forks
Has & Great Futurs. !

Grand Forks, March i..—opecial.]—
Henry White, superintendent of the City

of Paris Gold Muning « Mulling company,
limited was in town today,. He reports
great activity in all the camps through-
out the Boundary Creek country. His
company owns the City- of Paris
group, consisting of three claims, and the
Lincoln group, consisting of four claims.

Mr. White in conversation witn a cor-
respondent of The sumer said:

“On the City of Paris we are down
90 feet and have struck a fine pouy of ore.
It is a 16-foot ledge composed of hema-
tite of iron, and pyrites of copper, carry-
ing $22 in gold, and from five ounces to
30 ounces in slver to the ton. The cop-
per runs from six to ten per cent. Thisis
the result of tests of samples by leading
experts. A tunnel has been run in 800
feet to tap the ledge ‘st a depth of 270
feet. We are confident of encountering
them before proceeding much furtner.
There are 300 tons of ore on the dump.

“At the Lincoln there is a shait 70 feet
in ore and a crosscut 1lUv feet long cross-
euts the two ledges. This property is
rich in copper. Three tons taken from
the dump were treated at the Omaha
smelter. The return was Z12 ounces of
silver, $26 in gold, ana 15 per cent cop-
per per ton. ‘Lhe tunmel in the ...y of
Paris will, it is expected, tap -uth these
ledges at a depth of 270 feet. There are
500 tons of ore on the dump at the Lin-
coln. Eighteen men are at work. The
equipment consists of a 10-drill compres-
gor. As soon as the railway reaches Grand
Forks we will begin snipping ore. .The
camp is 12 miles from the cicy, but a new
road will shorten the distance one fourth.

Mr. White, it will be remembered, lo-
cated Old aronsides, and the Knob Hill
in 1891. J. P. Graves is the manager of
the Paris company. Associated with
him are Mr. Whitney of Philadelphia,
brother of Mr. Whitney, ex-secretary of
state; A. F. Galt of Montreal, and Mr.
White.

Speaking about the Boundary reek
country, Mr. Vvnite observed:

“From a mining experience extending
over a period of 23 years, I have no hes-
itation in declaring that wus is the rich-
est mineral region I .ave ever seen.”

Mr. White also stated that he had re-
cently bonded from ‘James McGregor,
and Lee Mercer, tae Yankee Girl and
the Belle.

NEW MOTIVE POWER|

Liquid Air May in Time Do Some
Great Work, ;

HOWITIS MANUFACTURED

De- | Oharles E. Tripler, the Inventer of the

Procesg For Making It, Tells How
Cheaply It Can Be Produced—Its
Wonderful Properties g

The latest developments concerning li-
quid air and its practical application for
commercial purposes as - designed by
Charles E. Tripler of New York city, is
entertainingly told in a current number
of McClures by Ray Stannard Baker.

Briefly, the liquifaction of air is caused
by intense cold not by compression, al-
though compression is a part of the pro-
cess. Until recent years scientists thought
that air was a permanent gas and would
always remain so, but in 1877 Raoul Pic-
tet proved that oxygen was not really:a
permanent gas, but merely the vapor: of
a mineral, as steam is the wvapor of ice.
Later in 1892, Olzewski, of Warsaw, sue-
ceeded in liquifying nitrogen, the other.
constituent of air, and in the same year

Protessor Janies Dewar, an Kngushman,
actually succeeded in producing uiquid air

in some quantity, and then iroze 1t 1nto.

a mushy 1ce —air ice. The first ounce
made cost more tnan $3,000, but a wuvue
later he reduced the cost to $o00 a pint.
Now comes Mr. ‘Lripler, who makes the
article at the rate or fitty gallons a aay,
at' a cost of about twenty cents a ga..on,
and the most wonderful part of it 1s that
the inventor uses liquid air to prouyce
liquid air. ‘

‘I'he machinery by which the product is
manufactured consistns of a vacum pump,
condenser and liquifier, operated by :a
ten-horse power engine, the engine being
itself run by liqmd air, thus making h-
quid air by ligmd air, truly a marvelous
performance. Mr. iripler says: “Ilhave
actually made about ten galions of hiquid
air in my lquifier by the use of
three gallons in my engme. ‘There i,
therefore, a surplusage ot seven gallons
that has cost me mnothing, and which I
can use elsewhere as power.

**[ think there is no hmit to this produc-
tion, I do not want to claim too much,
but I think I can keep on producing this
surplusage indefinitely.”’

In describing tne process and the why
and wherefore of the new invention Mr.
I'ripter says that “'it is really one of the
simplest things in the ‘world, when you
understand it. In the case of the steam
engine you have water and coal. You
mus. take heat enough out of the coal
and put it into the water to change the
water into gas—tnat is steam. The exs
pansion of this gas produces power. and
the water will not give off any steam un-
til it reaches the boiling point -of 2}2 de-
grees Kahrenheit. | §

**Now steam bears the same relation to.
water that air bears to liguid air. Air i
a liguid at 312 degrees below zero—
degree of cold ‘that we can hardly imag-
ine. If you raise it above 312 begrees be-
low’ zero it bous, just as water .boils
above 212 degrees. Now then we live at
a temperature averaging, say, -severty de-
grees above zero, about .the present..
pesature of 0
wedare 382 s ‘warmer thar uid
air,, . Therefore, ‘compated : with the cold
of fxqmd air, we are ki i
furnace. A race of peopie who could
live at 312 degrees below zers would
shrivel up as qguiekly in this room as we
would in a baking oven. Now, then you
have air a liquid at 312 dégrees below
zero, You expose it to the heat of tnis
furnace in which we live, and it boils
instantly, and throws off a vapor which
expands and produces power, and that
is the whose matter.” '

The main object of Mr. Tripler at the
present time is the production of a power
giving substance. “If you can get a
cheap power,” he says, “‘all - other pro-
blems are solved. You can apply liquid
air to any engine and usé it as easily and
safely as steam. iou need no large-boil-
er, no water, no coal ana you have no
waste, lhe heat of the atmosphere does
all the work of expansion.”

