The Austrians Were Decisively Defeated and Sought to
Retire Across the Drina River——Were Mowed Down
By French Artiliery and Lost Thousands of Men, as
Well as a Vast Quantity of Supplies.

GERMANS STILL

INTHE NORTH SEA

Scatter These Dangers Indis-
crimately in the Various
Trade Routes

NEUTRAL SHIPS
HAVE SUFFERED

By This Action Which is Con
trary to All Internation-
al Regulations

London, Aug. 23.—The Britsh Offi-
cial News Bureau makes the follow-
ing announcement: ‘The Admiralty
draws attention to its previous warn-
ing to neutrals of the danger of tra-
versing the North Sea. The Germans
are continuing their practice of scat-
tering mines indiscriminately upon
the ordinary trade routes.

These mines do not conform to the
conditions of the Hague convention,
as they don’t become harmless after
a certain number of hours.

Scattered Indiscriminately
“They are not laid in connection
with any definite military scheme
such as the closing of a military sea-
port or as a distinct operation against
. fighting fleet, but appear to be scat-
tered on the chance of catching in-
dividual British war or merchant ves-
sels. In consequence of this policy,
neutral ships, whatever their destina-
tion,- are exposed to the gravest dan-

JAP ULTIMATUM

L.ondon, Aug. 22.—Germany has re-
jected the Japanese ultimaium de--
manding the withdrawal of German
ships from the Far East and the evac-
uation of Kiao-Chau.” According to
aespatches from Kiao-Chau the Jap-
anese fleet will bombard Kia-Chau
to-morrow.

Japan’s Ulitmatum.

The following is the text of the
ultimatum sent by Japan to ‘Ger-
many:

“We consider it highly important
and necessary in the present situa-
tion to take measures to remove
the cause of any disturbance of the
peace in the Far East and to safe-
guard the general interests as con-
templated by the agreement of al-
liance between Japan and Great
Britain.

“In order to secure a firm and

enduring peace in Eastern Asia,
the establishment of which is the
aim of the said agreement, the Im-
perial Japanese Government sin-
cerely believe it to be its duty to
give the advice to the Imperial Ger-
man Government to carry out the
following twe propositions.

“First—To withdraw immediate-
ly from Japanese and Chinese wa-
ters German men-of-war and arm-
ed vessels of all kinds and to dis-
arm at once those which cannot be
so withdrawn.

“Second—To deliver on a date
not later than September 15 to the
Imperial Japanese authorities with-
out conditon or compensation, the
entire leased territory  of Kiau
Chau, with a view to the eventual
restoration of the same to China.

“The Imperial Japanese Govern-
ment announces at the same time
'that in the event of it not receiving
by noon on August 23, 1914, an an-
swer from the Imperial German
Government signifying its uncon-
ditional acceptance of the above ad
vice, offered by the Imperial Jap-
anese Government, Japan will be
.compelled to take such action as
she may deem necessary to meet