Liquid air has many very curious prop-
erties. It is nearly as heavy as water,
and quite as clear and limpid. No other
substance in the world, unless it be liquid
hydrogl(:n is as cold as liquid air.

Alcohol freezes at so low a temperature
that is, 202 degrees below zero, that it is
ised in the thermometers to register all
degrees of cold, but it will not measure
the fearful coiu of liguiu air. A cup of
liquid air was poured into a tumbler
partly fllled with alcohol. Then - uur.
Iripler stirred it up with a glass rod. It
boiled for a few minutes and then thick-
ened up like sugar syrup, and froze solid.
Mercury is frozen until it is as hara ‘as
granite and liqgmd air freezes other met-

als just as hard as it freezes mercury.

Copper, gold, and all precious metals on
the other hand are made more pliable so
that even a thick piece can be bent read-
ily between the fingers.

.Messrs. Whyte and Marpole, two of
the most important officials of the O. P.
R. company, paid this city a visit yes-
terday in the interest of their wmanopoly,
and in an interview with a representa-
sive of this paper had some statements
to make of the intentions of this com-
pany with regard to Rossland. What
they said appears in another colamn.
The burden of their message to the res-
idents of this city is “Patience.” Their
atterances are plausible, and their
promises as freely given as if it had been
Mr. Shaughnessy himself who was
making them. But we bave lis-
tened before this to  promises
on their part, and to our undo-
ing we placed reliance in them; for we
are yet wearily awaiting their fulfill-
ment, and despite what Messrs. Whyte
and Marpole have to say we are likely
to wait. As we have said before, pa-
tience which these gentlemen so glibly
counsel appears likely to develop into a
vice, and the intentions of the C. P. R.,
a8 expressed by them, will probably fol-
low those previously made, and be put
to the only use possible, namely, paving
that gloomy abode which many people
here-are are uncharitable enough to say
will be the future sphere of operation of
the guiding spirits of the great Canadian
monopoly.

Now, we do not for a moment wish to
be understood as impugning any per-
sonal statement made by either-of the
gentlemen who were here yesterday;
but while able and important servants
of the company they are not the com-
pany itself, nor do they direct its policy.
1f it were left to Mr. Whyte or Mr. Mar-
pole we might soon bave what we have
8o long looked for in vain, but unfortu-
nately it is to the bead office in Montreal
—it is to Messrs. Van Horne and
Shiughnessy that we have to look for
justice, and hitherto, despite pledges
and promises, we have been treated with
nething short of contempt.

But curely‘the C.P. R. company’s
management does not imagine that the
people of Rossland are too dull to see
the motive which prompted the visit

sand inepired the utterances of these
gentlemen. If they believe that we are
80 befogged,and it would seem as if they
do, they certainly pay a poog compliment
to our understanding and discerntnent.
Wo are aware as well as they are that
the Dominion parliamengisabout to as-
gemble, and that Messrs. Van Horne and
Shaughnessy will again have to meet the
railway committee and the government
of the country; wiil have to give some
excuse for breaches of promises and
tyrannous exercise of the power which
was unwisely placed in their hands; will
again have to resort to dissimulation
and trickery, to corruption," cajolery
and coercion. We know as well as
do the stake for which
they are playing and which if they secure,
means the grinding of this province
under the foot of a despotic and merci-
less corporation.. We know that they
waat to soothe our people, by such pleas-
amt opiates as they always have, into
silemce and hollow dreams and so induce
the government to believe that this prov-
ince does not fear and does not oppose
the machinations of its worst enemy. vut
they will not succeed. The people of this
country have suffered too much;  they

have too much to dread from the C. P.

R.; they have too much to lose, if it gains

ita eads, to remain silent now when the
" crucial time has arrived ana when it is

to be decided whether they are to be
freemen, commercialy and industrially,
or slaves—the miserable hewers of wood
and drawers of water—of this montrous
railway octopus; wnen it is to be deter-
mined whether this province is to pro-
gress and flourish or is to lie dormant un-
til it suits the managers of the C. P. R. to
bid it spring into comercial life and activ-
ity.

It was for the purpose of blinding us
that Messrs. Whyte and Marpole paid
their visit and that Mr. Shaughnesy will
“shortly arrive, but instead of deceiving us
their presence here will have the result of
putting us on our guard and of bestirring
us in our own defence against their ef-
forts to effect our undoing.

A BATILE ROYAL.

When monopolists and charter mon-
gers fall out it sometimes happens that
the people get their just dues. There is
now said to be & row on, which, if it is
true, will redound to the good of -the
people of Oanada, an it will probably re-
gult in the building of a transcontinen-
tal railway. It will be a rival to the
QOanadian Pacific railway, which has
grown go proud, arrogant and domineer-
ing, since it imagines that it holds the

whip hand over the people of nearly allJ
of Canada. £ :

For a long time D. D, Msnn. and
William Mackenzie have been the char-
ter procurers for the Canadisn Pycific
railway. They could go to:providcial
legislatures, even to thé Dominion par-
liament, and procure charters, where
Sir William Van Horne and T. G.
Shaughnessy dare hardly show théir
faces. In time Messra. Mackenzie and
Mann came to be knmown simply as
the agent3 of the C. P. R. managers, for
shortly after charters were obtained
they would turn them over to the agents
of that road. It was noticed, too, by the
observant, that the firm of Mackenzie &
Msann nearly always secured fat con-
tracts from the Oanadian Pacific when
the railway schemes had évoluted to the
construction period. This method of
procedure went on and on until the firm
of Mackenzie & Mann became both
wealthy and influential. Now, however,
it is ramored in inner railway circles
that this quartet of schemers bave quar-
reled, and there is said to be war to the
knife between them. On the one side
are arrayed the two leading officials of
the big railway, and on the other are
the two charter mongers, who have
secured charter after charter for the
former.  Asa result of the quarrel the
scheme for another transcontinental
railway, to be a great rival of the Cana-
dian Pacific, has been born.

The route which has been marked out
for the proposed railway line is briefly
as follows: Beginning at Port Arthar,
they propose to build a railway to Win-
nipeg, and from Winnipeg, via Glad-
stone and along the Dauphin road, over
the old Mackenzie survey, and through
the Rocky mountains to the coast, by
the Yellowhead pass. Messrs. Macken-
zie & Mann are also reported to have
bought Hugh Sutheriand’s charter for a
road from Winnipeg to Hudson bay.
This road ‘includes western connections
beyond Manitoba. Practically, then,
Mr. Mackenzie’s scheme is for a railway
from Port Arthur to the Pacific coast, via
Winnipeg, Lake Dauphin and the Yel-
lowhead pass, going to the north of the

_present C. P. R. line, and also throngh a

country which is said to contain better
land and which will afford a better traffic
than that which is tributary to the
Canadian Pacific railway. ®

The Toronto World and other papers
contain articles in support of the idea
that such a quarrel as the one ‘above
outlined has actually taken place. The
World bsses its supposition mainly upon
the action of the legislature of this prov-
ince in throwing out thecontract of Mac-
kenzie & Mann for the  constraction - of
that portion of the Vietoria, Vancouver
& Eastern railway between Penticton
and the coast. 2 i :

If there are two men in the Dominion
who are fitted to fight the C.P. R. with
the same sort of weapons that are used
by that 'corporation, they are Messrs.
Mackenzie & Mann. They know every
trick of Messrs. Van Horne and Shaugh-
nessy, and can give them tips on some
that they donot know. It is like fight-
ing devils with fire to pit these two
charter mongers against those two great
exponents of monopoly,embodied in the
persons of Messrs. Van Horne & Shaugh-
nessy. It will be a battle royal, and, as
the charter mongers are wealthy and
have a large following, they should win
against the unpopular Canadian Pacific
coterie. We hope they will. There is
always the fear, however, that they
may, when they have their scheme for
the transcontinental railway under way,
succumb to the blandishments of the
gold of the C. P. R. If they do not sell-
out, however, their scheme, if carried
out, will result in giving the Dominion
another transcontinental line, and-in
this event Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann
will not huve lived without conferring
some good on the country in which they
have so long resided.

A CASUS BELLI
____‘.1\—

The mania for forming corporations
has become such a dominant British
characteristic that it seems impossible
for three members of the race to meet
for business or for pleasure without the
formation of a limited company of some
kind or other. There are limited com-
panies in Great Britain called into ex-
istence for performing almost every pos-
gible function. Limited companies will
nurse you when you are sick and amuse
you when you are well. They will act
as father and mother for you while
you are young, and, if you have
the price,will sell you an annuity so that
your declinidlg years may be passed
without financial discomforts. In short,
they will perform duties for you from
the cradle to the grave, and erect a
tombstone for you—while you wait—un-
derneath. The latest inmstitution to be
captured by the promoter of limited
companies is Barnum & Bailey’s circus.
It crossed the water a short time since,
and has now fallen into the hands of
limited liability men. ' Now the institu-
tion, which won a reputation extending

around the world, first under Barnum
and later under Bailey, both Napoleons

of the sawdust, is the property of a cor-
poration without a soul. How has the
mighty four-ringed show fallen! Shades
of the strong and agile men, who for-
merly turned double somersaults over
nine elephants, defend us from such a
desecration. The prospectus of the Bar-
num & Bailey, limited, lies -before us,
and we are compelled to believe that the
pride of all the Americas, from a saw-
dust standpoint, is to become a British
corporation with a limited liability.

Exen the red lemonade, cooled by imite-

i tion ice, made of “blocks of glass, 18 to

beconde a part and parcel of the limited
company’s property. The concern is to
have a capital stock of £400,000, divided
into 400,000 shares of £1 each. It isnot
certain that the greatest show on earth
will ever visitits native heaths again,nor
its canvas walls resound with the huzzas
of the American populace, eating pea-
puts and drinking the carmine-hued
lemonade. Tours through the provinces
of Great Britain are to be taken during
the years 1899 and 1900. Then there
will be a continental tour, which will
oocupy at least two years.

This to us seems the crowning ouirage
of the century on the American people.
The twisters of the tail of the British
lion. now have a genuine casus belli.
They are now ina position to stir up
strife between the two countries. Oan-
ada should in this instance side with bher
neighbor to the south, for has not the
grandest, the greatest and the most in
structive show on earth visited this
country on several occasione, and have
we not, too, a surt of proprietary interest
in it? This is an occasion when all
other ties ehould be forgotten, and
when the wronged and outraged peo-
ples of Canada and the United States
ghonld join hands and do battle against,
what, in this instance, is the common
enemy. If the Britishers think that
they.can commit such outrages as to
swallow this colossal circus in one gulp
without suffering the consequences they
are very much mistaken. When thev
learn the fatal error they have made and
of the great indignation they have
aroused perhaps even the promoters of
this scheme will relent and give nus back
what they have deprived us of.

CHINESE - EXCOLUSION.

The question of increasing the per
capita tax on Chinese laborers entering
Canada will again be brought before
parliament at its approaching session,
and it is to hoped that the Government
will show a disposition to deal more
frankly and conclusively with it thad
has been displdyed in the past. The
only province ‘in the. confederation
which, as yet, is exposed to the crying
evils which arise from the immigration
of Chinamen to this country is British
Columbia, but if no more restrictive
measure is imposed tham that now in
force it will not be many years before
the eust will suffer, not less than the
west is now suffering, from this cause.
British Columbia has now a large, im-
portant ' and - progressive - . population
which is directing all its energies to the

-province, and this population is prac-
cally unanimous in saying that the in-

affected by the admission of this claes of
workmen. The demand for their ex-
clusion, therefore, is backed .by the
province, and the Federal Government
cannot well afford to ignore or trifle
with it. - General opinion has fixed the
tax which should be imposed at $500.
This would be prohibitive, and nothing
less, of course, would meet with ap-
proval. :

There is no doubt that the proposal
will meet with strenuous opposition
from quite a large class in the east,
whose voice has in the past been accus-
tomed to carry weight with our legisla-
tors on questions of this character, and
who have already placed themselves on
record as against Chinese restriction.
The position they take is purely a senti-
mental one, and giving it its ‘fullest
valae it should not be allowed to weigh
against the practical mmon sense
needs of the country. Nor in & matter
of this kind, which so nearly -affects our
Provincial interests, should there be in-
terference even from a source to which,
in so many matters, we are quite willing
to pay all deference and respect.

The OChinese laborer who comes to
this country is invariably the most de-
based specimen of his race. He is in-
capable of taking on civilization, or of
imbibing the simplest principles-_ of
morality. He is usually brought out as
the virtual slave of a syndicate of his
own. countrymen, the higher castes of
whom regard the coolie in the same
light as they do a beast of burden.
When his years of bond-service are up

money to take him back and support
him in his native country. He offers
his labor for & price at which
the white man would starve, and from
it he lays by such a considerable propor-
tion that his expenses for living are a
mere fraction of what an Anglo-Sazon
could exist upon. He is prepared to do
any class of labor, and so comes into
competition with women as well as men.
He refuses to assimilate with the people
among whom he liyes, and there is no
hope, therefore, thaf he will ever be-
come a gettler in this country. All his
energies are bent towards acquiring
sufficient to maintain- him when he re-
turns to China. Should he die here his
bones, even, are taken back for burial.
He forms no ties, puts no money in cir-
culation, does no work which would not
be better done by our own people. He
cuts under the honest workman and
endangers the bread on which his chil-
dren are to feed. The sooner the coun-
try gets ‘rid of him the better, and the
.Government will be acting unwisely if
it does mnot put up & high-barrier to
his entrance to our Dominion.

There will
be no danger that it will muke the
native born provincial and marrow in
their ideas.  On the contrary, it will in-
crease, instead of diminishing, their love
of British - institutione, and as a result
the members will become better:
fitted than even théy now are to carry
on all the duties of citizenship. If a
citizen reveres and loves the province in
which he was born it is no sign that he
does not respect the empire of which it
is a part and parcel. On the contrary,
it is certain that he will be even strong-
erin his allegiance than if he despised
the section in which he first saw the
light of day. Under the circumstances,
we think that the formation of sister
societies to the one that wae formed in
Victoria a few days since should be en-
couraged, and all the native suns of the
westernmost province of Canada should
join them.

In the baseball world it is quite- the
usual thing to issue a statement prior to
the opening of the season that the pros-
pects were never brighter, says the Mon-
treal Gazette. As far as the Eas.ern
League is concerned, everything does cer-
tainly appear rosy just at present, when
one bears in mind the rather dilapidated
condition: in which the league wound up
last season. Pat Powers and the league
 iwdgnates have been hard at work during

erni-League is the only one of the minor
leagues in working order—that is, with
its cireuit completed and schedule adopt-
ed. The Western League is still wander-
ing in the woods, looking for another
city to complete its circuit, while the At-
lantic has not yet adopted its schedule.
Even the National League schedule has
not .been settled. -

There are three experimental cities in
the FEastern League this. season, and it
looks as if their addition should prove a
source of strength. In the east there are
two new clubs, Worcester and Hartford,
two cities which fit in splendidly with
Springfield and Providence. .o two of
these four cities are a hundred iles
apart, and that means that there wilfe
but small expenditure for car fare, and
none at all for sleepers, after the initial
jump has been made by the western
clubs. All four are good towns. Roches-
ter, Syracuse, Toronto, and Morntreal con-
stitute the western half. Of this section
the two Canadian cities are sure winners,
while there has been a shake-up in both
Rochester and Syracuse, which promises
to be for the good of the game.

The Montreal directorate has been hard
at work for some time preparing for the
season. As they did last season, they
have placed the selection of the team en-
tirely in the hands of Captain Dooley.
He has the league 'salary limit to work
upon as a guide, and is not hamipered in
any way by the directors. All theywant
from the Montreal manager is a winning
team. He gave it to them last season;
and with the material at his disposal
they expect him to do it again. Captaia
Dooley will thus furmish the team, and
the directors will look after’ the grounds,
and the comfort of their patroms. . It is
generally admitted that the Montreal
grounds and stands are tne vest in the
league, and this season the diamond
should be better than ever, since it has
had an opportunity during the winter of

‘algo determined to do everything in their
power to ensure the comfort of their pa-
trons. The gate receipts last season
showed a constantly increasing interest
in the game, and there is no reason why
this interest should not increase at even
_greater ratio during the present season.

SPOEANE WANTS A SMELTER.

Spokane is nothing if not ambitious,

“and leaves mo stone unturned that will

assist in her aggrandizement. She gits
like a queen on her throne on the banks
of the Spokane river, and is surrounded
on all s?ges by a rich mining and pas-
toral country that must needs pay Ler
willing tribute by reason of her superb
location, her enterprise, her wealth and
her energy. Spokane has made consid-
erable money out of her mining, farming
and pastoral investments. Her citizens
have an overweening ambition and are
bent on making Spokanea smelting cen-
ter. It seems that James J. Hill, the
president of the Great Northern railway,
who, by the way, is a native of Canada,
has been asking the Spokane people if
they had ever tried to establish a smelt-
or there. He further remarked if they
would provide the smelter he would
furnish the transportation. It was for-
ther said by Mr. Hill that he believed
the time was ripe when it was to the
interest of Spokane to establish the
gmelting industry in that city. The
Spokesman-Reviaw, in commenting up-
on the smelting question, says:

« If ‘Mr. Hill will give the word, Spokane can
be made one of the chief smelting centers of the
United States. He indicatesa desire to do this.
He realizes, of course, that if ores from the north
country were smelted at Spokane, his Spokane
& Northern branch would haul them from the
mines to Spokane.’ His main line ~would carry
the fuel to the smelter, and he would also have
the long haul on the bullion from the smelter to
the distant refidery.

«Mr. Hill also comprehends the grave respon-
sibility, if smelters are not establisted here, of
the smelting industry being firmly established
across the line, Already successful smelters are
established at Nelson and Trail,and plans are
formulated for another in the Boundary Creek
country. A large part of the ores of the mineral
belt along the international boundary will not
bear shipment to the distant smelters of the
United States. and if smelters.are not erected
here, these ores will go to the local smelters of
Southern British Columbia, and the tonnage will
pass to the Canadian Pacific.” 8

The am bi plans of Spokane are
all right so far as smelting the ores of
the territory in Washington and the ad-
joining states that are tributary to her
are concerned. The smelting industry,
however, of Southern British Columbia
ig established on a firm footing. There
are smelters at Pilot Bay, Golden, Trail
and Nelson. The active ones are thosge
at Nelson and Trail. The others are
lying idle. The one at Golden, we under-
stand, will -shortly be put to work.
Smelters are to be erected at Cascade
City and Grand Forks, and at other
points where they may be needed.

The cheap coke of East’ Kootenay is a
tower of strength to the smelting indus-
try, and the conditions are becoming
more favorable, and the smelting indus-
tryisona firm and enduring footing
here so far as the copper-gold ores are

,concerned. This is so much thecase
that there is not the least fear that any
of this class of ore will be sent to Spo-
kane or anywhere alse  for treatment in
the future.

"With the silver-lead ores it is differ-
ent. The smelters of the United States,

rticalarly those around Omaha
Depxer, must have the silver-lead
gection to mix with their

ry ores, and where they contain cver

5b\per cent lead will smelt them for
nothing, and where they contain be-
tween 40 and 50 per centa nominal
charge of $1 per ton is made, with an
increasing charge as the percentage of
lead becomes smaller. Besides this
there is & market for lead around Omaha
and other points. It is turned into
white lead, shot, sheet lead and other
of the manufactured products of lead.
The import duty on lead collected by the
United States is less when it ig in the
ore than when it is in the shape of pig
lead. Therefore the producers of silver-
lead ores of the Slocan find it to their
advantage to send their product to the
smelters in the United States for the
following reasons:

First—Because the cost of smelting is
less there than it is here.

Second—Because there is a market
for the lead.

The reason why the Kootenay smel-
ters have not so far made a success of
the smelting of silver-lead ores is be-
cause there areno dry ores here to mix
with them so that they can be economi-
cally reduced. The second reason is
that there is but little market for the
lead after it is produced, because there
are no plants in which the raw lead can
be turned into the manufactured pro-

* ducts of lead.

In time there may be dry ores found
here and factories erected for the manu-
facture of white lead, etc., but until this
is done it 18 to be feared that much of
the silver-lead ores of the Kootenays will
be sent to Colorado and Nebraska for
treatment. We greatly fear that the
same things that militate against the
8melting of silver-lead ores in the Koot-
énays would have a like effect at Spo-
kane. There they bave so far no dry,
ores available. -Besides this there are
Do factories for the manufacturing of
white lead, ete. It isto be feared that
the silver-lead ores would be sent past
the city of Spokane, as they are at pres-
ent, to points where they are needed in
the reduction of dry ores. These' and
other matters will have to be considered
before the people of Spokane erect their
Swelter/ The secheme ‘might be a suc-
Cess, but if this is achieved it will take
Years of time and the expenditure
of a vast sum before the goal sought for
B8 reached. In the meanwhile our
fmelting industry will have been so well

established that nothing can wrest it

BLACKBALLING OF HON. JOSEPH
MARTIN.

Hon. Joseph Martin, the attorney-
general of the Province, has been black-
balled by the ‘Badminton Olub of Victo-
ria, and publicity has been given to the
fact through the press. The action of
this island club will certainly not in the
slighiest degree affect Mr. Martin’s pop-
uiarity in‘ his constituency or in the
Province, and it is doubtful if it will
greatly disturb his slumbers. He has
had worse rubs in his political life than
a left-handed blow from a body of men
who allow political or personal rancor
to dictate such a course of conduct. The
Badminton Club may be regarded as the
citadel in which the old-time element
has entrenched itself after all the outer
fortifications have been won by the in-
vading forces of recent immigration.
And from this point of questionable van-
tage the men who, but a few years
back, controlled the province and de-
luded themselves into the fancy that
they were guiding its destinies, survey
with amazement and aversion the vic-
torious advance of those whom they re-
gard as enemies and interlopers. The
ability and energy displayed by Mr,
Martin naturally mark him out as a
Vandal leader who deserves and incurs
their strongest hostility. In. this light
the blackballing of the attorney-general
wae a distinct compliment to his force of
character and administrative ability.

CHINESE DISMEMBERMENT.

From the utterances of the leading
British papers it is evident that the dis-
memberment of the Chinese Empire
has already been begun,and the only
question now to be considered is what
power will obtain the largest share. It
will be a sort of land-grabbing game,
which will be an exemplification of the
gentiment contained in the verse writ-
ten by Wordaworth, which reads as fol-
lows:

There may be- trouble over division of
the remnants, as predicted by Lord
Charles Beresford, but that the empire is
to be cut into strips is now certain.

The end of
the struggle for territory is not yet, but

REGULATIG ASSAYERS.

One of the commendable acts of the
last legislature was the passage of “an
act regulating the practise of assaying.
The act in brief provides for the bi-an-
nual institution of examinations under
government for efficiency in the prac-
tice of assaying and ‘“‘other kindred sub-
jects as may be deemed advisable;” and
after the expiration of two years, from
the 1st of March, 1899, no one not hold-
ing a government certificate of efficiency
will'be allowed to practice as an assayer
in the Province; but in order to save
men of recognized professional standing
the annoyance of undergoing a test of
this kind provision is made that any
person applying for a certificate of effi-
ciency on satisfying the duly appeinted
examiners that he has passed a course
of practical analytical or assay work in
any school of mines or college in Canada,
Great Britain or Ireland, shall be en-
titled to receive such a certificate on
recommendations of the examiners; or,
in other words, the government certifi-
cates will be granted to all applicants
able to present satisfactory credentials.

No one can complain of the provisions
of this act. Its effect will be to weed
out the incompetent and to keep in the
business those who are qualified to earrv
it on. It will have the effect, too, of
protecting the public’ from impositions
that are sometime far reaching. A great
deal depends on the accuracy of assays,
and the public will be protected from
what has been a form of fraud on the
part of those who are poorly grounded
in the profession.

The Mining Record, in spéaking of
this matter, regrets that it will be two
years before the act will go into effect.
This journal suggests that it would be a
wise move to have similar laws apply-
ing to the professions of mine managers
and mining engineers.

We heartily concur in the suggestion,
and if any one needs proof of the neces-
gity of such 4 course all he wili have to
do is to take a trip around the camp and
observe the many monuments of incom-
petency in tunnels where there should
be shafts, and other burrowings which
are the work of incompetent engineers.
These burrowings had they been made
by moles would, in some instances, have
attained better results. Some of them
seem to have been made simply for the
purpose of making subterranean
excursions through the country
rock, as they are of no use whatever
for mining purposes. They were planned
without knowledge of geology, minerolo-
gy ‘or any other ology, andexecuted
without the least practical knowledge of
mining. In i 'making these workings,
which are extended in divers directions,-
without apparently any set purpose,

A CANADIAN MINT.

British Columbia, through her legisla-
ture, has declared herself in favor of the
establishment of a mint in  Canada. In
the same breath the declaration is made
that this province is the most suitable
place in which the mint could be estab-
lished and maintained. The resolution
provides that an humble address be di-
rected to His Honor, the lieutenant-
governor, reqesting him to communi-
cate with the Dominion government,
urging upon that government the desir-
ability of the establishment at the
earliest possible date of a mint, such
mint to be established in the Province
of British Columbia. !

The resolution is the result of an agi-
tation that has been going on for some
time in favor of the establishment of a
mint. About the only opposition to the
plan came for awhile from the Canadian
Bankers’ association. At the last an-
nual meeting of the Bankers’ association,
held in Toronto five months since, the
president in his address favored the
establishment of & mint, and his views
met with the general approval of the
association. This shows that even the
bankers are in favor of the measure.

Canada produces gold, silver, copper
and nickel, the essentials for coinage of
money of the several denominations.
A considerable proportion of the coin at
present in circulation is of British
and American make. The subsidiary
silver and copper money that is coined
under the authority of the government

is made in England. It is claimed in
defess of this plan that it can be
coined cheaper in Great Britain than
it can be here. The same could be
said of all the work that is done in Can-
ada. It could be done cheaper in Eng-
land because wagee are ‘lower there.
This fact would not justify the giving of
the work that is now done here to the
toilers of England.

This country now has a population of
about 6,000,000, It is large enough,im-

RENEW THE AGITATION.

The Dominion parliament will- be in
gession on the 17th of March, and the
important question of the betterment of
the condition of the silver-lead interests
of the Slocan should be brought to its
attention in so able a msanner that fav-
orable action will be taken. It will be
remembered that President Buchanan,
of the Kaslo board of trade, was sent to
‘Ottawa by the boards of trade of Koote-
nay last year to lay before the govern-
ment the question of the United States
import duty on Kootenay silver-lead
ores, and other questions affecting them.
President Buchanan arrived in Toronto
only a short time before parliament ad-
journed, and, as the government seemed
cold toward and not disposed to act
in the matter, he urged that a commis-
sion be appointed to inquire into the
subject, and to suggest such remedies
as to the members seemed proper-to the
parliament that is now about to convene.
No action was taken on this suggestion.
It is said that the ministry is'now much
more fovorable than it was to take
action. This is because considerable
light has been thrown upon it by the
discussion  that have been .in pro-
gress almost ever since 'in the newspa-
pers. It is aquestion of paramountim-
portance to the Kootenays, and the Do-
minion government should lend its best
energies to aid in the establishing and
maintaining of the industry of smelting
of silver-lead ores here.

and political plunderers, who have
worked in alliance to despoil the people.
He would find that at length, so clearly
did it become recognized that, in any

open and avowed corruption.

An instance of this trinmph of artifice
and duplicity. is not far to seek. Of all
the' railway lines which have received
the endorsement and financial backing
of the Canadian people the Crow’s Nest
Pass road is the best illustration of a
charter having been obtained by the ex-
ercise of these arts; it is likewise the
best illustration of utter disregard
paid to solemn pledges and to the public
interest. It is, in addition to this, the

OURPUBLICSCHOOLS

The Meagre Appropriations Have
Half Starved Them.

NO COAL FOR FURNACES

The Board uf School Trustees of Ross~
land Have Always Had “a Hard
Road to Travel.”—The Appropria-
tions Made by the Province.

The board of school trustees of Rossland
have always had a hard road. to travel.
The appropriations made by the provin-
cial government in the past have been
so meagre that in many respects the
schools have been starved, and indeed
they have been so cramped for want of
fuel that they have had to close the

school. The Trustees consist of Ald. C.
O. Lalonde, chairman; S. Forteath, sec-
retary, and H. B. McCraney. The govern-
ment pays the salaries of the nine ‘each-
ers and gives the trustees $450, or £00
a year for each class for incidental ex-
penses. The salaries range downward from
$80 per month to $50 per month, tor 12
months of the year, so that the highest
salary is $960 per annum, and the lowest
per annum,

The $450 appropriation has to pay for
fuel, toilet arrangements, which alone
costs $10 per month and all other im=
cidental expenses. It is of some interest
to know that out of this appropriation of
$450 for incidentals, $102 had to be paid
out for wood alone in December, and
since January, $205 worth of coal has
been consumed in the 8-roomed school
alone, making for a trifle over one-third of
school term a total of $307, or more than
two-thirds of the whole appropriation for
this one item alone, leaving only $143
cover all other expenses for the whole
term and the cost of fuel for two-thirds
of the term. It is necessary to provide
water, soap, brushes, mops and many other
items, but all has been supposed to be
done with a meagre appropriation or $50
per month for nine school rooms.

A _short time ago matters became so bad
that drastic measures had to be taken.
The authorities in Victoria knew
nothing of severe weather, and have no
idea of what it costs to heat a school-
room, with the thermometer 15 to 20
degrees below . zero, and they kicked
Fortunately for Rossland the board of
trustees was just as independent as tne
government, and when the appropriation
was exhausted the board demanded more.
The board had no power to purchase any-
thing, school was closed for want of fuel,
and the chairman notified Dr. Pope, su-
perintendent of education,and Hon. Jos-
eph Martin, then acting minister of edu-
cation, while ‘Hon J. Fred ~Hume was
geeking re-eleetion, of the action of the
board. Within a few hours a telegram
came back authorizing the board to pur-
chase fuel, and the schools were reopened
next day, and since then there has been
no trouble, but the main cause of the dif-
ficulty, the insufficiency of the appropria-
tion, still remains, and the board 1s con-
stantly begging for funds.

Victoria March 11.—The full court to-
bday gave judgment on ‘the appeal from
the decision of Mr. Justice Drake on
Pender vs. the War Eagle, refusihg to
order Stenographer Jones to deliver a
transcript of his notes in the case, which
he withheld on account of the depart-
ment disputing the amount of his claim
for pay. The full court reversed this
decision, their judgment concluding as
follows: We have nothing to do with the
dispute which has arisen between Mr:
Jones and the attorney-general’s depart-
ment with respect to compensation, and’
it must be obvious that no suitor’s right
to a transcript of the notes, such as they
now asked for, can be prejudiced i con-
sequence of any such dispute. In sitting
and acting in the court at Rossland as of-
ficial stenographer Mr. Jones in effect,
held himself out to the suitors of the court
as having been duly appointed, and there
is no reason to believe that the suitors
thought otherwise; hence they must
have relied upon him for transcripts of
the notes taken by him in their several
cases if they should need them. The re-
sult of what has been said is that the ap-
peal must be allowed, and following the
usual rule, with costs.

New York, March 15.—Among the pas-
sengers who arrived today from Havana
on the Vigilancia was Colonel Ashley .
Cole, president of the state railroad com-
mission, who was accompanied -by his
wife. Colonel Cole has beeli in a number
of interior towns of the isf.'i_]ad of Cuba,
and in many of the principal cities on'the
southern shore, and declares that the eon-
dition of affairs in Cuba is serious and
that there is a chance that there will be
trouble for the United States. “I have
found in Cuba,” he said, ‘“‘a feeling of un-
rest among the people because of the eon-
tinued occupation of the island by the
American troops and at .the delay in
forming a government. This feeling I
found among all classes except the weal-
thy plantation owners.I believe it will
ripen into bitterness and that the Cubans
will look,upon us 38 they diu upon 1iue
Spaniards.”

First Public Appearance of the U.
8. Ambassador in England.

HIS BRILLIANT ADDRESS

Speaks of the Growing Feeling of Cor-
diality Between the Two Nations—
Their Harmonious Relations Means
Peuce tu the Wor:ra.

London, March 15.—Joseph  H. Choate,
the United States ambassador to the court
of St. James, made his first public appear-
ance in England at the banquet of the As-
sociation of the Chamber of Commerce of
the United Kingdom, which was held at
the Metropole hotel this evening. There
was a brilliant gathering, about 250 per-
sons having been invitea to meet the am-
bassador, including the Lord Chief Jus-
tice of KEngland, Baron Russell; the Hon.
Sir Henry Statiord Northcote, the presi-
dent of- the -association; the prime min-
ister, the Marquis of Salisbury; the karl
of .fersey, the Earl of Dartmouth, Rear
Admiral - Lord Charles Berestord, the
Right Hon. C. T. Ritchie, James R. Cart-
er,. second secretary of the United States
embassy, and many members of parlia-
ment. -Mr. Choate, who, on arriving, was
heartily welcomed by the chairman and
officials of the association, sat in the place
of honor, on the right of the chairtan.

Rear Admiral Lord Charles Berestord,
who replied to the toast to the navy, de-
clined to be drawn into a diseussion of
the Chinege situation. He concluded his .
speech by “saying: “I'he company is wul-
ing to hear a distinguished gentleman, the
new ambassador of the United States,
whom every man, fore and aft, in this
country is delighted to see, but 1 can-
not be seated without saying that 1 took
every opportunity to see the fleet of Amer-
ica in both Pacific and Atlantic. 1 saw a
very excellent fleet, not only in the way
the ships are built, but in respect ot gen-
eral organization and preparedness.” I
need not extol its officers and men. They
are of the same blood us ourselves, and it
has been proved what they could do when
called upon. I hope the time will ‘very
shortly come when there will be such an
understanding between the two countries
thut if anything occurs disagreeable to us,
or affecting our honor and safety, tunese
two fleets will be together. They will
make for peace.

After another reference to the “open
door,” and the “enlarged sphere of in-
fluence which a cordial brotherhood has
opened up,” the ambassador continued:
“T-beg that you will not mistake m;
meaning. 1 do not believe that, althp:gﬁ
friends, we shall ever cease to be rivals.
In the future, as in the past, we, on our
side, and you on yours, W}fl still press
every advantage that can fairly be taken,
but it shall be a gererous and loyal rival-
ry, and all questions, disputes and contro-
vefsies arising shall be settled by peace-
ful means, by negotiations, by arbitration,
by a,x,ly' and every possible means, except
‘war. :
‘After pointing out that this wag'nio new
sentiment;—Mr. Choate remarked: “While
the last great conflict between Great Brit-
ain and America failed to settle any of
the great questions upon which each side
took up arms—showing ~that between
brethern war is the worst possible means
of settling any controversy—yet in the 84
years that have since elapsed, tremendous
questions, heated words, threatening dem-
onstrations, which would inevitably have
brought any other two nations into open
and frequent conflict, have occurred on
each side, and all have been arranged and
adjusted without resort to arms.”
The Venezueian Imbrogha. -
Referring to the Venezuela imbroglio,
he observed: “XYou know that on our
side of the waler we love occasionafi to
twist: the lion’s tail for the mere sport of
heaging him roar. (Laughter. Well,
that time he disappointed us. He would
not roar at all. He sat silent as the
sphinz, and by dint of mutual forkear-
ance—our sober second thought ai:iiaz
your sober first thought—we averted 'ev-
erything but a mere war of words’ :
‘Alluding to the satisfactory dispelling
of the clouds between Russia and Eng-

I would like to quote my pres-
ident again, for.the last words 1 heard
him say were that the United States to-
day ‘were on better terms with every na-
tion on the face of the earth than it had
ever been before.

THE CHURCH IN CUBA.

The Apostolic Delegate Discusses the
Matter With General Brooke.

Havana, March 15.—Archbishop Chap-
pelle, the apostolic delegate to the West
Indies, discussed with General Brooke to-
day the situation of the Roman Cathohe
church in Cuba. He asks nothing, ex-
cept that the church be allowed to retain
its property, jurisdiction and rights as a
corporation under the Spanish laws. Te
this General Brooke sees no objection,
though there are some titles in dispute
that may have to come before the courts.
The church will continue to control the
cemeteries ‘and in cases wnere these uave
been taken by tne municipalities, tae lat-
ter will be ordered to give them back.
The archbishop .realizes that a certainm
amount of distrust 1s felt regarding the
church, in Cuba, and he may suggest to
Rome some plan to “Cubanize” the
church, gradually recruiting the hierarchy
from the Cubans themselves and giving
the local Spanish element less authorty.
